Driving through Gray County and the city of 
Pampa you normally see two different kinds of 
law enforcement, Gray County Sheriff’s Of-
fice and Pampa Police Department.

A little more unknown to the public are con-
stables. Contrary to popular belief, constables 
were the first law enforcement agency in Tex-
as.

“Constables are certified peace officers just 
like any other peace officer in the State of Tex-
as,” constable Joe Montgomery said. “We’re 

the only elected officials in law enforcement 
that has qualifications to run. We are elected in 
the precinct that we serve.”

Gray County has two elected constables. 
Montgomery is for precinct two and Gary Mc-
Fall is elected for precincts one and three.

“In order to run for constable you either have 
to be a peace officer or a retired peace officer,” 
Montgomery said. “Or you have to have an as-
sociate’s degree and then you have 270 days 
after you get elected to get certified. No other 
law enforcement has that.”

• Remember that ice forms first on bridges, 
overpasses and shady areas.

• On icy roads, drive slowly, increase dis-
tance needed for stopping, and avoid using 
cruise control.

• Watch for downed trees and power lines 

across roads. If power is out, treat all inter-
sections as four-way stops.

• Make sure your vehicle is properly main-
tained before any trip – check fluid and anti-
freeze levels.

• Don’t drink and drive and buckle up ev-
eryone in the vehicle.

the county but they mainly stay on the 
civil side of law enforcement.

Montgomery serves a lot of truancy 
papers for the justice of the peace, 
which is when students miss more 
than the allowed amount of school and 
they have to answer to the justice of 
the peace. But that’s not all Montgom-
ery does.

“I run a lot of traffic, I serve war-
rants or any kind of civil papers,” 
Montgomery. “I can enforce traffic 
laws. If the sheriff’s office or PD 
needs back up they can call us, or 
they don’t have to but we back them 
up anyway.”

Montgomery gets paged out when 
Hoover Fire Department is called 
to help handle traffic for them. This 
allows for the sheriff’s deputies to 
continue with other duties rather 
than being tied up monitoring traf-
fic. Montgomery is also going to a 
constable leadership college and will 
graduate in Huntsville in May.

“If we ever have deputies or any-
thing like that, it shows that I have 

leadership in that,” Montgomery 
said. “A county of our size may never 
have deputies, but it’s there for me to 
have more education for my office. I 
believe in getting all of the education 
I can to help me perform my duties as 
constable.”

Some counties in Texas, such as 
Dallas County, Terant County and 
Houston have as many as eight con-
stables with more than 300 deputies.

“Our main jobs are to serve civil 
process through the JP court,” McFall 
said. “We are also the bailiff of the JP 
courts.”

Some smaller counties are starting 
to eliminate the constable position 
because they dont see a need for it, 
but McFall said their job is important.

“We are a very important position 
in the county because of the unique-
ness of our jobs,” McFall said. 

Montgomery added that getting rid 
of the constable position isn’t as easy 
as just vacating the position.

“In the old days up until a few 
years, probably 10 or maybe a little 
bit longer, the only way to get rid of 
the constables’ office was to put it on 
the state ballot,” Montgomery said. 
“The state voted to get rid of it for 
the county. If the constable has been 
dormant (meaning noone has run for 

it and it isn’t occupied) the County 
Commissioner’s court can vote to get 
rid of it.”

McFall said that it used to be if you 
had a justice of the peace you had a 
constable.

Both Montgomery and McFall are 
in their first term as constable.

Montgomery was an constable in 
Wheeler County for 17 years.

Both of them have been in law en-
forcement for roughly 25 years. They 
both also have a master peace officer 
certification and jailer licenses. But 
they both agree knowing all of the 
civil processes are a challenge.

The constables sometimes run 
into situations that they don’t have 
the resources to do. For example, 
Montgomery said if they are serving 
an eviction notice and discover the 
house may have a methamphetamine 
lab in it, they will alert the police 
department or county because they 
don’t have the resources to address 
the issue.

Speaking of serving official papers, 
starting this week, law enforcement 
agencies are involved in the annual 
“Warrant Round-Up.” Both Mont-
gomery and McFall will be involved 
in the round-up.

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ages. If you want to, you can 
include who took the photo 
and what time it was taken, 
but that is not required.

The National Weather 
Service in Amarillo issued 
an area forecast discussion 
around lunchtime on Thurs-
day explaining how they ex-
pect the system to develop.

In the discussion, they say 
the highest amounts are ex-
pected across the southern 
Panhandle. They expect a 
widespread snow of at least 
two inches across all of the 
Panhandles.

NWS says high resolu-
tion models are showing the 
potential for a heavy snow 
band to develop during the 
morning commute today and 
lasting until about noon. The 
location of where this band 
sets up is still uncertain at this 
point. 

Areas that do get under-
neath this band could see 
higher snow totals approach-
ing about six inches. They do 
expect it to occur somewhere 
in the southern Panhandle.

Pampa is under a Winter 
Weather Advisory until 6 p.m. 
this evening.

The wording of the adviso-
ry as of 2 p.m. Thursday said 
light to moderate snow can 
be expected across the central 
and eastern Texas Panhandle 
Thursday and Friday with 
locations between two and 
four inches. This advisory 
included the cities of Miami, 
Canadian, Pampa, Shamrock, 
Wheeler, Clarendon and Wel-
lington. There are differently 
worded advisories out for 
other parts of the Panhandle.

NWS says snow will begin 
late Thursday and continue 
into Friday afternoon. They 
say roads and bridges will 
likely be snow packed and 
icy, thus resulting in hazard-
ous travel conditions.

Silage trials show forage type and variety 
selection key to yield and quality

Submitted
AMARILLO – Ongoing 

Texas A&M AgriLife Exten-
sion Service sorghum silage 
trials have revealed forage 
type and variety are key con-
siderations to optimizing both 
quantity and quality, accord-
ing to two specialists.

Dr. Jourdan Bell, AgriL-
ife Extension agronomist in 
Amarillo, said the 2014 trials 
in Potter County under center 
pivot irrigation evaluated 90 
forage sorghum silage vari-
eties for optimal yield and 
quality.

Bell said because silage 
is in high demand by both 
feedyards and dairies in the 
High Plains, she and Dr. Ted 
McCollum, AgriLife Exten-
sion beef cattle specialist of 
Amarillo, are taking a closer 
look at what makes a differ-
ence in production outcomes, 
especially on sorghum silage.

“In many areas with declin-
ing well capacities, sorghum 
silages are a great alternative 
to corn silage,” Bell said. 
“Producers can achieve very 
good sorghum silage yields 
with about half the irrigation 
water requirement of corn si-
lages.”

But, she said, not all sor-
ghum silage varieties are 
created alike. There is great 
variability in yield and qual-
ity between varieties, which 
is why the AgriLife Exten-
sion variety trials are used by 
many producers as they make 
their variety selections.

“Variety selection is really 
key to achieving optimum 
yield and quality,” she said. 
“It is important to evaluate 
the different sorghums used 

for forage and silage produc-
tion. When we discuss types, 
there are forage sorghums, 
sudangrasses and sorghum-
sudangrasses.”

In these different types, 
Bell explained, there are nor-
mal or conventional variet-
ies, brown midrib varieties 
that have decreased lignin 
and increased digestibility, 
and several different maturity 
classes, including photoperi-
od-sensitive varieties.

The initiation of reproduc-
tion by the photoperiod-sen-
sitive varieties is regulated by 
day length, McCollum said. 
Reproductive activity will not 
begin until day length is less 
than 12.3 to 12.5 hours. In 
the High Plains, this is about 
mid-September. As a result, 
these varieties will not flower 
until mid-October, if weather 
permits.

Bell said the 2014 trials in-
cluded 44 non-brown midrib 
varieties and 46 brown mid-
rib varieties. Of the entries, 
15 were photoperiod sensi-
tive. She said varietal selec-
tion showed up during the 
trials as the key to achieving 
optimum yield and quality.

“We saw a wide range in 
yields among the varieties,” 
she said. “Our maximum 
yield was 39.8 tons per acre 
at 65 percent moisture, while 
the lowest yielding variety 
was 11.3 tons per acre at 65 
percent moisture. The trial 
average was 21.7 tons per 
acre at 65 percent moisture. 
We had some very good 
yielding varieties.”

However, Bell said, 2014 
growing conditions signifi-
cantly affected yields. While 

8.5 inches of irrigation was 
applied, the plots received 9.2 
inches of in-season precipita-
tion.

“In addition to very timely 
in-season precipitation that 
greatly enhanced crop pro-
duction, we received 5.3 
inches of precipitation in 
May and June prior to plant-
ing, which provided very 
good stored soil moisture,” 
she said.

Bell said there were also 
significant differences in 
quality between varieties.

“We evaluated crude pro-
tein, acid detergent fiber, 
neutral detergent fiber, lignin, 
starch, neutral detergent fiber 
digestibility and relative feed 
quality,” she said. “In general, 
the brown midrib varieties 
had the greatest digestibil-
ity and crude protein values, 
while the photoperiod-sen-
sitive varieties tended to be 
lower quality and the others 
in between.”

Bell said because the 
photoperiod-sensitive variet-
ies remain in the vegetative 
stage of development longer, 
average yields were greatest; 
however, lignin was greater 
and digestibility was lower, 
which is reflected in lower 
relative feed quality scores.

McCollum said in the 
2014 trials, as in previous 
years, there was a great deal 
of overlap in quality among 
these different genetic types, 
“so comparing actual trial 
data for specific varieties is a 
better selection approach than 
simply using genetic type.”

“Selection of a silage va-
riety should first consider 
where the silage will be 

placed in the nutritional man-
agement program of the end 
user,” he said. “Some pro-
duction systems need higher 
feed quality and yield may 
be a secondary consideration, 
while other systems may be 
less focused on feed quality 
and yield may be a greater 
consideration.

“One variety or type does 
not necessarily fit all, espe-
cially when we reframe the 
thought process and include 
the water needs and irriga-
tion capabilities in the discus-
sion rather than just focusing 
on the end use of the silage,” 
McCollum said. “The diverse 
types and varieties give a pro-
ducer and an end user the ca-
pability of fitting a variety to 
their capabilities and needs.”

Harvest timing is also very 
important with regards to si-
lage quality, Bell said. The 
ideal harvest time optimizes 
both quantity and quality of 
the forage, but with silage, 
“we also must consider har-
vest moisture, which affects 
the packing of the silage and 
silage quality.”

In this trial, all varieties 
were harvested at or near the 
soft dough stage.

“Harvest timing is critical 
if an end user is relying on 
grain production in the silage 
crop,” McCollum said. “If 
harvest is delayed beyond 
soft dough, digestibility of the 
starch in the sorghum berries 
declines severely. It is best to 
err on the early side of harvest 
rather than the late side.”

Obstructive funeral practitioner
Have you ever been shopping 

somewhere and suddenly realized that 
the sales clerk was manipulating you? 

Imagine a 28-year-
old woman, who has 
recently been rejected 
by her fiancé for a 
younger woman. She 
enters a cosmetic store 
for a lipstick and leaves 
with a bag containing 
a $2,400 two-ounce 
bottle of cream de-
signed to rejuvenate her 
skin back to wrinkle 

and age spot freedom. I am sure a 
28-year-old woman does not have any 
wrinkles or age spots to speak of, but in 
such a vulnerable state, she might trust 
someone whom she thinks has greater 
knowledge about her needs. How do 
you think that sales clerk knew just 
how to sell her that ridicules bottle of 
cream?

My husband tells me it is body 
language, and interrogation, disguised 
as empathy. The 28-year-old woman 
probably told the sales clerk about her 
recent heartbreak, and the sales clerk, 
needing to make sales goals, used that 
information to her advantage. It is all 
hypothetical, but if you’ve ever left a 
store and wondered how you ended up 
with the things in your bag, you under-
stand my point.

Recently I assisted a client who 
had lost a loved one. My client had 
contacted a different funeral home and 
rather than cremating his loved one as 
requested, he was being forced into 
a burial. My client contacted me and 
asked that I take over his case.  I im-
mediately contacted the funeral home 
housing his loved one for their charges, 
and informed them I would be the 
funeral director providing his requested 
services.

That was the moment I realized my 
client had been unfairly treated and that 
now, as his advocate, I was going to 
have to assert myself on his behalf. Not 
only was he being forced into a burial, 
he was being charged for unneces-
sary services for which he did not ask. 
It also appeared that this first funeral 
home had consorted with another fu-
neral home in town to block his wishes. 
These two very powerful funeral 
homes made it impossible to carry out 
my clients wishes, and I was forced to 
remove my client’s loved one across 
the nearby state line. Nevertheless, 
my client’s wishes were fulfilled; his 
loved one was cremated and inurned 
in a timely, dignified and appropriate 
manner.

My client’s experience raises the 
question, what does one do when one 
has been blatantly mistreated or ma-
nipulated by a funeral practitioner?

My client did as he should have; he 
removed himself and his loved one 
from the manipulating funeral home 
and sought one willing to accomplish 
his legal wishes. The unbelievable 
stress and anguish my client suffered 
at the hands of this funeral home is un-
forgivable. I believe it will prolong and 
complicate his grief recovery experi-
ence for many years.

Upon the accomplishment of my 
client’s wishes, he asked me what he 
should do to ensure that others do not 
suffer, as did he. I told him that he 
did the best thing when he switched 
funeral homes. That action should have 
stopped the abuse. Unfortunately, the 
first funeral home was vindictive and 
interfered in every step of the process 
possible. In this situation, my client 
behaved reasonably and contacted his 
attorney. Again, his actions were ap-
propriate. My client wanted to run an 
article in the local newspaper, naming 
the funeral homes that obstructed his 
wishes and exposing their activities. I 
suggested he consult with his attorney 
first. Revenge was not his goal, protect-
ing others from such misery was what 
he wanted to accomplish.

My final suggestion to him was to 
register a complaint with the state’s 
Funeral Service Commission. Such a

The war on 
drugs, San 

Francisco-style
I can’t tell you how 

many times I’ve had out-
of-towners tell me they 

think San 
Francisco 
is a breath-
takingly 
beautiful 
city — so 
why is it 
that City 
Hall hasn’t 
done more 
about base-
ball pitch-

ers chewing tobacco at 
city ballparks? No, wait. 
I can tell you. I’ve never 
heard that. I have heard 
countless complaints 
from tourists and locals 
about homeless people 
sprawled on sidewalks, 
the stink of the city and 
the creepiness of walking 
downtown while navigat-
ing around urine puddles, 
feces and used hypoder-
mic needles.

Given those very real 
assaults on the city’s 
quality of life, Supervi-
sor Mark Farrell’s plan 
to introduce an ordinance 
banning the use of chew-
ing tobacco at every 
ballpark in town comes 
across as a veritable 
trivial pursuit.

Farrell admits that his 
proposed ban is ground-
breaking, as tobacco 
chewers pose no health 
risk to others. Smoking 
foes have cited the health 
threat of secondhand 
smoke to justify smoking 
bans — but secondhand 
saliva?

A Farrell policy paper 
reports 3.3 percent of San 
Francisco high schoolers 
said they used smoke-
less tobacco in 2013. 
The Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention 
says tobacco-chewing 
athletes make smokeless 
tobacco look attractive 
to kids. Farrell knows 
it. He chewed tobacco 
while playing baseball 

in college. There’s a 
national campaign, 
“Knock Tobacco Out 
of the Park,” with some 
baseball industry sup-
port. The minor leagues 
already ban smokeless 
tobacco, and since 2011, 
the major leagues have 
prohibited players from 
using said products dur-
ing TV interviews and 
club appearances.

San Francisco has 
laws to ban behavior 
that is hazardous to 
public health and (un-
like smokeless tobacco) 
degrades quality of life 
for others. If city con-
stabularies cannot keep 
up with the demand of 
enforcing laws against 
public urination, camp-
ing in public spaces and 
shooting up illegal drugs, 
surely the supes should 
spare them from having 
to clamp down on chaw-
chomping players.

Farrell’s ordinance 
qualifies as a nanny 
state law because a) 
like other City Hall 
busybody schemes, it 
targets a small group of 
people who do something 
politically unpopular, 
as in chew tobacco or 
drink too much soda, and 
b) unlike drug injec-
tors and public defeca-
tors, practitioners tend 
to be law-abiding. In 
other words, Farrell and 
California Assemblyman 
Tony Thurmond, who has 
a state bill to ban smoke-
less tobacco at ballparks, 
are picking on easy, 
law-abiding targets who 
cannot count on the pow-
erful homeless lobby to 
safeguard their interests.

Governments should 
not use their heavy hand 
to outlaw behavior sim-
ply because elected of-
ficials can get away with 
it. Farrell says ballplayers 

“It hit a nerve”
“It hit a nerve,” Rudy 

Giuliani observed about his 
widely reported insight that 

President 
Obama does 
not love 
America. 
Amid the up-
roar from the 
liberal media 
that anyone 
would dare 
question a 
liberal’s pa-
triotism, the 

former mayor of New York 
City is not backing away 
from his candid comment, 
telling the New York Times 
that “I said exactly what I 
wanted to say. I conveyed 
exactly the message that I 
wanted to convey.”

Giuliani’s on-target com-
ments hit the same nerve 
that has produced an uproar 
over the new Advanced 
Placement U.S. History 
Framework, which is teach-
ing 500,000 of our brightest 
college-bound high school 
seniors to be ashamed 
instead of proud of our 
country. A half-dozen states 
have introduced legislation 
demanding changes in the 
APUSH Framework, which 
minimizes the American 
Revolution, the Founding 
Fathers and the exceptional 
greatness of our country, in 
order to give disproportion-
ate emphasis to the griev-
ances of minorities.

The former mayor ob-
served that Obama criticizes 
our country “much more 
often than other American 
presidents,” both Republican 
and Democrat. He added 
that Obama “was educated 
by people who were critics 

of the U.S. And he has not 
been able to overcome those 
influences.”

“From the time he was 9 
years old, he was influenced 
by Frank Marshall Davis, 
who was a communist,” 
Giuliani pointed out. As a 
young “community organiz-
er,” Obama was influenced 
by the radical socialist Saul 
Alinsky, who was also the 
subject of Hillary Rodham’s 
92-page senior thesis at 
Wellesley College.

Giuliani continued: “He 
spent 17 years in the church 
of Jeremiah Wright, and this 
is the guy who said ‘God 
damn America, not God 
bless America.’”

Giuliani has, in fact, been 
making many comments 
like these, without much 
media attention. But this 
time the comment was made 
in the presence of a lead-
ing presidential candidate, 
Scott Walker, who refused 
to criticize Giuliani’s remark 
despite pressure to do so.

“The mayor can speak 
for himself,” Walker told 
a reporter who demanded 
to know if Walker agrees 
with the mayor that Obama 
does not love America. 
“You should ask the presi-
dent what he thinks about 
America.”

Another prospective 
presidential candidate, Gov. 
Bobby Jindal of Louisi-
ana, reportedly telephoned 
Giuliani to congratulate him 
for his comments. Publicly, 
Jindal said, “The gist of 
what Mayor Giuliani said 
... is true,” adding, “If you 
are looking for someone to 
condemn the mayor, look 
elsewhere.”

Jindal also stood by his 
own remarks that criticized 
“non-assimilation” by im-
migrants to our country. He 
described as “dangerous” the 
“people who want to come 
to our country but not adopt 
our values,” including our 
English language, adding 
that “it is absolutely correct 
to insist on assimilation” by 
immigrants to America.

Responses by other 
Republican presidential can-
didates to Giuliani’s insight 
have been less impressive. 
Jeb Bush and Rand Paul 
were quick to run from 
Giuliani’s remarks by insist-
ing they would not question 
Obama’s “motives,” while 
Marco Rubio and Lindsey 
Graham both said they have 
“no doubt” that President 
Obama loves America. And 
2012 presidential nominee 
Mitt Romney’s chief foreign 
policy adviser, Dan Senor, 
told CNBC that it is “in-
sane” to question “whether 
or not Barack Obama loves 
America.”

While running for 
president in 2008, Obama 
criticized Americans in rural 
Pennsylvania and in small 
towns in the Midwest by 
saying that “they get bitter, 
they cling to guns or religion 
or antipathy toward people 
who aren’t like them or 
anti-immigrant sentiment 
or anti-trade sentiment as a 
way to explain their frus-
trations.” That offensive 
comment was not long after 
Michelle Obama declared, 
“Let me tell you something. 
For the first time in my adult 
lifetime, I’m proud of my 
country.”

Obama refers to our nation 

as “this” country, as though 
it is some other country and 
not “our” country, as when 
he said, “There’s a long 
history in this country of 
African-Americans and Lati-
nos being stopped dispropor-
tionately by the police, and 
that’s a fact.” Obama once 
told a European audience 
that “there have been times 
where America has shown 
arrogance.”

When Obama has ex-
pressed admiration for 
our country, it is often in a 
backhanded manner. “I real-
ize that America’s critics will 
be quick to point out that 
at times we too have failed 
to live up to our ideals; that 
America has plenty of prob-
lems within its own borders. 
This is true,” Obama de-
clared to the United Nations 
General Assembly last year.

By contrast, Mayor 
Giuliani said, “with all 
our flaws, we’re the most 
exceptional country in the 
world. I’m looking for a 
presidential candidate who 
can express that, do that and 
carry it out.”

“I want a president who 
is not embarrassed to say 
America is the strongest 
power on earth,” the mayor 
continued. “And I want our 
enemies to be afraid of our 
president.”

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Automakers hire rocket firm 
to probe air bag problems

DETROIT (AP) — The 
auto industry, fed up with 
slow progress toward 
finding out why some air 
bags explode with too 
much force, has hired a 
Virginia rocket science 
company to investigate 
the matter.

Ten automakers whose 
vehicles have been re-
called because of prob-
lems with Takata Corp. 
air bags said Thursday 
they have jointly hired 
Orbital ATK to figure out 
the problem. The subur-
ban Washington, D.C., 
company makes rock-
et propulsion systems, 
small arms ammunition, 
warhead fuses and mis-
sile controls.

The companies also 
named David Kelly, a for-
mer acting administrator 
of the National Highway 
Traffic Safety Adminis-
tration, as project man-
ager for the investigation.

Air bags inflators made 
by Takata of Japan can 
explode with too much 
force, sending shrapnel 
into car and truck cab-
ins. At least six people 
have been killed and 64 
injured due to the prob-
lems, which surfaced 
a decade ago. So far, 
about 17 million cars and 
trucks have been recalled 
in the U.S. and 22 million 
worldwide to replace the 
inflators, but Takata has 
been unable to pinpoint 

the cause. The compa-
ny has known about the 
problems since at least 
2004.

Takata uses ammonium 
nitrate to create a small 
explosion that quickly 
inflates its air bags. But 
government investiga-
tors say the chemical can 
burn faster than designed 
if exposed to prolonged 
airborne moisture. That 
can cause it to blow apart 
a metal canister meant 
to contain the explosion. 
Automakers, Takata and 
the government all want 
to find out just how much 
humidity and time it 
takes to cause the prob-
lem, both of which are 
unknown.

Orbital ATK has the 
ability to quickly simu-
late the impact of humid-
ity on the propellant over 
long periods of time, 
which is key to find-
ing out the cause, Kelly 
said in an interview. The 
company will test air bag 
inflators that were taken 
from cars that have been 
repaired under recalls.

“The Orbital team has 
a tremendous amount of 
experience in being able 
to test that and being able 
to look at burn rates on a 
large scale,” he said.

Long-term stability of 
air bag propellant is im-
portant because cars are 
staying on the road for 10 
or 15 years, much longer 

than in the past, Kelly 
said.

He wouldn’t estimate 
how long it might take 
to find a cause. “We 
don’t want to prejudge 
that process. It is much 
more important for us to 
get the answer right than 
to get the answer back,” 
Kelly said.

Orbital ATK will share 
data with Takata and gov-
ernment safety investi-
gators. Once a cause is 
found, it will be disclosed 
to all stakeholders and 
the public, Kelly said.

The automakers, led by 
Toyota, include BMW, 
Fiat Chrysler, Ford, 
General Motors, Honda, 
Mazda, Mitsubishi, Nis-
san and Subaru. Several 
said privately they hired 
Orbital to speed up the 
investigation.

In a statement, Takata 
said welcomes Orbital 
and Kelly and will work 
with them and NHTSA 
on the investigation. The 
company said it has been 
in contact with automak-
ers and will support their 
investigation by sharing 
results of its own testing.

Takata is being fined 
$14,000 per day by NHT-
SA for allegedly failing 
to cooperate in the gov-
ernment’s probe of the 
problem, an accusation 
that Takata denies. Fines 
began Feb. 20 and have 
grown to $98,000 so far.

US stock indexes drift lower 
as oil prices sink again

A deepening slide in crude 
oil prices weighed on energy 
stocks, tipping U.S. finan-
cial markets mostly lower in 
afternoon trading Thursday. 
Chevron and Exxon Mobil 
were among the biggest de-
cliners in the Dow Jones in-
dustrial average, which eased 
back from its latest all-time 
high. Investors also were 
weighing mixed corporate 
earnings and U.S. economic 
data.

KEEPING SCORE: The 
Dow Jones industrial aver-
age fell 14 points, or 0.1 
percent, to 18,210 as of 2:13 
p.m. Eastern. The Standard & 
Poor’s 500 index was down 
three points, or 0.2 percent, to 
2,110. The Nasdaq composite 
gained 13 points, or 0.3 per-
cent, to 4,980.

ENERGY: Benchmark 
U.S. crude oil fell $2.39 to 
$48.60 a barrel on the New 
York Mercantile Exchange. It 
rose $1.71 on Wednesday to 
$50.99 after the U.S. Energy 
Department reported diesel 
and gasoline inventories fell 
more than expected, indicat-
ing a pickup in demand.

OIL FALLOUT: Several 
oil drilling companies fell 
sharply. Newfield Explora-
tion fell $2.54, or 7.1 percent, 
to $33.46. Ensco slid $1.91, 
or 7.2 percent, to $24.67. 
Noble shed $1.14, or 6.4 
percent, to $16.69. Chevron 
lost $1.42, or 1.3 percent, to 
$107.15, while Exxon Mobil 
shed $1.10, or 1.2 percent, to 
$88.50.

SECTOR WATCH: Six of 
the 10 sectors in the S&P 500 
moved lower, with energy 
stocks declining 2 percent, 
the biggest drop in the index. 
The sector is now down 1.4 

percent this year. Technology 
stocks led the gainers. It’s up 
3.9 percent this year.

NO RELIEF: Sears Hold-
ings fell 5.9 percent after the 
company reported its fourth 
straight year of falling profit 
and revenue. The stock slid 
$2.25 to $35.65.

ROUGH QUARTERS: 
Shares in vehicle components 
company LKQ, theme park 
operator SeaWorld Enter-
tainment and stun gun maker 
Taser International slumped 
after the companies’ latest 
quarterly results fell short of 
Wall Street’s expectations. 
LKQ fell $3.30, or 11.8 per-
cent, to $24.56. SeaWorld 
slid $1.30, or 6.4 percent, to 
$19.05. Taser fell $4, or 14.8 
percent, to $23.05.

IN THE CLOUD: Sales-
force.com gained 14.4 per-
cent after the cloud software 
company reported a boost in 
quarterly revenue. The stock 
climbed $8.71 to $69.12.

HEALTHY RESULTS: 
Cyberonics surged 14.3 per-
cent on news the medical 
technology company’s fis-
cal third-quarter earnings 
exceeded financial analysts’ 
forecasts. The stock added 
$8.66 to $69.03.

THE ECONOMY: The 
Commerce Department re-
ported that orders for long-
lasting manufactured goods 
rose 2.8 percent in January, 
the biggest increase since 
July. Meanwhile, the Labor 
Department said prices paid 
by consumers, excluding 
food and energy, rose 0.2 per-
cent last month. Over the past 
year, those “core” prices have 
risen just 1.6 percent, below 
the 2 percent the Federal Re-
serve considers optimal for a 

healthy economy.
THE QUOTE: Investors 

were mostly focused on the 
consumer prices report, a 
measure of inflation. That’s 
because rising inflation 
makes it more likely that the 
Fed will move sooner to raise 
its key interest rate.

“It’s definitely a mixed re-
port,” said Randy Frederick, 
a managing director of trad-
ing and derivatives with the 
Schwab Center for Financial 
Research. “The market is in 
this zone where it doesn’t 
know whether to cheer bad 
news because that means 
rates will stay low or good 
news because it means the 
economy is getting better.”

U N E M P L O Y M E N T 
CLAIMS: Weekly applica-
tions for unemployment ben-
efits rose last week to a sea-
sonally adjusted 313,000, the 
most in six weeks. That total 
is still consistent with steady 
hiring. Applications are a 
proxy for layoffs.

EUROPEAN ACTION: 
Germany’s DAX rose 1 per-
cent, while France’s CAC 40 
gained 0.6 percent. Britain’s 
FTSE 100 rose 0.2 percent. 
A survey of consumer senti-
ment in the 19-country euro-
zone showed consumer opti-
mism in Germany climbed to 
its highest since 2001.

BONDS: U.S. government 
bond prices fell. The yield 
on the 10-year Treasury note 
edged up to 2 percent from 
1.97 percent late Wednesday.

METALS: Precious and in-
dustrial metals futures ended 
higher. Gold rose $8.60 to 
$1,210.10 an ounce, silver 
rose 15 cents to $16.58 an 
ounce and copper rose five 
cents to $2.71 a pound.

Elisabeth Moss leaves ‘Mad Men’ for ‘challenging’ Broadway
NEW YORK (AP) — The cocktail of choice for Elisa-

beth Moss these days is very post-”Mad Men.”
“It’s close to 5:30, isn’t it?” she asks a waitress at a 

chic bar in the theater district one recent 
afternoon.

“I’ll do a vodka ginger ale, please. A 
little light on the vodka.”

No Don Draper-style whiskey sours or 
martinis for Moss, who has left her be-
loved character Peggy Olson to play the 
title character in “The Heidi Chronicles” 
on Broadway.

Today’s drink is as much a pick-me-
up as a way to unwind after a long day 
of rehearsal. Moss, whose features and 

personality are softer and lighter in person than the but-
toned-up Peggy, admits she’s only recently found out 
what she’s signed up for.

“It’s physically far more challenging than I thought it 
was, mentally far more challenging. I don’t know why I 
didn’t realize that,” Moss said.

“I’m like, ‘Wow. Ballsy move, Moss. You really took 
on something bigger than you’ve done before. But that’s 
what I want to do.”

The play is a series of sketches stretching over 24 
years from the late 1960s to 1989 that playwright Wendy 
Wasserstein uses to trace Heidi Holland’s changing ideas 
about herself, about men and about other women.

Moss, 32, had known of the play, which won a 1989 
Pulitzer and a Tony for best play, but she hadn’t read or 
seen it. The mix of comedy and drama instantly attracted 
her: “It’s my favorite thing to do — to do both in one 
thing.”

She’s a stage veteran, having made her Broadway de-
but in “Speed-the-Plow” with Jeremy Piven in 2008 and 
most recently starring with Keira Knightley in Lillian 
Hellman’s “The Children’s Hour” in London in 2011.

She and Tony Award nominee Bryce Pinkham, who 
stars in the play as Heidi’s best friend, have bonded over 
Broadway shows and genuinely like each other. It helps 
that Pinkham has been impressed by his co-star’s on-
stage skills.

“The thing about Elisabeth is she’s really one of those 
actors that, when you watch her, you kind of get a little 
angry,” he said with a laugh.

“It’s sort of like watching somebody paint with wa-
tercolors. It’s like, ‘How are you doing that?’ and ‘How 
do you know how to do that?’ and ‘How did you know 
it was going to look like that when you finished it?’ And 
yet somehow it feels effortless and peaceful the way she 
does it.”

TV viewers fell in love with Moss’ Peggy aboard “Mad 
Men,” watching her go from lowly secretary to copy-
writer to advertising star. But the actress said she had no 
idea where creator Matthew Weiner was taking her.

“That fact of becoming a strong moral compass and 

becoming someone who had a voice and telling that sto-
ry of feminism in the workplace — I had no idea,” she 
said.

The end of “Mad Men” — the last few episodes air in 
April — has been looming for some time, but Moss said 
she was still pretty emotional by the last day of filming.

“It sounds so silly because obviously you never want 
to equate the ending of a show with something that’s 
actually dramatic and emotional — like life. But we’d 
known each other for nine years and the only thing I can 
equate it to is how you might have felt when leaving four 
years of college,” she said.

“You have to say goodbye properly, and I think that 
we did say goodbye properly. I felt like when I left that 
night, I felt ready to move on. I felt I had done whatever 
I needed to do to move on.”

Moss and her two cats have relocated permanently to 
New York, and she’s been on a tear watching as many 
Broadway shows as possible before her own nights are 
busy onstage.

She’s seen “If/Then,” ‘’The Curious Incident of the 
Dog in the Night-Time” and “A Delicate Balance.” She 
also rushed to see Tony Award winner Jessie Mueller in 
the Carole King musical “Beautiful” for a specific rea-
son.

“I wanted to see someone who was good on Broad-
way,” said Moss, with a laugh. “Like, ‘That’s what’s 
good. Try to do something like that.’”

Vandalism in Arizona shows the Internet’s vulnerability
FLAGSTAFF, Ariz. (AP) — Comput-

ers, cellphones and landlines in Arizona 
were knocked out of service for hours, 
ATMs stopped working, 911 systems 
were disrupted and businesses were un-
able to process credit card transactions 
— all because vandals sliced through a 
fiber-optic Internet cable buried under the 
rocky desert.

The Internet outage did more than un-
derscore just how dependent modern so-
ciety has become on high technology. It 
raised questions about the vulnerability of 
the nation’s Internet infrastructure.

Alex Juarez, a spokesman for Internet 
service provider CenturyLink, said the 
problem was first reported around noon 
Wednesday, and customer complaints 
immediately began to pour in from the 
northern edges of Phoenix to cities like 
Flagstaff, Prescott and Sedona. Service 
began coming back within a few hours 
and was reported fully restored by about 3 
a.m. Thursday.

CenturyLink blamed vandalism, and 
police are investigating.

The CenturyLink-owned cable — actu-
ally, a set of cables bundled together in a 
black jacket a few inches in diameter — 
was buried several feet under the rocky 
soil in a dry wash, about a quarter-mile 
from the nearest houses and a couple of 
miles from an outlet mall. Vehicles can 
navigate the area easily, but foot traffic 
there is rare, Phoenix police spokesman 

Officer James Holmes said.
“It’s almost as if someone had to know 

it was there,” Holmes said.
Police believe the vandals were looking 

for copper wire — which can fetch high 
price as scrap — but didn’t find any af-
ter completely cutting through the cable, 
probably with power tools, Holmes said.

“Your average house saw and wire cut-
ters wouldn’t do it,” Holmes said. He said 
the damage was estimated at $6,000.

As the outage spread, CenturyLink 
technicians began the long, tedious pro-
cess of inspecting the line mile by mile. 
They eventually located the severed cable 
and spliced it back together.

CenturyLink gave no estimate on how 
many people were affected, but the outage 
was widespread because other cellphone, 
TV and Internet providers used the cable, 
too, under leasing arrangements with the 
company.

Mark Goldstein, secretary for the Ari-
zona Telecommunications and Informa-
tion Council, said such networks ideally 
should have built-in redundancies that can 
allow data transmissions to be diverted 
to another different line if a cable cut or 
damaged. But that was not the case here.

The challenge in Arizona, he said, is 
that large swaths of the outage area are 
a mishmash of federal lands that all have 
complicated ownership issue.

“You can’t just like go through the 
mountains and bury fiber. Part of the 

problems have to do with landowner-
ship in Arizona. So much land is Bureau 
of Land Management, the National Park 
Service or tribal,” Goldstein said.

The details of the vandalism came to 
light on the same day the Federal Com-
munications Commission in Washington 
voted to impose stricter regulation over 
Internet service providers like Comcast, 
Verizon, AT&T, Sprint and T-Mobile.

The plan, which puts the Internet in the 
same regulatory camp as the telephone, 
requires Internet service providers to act 
in the “public interest” and bans business 
practices that are “unjust or unreason-
able.”

Police investigating the vandalism in 
Arizona asked local residents to come 
forward if they saw anyone walking or 
driving in the area around the time service 
went out. Any charges resulting would not 
be limited to vandalism, Holmes said.

“It’s endangerment,” Holmes said. 
“When you think about that, if someone 
has an emergency and the only means 
they have of contacting or getting assis-
tance is through their cellphone, that’s 
just not a good thing.”

During the outage, Flagstaff’s 69,000 
residents struggled to go about their daily 
business.

Zak Holland, who works at a computer 
store at Northern Arizona University, said 
distraught students were nearly in tears 
when he said nothing could be done to re-

store their Internet connection.
“It just goes to show how dependent we 

are on the Internet when it disappears,” he 
said.

Many students told Holland they needed 
to get online to finish school assignments. 
University spokesman Tom Bauer said it 
was up to individual professors to decide 
how to handle late assignments.

Kate Hance and Jessie Hutchison 
stopped at a Wells Fargo ATM to get cash 
because an ice cream shop couldn’t take 
credit cards without a data connection. 
They left empty-handed because the out-
age also put cash machines out of service.

“It’s moderately annoying, but it’s not 
going to ruin my day,” Hutchison said.

At Flagstaff City Hall, employees were 
unable make or receive calls at their 
desks. The city relied on the Arizona De-
partment of Public Safety for help in dis-
patching police and firefighters.

In Prescott Valley, about 75 miles north 
of Phoenix, authorities said 911 service 
was being supplemented with hand-held 
radios and alternate phone numbers.

Yavapai County spokesman Dwight 
D’Evelyn said authorities couldn’t get ac-
cess to law enforcement databases either.

Weather reports from the region weren’t 
able to reach anyone. During evening 
newscasts, Phoenix TV stations showed 
blank spaces on their weather maps where 
local temperatures would normally ap-
pear.

n Winston leads in first post-Combine ESPN mock draft.
Now that we are between the NFL 

scouting combine and the pro days, it’s 
time to start watching mock drafts. Of 
course naming who will be drafted by all 
32 teams is like trying to hit all six lottery 
numbers, but it’s still fun to watch. 

I tend to follow ESPN’s because they 
do a decent job with the first 10.

Here is how the Top 10 plays out in 
ESPN’s NFL Draft insider Todd Mc-

Shay’s mock draft.
1. Tampa Bay Buc-

caneers — Jameis 
Winston, quarterback, 
Florida State - It is clear 
as day that the Tampa Bay 
Buccaneers will draft a 
quarterback. Many have 
touted Winston as the best 
quarterback in the last 
decade not named Andrew 
Luck. It’ll be interesting 
to see if the Bucs can keep 

him from getting in any trouble.
2. Tennessee Titans — Leonard Wil-

liams, defensive end, USC - The Titans 
have several needs to address. McShay 
believes Williams is the best player in 
the draft. Williams would provide some 
pass-rush to a defense who has none (can 
you name one defensive player in their 
front seven?). But I honestly think they 
could trade down in the draft since they 
hold the queen’s ransom with the No. 2 
overall pick.

3. Jacksonville Jaguars — Dante 
Fowler Jr., defensive end, Florida - 
They have their quarterback in Blake 
Bortles. Now let’s get the defensive 
anchor and draft a pass-rusher to chase 
Andrew Luck around. They could also go 
offense here and grab a wide receiver, but 
that defense needs a lot of help.

4. Oakland Raiders — Kevin White, 
wide receiver, West Virginia - Similar to 
the Jags, the Raiders drafted their quar-
terback last year and got a stud in Derek 
Carr. They also drafted a defensive pass-
rusher in Khalil Mack who helps. So now 
they need to score some points and they 
will be able to by drafting White, if the 
Jags don’t go offense.

5. Washington Redskins — Randy 
Gregory, defensive end, Nebraska - 
The Redskins are pretty set on offense, 
assuming RGIII stays healthy and can be 
productive, but now they need to fix that 
atrocious defense. Defensive end is the 
popular position in this draft so why not 
continue the trend.

6. New York Jets — Marcus Mari-
ota, quarterback, Oregon - McShay 
has Mariota slipping to the Jets. My only 
issue with this is teams that tend to have a 

terrible quarterback culture (Jets, Browns 
and Titans) do not do well unless they 
are a can’t miss. I don’t think Mariota is 
a can’t miss, I think he is a project that 
needs to go to a team where the pieces 
are around him and he can maybe sit on 
the bench.

7. Chicago Bears — Danny Shelton, 
defensive tackle, Washington - The 
Bears have a horrible defense, which is 
strange to say considering their history. 
But when you give opposing quarterbacks 
like Matthew Stafford and Aaron Rodgers 
too many possessions, as Jay Cutler does, 
you need to beef up the defense. 

8. Atlanta Falcons — Shane Ray, 
defensive end, Missouri - The Atlanta 
Falcons went several weeks into the 
season last year without getting a sack. 
They need a pass rusher to begin the 
Dan Quinn era in Atlanta. After that they 
should bolster the offensive line more.

9. New York Giants — Brandon 
Scherff, offensive line, Iowa - If Eli 
Manning doesn’t have time to throw, he 
makes bad decisions. Give him a line and 
get the run game going, he is dangerous. 
Just ask the Dallas Cowboys, who bullied 
the Giants around this year.

10. St. Louis Rams — Amari Cooper, 
wide receiver, Alabama - While Cooper 
didn’t do much to improve his stock at 
the combine, with Mariota and Winston 
off the board they need to look elsewhere 
to improve that offense. Draft Cooper 
then maybe look in the second round for 
a quarterback.

Locally McShay has the Dallas Cow-
boys drafting Wisconsin running back 
Melvin Gordon in the first round with the 
No. 27 overall pick. I see them going de-
fense personally or maybe even another 
linemen. But it also depends on what they 
can do with wide receiver Dez Bryant. 
They may be looking wide receiver.

The Houston Texans pick at No. 16 and 
McShay has them taking an offensive 
linemen. It would help to keep whoever is 
playing quarterback upright as they went 
through several quarterbacks last year.

Then in Denver at No. 28 McShay has 
them taking a defensive tackle. I could 
see them taking a linemen as well as the 
Broncos have had an aging line for the 
last couple years. But with the loss of 
Terrance Knighton to free agency, there 
will be a gaping hole on the defensive 
line.

TCU wins 3rd Big 12 home game in row
FORT WORTH (AP) — 

Kenrich Williams and TCU 
are finally starting to feel 
right at home in the Big 12.

Williams scored 10 points 
and grabbed 16 rebounds 
as TCU won its third con-
secutive Big 12 home game, 
beating Texas Tech 71-54 on 
Wednesday night.

"There's nothing like win-
ning. The last few games, 
we've really come out and 
played hard," Williams said. 
"It's almost over, Big 12 is 
almost over, we've got to start 
winning games."

The Horned Frogs (17-11, 
4-11 Big 12), in their third 
season in the league, com-
pleted their first regular-sea-
son series sweep of a Big 12 
opponent.

"They're playing with a 
lot more confidence," Texas 
Tech coach Tubby Smith 
said.

Williams scored six points 
in the first 4½ minutes of the 
game to push TCU to an 8-2 
lead. 

The Horned Frogs never 
trailed, and the game was tied 
only once — for less than two 

minutes at 8-8, before Trey 
Zeigler had a steal that turned 
into a breakaway dunk.

"We've come a long ways," 
coach Trent Johnson said.

Kyan Anderson had 17 
points and six assists for the 
Horned Frogs. 

Zeigler finished with 15 
points and Amric Fields had 
10 off the bench.

Zach Smith and Keenan 
Evans, both freshmen, each 
had 10 points for the Red 
Raiders (12-17, 2-14), who 
shot 34 percent (17 of 50) 
while losing their sixth game 
in a row.

TCU won 62-42 in Lub-
bock on Jan. 17, still the only 
Big 12 road win for the Frogs 
since joining the league.

The Horned Frogs lost all 
18 Big 12 games a season 
ago, after a 2-16 conference 
debut in 2013 with wins over 
Kansas and Oklahoma. 

After consecutive home 
wins over then-No. 21 Okla-
homa State (70-55) and Kan-
sas State (69-55), TCU lost 
81-72 at No. 8 Kansas on 
Saturday.

TCU started the season 

by winning all 13 of its non-
conference games. The Frogs 
then opened 1-10 in confer-
ence play, including two 
overtime losses and a stretch 
of six consecutive games 
against ranked teams.

"Honestly, I just think we're 
playing better," Johnson said. 
"We went through a stretch 
there ... caught (teams) at a 
tough time. It speaks volumes 
with how these guys stayed 
the course now. Because I 
know a lot of people around 
the outside were saying 'Oh, 
here we go.' But these kids, 
they were resilient."
Home away from home

TCU is playing its home 
games off campus this season 
in Wilkerson-Greines Activ-
ity Center, the arena used by 
the Fort Worth Independent 
School District. 

Daniel Meyer Coliseum on 
the TCU campus is undergo-
ing a $59 million total reno-
vation. 

The Frogs have only one 
more game there, the regular-
season finale March 7 against 
No. 12 Iowa State.
