Three workers killed in West 
Texas oil field rig explosion 

RANKIN, Texas (AP) — 
An oil field rig has exploded 
in West Texas, killing three 
workers.

Investigator Dusty Kilgore 
of the Upton County Sher-
iff’s Office said the accident 
happened Tuesday morning 
near Rankin, about 40 miles 
south of Midland.

Kilgore says a pulling unit 
crew was at the site when 
the explosion happened. The 
Occupational Safety and 
Health Administration web-
site describes a pulling unit 
as a well-servicing outfit.

Kilgore says one other 
worker at the site was not 
hurt in the explosion. He 
didn’t release the names of 
those killed.

The well is owned by 

Parsley Energy of Midland. 
Company spokeswoman 
Lisa Elliott says the workers 
who died were employed by 
Mason Well Service Ltd. of 
Odessa, an independent con-
tractor.

A message left with Mason 
wasn’t immediately returned 
Wednesday.
Protest planned at home 
of frat member 

DALLAS (AP) — A pro-
test is planned Wednesday 
night outside the Dallas 
home of a former Univer-
sity of Oklahoma fraternity 
member who was shown in 
a video chanting a racial slur.

A Dallas-area advocacy 
group, the Next Genera-
tion Action Network, said a 
peaceful protest was planned 

at the family home of Parker 
Rice. Rice has apologized 
for participating in the chant, 
which also referenced lynch-
ing and indicated black stu-
dents would never be admit-
ted to OU’s chapter of Sigma 
Alpha Epsilon.

The Rev. Dominique Alex-
ander, who leads the group, 
said protesters want to send 
a message: “We’re not going 
to stand for that.”

Dallas police Maj. Jimmy 
Vaughan police will moni-
tor the protest and make sure 
traffic isn’t blocked along 
the residential street. Of-
ficers and media have been 
at the house, but the family 
doesn’t appear to be there.

Rice issued an apology 
Tuesday, saying the incident 
was “a horrible mistake” and 
“a devastating lesson” for 
which he is “seeking guid-
ance on how I can learn from 
this and make sure it never 
happens again.”

“I am deeply sorry for 
what I did Saturday night,” 
Rice said in the statement 
emailed to The Associated 
Press by his father. “It was 
wrong and reckless.”

Meanwhile, the parents 
of another student seen 

in the video, Levi Pettit, 
released a statement say-
ing, “he made a horrible 
mistake, and will live with 
the consequences forever.” 
Pettit also is from the Dal-
las area.

The apologies came after 
OU President David Boren 
expelled the two students 
who appeared to be leading 
the chant. 

He did not release their 
names. Boren said others 
involved would face disci-
pline.

Rice said in his statement 
that he withdrew from the 
university Monday. The 
statement from Pettit’s par-
ents did not address his sta-
tus with the university.

Rice said threatening 
calls to his family have 
prompted them to leave 
their North Dallas home. 
He said Saturday’s inci-
dent “likely was fueled by 
alcohol,” but “that’s not an 
excuse.”

“Yes, the song was taught 
to us. But that, too, doesn’t 
work as an explanation. It’s 
more important to acknowl-
edge what I did and what I 
didn’t do. I didn’t say ‘no,’”  
his statement said.

What’s fair?
Donald Trump’s kids 

and Paris Hilton’s siblings 
were born rich. That gave 

them a big 
advantage 
in life. 
Unfair!

Inequality 
in wealth 
has grown. 
Today the 
richest 1 
percent of 
Americans 
own a third 

of the assets. That’s not 
fair!

But wherever people are 
free, that’s what happens.

Some people are luck-
ier, smarter or just better 
at making money. Often 
they marry other wealthy, 
well-connected people. 
Over time, these advan-
tages compound. Glo-
balization increases the 
effect. This month’s issue 
of Forbes says the world 
now has 1,826 billion-
aires, and some struggle 
to find enough parking 
places for their jets.

President Obama calls 
inequality “the defin-
ing issue of our time.” 
Really? Not our unsus-
tainable debt? Not ISIS? 
The president also said, 
“No challenge? poses a 
greater threat to future 
generations than climate 
change!”

Politicians constantly 
find crises they will solve 
by increasing govern-
ment power. But why is 
inequality a crisis?

Alexis Goldstein, of a 
group called The Other 98 
percent, complains that 
corporations got richer 
but workers’ wages “are 
lower than they’ve been 
in 65 years.”

That’s a common 
refrain, but it’s wrong. 
Over the past 30 years, 
CBO data shows that the 
average income of the 
poorest fifth of Ameri-
cans is up by 49 percent. 
That doesn’t include all 
the innovations that have 
dramatically improved 
everyone’s life. Today 
even the poorest Ameri-
cans have comforts and 
lifespans that kings didn’t 
have a century ago.

George Mason Uni-
versity economist Garett 
Jones says, “If I was 
going to be in the bottom 
fifth in the America of 
today versus the bottom 
fifth of America in 1970 
or 1960, it’s hard to imag-
ine that anybody would 
take that time machine 
into the past.”

And despite America’s 
lousy government schools 
and regulations that make 
it tough to start a business, 
there is still economic mo-
bility . Poor people don’t 
have to stay poor. Sixty-
four percent of those 
born in the poorest fifth 
of the U.S. population 
move out of that quintile. 
Eleven percent of them 
rise all the way to the top, 
according to economists 
at Harvard and Berkeley. 

Most of the billionaires 
atop the Forbes richest list 
weren’t born rich. They 
got rich by innovating.

Rich people aren’t 
guaranteed their place at 
the top, either. Sixty-six 
percent fell from the top 
quintile, and eight percent 
fell all the way to the 
bottom.

That mobility is a rea-
son most of us are better 
off than we would have 
been in a more rigid soci-
ety, controlled by central 
economic planners.

Life will always be 
unfair. I want to play pro 
basketball. It’s unfair that 
LeBron James is bigger 
and more talented! It’s 
also unfair that George 
Clooney is better looking! 
It’s unfair that my brother 
is smarter than me.

Jones points out, “I was 
born with an advantage, 
too. Being born in the 
United States ... totally 
unfair.” He also has two 
married parents — an-
other huge advantage.

The question is not 
whether people start out 
life in homogeneous cir-
cumstances, he adds. “The 
question is whether gov-
ernment policies that try 
to fix this actually make 
things better or worse.”

Worse, in most cases. 
Government “help” 
encourages poor people to 
be dependent and passive. 
Dependent, people stay 
poor. Also, most govern-
ment handouts don’t even 
go to the poor. They go to 
the middle class (college 
loans, big mortgage tax 
deductions, Medicare) 
and the rich (corporate 
welfare, bailouts to banks 
“too big to fail”).

Instead of making 
government more power-
ful, let’s get rid of those 
handouts. Left and right 
ought to agree on that.

America has prosperity 
and innovation because 
we have relatively free 
markets.

Progressives say, “Keep 
the innovation but have 
government make us 
more equal.” But that 
doesn’t work. It’s been 
tried. Government-en-
forced equality — social-
ism — leaves everybody 
poor.

Equality is less im-
portant than opportunity 
. Opportunity requires 
allowing people to spend 
their own money and take 
their own risks.

Instead of talking about 
“fairness,” it would be 
better to talk about justice: 
respecting other people, 
respecting their freedom 
and their property rights.

Real fairness requires 
limiting government 
power.

How Democrats plan to win elections
The Obama Democrats 

have an audacious scheme 
for winning future elec-

tions. They 
just plan 
to import 
5,000,000 
non-citizens 
and creden-
tial them 
as voters 
who will, in 
gratitude, 
vote Demo-

cratic.
The way this devious 

formula works is stun-
ningly simple. Just get the 
new Republican Congress 
(under Speaker John 
Boehner and Sen. Mitch 
McConnell) to pass a full-
funding bill for Homeland 
Security without any ex-
ception for the funding of 
Obama’s illegal executive 
amnesty, which will al-
low Obama to give work 
permits, Social Security 
numbers and driver’s 
licenses to five million 
illegal aliens.

Once the 5 million so-
called undocumented per-
sons are given those valu-
able documents, there is 
no way to stop them from 
voting. That conclusion is 
drawn from the testimony 
of voting experts such as 
Kansas Secretary of State 
Kris Kobach, who told 
the U.S. House Oversight 
Committee on Feb. 12, 
“It’s a guarantee it will 
happen.”

Kobach’s warning was 
reinforced by testimony 
before the same commit-
tee by Ohio Secretary of 
State Jon Husted, who 
noted that the 5 mil-
lion non-citizens would 

receive the “same docu-
ments that federal law 
requires the states to 
recognize as valid forms 
of identification for voter 
registration.” And once 
an alien registers to vote, 
Secretary Kobach said, it 
is “virtually impossible” 
to remove him from the 
voter rolls.

A third witness, Hans 
von Spakovsky, suggested 
that Social Security num-
bers issued to the 5 mil-
lion illegal aliens should 
contain a code (such as 
“N” for non-citizen) that 
would instantly reveal 
their ineligibility to vote. 
But that simple fix would 
happen only if the Obama 
administration sincerely 
wants to keep them from 
voting, which I doubt.

In case the illegal aliens 
need spending money, 
they can collect a special 
handout from the U.S. 
taxpayers called Earned 
Income Tax Credit, which 
was designed to help 
parents who are working 
to support their families. 
IRS Commissioner, John 
Koskinen, told the Senate 
Finance Committee on 
Feb. 3 that as soon as the 
illegal aliens receive their 
Social Security numbers, 
they will be allowed to go 
back and claim the EITC 
for up to three previ-
ous years in which they 
worked illegally.

What about the employ-
ers who illegally hired 
these people? They will 
get off scot-free, even 
though documentation 
clearly exists to prosecute 
and punish them.

Opponents of amnesty 

were cheered by the news 
that a federal judge issued 
an injunction against 
Barack Obama’s uncon-
stitutional and illegal 
executive amnesty. The 
judge ruled in favor of the 
lawsuit filed by the new 
Texas governor, Greg Ab-
bott, along with 25 other 
states.

Obama’s outgoing attor-
ney general, Eric Holder, 
has promised to appeal, 
and don’t expect any help 
from Holder’s replace-
ment. His designated suc-
cessor, Loretta Lynch, has 
already testified that she 
thinks Obama’s execu-
tive actions are perfectly 
legal.

Meanwhile, Obama’s 
5,000,000 amnestied il-
legals allowed to remain 
in our country can cash 
in on free health care 
plus schooling for their 
kids, including free lunch, 
breakfast and even dinner. 
I heard one public school 
superintendent complain-
ing on television that he 
now has 40 languages 
spoken in his school, and 
nobody has yet added up 
the costs that this burden 
imposes on the taxpayers.

Of course, these illegals 
will become eligible for 
all sorts of America’s 
generous welfare ben-
efits. This includes food 
stamps, Obamaphones, 
Medicaid, WIC, Social 
Security disability and 
dozens of other handouts.

Most important is that 
the illegals take jobs from 
American citizens. The 
Obama administration 
brags that the official un-
employment rate is only 

5.6 percent, but that num-
ber is misleading because 
it doesn’t include anyone 
who stopped looking for 
work four weeks ago.

As many as 30 million 
Americans are either out 
of work or extremely un-
deremployed. If you work 
just one hour per week for 
a payment of at least $20, 
you can’t be counted as 
unemployed in the official 
government statistics.

The 5 million beneficia-
ries of Obama’s executive 
action would be added to 
the already high number 
of foreigners who enter 
our labor force each year. 
They include 1.1 million 
legal immigrants, 700,000 
guest workers on tempo-
rary visas, plus roughly a 
half-million work per-
mits, which the Obama 
administration has been 
handing out each year 
to various categories of 
non-citizens who are not 
eligible for employment 
under the law.

It’s no wonder that the 
Center for Immigration 
Studies could report last 
year that literally 100 per-
cent of all net new jobs 
in the past decade have 
gone to immigrants and 
foreign workers. Fewer 
working-age Americans 
are employed today than 
in 2000.

Operation Strong Safety Report highlights criminal 
activity, vulnerabilities along border

n Provides recommendations to Texas leaders.
Submitted

AUSTIN – The Texas 
Department of Public Safe-
ty (DPS) today released an 
unclassified version of the 
Operation Strong Safety 
(OSS) report that was sub-
mitted to the 84th Texas 
Legislature and Office of 
the Governor as required 
by the Texas Leadership. 
In June 2014, the Gover-
nor, Lieutenant Governor 
and Speaker of the House 
of Representatives directed 
DPS to launch Operation 
Strong Safety to combat the 
criminal elements exploit-
ing the Texas-Mexico bor-
der. The operation – which 
integrates local, state, and 
federal ground, marine, air, 
and tactical border security 

assets around-the-clock in 
the area of operation – re-
mains ongoing today at the 
direction of state leaders.

“DPS is responsible for 
protecting and serving the 
people of Texas, and we 
are grateful for the Texas 
Leadership and Legisla-
ture’s continued support 
for our officers who put 
their lives on the line ev-
ery day to carry out that 
mission,” said DPS Direc-
tor Steven McCraw. “We 
are proud of the efforts of 
our law enforcement part-
ners at every level who 
are working to combat the 
criminal elements at our 
border, and DPS will con-
tinue to follow the direc-
tion of our state leaders in 

that effort.”
The OSS report was de-

veloped in response to a 
directive by the Governor, 
Lieutenant Governor and 
Speaker of the House of 
Representatives to detail 
how the operation was ex-
ecuted and its impact. The 
report also includes recom-
mendations for continued 
efforts to secure the Texas-
Mexico border. The Texas 
Legislature and Leadership 
will ultimately determine 
the next steps the state will 
take with respect to border 
security efforts.

Findings of the report in-
clude:

In FY 2014, the num-
ber of apprehensions in 
the Rio Grande Valley 

reached its highest level 
since records are available 
beginning in 1960. Since 
the launch of OSS in June 
2014, the number of illegal 
alien apprehensions in the 
OSS area of operation has 
fallen sharply. This trend 
marks a sharp contrast to 
the increase that had been 
trending before OSS. After 
the first week of the opera-
tion, there were 6,606 ille-
gal alien apprehensions in 
the area of operation. By 
week 11, the numbers had 
decreased below 2,000 and 
have consistently remained 
low through week 28.

OSS-related drug sei-
zures have totaled more 
than 180 tons of illegal 
drugs that had been smug-
gled across the border and 
were destined to be distrib-

uted throughout the state 
and nation.

The OSS report also out-
lines – and includes rec-
ommendations related to 
– multiple issues, includ-
ing the importance of mov-
ing to a border security 
strategy that will enable 
law enforcement to detect 
and interdict all smuggling 
events along the border.

“When drugs and people 
are being smuggled across 
the border undetected or 
without being interdicted, 
it is clear that the border 
is not secure,” said Direc-
tor McCraw. “Therefore, 
any time law enforcement 
interdicts a smuggling at-
tempt, we consider it a 
significant gain in the fight 
against ruthless criminal 
organizations and their 

pursuit to make money.”
“That said, in order to 

accurately and completely 
assess the true level of se-
curity between the ports 
of entry, law enforcement 
must be able to detect 
ALL smuggling events 
and determine whether 
each smuggling event was 
interdicted,” Director Mc-
Craw continued. “In other 
words, the true interdiction 
rate along the border can 
only be determined once 
law enforcement can detect 
100 percent of all smug-
gling attempts.”

Yes indeed it seems as 
though the Rangers in-
jury bug will continue into 
2015, at least at the begin-
ning here. 

Thankfully Rougned 
Odor, Profar’s backup, got 
a lot of experience last year 
due to Profar’s injury that 
season. He looks to start at 
second base for a while.

Derek Holland should be 
coming back soon for the 
Rangers, he was their ace 
before they acquired Dar-
vish.

Martin Perez will come 
back, but likely not un-
til mid-season as he had 
Tommy John surgery May 
of 2014.

The Rangers did acquire 
some arms to help the de-
pleted rotation this year.

Yovanni Gallardo came 
over in a trade as well as 
Ross Detwiler. 

Texas is still using an 
eight man rotation right 
now for spring training un-
til they iron out just who 
will be the starters.

The Rangers have gone 
4-4 so far in their spring 
training games. 

Gallardo, Colby Lewis 
and Nick Tepesch have re-
ally high ERAs, but those 
are inflated because teams 

do not use their pitchers 
like they do in the regular 
season.

Odor has been tearing 
the ball up. He is hitting 
for a .462 average and that 
is from 13 at-bats. He has 
two doubles and three runs 
scored.

Prince Fielder is another 
guy who is returning this 
year from an injury. He is 
hitting a solid .300 in 10 at-
bats. He has one homerun 
and four RBIs.

Beltre is not doing the 
greatest at .200 in 10 at-
bats.

Those are just some of the 
names to give you a heads 
up of their performance.

We will know more as 
spring training continues 
and the players get more at-
bats to get a better average. 

Mitch Moreland and El-
vis Andrus should be re-
turning to action hopefully 
before the season starts.

If things hold up as they 
are going now, which is 
unlikely, here is what the 
Rangers 2015 lineup would 
look like:

Robinson Chirinos at 
catcher. Prince Fielder at 
first. Rougned Odor at sec-
ond. Elvis Andrus at short. 
Adrian Beltre at third. 
Ryan Rua in left. Leonys 
Martin in center and Shin 
Soo-Choo in right. Mitch 
Moreland is set to DH.

How would the rotation 
be if the season started 
now?

Yovanni Gallardo in the 
first position. Derek Hol-
land next. Colby Lewis 
third. Ross Detwiler fourth 
and Nick Tepesch fifth.
