Texas Workforce Solutions is putting togeth-
er a job fair for job-seekers in the Pampa area. 

The second annual Pampa Job Fair will be 
held at Clarendon College’s Pampa campus 
from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. on Thursday, April 23.

AT&T paying $25M to settle 
US action over data breaches
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

AT&T is paying $25 million 
in a settlement with federal 
regulators over data breaches 
at call centers in Mexico, Co-
lombia and the Philippines 
that compromised customer 
data for some 280,000 U.S. 
customer accounts.

The Federal Communica-
tions Commission announced 
the agreement Wednesday 
with the second-largest U.S. 
wireless carrier. It was the 
agency’s largest privacy and 
data-security enforcement 
action to date.

The breaches occurred 
from Nov. 4, 2013 to April 
21, 2014, at a call center in 
Mexico, from Feb. 14 to July 
14, 2014 in Colombia and 
from May 20 to December 
2014 in the Philippines, the 
FCC said. 

Most customers were 

Spanish-speaking U.S. resi-
dents.

Call center employees were 
paid by third parties to obtain 
customer information such 
as names and full or partial 
Social Security numbers. The 
information was used to sub-
mit online requests for cel-
lular unlock codes for stolen 
cellphones, the agency said.

The call centers were oper-
ated by contractors of Dallas-
based AT&T.

AT&T will notify all cus-
tomers whose accounts were 
compromised and pay for 
credit monitoring services 
for customers affected by the 
breaches in Colombia and the 
Philippines. AT&T previous-
ly paid for credit monitoring 
services for customers affect-
ed by the breach in Mexico.

The company also is re-
quired under the settlement to 

improve its privacy and data-
security practices by appoint-
ing a senior compliance man-
ager and taking other steps.

“Protecting customer pri-
vacy is critical to us. We hold 
ourselves and our vendors to 
a high standard,” AT&T said 
in a statement. “Unfortunate-
ly, a few of our vendors did 
not meet that standard and 
we are terminating vendor 
sites as appropriate. We’ve 
changed our policies and 
strengthened our operations. 
And we have, or are, reach-
ing out to affected customers 
to provide additional infor-
mation.”

The third parties who ob-
tained the customers’ person-
al data appear to have traf-
ficked in stolen cellphones 
or secondary-market phones 
they wanted to unlock, ac-
cording to the FCC.

Meanwhile, Snow’s youngest 
half-sister, Arya, has taken a boat 
to Braavos. This season will likely 
follow her around quite a bit as she 
was a huge storyline across the last 
two books (“A Feast for Crows” 
and “A Dance With Dragons”).

Alayne while at the Eyrie), has 
taken on a very dark persona and is 
playing secret at the Eyrie.

A right to 
discriminate

Bake me a cake, or go 
to jail!

Sadly, that is the new 
message 
from 
“inclusive” 
America. 
If you 
don’t want 
to cater, 
photograph, 
preside 
over, sell 
pizza at, 
sell flowers 

to or otherwise partici-
pate in a gay wedding, 
you will be punished. 
If you don’t want your 
business to pay for a kind 
of birth control that you 
consider murder, you will 
pay fines until your busi-
ness is bankrupt.

Personally, I think both 
birth control and homo-
sexuality are just fine, 
and gay marriage is as 
valid as straight mar-
riage. But forcing every-
one to act as if they think 
that way is just wrong. 
We have moved from 
“inclusion” to totalitari-
anism.

The list of people you 
must treat carefully keeps 
getting longer. Protected 
classes now include sex, 
race, age, disability, 
nationality, citizenship 
status, pregnancy, family 
status and more. I’m in 
two of those groups. You 
better treat me well!

Why force someone 
who disapproves of 
your actions to bake you 
a cake? Lots of other 
bakers would love the 
business. This debate has 
moved from inclusion to 
demanding that everyone 
adopt your values.

In a free country, bigots 
should have the right to 
be bigots. Americans 
should also have freedom 
of association.

American lawyers talk 
about special protection 
for religious freedom, 
and in the Hobby Lobby 
case the Supreme Court 
said you could escape 
onerous parts of Obam-
acare by paying lawyers 
a fortune and convinc-
ing judges that you are a 
closely held corporation 
with religious objections. 
But why must you be 
religious to practice what 
you believe? This should 
be about individual 
freedom.

Of course, government 
must not discriminate. 
The worst of American 
racism and homophobia 
— slavery, segregation 
enforced by Jim Crow 
laws, bans on interracial 
marriage, anti-sodomy 
laws, etc. — was govern-
ment-enforced discrimi-
nation. That was wrong, 
and it was right for the 
federal government to 
intervene.

But private actions 
are different. If I start a 

business with my own 
money, I ought to be al-
lowed to serve only liber-
tarians, people who wear 
blue shirts, whatever. It’s 
my business!

My customers have 
choices. If I am racist or 
anti-gay, the free market 
will punish me. Enough 
people would boycott 
my business that I would 
probably lose money 
quickly.

It would actually be 
useful to see which busi-
nesses refuse to serve one 
group or another. Toler-
ance is revealed by how 
people behave when they 
are free. American law 
fosters the illusion that 
everyone is unbiased, 
while their real feelings 
remain hidden, making 
them harder to boycott, 
shame or debate.

Punishment from the 
market is enough. The 
heavy hand of law is not 
needed here.

However, given 
America’s history, I ac-
cept that there are a few 
exceptions. In the South, 
people banned from a 
lunch counter had few 
other choices. The Civil 
Rights Act’s intrusion 
into private behavior was 
probably necessary to 
counter the damage done 
by Jim Crow laws.

But today such coer-
cion is no longer needed. 
Even in the difficult days 
of Reconstruction, after 
the Civil War, business 
began to bring together 
whites and blacks who 
might not always have 
liked each other but who 
wanted the best deals. 
It took several years for 
racists to get Jim Crow 
passed so they could put 
a stop to that erosion 
of the old racist ways. 
Government helped keep 
racism going for several 
more decades.

Individuals should be 
allowed to discriminate. 
I discriminate all the 
time. I favor people over 
others when I choose my 
friends, jobs, hobbies, 
clubs, religion, etc. So do 
you.

Elizabeth Taylor mar-
ried nine times. Had she 
married again, should the 
EEOC have ordered her 
to marry someone from 
an ethnic minority?

A homophobic baker 
shouldn’t stop a same-
sex couple from getting 
married. Likewise, a gay 
couple shouldn’t force 
a baker to make them a 
wedding cake. No one 
should ever force anyone 
to bake them a cake.

Yawning over the Left’s pizza bullies
The Old Media loathes 

the New Media as unreli-
able, but have no right 

to pass 
judgment. 
Increas-
ingly, they 
are prone 
to leap into 
news stories 
based on 
their own 
liberal 
social media 
networks. 

Look no further than the 
new Indiana religious 
freedom law. They could 
not get enough of those 
angry tweets from Hillary 
Clinton and public-policy 
geniuses like Miley Cyrus.

Based on Twitter, they 
touted a “growing outrage” 
from coast to coast and 
obsessed over Indiana’s 
“bigotry” for days. Con-
servative social media also 
reacted forcefully to the 
Hoosier contretemps, but 
apparently it’s too much to 
expect “objective” journal-
ists to notice much of that.

Take Memories Pizza in 
Walkerton, Ind., a town 
a few miles southwest of 
South Bend. Alyssa Ma-
rino, a pushy TV reporter 
from ABC 57, showed up 
to ask how they would 
treat a couple seeking 
catering for a same-sex 

wedding.
Crystal O’Connor 

replied, “If a gay couple 
came in and wanted us to 
provide pizzas for their 
wedding, we would have 
to say no. We are a Chris-
tian establishment.”

Mistake. Business own-
ers are out of line living 
their Christian faith. The 
angry left went berserk. 
Tweets like this one fol-
lowed: “Who’s going to 
Walkerton, IN to burn 
down #memoriespizza w 
me?”

Christians are now living 
in fear in this country.

Owner Kevin O’Connor 
shut his pizza parlor down 
until further notice after 
his family began receiving 
threatening phone calls and 
social media posts. Leftists 
flooded the store’s Yelp 
page with negative reviews 
trying to destroy his busi-
ness. Homoerotic photos 
were posted to embarrass 
them.

A blogger on the radical 
Daily Kos boasted: “The 
hand of justice in the age 
of social media has never 
been swifter.”

Now reverse the proposi-
tion. If a gay restaurateur 
in Indiana (or anywhere) 
had to close due to Inter-
net vitriol caused by his 
defense of his gay lifestyle, 

the news media would go 
nuts.

That didn’t happen with 
these Christians.

What happened next 
demonstrates the depth of 
conservative/libertarian 
feeling about this liberal 
hooliganism. Lawrence B. 
Jones and Dana Loesch’s 
radio show set up a Go-
FundMe account to help 
the O’Connors survive the 
controversy and immedi-
ately raised a fortune — 
more than $840,000 out of 
sympathy and solidarity 
with the O’Connors.

So while the national 
media couldn’t stop report-
ing on Indiana as an entire 
state full of troglodytes, 
numerous outlets never 
mentioned the Walkerton 
pizza hubbub. The New 
York Times? Nothing. 
USA Today, the paper that 
reports from all 50 states 
every weekday? Nothing. 
National Public Radio? 
Zip. NBC News? Zilch.

ABC News’ Gio Benitez 
reported on the story on 
the night of April 1, but 
didn’t note ABC was 
responsible for it — and he 
mangled the actual point. 
“Police say one pizza 
shop in Walkerton (was) 
inundated by threats after 
admitting publicly it would 
deny service to some 

same-sex couples.” That’s 
not what she said. He even 
ran the Crystal O’Connor 
clip after he misinterpreted 
it.

Indeed, the O’Connors 
have been very public in 
their statements that no one 
has ever been turned away. 
But there’s a world of dif-
ference between that and 
catering an activity they 
consider immoral. ABC 
knows this.

Benitez didn’t repeat 
the error the next day on 
“Good Morning America,” 
but ABC never came 
around to the overwhelm-
ing GoFundMe protest 
response. CBS briefly 
touched on the story on 
“CBS This Morning,” but 
also ignored the fundraiser.

Journalists believe they 
are a force for unbridled 
goodness — unless, of 
course, their crusad-
ing ends up with people 
closing their restaurant 
down because of fear of 
violence. It’s too bad ABC 
won’t ever shine a light on 
the rage their own “enter-
prise journalism” caused.

Sorghum silage a suitable 
alternative to corn silage, 
with proper management

DIMMITT – Sorghum silage 
can provide an alternative to 
corn silage, but not all sorghum 
silages are equal, according to 
two Texas A&M AgriLife Ex-
tension Service specialists.

Dr. Ellen Jordan, AgriLife Ex-
tension dairy specialist in Dal-
las, and Dr. Ted McCollum, beef 
cattle specialist in Amarillo, re-
cently spoke at a sorghum edu-
cational meeting in Dimmitt.

McCollum said forages have 
nutritional and functional roles 
in beef and dairy diets.  Func-
tionally, roughages are necessary 
to stimulate rumination which 
promotes feed breakdown and 
also reduces acidosis.

Sorghum provides an alterna-
tive, especially in areas where 
rainfall is short, Jordan said, al-
lowing for sustained production 
in drought conditions and for 
delayed planting if necessary. 
It also utilizes water more ef-
ficiently than corn and has high 
biomass yields.

“One limitation to sorghum 
silage fed to cattle is the digest-
ibility is generally less than that 
of corn, because corn has less 
lignin and more grain,” she said. 
“This can result in less fiber di-
gestion, a lower dry matter in-
take and less milk produced in 
dairy cattle.”

However, brown midrib, or 
BMR, genotypes of sorghum on 
average contain less lignin and 
do offer a higher digestibility, 
McCollum said, but the BMR 
genotype alone is not a guaran-
tee of better quality.

Producers have several options 
where selection of sorghum type 
is concerned, and it is dependent 
on animal use, he said.

Sorghum-sudangrass hybrids 
have coarser stems and broader 
leaves than true sudangrass. 
They are higher yielders than 
sudangrass, with better regrowth 
for grazing or multiple harvests. 
The BMR forage sorghums are 
lower in lignin content in the 
leaves and stalks, and the qual-
ity, on average, is better than 
conventional sorghums.

Photoperiod sensitive sor-
ghums are very tall and remain 
in the vegetative state until day 
length is less than 12 hours and 
20 minutes, which provides 
more flexibility in managing har-
vest of the crop. But, McCollum 
said, they are slow to dry down 
and have to be swathed. They 
also tend to have the lower feed 

value of all the different types.
“What you are going to do 

with it will determine the sor-
ghum silage you choose,” he 
said. “For steers eating an 80-90 
percent silage diet, you might 
pick the BMRs; but if it is a dry 
dairy cow that needs to be fed, 
you can grow the lower quality 
photoperiod sensitive forage sor-
ghum.

“If I’m looking for energy 
value in my forage, I’m going to 
go to a BMR,” McCollum said. 
“Pick a variety based on the de-
sired fiber, tonnage, quality and 
starch. Use fiber quality as the 
primary criteria.”

A concern in feeding whole-
plant forage sorghum silage is 
the low starch digestibility of the 
kernels, which are often too hard 
and unprocessed, he said.

“So if you want to ensure bet-
ter starch availability in the sor-
ghum silage, get out into the field 
and cut it early,” he said. “If you 
can’t process the grain head, you 
need to harvest early. And then 
leave it in the (silage) pit for as 
long as possible, because time, 
moisture and kernel softness are 
your best aids.”

McCollum said the key to us-
ing sorghum silage instead of 
corn silage is to replace the corn 
silage on a fiber basis and not dry 
matter basis.

Important management steps 
to sorghum silage quality are:

– Harvest early, soft-dough 
stage at the latest.

– Target dry matter at 32-36 
percent.

– Swath if necessary to obtain 
the correct moisture.

– Chop at about one-half inch.
– Make sure the storage site is 

sloped to divert any water.
Jordan said BMR sorghum si-

lage has been shown to support 
levels of production in mid-lac-
tating dairy cows. It must be har-
vested and ensiled properly and 
producers should use inoculants 
per manufacturer’s directions to 
improve dry matter preservation 
and bunk life.

She said sorghum silage should 
be able to be used for dry cow 
and heifer rations, although the 
research projects haven’t been 
done. And more research is also 
needed on early lactation cows.

“If processed using steam flak-
ing, sorghum and corn grain can 
be equal in starch value,” Jordan 
said. “Sorghum can be an al-
ternative to corn. It allows sus-
tained production in drought.”

Research seeks early 
detection of wheat streak 

mosaic virus

AMARILLO – As spring 

growth of wheat begins, Texas 
A&M AgriLife Research studies 
indicate now might be the time to 
determine possible wheat streak 
mosaic virus infection and future 
management of the crop.

During the past three years, the 
AgriLife Research plant pathol-
ogy and crop physiology pro-
grams in Amarillo have concen-
trated studies on the occurrence 
of wheat streak mosaic disease 
and how it impacts a crop’s wa-
ter-use efficiency. The disease is 
caused by a virus transmitted by 
the wheat curl mite.

Knowing that major produc-
tivity losses can occur to both 
grain and forage yields in wheat 
with this virus, the research stud-
ies are trying to determine if the 
infection can be predicted at the 
early stages, and at what stages 
the infection is most damaging.

Both of these projects were 
partially funded by the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture’s Ogal-
lala Aquifer Program and report-
ed upon at the program’s recent 
annual conference in Manhattan, 
Kansas.

A study by Dr. Qingwu Xue, 
AgriLife Research plant physi-
ologist, titled “Physiological re-
sponses of hard red winter wheat 
to infection by wheat streak mo-
saic virus” will appear in Phyto-
pathology, a periodical journal 
published by American Phyto-
pathological Society.

Dr. Charlie Rush, AgriLife Re-
search plant pathologist, and his 
team, including Dr. Fekede Wor-
kneh, senior r

esearch scientist in plant dis-
ease epidemiology, initiated a 
study to investigate whether the 
progressive nature of the disease 
could be exploited and early in-
fections used to predict future 
impact on grain yield and plant 
biomass.

As temperatures warm during 
the next few weeks, symptoms of 
wheat streak will become more 
obvious, so growers should be 
on the lookout, Rush said.

“It is difficult to tell for sure 
in the field whether a particular 
symptom is caused by wheat 
streak or something else, and the 
only way to know for sure is to 
take the sample into the plant di-
agnostic lab and have it tested.” 
he said.

Barley yellow dwarf, a virus-
caused disease transmitted by 

several different aphid species, 
and Russian aphids and green-
bugs have been widespread this 
year, and they do cause discrete 
spots of yellowing wheat. At 
times these symptoms can easily 
be confused with wheat streak, 
even by a trained observer, Rush 
said.

When a producer is looking at 
wheat and trying to determine 
what is causing sick plants, he 
said uniformly yellowing leaves 
in a definite pattern, such as yel-
low stripes or spots, is probably 
not due to a mite-vectored virus 
disease such as wheat streak.

But streaks of green and yel-
low and little yellow flecks on 
individual leaves, a mosaic pat-
tern, probably indicates its pres-
ence, Rush said. Wheat streak 
often starts at the edges of fields 
and symptoms spread across the 
field over time.

“It is important to know the 
difference between aphid dam-
age and wheat streak because 
with aphids you can always 
spray to knock down populations 
to a manageable level, while 
with wheat streak, there is little 
a grower can do after symptoms 
begin to appear,” he said.

“By that time, the virus has al-
ready infected the plants and de-
pending on how widespread the 
disease is in the field, the only 
thing the farmer can do is decide 
on whether or not to keep irrigat-
ing.”

If symptoms are widespread 
across a field in early April, yield 
potential is very low and addi-
tional inputs are questionable, 
the researchers said. If symp-
toms don’t begin to show up un-
til early or mid-May, yields will 
still be reduced compared to a 
healthy, non-diseased crop, but it 
won’t be a total loss.

The disease causes root re-
duction, which significantly im-
pedes soil water uptake, leaving 
growers uncertain as to when 
they should continue irrigating 
or stop and graze the wheat out, 
Workneh said.

“In order to answer that ques-
tion, we are currently trying to 
determine if we can predict the 
disease early,” he said. “The 
good thing about this disease is 
it is progressive over time, and in 
many cases begins on the edges 
and progresses into the field. 
This will help us assess the dis-
ease at different severity stages, 
which could be related to yield 
and forage biomass.”

Workneh said the results so far 
are promising.

“We believe we will be able to 
tell growers that either the dis-
ease occurrence is severe and the 
field may not yield very well or 
the disease occurrence is not that 
severe, enabling them to make 
early decisions on management 
options including the need for ir-
rigation,” he said.

“But we need to continue the 
research for several years and 
include weather data to see how 
the temperature over the years 
affects the data,” Workneh said. 
“It is a good start, but we need to 
continue the research.”

Xue said his studies concen-
trated on the timing of the virus 
infestation and how that affected 
yield.

“We mechanically infested the 
wheat plants with the virus at dif-
ferent stages of the wheat,” Xue 
said. “We inoculated it with the 
virus at the three-leaf, four-leaf, 
five-leaf, jointing and booting 
stages. Then we looked at the 
physiological responses of wheat 
plants.

“What we found in our two 
greenhouse studies is the grain 
and forage yields can be reduced 
tremendously when the virus in-
fects the plants at an early stage – 
the three-leaf to five-leaf stages,” 
he said. “If you irrigate wheat, 
then it might not be worth it 
when the field is infested early.”

Xue said the wheat yields can 
still be affected if the infestation 
comes at jointing stage, so spring 
infestations also can reduce grain 
yield.

Early wheat streak mosaic vi-
rus spread on the greenhouse-
inoculated plants resulted in a 
significant reduction in shoot 
biomass, root dry weight, tillers, 
water-use efficiency and yield. 
The infection did not affect root-
ing depth but reduced the num-
ber of nodal roots, he said.

While the research in both pro-
grams will continue, AgriLife 
Research offers an early disease 
detection system for producers 
through a Listserv and website, 
http://bit.ly/1sVKFfA.

Producers can subscribe and 
will be notified of the name of the 
county, types of pathogen found 
and the discovery date. Addition-
ally, samples of diseased wheat 
can be submitted to the Plant Di-
agnostics Lab at the Texas A&M 
AgriLife Research and Exten-
sion Center, 6500 Amarillo Blvd. 
West in Amarillo for testing.

The Pampa Harvesters (0-3, 6-8-1) hosted the Bush-
land Falcons on Tuesday night. Senior Brody Gaines 
started the game for Pampa on the mound.

“He (Gaines) did a good job. He kept us in the game. It’s 
a 3-1 ballgame, that’s all you can ask from your starter. 
He did a good job. The run support will come and we’ll 
get over that hump and we’ll get going,” head coach Ka-
leb Snelgrooes said.

Gaines struck the first batter out. The next one hit a tri-
ple to center. That was followed by a single and a ground 
out. Bushland was able to get one run out of the inning.

The Pampa offense couldn’t get anything going in the 
first with two quick strikeouts.

the seventh. Two quick outs were recorded before Hill 
walked two batters. He struck out the next batter to end 
the inning.

Ty Hooper went 1-3. Cade Engle went 1-3. Rhett Hard-
en went 0-2 with a walk and a run scored. Nathan Fur-
gason went 1-3 with a double. Colton Thompson went 
0-2 with a run scored. Braden Keown went 2-3. Jordan 
Green went 1-1 with a double. 

Pampa struck out nine times in the game and left five 
runners on base. Pampa has scored just four runs in their 
three district games so far.

“Right now, if we didn’t have any bad luck we wouldn’t 
have any luck at all. Our kids are putting the ball in play. 
Just right at people,” Snelgrooes said. “The ball Brendon 
hit, if it goes a foot either way, it’s a double, and we’re 
running for days. Cade hit a ball hard. Adam hit a ball 
hard. Right now the baseball gods just aren’t shining on 
us and getting those balls in. But we’ll get it out and be 
just fine.”

Pampa will now host Dalhart on Optimist Day and Se-
nior Day on Saturday at noon. The Optimist Club athletes 
get to walk on the field with the Harvesters during pre-
game introductions.

Texas scored one in the 
third and two in the fifth, 
while the Athletics only 
scored one run in the sixth.
