Local veterans join forces
to improve safety of medical
treatments

M Improvements to reduce risks for
healthcare professionals and patients.

Pampa residents and military
veterans, Antonio (Tony) Zavala
and Andy Epps, have joined with
a group of physicians to manu-
facture and market an innovative
new product designed to eliminate
the spread of infectious disease
through exposure to blood in hos-
pital, emergency room and mili-
tary triage situations.

The spread of infectious dis-
ease to healthcare workers was
highlighted in 2014 in the United
States and worldwide with the out-
break of the Ebola virus disease.

While exposure in a medical set-
ting includes vulnerability to a va-
riety of bodily fluids, contact with
a patient’s blood products presents
the greatest risk, primarily in an

emergent situation.

Of these situations, it is pro-
posed that the highest risk of expo-
sure to biological agents is due to
unnecessary blood spill during IV
manipulation while retrieving the
needle from a peripheral intrave-
nous catheter.

In technical testing, the device
provided consistent ease in insert-
ing a peripheral line without the
risk of blood backflow. Addition-
ally, subsequent confidential shar-
ing of the results with medical pro-
fessionals in both a hospital and a
military medical setting has been
overwhelmingly positive.

The Silence of the Lambs

Here’s how it stands
with Western civilization
— what’s left of it, I mean
— insofar
as various
Westerners
are con-
cerned.

You keep

kick you around, make
known their fondest wish
is to do you in, ideals and
all. You hope for the best
while doing nothing.

You follow, that is to say,

the counsel of “Jacques,”
who posted Monday on
the New York Times’ web-
site, disburdening himself
as follows concerning the
Sunday shootings at the
Mohammed poster contest
in Garland, Texas:

“The Far Right is using
‘freedom’ as a stick to
beat and provoke Mus-
lims. Cartoons depicting
the Prophet Mohammed
do not advance the cause
of freedom one iota. It
is provocation pure and
simple.”

Maybe not so “pure,”
maybe not so “simple,”
Jacques. The Jacques line
of thought is heavily rep-
resented in commentary
on the shootings of the
two men whose apparent
goal was to disrupt, with

hot lead, a lightly attended
event of which I had been
previously unaware: just
19 miles from my home.

The American Freedom
Defense Initiative, New
York-based organizer of
the event, is under verbal
assault for stirring up the
animals (H. L. Mencken’s
delicious phrase). Why,
if the AFDI folk hadn’t
invited ridicule of the
Prophet, all would have
been peachy!

I would venture that
depends on your definition
of peachy. If you mean
quiet — well, yeah. Why
quiet, nevertheless? Out
of general agreement on
first principles? Or out of
intimidation: the self-
suppression of viewpoints,
honestly arrived at but
depicted as rotten and
shameful by “opinion-
makers.”

A shameful viewpoint,
in these times of religious
flux, is the unassailability
of Islam, the religion that
millions of migrants are
bringing to the capitals of
the nominally Christian
West and insisting on
practicing their own way,
without reference to local
norms. For instance, the
opinion-makers consider
it rude and boorish today
to insist on the preponder-
ant truth of Christianity, as
narrated in the Creeds. Say
all that stuff in church, if
you must, but don’t press
your case outside, lest the

sensibilities of “others” be
offended.

When radical Muslim
preachers, nevertheless,
stir up jihad against the
decadent, febrile West,
we’re counseled not to
take with any great alarm
the growing presence of
such preachers — and the
growing fervor of their
followers. We’re pro-
gressive Westerners; we
believe in outreach and
understanding.

For genuine progres-
sives, such sentiments
come naturally. Super-
natural religion, contrasted
with the religions of this
world (e.g., private jets
and sex-any-way-you-
want-it) doesn’t much in-
terest today’s elites. They
can take it or, better yet,
leave it. Can’t we all just
knock off this truth-claims
stuff? Not really, inasmuch
as “Truth,” by definition,
rises superior to competing
claims. You see anyway
why our progressive elites
see no point in disputing
or “insulting” Islamic truth
claims. Who cares, you
know?

Certainly, the elite assure
us, no one should “in-
sult” the Prophet (though
insulting Jesus, the Second
Person of the Trinity, and
therefore superior to all
prophets, seems no big
deal to our taste-makers).
Insult the Prophet and,
hey, followers of his, the
likes of the Garland Two,

got guns! You wouldn’t
want to see them use those
guns, would you? So —
keep it down.

That the Garland Two
wound up unnecessarily
dead — victims of their
own mental torments —
is unfortunate, as I trust
anyone would acknowl-
edge. That the American
Freedom Defense Initia-
tive pulled the triggers in
question is nonsense.

Who got to this new land
first, Christians or radical
jihadists? Who built the
churches and democratic
institutions and sunk deep
the foundations of West-
ern civilization — of all
civilizations the freest
and most generous? Who
established here the freest,
most democratic govern-
ment in history, for all
its latterday mishaps and
misjudgments?

It is sad that two who
enjoyed the undoubted
blessings of a civilization
not their own recoiled
violently against that civi-
lization. It is sadder yet to
see this tale of malice and
moral confusion play out
19 miles from the place I
call home.

moved to tiny Lefors?

“I was looking for a mutu-
al agreement in a long-term
contract. I don’t wanna leave
when things are bad or go to
a higher job when things are
good,” Schlieve said. “It is a
tight-knit fraternity in coach-
ing and Texas could really be
split up into five states.”

Schlieve expressed to The
Pampa News that he was
looking for a place to get into
sports administration, while
remaining a coach.

“In the upper midwest,
they separate those jobs and
usually only two a year come
open like that,” Schlieve
said. “In Texas, because

there are so many schools
you could have up to 400 or
so a year open up. The jobs
open up as soon as football
season ends.”

He talked with the previ-
ous athletic director and the
superintendent at Lefors and
everything came together for
him to be hired April 6.

“Coming in in the middle
of the school year you don’t
want to change a whole lot,
but at the same time you
don’t want the kids to think
things will stay the same,”
Schlieve said. “What I tried
to do is keep it status quo for
the golfers, tennis and track
athletes until their season
ended before making a lot of
changes.”

When asked what his goals
were for Lefors he wanted to
praise them for the success

they have had so far.

“I want to change the or-
ganization and efficency of
the program. I want to catch
the girls program up and
improve on that,” Schlieve
said. “We already have a
new weight room and we
want to create a female
coaching office to help the
girls program.”

He said that the majority
of NFL players drafted in the
recent draft were multisport
athletes either in high school
or college.

“] want to stress our ath-
letes to be versatile and be
well-rounded. At this level
you learn how to compete
and develop as an athlete. At
the college level they hone
in on your skills for your
specific position,” Schlieve
said. “We are raising the bar

of expectations for our play-
ers. Next April, we will look
at where we are compared
to this April and that will be
the first benchmark to see the
progress we’ve made. I’ve
only been here a month and
we have made a lot of head-
way.”

Schlieve hopes to add
coaches to his coaching
staff. He said the previous
AD spent the last season of
his tenure as the only male
coach, with only one female
coach for the entire district.

“I want the coaches and
players to find their fit. I
hope to get two female and
two male coaches this season
and eventually go to three
for each that will give our
athletes more individualized
attention and make it more
fair for them,” Schlieve said.

“There are good fits and bad
fits. When you get a good fit
in place, it is good for every-
one involved. So far there
has been a lot of excitement
about the changes and there
has been a positive response
overall.”

Another goal he has is to
teach the kids how to com-
pete because that teaches
them how to compete in life
and you will always be com-
peting in life.

“l want to teach them in
a healthy manner and know
that will pay off later in life,”
Schlieve said. “It is always
tough to come in in the mid-
dle of the year. You don’t
want to disrupt the flow but
you also don’t want to show
the kids that you will allow
what’s happening to contin-
ue to happen.”

Schlieve said the new
weight room helps because
the girls can go do weights
while the guys do something
else and vice versa. That is
helpful since they share the
same athletic period.

“The biggest part of the
move was to be able to be
around the family more,”
Schlieve said. “I want to be
able to include them in ac-
tivities. It is easier to go to a
game knowing that the boys
can go with me on the bus.
The support from my family
is the reason for taking a po-
sition like this.”

AAA: most holiday travelers in 10 years

With more money in
their pockets thanks to
lower gas prices and an
improved job  market,
AAA expects more than
37 million Americans to
travel for Memorial Day,
the most since 2005.

AAA said Friday that the
number of Americans tak-
ing a trip of 50 miles or
more will rise 4.7 percent
to 37.2 million over the
period May 21 to May 25.
Nearly nine of 10 travelers,
or 33 million, will drive to
their destination, making
for crowded highways.

Gasoline  should be
around $1 cheaper this
Memorial Day. The aver-
age price for a gallon of
gas Friday was $2.66. Last
year on the holiday it was
$3.66.

AAA says the number
of people flying should
rise 2.5 percent. A thriving
stock market has boosted
the net worth of wealthier
Americans, who more eas-
ily can afford to fly for va-

cation.

The economy is strong
enough to give consumers
more confidence to travel.
Employers added 223,000
jobs in April after a slow
start to the year. Last
year, job growth averaged
226,000 a month. Although
wage growth is sluggish at
2.2 percent, combined with
lower gas prices it does
give consumers more dis-
posable income.
