Thornberry supports
full repeal of Country
of Origin Labeling

WASHINGTON - U.S. Con-
gressman Mac Thornberry (R-
Clarendon) yesterday voted in
favor of a bill to
repeal manda-
tory country of
origin  labeling,
also known as
“COOL,” for beef,
pork, and poultry.
Thornberry was an
original cosponsor

of the Country
Mac of Origin Label-
Thornberry  jns  Amendments

Act of 2015 (H.R.

2393) that passed the House by a
vote of 300 to 131.

“After several years of imple-

mentation, this rule has done little

more than increase costs and de-

crease profits for farmers, ranch-
ers, and producers along the sup-
ply chain,” said Thornberry. “It has
been ruled to be a trade violation
against two important trading part-
ners, Canada and Mexico.”

COOL was implemented in
2008 as a mandatory marketing
program. An economic study,
mandated by the 2014 Farm Bill,
found that it has had little effect on
the demand for covered commodi-
ties. Yet, it has unnecessarily cost
producers, packers, and processors
hundreds of millions of dollars.

In 2011, the World Trade Or-
ganization (WTO) ruled that the
U.S. COOL requirement violated
international trade obligations by
discriminating against livestock
from both Canada and Mexico,

Earthquakes near Colorado
wastewater well decrease

DENVER (AP) — The
ground around a northern
Colorado wastewater injec-
tion well has been relative-
ly quiet for more than two
months, offering hope that
a 10-month string of more
than 200 small earthquakes
might have subsided.

The bottom 450 feet of
the 10,800-foot-deep well
was plugged with cement
last year, and that might be
keeping the wastewater —
a byproduct of oil and gas
wells — from seeping into
fractures and triggering
earthquakes, researchers
and regulators say.

The newly shortened
well is back in operation,
and researchers say no
quakes greater than magni-
tude 1 have been measured
in a 7-mile radius around it
since April 2.

Colorado is one of a
handful of states grappling
with earthquakes blamed
on such wells, which in-
ject wastewater deep un-
derground because it’s too
salty or contaminated to be
poured into rivers or lakes.
Similar problems have
been reported in Oklahoma
and Texas, as well as Ala-
bama, Arkansas, Kansas,
New Mexico and Ohio.

Wastewater injection is
different from hydraulic
fracturing, or fracking.
Fracking is the practice of
injecting high-pressure wa-
ter, sand and chemicals into
oil- or gas-bearing rock to

increase the flow. Fracking
is sometimes accompanied
by  “micro-earthquakes”
that are usually too small to
be felt, the U.S. Geological
Survey says.

Injection wells push
waste fluids deep under-
ground, away from fresh-
water sources. Most of
the waste is brackish wa-
ter pumped to the surface
along with oil and gas, but
it can also contain discard-
ed fracking chemicals.

A 3.2-magnitude earth-
quake radiated from the
site of the injection well
in Weld County about 65
miles north of Denver on
May 31, 2014. The quake
was felt some 40 miles
away but no damage was
reported. Researchers and
the Colorado Oil and Gas
Conservation Commission,
which regulates the indus-
try, eventually zeroed in on
the well as the likely cause.

“It’s hard to prove con-
clusively,” said Anne Shee-
han, a geology professor at
the University of Colorado
who deployed six seis-
mometers around the site
after the first quake. “There
were no earthquakes there
before the well.”

The state ordered the op-
erator, NGL Water Solu-
tions, to shut the well down
until the company came up
with a fix. NGL decided to
seal off the bottom of the
well, said Stuart Ellsworth,
engineering manager for

the Oil and Gas Conserva-
tion Commission.

NGL didn’t respond to
requests for comment.

The state allowed the
company to resume inject-
ing wastewater at a scaled-
back rate once the well was
shortened. Smaller earth-
quakes continued sporadi-
cally but on a long, uneven
decline, Sheehan said.

“It goes up and down and
up and down,” she said.
“But the overall trend has
been a strong decrease.”

Most of the subsequent
quakes recorded there were
under magnitude 2, and
none equaled the 3.2 quake
in May 2014, she said.

The state has allowed
NGL to gradually increase
the injection rate at the
well.

Sheehan and Ellsworth
are optimistic that short-
ening the well fixed the
problem, but both say it’s
too early to declare victory.
Sheehan said similar fixes
are being tried in Oklaho-
ma, and the technique has
potential elsewhere.

“Well, I think it’s the an-
swer,” Ellsworth said. “It
was a remediation effort
that reduced the risk of fu-
ture events. At least that’s
what it looks like.”

The last 450 feet of the
Colorado well had proba-
bly penetrated a brittle lay-
er know as basement rock,
and the wastewater might
have flowed into fractures,

Derailed freight train
falls from bridge
onto Texas highway

HOUSTON (AP) — Au-
thorities say a freight
train has derailed on a
bridge over a Houston
highway and at least
one car fell onto the
road below.

Houston Fire De-
partment officials say
nobody was hurt in the
accident around 08:30
a.m. CDT Thursday.
No cargo spilled.

A Kansas City

Southern Railway
Company statement
says one locomotive
and nine cars derailed,
including two that fell
from the bridge.

One ended up on
Old Katy Road.

The Texas Depart-
ment of Transporta-
tion has closed the
four-lane highway in
both directions.

A company official

says the train was
hauling various kinds
of freight but that no
hazardous materials
spilled.

The cause of the de-
railment is under in-
vestigation.

The train has a two-
person crew and was
bound from Beau-
mont to Kendleton,
with two locomotives
and 84 cars.

Sheehan said. The waste-
water had enough pressure
to push the two sides of
the cracks apart, allowing
them to slip, the theory
goes.

Injection wells are more
likely to trigger earth-
quakes in basement rock
because it is stiffer than
sedimentary rock and bet-
ter able to resist movement
— unless something such
as the injected wastewa-
ter makes it easier for it
to slip, said Justin Rubin-
stein, a USGS seismolo-
gist.

Researchers have known
for decades that injection
wells can cause earth-
quakes, but the phenom-
enon is getting more atten-
tion because the number
of quakes has increased
dramatically in a swath of
the central U.S. from Ohio
across Colorado.

An average of 24 quakes
of magnitude 3 or greater
were recorded in that re-
gion every year from 1973
to 2008, but by 2014 it had
risen to 688, the USGS
says.

“The increase in seis-
micity is largely, if not en-
tirely, induced by human
activity,” Rubinstein said.
Pinpointing the causes in
specific areas would re-
quire more detailed study,
he said.

Most injection wells
don’t cause earthquakes,
the USGS says.

Bereavement and Healing
I am a funeral director

When I was 39, my grandmother
who lived in the Southern United
States, came to Southern California
for a visit. At that
time, she was in her
nineties, and I lived
there, with my family,
as my husband was
an active military
service member. Dur-
ing her visit she died.
Her wishes were, of
TRACY course, to be buried in

LEE the Southern United
States, where she had
lived her entire life.

It just so happened that my hus-
band had recently retired from the
military and we were relocating to a
flyover state the following morning.
The dilemma was, how to get my
grandmother home for burial and
how to move my family, along with
our business 1,800 miles, in a differ-
ent direction, on the same day. The
stress was unbearable.

With the help of very dear friends,
a large moving van was packed with
our business assets, and household
belongings; my vehicle was trailered
behind it, for towing. Tired and
mourning the loss of my beloved
grandmother, I called a taxi and
went to the funeral home to prepare
my grandmother for her trip home,
and to say goodbye.

I was very apprehensive as I had

never before touched a dead person.
I loved my grandmother so deeply,
however, that I had committed to
not only touching her, but dressing,
cosmetizing and casketing her. It
would be the last thing [ would ever
do for my grandmother, and I was
determined to do it. She had done
so much for me throughout my life
and [ knew that had the tables been
turned, she would be there dressing
me, protecting my modesty and pre-
paring me for my final resting place
on earth. I was tired and nervous,
but I knew I would do it no matter
how difficult it might be.

To my surprise, dressing, cos-
metizing and casketing my grand-
mother was an amazingly spiritually
rewarding experience. All of the
love I had for her was magnified
during the event. I believe, had I not
had those final moments to serve
my grandmother, my grief recov-
ery would have been much more
difficult, especially considering the
immense stress under which I was
functioning. When I arrived home
that evening, I was at peace. My
heart was full of love, and my soul
was calm and ready to recover from
the loss of a woman who had meant
so much to me during her life.

The following morning, I loaded
my children, our dog and our cat
into the moving van, and moved our
entire household, along with our

business, 1,800 miles to the state
where my husband was waiting for
us. He had preceded us in order

to prepare our new home for our
family. Upon arrival, my dog of 12
years died. The trip and change of
climate was just too much for him.
It was then that I announced to my
husband, that I wanted to become a
funeral director.

At the time, I had no idea the
changes and hardships this decision
would make in our lives. We had
just arrived at our new home, and
now we would have to uproot, travel
and move in order raise the money
to pay for, and attain, the required
degree. Upon graduation, we would
have to decide where to open our
funeral home, and where to make
our new home. My family would be-
come nomads for over ten years and
would travel, back and forth, over 16
states. The sacrifice was enormous.

Unfortunately, upon graduation,
the banking crisis was in full bloom
in our country’s economy, and so
new start-up funding was frozen. My
husband and my brother were host-
ing an early morning radio show,
and they received an announcement
that a neighboring town was offering
bridge money for businesses willing
to locate within their city limits.
After their program had ended, we

actually be propping up

a subpar economy facing
headwinds from heavy busi-
ness taxes and overregula-
tion.

The entire cost structure of
American business benefits
from lower-cost imports and
the cheaper purchase price
of anything when the dollar
is king and energy costs
sink.

American firms become
more competitive. And
consumers benefit from ris-
ing real incomes in response
to the energy price collapse.
And it’s not only energy.
King Dollar strengthens
consumer purchasing power
across the board.

This whole wage debate
around the Federal Reserve
incorrectly focuses only on
average hourly earnings,
which are up 2.3 percent
for the year ending in
May. But wait a minute. If
you’re going to use hourly
earnings, you have to add
hours worked, which, in the
aggregate, are up more than
2.6 percent over the past

year. That yields a nearly 5
percent increase in worker
wage income.

And because of the dis-
inflationary effects of King
Dollar and cheaper energy
(the consumer price deflator
is flat), the nearly 5 per-
cent gain in worker wages
is all real. So consumers
have a lot more spending
power than most economists
believe. Car sales jumped
by about 18 million in May.
A harbinger of better retail
sales?

So don’t be led astray by
the pessimists. The U.S.
economy is absorbing the
strong-dollar/low-energy
nexus with very little dif-
ficulty.

Even in the financial
sector, where a number
of marginal energy com-
panies issued junk bonds,
we haven’t seen the nega-
tive systemic effects on
the banking system that
the hedge fund managers
predicted. Bank stocks have
been rallying of late, includ-
ing a nearly 3 percent gain
last week despite a 1 percent
loss in stocks overall.

Now, I don’t deny some
short-run negative effects
from the high-dollar/low-
energy play. As crude oil
dropped 43 percent and
King Dollar increased near-
ly 20 percent, the economy
shed 2,600 jobs from oil and
gas extraction and another
38,000 from total energy
support services. But this
is a tiny fraction of the 3.1
million jobs created over the
year.

The dollar-energy pes-

simists also point to a
negative King Dollar effect
on exports and multina-
tional profits. There may
be some impact here. But
let’s not forget the reces-
sions in Europe and Japan
and a weakening China.

So a 2.3 percent increase
in real exports is not a bad
amount. And when the
dollar is worth more, every
other export business cost is
cheaper.

And yes, there has been
aroughly 11 percent loss
in international profits. But
the story here is that the
so-called currency transla-
tion effect is an accounting
fiction. U.S. dollars are left
overseas where they are
taxed at a much lower rate

than if they were repatriated.

(This, of course, is part of
the corporate tax problem
we have.) Meanwhile, over
the past year, core domestic
nonfinancial profits from
the gross domestic product
accounts are up 7.5 percent,
and overall pretax profits
are up nearly 4 percent. Not
fabulous, but not bad.

And when you look at the
macro picture against the
backdrop of King Dollar
and low energy, it’s still
subpar, but it’s not getting
worse. The four-quarter
change in real GDP is 2.7
percent. The Standard &
Poor’s 500 index over the
past year is up 8 percent,
with the Nasdaq gaining 18
percent. The inflation rate is
nil. And jobs are growing at
a steady 2 percent pace.

And what happens when
Washington policy finally

delivers tax and regulatory
reform? The King Dol-
lar/low-energy scenario
becomes a great economic
backdrop. The combination
of a strong dollar, light regu-
lation and lower marginal
tax rates sets the stage for 4
to 5 percent growth, which
will get the U.S. economy
back to its long-term trend.

This brings me to an inter-
esting final point. You don’t
hear much about the dollar
on the campaign trail. But
Ira Stoll (FutureOfCapital-
ism) and Seth Lipsky (The
New York Sun) point to a
possible Jeb Bush sound
dollar, which would be the
opposite of the crumbling
greenback and skyrocketing
gold and energy prices that
occurred under his brother’s
administration.

In arecent TV interview,
the former Florida governor
said: “You can make a case
that in the last few years,
given our monetary policy
... we’ve been manipulating
our currency. We’ve never
had a time where our central
bank is just printing money
like nobody’s business. And
that depreciates our cur-
rency.”

Well now. Jeb is certainly
on the right track. Let’s hope
the other candidates follow
along. For a million reasons,
sound money is crucial to
economic growth.

drove over to the town

to attend their new main
street ribbon cutting
ceremony, and I asked a
city council member about
the available funds. She
told me to come to their
Economic Development
Council (EDC) meeting
that evening and present
my business proposal.
Fortunately, I had worked
with the Small Business
Administration (SBA) for
the previous five years,
so my business plan was
prepared.

My husband and I at-
tended the EDC meeting
that evening and the city
offered us a bridge loan.
This loan and collateral-
izing my family’s trust
fund, our primary busi-
ness, and our assets were
enough security to qualify
for a business loan, from
the local bank. After ten
years, our dream was
finally becoming a reality.
After ten years of forced

full-time R.V.’ing, work-
ing on the road, and being
separated from each other
most of the time; I thought
our family would finally
get a break and settle into a
life of comfort and security
again. Wow, [ misjudged
our future by a long shot.
At this juncture in life, I
was an experienced busi-
nesswoman. [ held one of
the largest contracts with
the world’s largest re-
tailer and had consistently
placed as one of their
finest 25 partner stores
within a store program. I
was proficient in negotiat-
ing, operating, supplying,
scheduling and managing
multiple teams within my
business. This experience
along with my collateral is
what, I am sure, offered the
bank enough confidence in
me to lend their funds to
my endeavor. Had I known
the obstacles this venture
would bring to my door,
I don’t know that I would
have been brave enough to
pursue it, but pursue it with
vigor is what my husband,
my daughters, my grand-
children, my siblings, my

parents and I did. It is what
we continue to do every
single day, and it is what
we will continue to do for
the rest of our lives. We
have invested too much
blood, sweat and tears to
give it up. We are commit-
ted to its success.

We are now working our
fifth year in the funeral
business. During the past
15 years of this journey,
we have endured many
hardships. Our home,
in the flyover state, was
vandalized numerous
times. Our front door was
stolen during the middle
of winter, and our house
was filled with snow, wild
animals, and vagrants. We
repaired our home and at
our full expense, housed
two homeless families for
twelve years.

Our lives here have been
difficult, yet richly reward-
ing. We have made new
and wonderful friends. We
have helped many people
through the worst experi-
ence life has to offer. We
have grown spiritually,
and we have developed
new skills. We have been

Clinton. Annual tuition?
Almost $40,000 a year,
and this excludes books
and other material.

Democrats, of course,
argue that we need to “in-
vest” more in education.
We already spend more
on education, K-12, than
any other country with the
exception of Switzerland,
Norway and Luxembourg.

Back in 1985, a federal
judge decided to take a dif-
ferent approach, instead of
mandating cross-town bus-
ing in Kansas City. Why
not make urban schools so
attractive that all students,
no matter their race, would
want to go there? He
ordered the school dis-
trict to build what many
called “world-class public
schools.”

And spend they did.

The district built 15 new
schools. Then it equipped
dozens of magnet schools
with equipment and per-
sonnel for state-of-the-art
academic, athletic and arts
programs. One elemen-
tary school offered private
Suzuki violin lessons for
every student. A middle
school hired 10 “resource
teachers” to develop proj-
ects in specialty subjects.
Kansas City added a
Montessori kindergarten
and a first-grade Spanish
immersion program. Some
teachers got raises, while
others received reduced
workloads.

At a time when most
Americans didn’t have a
PC or an Apple Macin-
tosh, one Kansas City high
school boasted 900 top-of-
the-line computers. Others
had an Olympic-sized
swimming pool complete
with six diving boards, a
padded wrestling room, a
classical Greek theater, an
eight-lane indoor track and
a professionally equipped
gymnastics center. Some
of the renovations included
a robotics lab, TV studios,
a 0o, a planetarium and a
wildlife sanctuary. Instead
of using buses to bring
white kids to the inner-city

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schools, the district hired
120 taxis.

After 15 years and $2
billion dollars, the Kansas
City school district failed
all of Missouri’s 11 aca-
demic performance stan-
dards and became the first
big-city school district to
lose its academic accredi-
tation. All that spending
managed to attract several
hundred white suburban
students in the early 1990s,
but many later left.

This brings us to vouch-
ers, where the money fol-
lows the student — rather
than the other way around.

Urban parents want the
option to remove their kid
from an underperforming
local government school to

a better school. Polls show
80 percent of inner-city
parents want vouchers. In
Philadelphia, 44 percent
of public-school teachers
with school-age children
send their kids to a private
school. In Chicago, it’s 39
percent. Nationwide, about
11 percent of all parents
enroll their children in
private schools; only 6
percent of black parents
do so.

A year and a half after
the Obama girls had settled
into their new school,
Obama was asked whether
any D.C. public schools
offered his daughters the
same quality of education
as a private school. “T’1l
be blunt with you,” said

27 of Einstein’s personal letters
going on auction block

LOS ANGELES (AP)
— When he wasn’t busy
scribbling out the theory
of relativity, Albert Ein-
stein seems to have spent
a fair amount of time
writing letters involving
topics such as God, his
son’s geometry studies,
even a little toy steam
engine an uncle gave him
when he was a boy.

The Einstein Letters,
which include more than
two dozen missives, will
go up for sale Thursday
at the California-based
auction house Profiles
in History. Some were
in English and others in
German. Some were done
in longhand, others on
typewriters.

Amassed over decades
by a private collector, the
letters represent one of
the largest caches of Ein-
stein’s personal writings
ever offered for sale.

But more than that,
they give a rare look into
Einstein’s thoughts when
he wasn’t discussing
complicated scientific
theories with his peers,
said Joseph Maddalena,
founder of Profiles in
History.

“We all know about
what he accomplished,
how he changed the
world with the theory of
relativity,” = Maddalena
said. “But these letters
show the other side of the
story. How he advised his
children, how he believed
in God.”

In one letter, Einstein
urged one of his sons to
get more serious about
geometry. In another, he
consoled a friend who
recently discovered her
husband’s infidelity. In
still another to an uncle

on his 70th birthday, Ein-
stein recalled how the toy
steam engine the uncle
gave him years ago had
prompted a lifelong inter-
est in science.

On the issue of God,
Einstein dismissed the
widely held belief that he
was an atheist.

“I have repeatedly said
that in my opinion the
idea of a personal God is
a childlike one,” he wrote
to a man who correspond-
ed with him on the sub-
ject twice in the 1940s.
“You may call me an ag-
nostic, but I do not share
the crusading spirit of the
professional atheist. ... I
prefer an attitude of hu-
mility corresponding to
the weakness of our in-
tellectual understanding
of nature and of our own
being.”

Maddalena expects the
27 letters to fetch any-

where from $5,000 to as
much as $40,000, for a
total take ranging from
$500,000 to $1 million.
They are priceless, in his
opinion, when it comes to
having a greater under-
standing of the most bril-
liant physicist of the 20th
century, the man whose
theories ushered in the
atomic age.

“These are certainly
among the most impor-
tant things [I’ve ever
handled,” Maddalena
said. “This is not like a
Babe Ruth autograph or
a signed photo of Marilyn
Monroe. These are histor-
ically significant.”

vehicle designation created
by the 84th Texas Legisla-
ture through SB 449, which
defines an autocycle and
establishes  requirements
for titling, registration and
operation. The law went
into effect May 22.

An autocycle constitutes
a motor vehicle, other than
a tractor, that is:

* Manufactured and cer-
tified to comply with fed-
eral safety requirements
for a motorcycle.

The bill also specifies
an autocycle is required to
be titled and registered as
a motorcycle.

* Headgear (helmet re-
quirements and exceptions
for autocycles are the same
as those for motorcycles)

* Safety inspection

* Title required

* Insurance required

is unlikely to rise significantly
in the near term given that
OPEC decided not to cut pro-
duction at its most recent meet-
ing. Nevertheless, a number
of factors could cause prices to
inch higher during the summer
driving season, such as geo-
political issues in the Middle
East, unexpected problems at
major refineries or a major hur-
ricane that disrupts production,
refining and distribution.

Pump prices continue to
be significantly discounted
compared to one year ago and
drivers are expected to pay the
lowest prices during the sum-
mer driving season since 2009.

M Teams and coaches are not at fault for domestic violence.

Domestic violence is a pandemic that
does not know any race, income or age.

It can affect anyone at any point in their
life.

Unfortunately, late last year and even re-
cently, it has reared its ugly
head into the sports world.

The most recent that’s
come to light is U.S.
Women’s Soccer goalie
Hope Solo and her domes-
tic violence issue from last
year.

ESPN’s Keith Olber-
mann believes Solo should
be suspended from the
U.S. Women’s team and that U.S. Soccer
Federation Sunil Gulati and U.S. coach Jill
Ellis should be removed from their jobs for
turning a blind eye.

While I am not making light of domestic
violence by any means, it is not Gulati’s
and Ellis’ place to be punished.

But, should Solo be suspended? Depends
on the policies of the U.S. Soccer Federa-
tion. On top of that, this case happened a
year ago.

If Solo was to be punished it needed to
happen the first game after being thrown in
jail for it. However, I would be fine with her
being suspended if tomorrow the ruling on
the appeal came out and Solo was charged.

But Gulati and Ellis should not be forced
to leave their jobs.

Ray McDonald is a former San Francisco
49er player who had multiple calls to his
residence related to domestic violence in
2014. Eventually the 49ers let him go, but
the Chicago Bears picked him up in free
agency.

Just last month, McDonald was arrested
again on suspicion of domestic violence
and the Bears cut him immediately.

Some are calling for the Bears to take
responsibility for McDonald’s actions for
signing him and sending the message that it

is okay to commit domestic violence.

The Dallas Cowboys, specifically head
coach Jason Garrett and owner Jerry Jones,
have also fallen under scrutiny for signing
defensive end Greg Hardy who has also
been involved in a he said-she said domes-
tic violence dispute and is facing a 10-game
suspension for the crime. A case of which
was thrown out because the accuser made
herself unavailable during the hearing.

So you have Hope Solo, who is still
playing with a pending case, Ray McDon-
ald who isn’t playing at all with a pending
case and Greg Hardy, whose case was
dismissed and is facing a 10-game suspen-
sion.

My question is this: since when are
sports leagues supposed to be accountable
for their player’s actions?

The job of an owner and coach is to
build a team they think can be successful.
These are grown men that are signing to
play their sport. They know how they are
supposed to act and stay out of trouble. It’s
not the place of a league, coach or owner
to make sure their player’s act right.

If they are charged with a crime then I
am fine with them suspending a player.
But too often cases get thrown out or

settled. Sometimes they may kill a person

during a DWI and they are just suspended

two games, if at all. Clearly, sports leagues
are inconsistent with their punishments.

As we have seen in the past, several
players only know their chosen sport
because it was their way to escape from
the issues they faced daily growing up.
Football, soccer, basketball may be all they
know.

So on one hand I see where Olbermann
is coming from. Punish the player for their
action by taking away the only thing they
care about.

Solo should probably not be allowed to
play in women’s soccer biggest tourna-
ment. But I don’t agree that anyone other
than Solo should face punishment for
letting her play, they are just utilizing her
while the justice system figures out what
to do. Unfortunately, the wheels of justice
tend to turn a little slow.

IRVING (AP) — Tony
Romo has no regrets about
comments he has made
about the NFL since the can-
cellation of a fantasy foot-
ball-themed event where the
Dallas Cowboys quarterback
was to be a headliner.

But Romo  refused
Wednesday to elaborate on
what he said during radio
interviews the previous day.

“l said everything 1 was
going to say. I said what I
thought,” said Romo, who

wore a blue cap with an NFL
logo while surrounded by re-
porters at his locker after the
latest offseason practice.

The National Fantasy
Football Convention event
scheduled for next month
in Las Vegas was canceled
last week after the NFL re-
iterated a policy banning
appearances associated with
casinos.

During an interview Tues-
day on ESPN Radio, Romo
indicated that it could be an

issue of money.

“We were just trying to
get the fans to hang out with
players,” Romo said during
the interview. “It seems like
a no-brainer to me, especial-
ly because it really wasn’t
going to be something that
I didn’t think was going to
break the NFL’s heart mon-
ey-wise.”

Romo also said he was dis-
appointed that the NFL waited
until so close to the event be-
fore voicing its concerns.

Romo has no regrets about comments
on NFL over fantasy event

Asked Wednesday if he had
heard from anyone from the
league office since his inter-
views, Romo responded, “No.
I have not had any contact, be-
fore or after,” and then smiled.

Romo was aware of a tweet
with his picture sent from
the NFL’s verified account
Tuesday that was quickly de-
leted. It was a picture of Romo
waving at a practice, with the
words “Hi Tony!” followed by
two emoticons representing a
hand waving back.
