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How to keep your home safe from home burglaries

With Sunday’s home burglary 
that left a Pampa man in the 
hospital with gunshot wounds, 
it wouldn’t hurt to know what 
are the best ways to protect your 
home. 

First we must clarify the differ-
ence between a home burglary, 
a home invasion and a criminal 
trespass.

“The difference between a 
home invasion and a residential 

burglary is the 
mere fact that 
the owner of 
the home was 
in the home 
at the time it 
was burglar-
ized, that’s the 
only difference 
as far as the 
state law goes,” detective Brian 
Massey of Pampa Police Depart-
ment said.

In order for residential burglar-

ies to be classified 
as such there must 
has been some 
intent or commit 
an assault or steal 
something. If the 
person just comes 
in and watches TV 
or hangs around 
it’s just a criminal 

trespass. 
Massey added that there hasn’t 

been a rise in burglaries in Pampa. 
This time last year (January 2014-

June 2014) there were 70 burglar-
ies both building and residential. 
This year there have been 73, both 
building and residential.

On average, Pampa sees about 
15-16 burglaries a month, and it 
is not exclusive to any neighbor-
hood or demographic.

Massey said the best thing for 
residents to do is to be aware of 
their surroundings. 

“Be aware of surroundings. 
Most people after they have lived

USDA opens 
enrollment period 
for agriculture risk 

coverage

WASHINGTON – U.S. Department of Agri-
culture (USDA) Secretary Tom Vilsack today 
announced that eligible producers may now 
formally enroll in the Agriculture Risk Cov-
erage (ARC) and Price Loss Coverage (PLC) 
programs for 2014 and 2015. The enrollment 
period begins June 17, 2015, and will end 
Sept. 30, 2015.

“The extensive outreach campaign conduct-
ed by USDA since the 2014 Farm Bill was 
enacted, along with extending deadlines, is 
central to achieving an expected high level of 
participation,” said Vilsack. “We worked with 
universities to simplify these complex pro-
grams by providing online tools so producers 
could explore how program election options 
would affect their operation in different mar-
ket conditions; these tools were presented to 
almost 3,000 organizations across the country. 
The Farm Service Agency also sent more than 
5 million educational notices to producers na-
tionwide and participated in over 4,880 educa-
tional events with more than 447,000 attend-
ees. I am proud of the many committed USDA 
employees who worked hard over the last 
several months to provide producers support 
to help them make these important decisions.”

The new programs, established by the 2014 
Farm Bill, trigger financial protections for ag-
ricultural producers when market forces cause 
substantial drops in crop prices or revenues.

ter (SOC) to receive a briefing on state re-
sources being dispatched to areas impacted 
by inclement weather. The Governor’s visit 
follows Monday’s elevated activation of the 
SOC, and his decision to stage resources for 
the rapid deployment to assist local officials 
as Tropical Storm Bill made landfall in Tex-
as. Additional resources may be activated as 
the situation develops.

“I want to express my deepest gratitude for 
the first responders across the State of Texas 
who have done a tremendous job in the face 
of this challenge,” said Governor Abbott. 
“Because of their swift response in dealing 
with the challenges that have quickly arisen, 
we’ve done a very effective job of saving 
lives, and we will continue to do the very 
best we can to reduce any kind of damage to 
property. I urge all Texans to closely moni-
tor the changing weather conditions in their 
area and heed warnings from local and state 
officials.”

During the briefing, Governor Abbott was 
informed of the latest developments in the

Former Texas judge gets probation, $25K fine in billing scam 
TEXARKANA (AP) — 

A former judge in North-
east Texas has been put 
on a year of probation and 

fined $25,000 for his role 
in a phony invoice scheme 
involving the Red River 
Army Depot.

The Texarkana Gazette 
reports that Patrick James 
pleaded guilty in April

James was suspended by 
the State Commission on 
Judicial Conduct from his 
duties as Bowie County 
justice of the peace and as 
a Hooks, Texas, municipal 
judge.

in their neighborhood 
about a month they get a 
pretty good understanding 
of what is common in the 
neighborhood. The people, 
the cars, the activities. 
Most of the time people go 
jogging at this hour or that 
hour. But they don’t gener-
ally see anyone walking at 
2 a.m. or it could be 9 a.m., 
for that matter,” Massey 
said.

“Being aware of that type 
of stuff can be good in gen-
eral. Most criminals across 
the country are opportun-
ist. They’re doing the same 
thing. They are watching to 
figure out when you’re not 
home.”

Massey used the 1990 

comedy, “Home Alone,” 
as an example. The bur-
glars in the movie sat in the 
neighborhood and had the 
Christmas lights timed as to 
when they would come on. 

Massey said motion 
lights and other devices can 
also help deter criminals.

“The motion lights on 
the exterior are great, tim-
ers for a light in the liv-
ing room window; those 
types of things are good,” 
Massey said. 

“Keeping your doors 
locked. It’s hard to do 
sometimes but I have my 
family trained to where 
you get in the house you 
lock the dead bolt. Not be-
cause we are paranoid, but 
I want that extra five to 10 
seconds to react. You don’t 
have your door locked that 
person is in the house be-
fore you have a chance to 

do anything.”
Massey said there are 

some commercial prod-
ucts that are supposed to 
strengthen doors to where 
they can’t be kicked in. 
Home security systems 
work and even their com-
pany’s signs work.

Massey added that the 
violence occurs when there 
is an unexpected situation 
with the burglary because 
the person burglarizing 
didn’t expect anyone to be 
home during the event. 

Many home burglaries 
do fall back on narcotics 
and drugs because they are 
needing to steal something 
for the drugs.

“There’s so much money 
spent in that that you have 
to steal someone’s stuff to 
either sell, pawn or trade to 
have some food or to buy 
more drugs,” Massey said. 

“That’s some of it, another 
part is just the greed. Some-
one has something that you 
don’t have the means to get 
it for yourself.”

Massey said it is fairly 
common for acquaintances 
to break in and try to steal 
or vandalize out of revenge 
for something to happen 
before.

Fortunately there is no 
time of year burglaries 
are more common. While 
many do happen overnight 
compared to during the 
day, they happen all year. 
The best thing to do is to be 
proactive and use some of 
these tips to prevent them 
from occurring.

More than 1.76 million 
farmers have elected ARC 
or PLC. 

Previously, 1.7 million 
producers had enrolled to 
receive direct payments 
(the program replaced 
with ARC and PLC by 
the 2014 Farm Bill). This 
means more farms have 
elected ARC or PLC than 
previously enrolled under 
previously administered  
programs. 

Nationwide, 96 percent 
of soybean farms, 91 per-
cent of corn farms, and 
66 percent of wheat farms 
elected ARC. 99 percent of 
long grain rice farms, 99 
percent of peanut farms, 
and 94 percent of medium 
grain rice farms elected 
PLC.  For data about other 
crops and state-by-state 
program election results go 
to www.fsa.usda.gov/arc-
plc.

Covered commodities 
under ARC and PLC in-
clude barley, canola, large 
and small chickpeas, corn, 
crambe, flaxseed, grain 
sorghum, lentils, mustard 

seed, oats, peanuts, dry 
peas, rapeseed, long grain 
rice, medium grain rice 
(which includes short grain 
and sweet rice), safflower 
seed, sesame, soybeans, 
sunflower seed and wheat. 
Upland cotton is no longer 
a covered commodity.

The 2014 Farm Bill 
builds on historic economic 
gains in rural America over 
the past six years, while 
achieving meaningful re-
form and billions of dollars 
in savings for the taxpayer. 
Since enactment, the U.S.

AgriLife Extension hires new 
irrigation specialist in Amarillo

AMARILLO — Dr. 

Charles Hillyer has been 
hired as the new Texas 
A&M AgriLife Extension 
Service irrigation engineer-

“I look forward to this 
opportunity to do advanced 
irrigation management and 
research,” Hillyer said. 
“The focus of my research 
has been on irrigation man-
agement when water sup-
plies are low, or deficit ir-
rigation, and also on the 
software and tools needed 
to manage irrigation.”

Hillyer, a native of Mis-
sissippi, earned his bach-
elor’s degree at Mississippi 
State University and his 
doctorate at Oregon State 
University, both in biologi-
cal engineering. 

He came to Amarillo 
from Oregon State Univer-
sity, where he specialized 
in the study of optimal ir-
rigation management in the 
biological and ecological 
engineering department as 
an assistant professor, se-
nior research.

In this role, he also will 
be an assistant professor in 
Texas A&M’s department 
of biological and agricul-
tural engineering at Col-
lege Station.

“We are extremely 
pleased to hire an engineer 

with Dr. Hillyer’s experi-
ence, background and in-
dustry contacts to address 
the needs of the Texas 
Panhandle region,” said 
Dr. Stephen Searcy, Texas 
A&M biological and agri-
cultural engineering head 
in College Station. “While 
he will need to learn the 
unique conditions of this 
new assignment, I am con-
fident that he has the abil-
ity to come up to speed 
quickly.

“With the assistance of 
local producers, AgriLife 
Extension county agents, 
USDA-ARS scientists, 
groundwater district per-
sonnel and his colleagues at 
the Amarillo Research and 
Extension Center, I know 
he will be making an im-
pact soon.”

“Dr. Hillyer is actively 
engaged in technical com-
mittees and projects on 
national and international 
levels,” said Dr. Dana Por-
ter, AgriLife Extension en-
gineer in Lubbock who led 
the search and assistant de-
partment head. “Our stake-
holders will benefit from 
his expertise in optimizing 
limited irrigation water re-
sources and with advanced 
irrigation technologies.”

Hillyer said he plans to 
continue to pursue his work 
on “data exchange stan-
dards,” which he described 
as a way to get all the dif-
ferent technologies used in 
irrigation practices to work 
together. 

Irrigation scheduling is 
applying the right amount 
of water at the right time to 
manage crop stress, and the 
scheduling tool is some-
thing that supports that ef-
fort.

“There are all these won-
derful technologies out 
there to help manage the 
water that is applied, but 
they don’t talk to each oth-
er,” he said.

The data exchange stan-
dards work is part of the 

precision ag irrigation lead-
ership project in AgGate-
way, a nonprofit organiza-
tion that supports industry 
collaboration in agricul-
ture, Hillyer said.

A challenge Hillyer said 
he finds interesting in his 
move to the Texas Pan-
handle involves the sus-
tainability of the Ogallala 
Aquifer. He will be finding 
ways to make that resource 
last as long as possible, 
with what little recharge it 
might get, by changing pro-
duction practices.

“Fundamentally, defi-
cit irrigation is managing 
stress rather than yield,” 
he said. “Our goal will be 
to maximize the net return 
from our water – the pounds 
of food or production per 
gallon of water. When, 
how much and sometimes 
where you apply water all 
come into play.”

The mantra is “apply the 
right amount at the right 
time,”

Hillyer said just as dry 
years can require critical 
management; wet years can 
also make his job more in-
teresting, as key nutrients 

can be leached out of the 
fields and need to be re-
placed in some, but not all, 
locations.

He said he will spend 
time now getting to know 
this region and determining 
where his skills are most 
needed.

Prosecutor: Worker 
discussed hiring 

inmates to kill husband 
PLATTSBURGH, N.Y. 

(AP) — A prison worker 
charged with helping two 
convicted murderers escape 
from a maximum-security 
facility had discussed hiring 
them to kill her husband, a 
district attorney confirmed 
Wednesday.

Clinton County District 
Attorney Andrew Wylie 
said at a news conference 
that Joyce Mitchell had 
talked to inmates Rich-
ard Matt and David Sweat 
about a murder-for-hire 
plot involving her husband, 
Lyle.

Both Joyce Mitchell and 
Lyle Mitchell work at the 
Clinton Correctional Facil-
ity in Dannemora, near the 
Canadian border. Sweat 
and Matt escaped from the 
170-year-old prison on June 
6.

Lyle Mitchell arrived at 
the state police barracks in 
Malone with his attorney 
late Wednesday morning to 
talk to authorities, the Press-
Republican of Plattsburgh 
reported.

Investigators have no in-
formation that Lyle Mitch-
ell knew about the escape 
plan or assisted in it, Wylie 
said.

Meanwhile, state police 
expanded the search for the 
killers beyond a 16-square-
mile area of woods, fields 
and swamps where the 
manhunt has been most 
intense. Police stepped up 
roving patrols and were 
checking the hundreds, if 
not thousands, of seasonal 
homes and hunting camps 
in the region.

Officials said the number 
of law enforcement offi-

cers involved in the search 
had been reduced from 
more than 800 earlier in 
the week to more than 600 
Wednesday. In Dannemora, 
the heavy law enforcement 
presence prevalent for more 
than a week all but disap-
peared by Tuesday, and 
roadblocks surrounding the 
town were gone.

State police said Wednes-
day that they have "no hard 
evidence" that Sweat and 
Matt were able to leave the 
area. But they cautioned 
that the lack of evidence 
doesn't mean the escapees 
are somewhere near the 
prison.

Sweat, 35, was serving a 
life sentence without parole 
in the killing of a sheriff's 
deputy. Matt, 48, was doing 
25 years to life for the kid-
nap, torture and hacksaw 
dismemberment of his for-
mer boss.

Joyce Mitchell is charged 
with helping the killers flee 
by providing them with 
hacksaw blades, chisels and 
other tools. She was visited 
in jail Tuesday by her hus-
band.

Clinton County Sheriff 
David Favro described her 
as "composed" during the 
visit.

Prosecutors say Mitch-
ell, a prison tailoring shop 
instructor who befriended 
the inmates, had agreed to 
be the getaway driver but 
backed out because she still 
loved her husband and felt 
guilty for participating.

She was charged last 
week with supplying con-
traband, including a punch 
and a screwdriver, to the 
two inmates.

• EA announces next Need for 
Speed game — I personally have not 
enjoyed a Need for Speed game since 

No wonder

let us read TPP
On Friday, Congress 

disrupted President 
Obama’s plan for a 

sweeping 
transfer of 
U.S. sov-
ereignty to 
an unac-
countable 
group of 
foreign 
busybod-
ies. Hurray 
for the 
stalwart 

Americans who resisted 
the demands of Obama, 
the Republican leader-
ship and the big-donor 
claque, but Speaker 
Boehner plans to give 
Congress another 
chance this week to 
make this dangerous 
mistake.

The Trans-Pacific 
Partnership (TPP) 
would turn over to 
globalists the power to 
issue regulations about 
U.S. trade, immigra-
tion, the environment, 
labor and commerce. 
It’s called a “living 
agreement,” which 
means the globalists 
can amend and change 
the text of the so-called 
agreement after it has 
gone into effect.

That reminds me of 
our supremacist judges 
who invented the term 
of a “living” Constitu-
tion, which they can 
rewrite to comport 
with their own updated 
ideology. The global-
ists claim this “living” 
document (TPP), now 
called Obamatrade, 
has all the powers of 
a treaty to commit the 
U.S. to new foreign 
obligations, although 
it certainly did not 
comply with any U.S.

Sen. Jeff Sessions, 
R-Ala., has frankly 
warned about this 
giveaway of U.S. 

Not only 
would Congress give 
up its powers to negoti-
ate and write the terms 
of a treaty, but Con-
gress also gives up its 
powers to debate and 
amend the deal, to ap-
ply a cloture vote in the 
Senate, and to require 
a two-thirds vote in the 
Senate.

The secrecy wrapped 
around TPP is appall-
ingly un-American.

TPP 
was negotiated and 
agreed to by Obama’s 
trade representative and 
a bunch of foreigners in 
a secret room, and the 
American people are 
not allowed to know 

the details until after 
it’s a done deal.

TPP puts us in a new 
political and economic 
union before a single 
private citizen is told 
about it and with public 
opinion running five to 
one against it. Remem-
ber when Nancy Pelosi 
said we had to pass 
Obamacare in order to 
find out what is in it?

Rep. Duncan Hunter, 
R-Calif., warns, “TPP 
calls for the formation 
of a permanent politi-
cal and economic union 
known as the Trans-
Pacific Partnership 
Commission, which 
will have power to is-
sue regulations im-
pacting not only trade, 
but immigration, the 
environment, labor and 
commerce. He added, 
Congress “will have 
surrendered its leg-
islative prerogatives. 
Before a word, line, 
paragraph or page of 
this plan is made pub-
lic, Congress will have 
even agreed to give up 
its treaty powers.”

Sessions made it even 
more emphatic, saying 
that Fast Track “au-
thorizes the president 
to form a new trans-
national governance 
structure. ... It confers 
the power to both com-
pel and restrict changes 
to U.S. policy, to com-
mit the U.S. to inter-
national obligations, 
and to cede sovereign 
authority to a foreign 
body.” This new global 
body could even add 
new member countries 
(such as China).

Sessions continued: 
“Congress would be 
pre-clearing a political 
and economic union 
before a word of that 
arrangement has been 
made available to a 
single private citizen. 
This has the earmarks 
of a nascent European 
Union,” and Americans 
certainly don’t want to 
belong to a European 
union (that’s why we 
fought the American 
Revolution).

Hunter also warns 
that the new global 
governance institution 
would be “authorized 
to issue policies and 
regulations affect-
ing our economy, our 
manufacturers, our 
workers, our immigra-
tion procedures, as well 
as current labor and en-
vironmental practices.”

TPP is separating us 
from the U.S. Constitu-
tion and from national 
sovereignty and replac-
ing both with a global

U.S. 
troops move in and out of 
the Baltic States to signal 
our willingness to defend 
the frontiers of these tiny 
NATO allies.

Yet nothing that hap-
pens on these borders 
imperils America so much 
as what is happening on 
our own bleeding border 
with Mexico.

Over three decades, that 
border has been a cause-
way into the USA for 
millions of illegal immi-
grants who are changing 
the face of America — to 
the delight of those who 
think the country we grew 
up in was ugly.

All sides of this quarrel 
have been using the figure 
of 11 million people here 
illegally. In her new best-
seller, “Adios, America!,” 
Ann Coulter makes a 
compelling case that the 
real figure is close to 30 
million.

If that is true, and if the 
next president embraces 
amnesty and a path to 
citizenship for illegal im-
migrants, that will mean 
the end to America as the 
Western nation we have 
been, and the beginning 
of America’s life as what 
Ann calls, unapologeti-
cally, a “Third World hell-
hole.”

Indeed, when we con-
sider the certain conse-

quences of a failure to 
secure the border for six 
more years, and amnesty 
for people already here 
illegally, igniting a new 
invasion, we should ask 
ourselves:

What problem do we 
Americans confront that 
will be more easily solved 
with millions more im-
migrants?

Between 80 and 90 
percent of those coming 
are from Third World 
nations. On average, they 
have higher illegitimacy 
rates than native-born 
Americans, higher drug 
use rates, higher rates of 
obesity, spousal abuse and 
child abuse, higher rates 
of disease, lower test 
scores and higher dropout 
rates, and higher crime 
and incarceration rates.

Children of immigrants 
are more gang-oriented. 
And Third World immi-
grants consume more per 
capita in social services 
than they pay in taxes. 
Hence they contribute 
to fiscal deficits at every 
level of government.

Will millions more im-
migrants help solve our 
infrastructure crisis?

Undeniably, poor im-
migrants provide cheap 
labor for businesses and 
the rich. But their work-
ing- and middle-class 
American neighbors bear 
the social costs that they 
inflict upon communities.

Politically, immigrants 
from Third World coun-
tries, as they rely upon 
government for food, 
housing assistance, health 
care and the education of 
their children, support the 
Party of Government.

Mitt Romney lost the 
two fastest-growing major 
minorities, Hispanics 
and Asians, who now 

account for more than a 
fifth of our population 
and a seventh of our vot-
ers, by 40 points. And as 
their numbers and voting 
percentages rise, the GOP 
will find that reaching 
270 electoral votes is not 
only more difficult than 
in Reagan’s day, it has 
become impossible.

Among the myths or 
lies drummed into the 
heads of Americans is 
that we have always been 
a “nation of immigrants,” 
and “diversity,” i.e., ra-
cial, ethnic and religious 
diversity, “is a strength.”

But America in 1970 
was a white nation with 
a black minority of about 
10 percent. And, as Coul-
ter writes, “Nearly the 
entire white population 
of America from 1600 to 
1970 came from a geo-
graphic area of the world 
about twice the size of 
Texas. The entire black 
population came from an 
area of West Africa about 
the size of Florida.”

Is ethnic, racial and 
religious diversity truly a 
“strength”?

Why then has the most 
diverse region of Europe, 
the Balkans — with its 
Serb, Croat, Albanian, 
Slovenian, Macedonian, 
Turkic peoples, and 
Catholic, Orthodox and 
Islamic religions — had 
the bloodiest history?

Was it not racial and 
ethnic diversity that tore 
the Soviet Union into 15 
nations and half a dozen 
subnations, and is tearing 
at it still in the Caucasus?

If diversity is a strength, 
why is Beijing, which 
worships strength, mov-
ing millions of Han 
Chinese into Tibet and 
western China to swamp 
the Tibetan and Uighur 

peoples, as they have 
done to the Mongolian 
and Manchu peoples? 
How did diversity work 
out for Rwanda and Bu-
rundi?

If diversity is a strength, 
then why are Iraq, Syria, 
Libya and Yemen falling 
apart? Why are Sunni and 
Shiite, Palestinian and 
Israeli fighting? Why are 
Scots, Basques, Catalans, 
Venetians and Flemish 
agitating for secession 
and independence?

Has the addition of 
tens of millions of Asian 
and African Muslims 
strengthened the Old 
Continent that ruled the 
world? Or do they imperil 
its security and survival 
as the cradle and heart-
land of the West?

As racial, ethic and reli-
gious hatreds pull people 
apart and create terrorists 
all over our disintegrat-
ing world, why would we 
make ourselves ever more 
diverse?

Writes Coulter, “Roe 
v. Wade can be over-
turned. Obamacare can 
be repealed. Amnesty is 
forever.”

Anyone concerned for 
the future of this coun-
try as one nation and 
one people should find a

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AT&T hit with $100M fine for ‘unlimited’ data plans
WASHINGTON (AP) — AT&T Mobility 

LLC has been slapped with a record $100 mil-
lion fine for offering consumers "unlimited" 
data, but then slowing their Internet speeds af-
ter they reached a certain amount.

The Federal Communications Commission 
said Wednesday that the company misled con-
sumers into buying plans they believed would 
give them unlimited ability to send and receive 
data, including Web browsing, GPS navigation 
and streaming videos. But the FCC said that 
once the consumer hit a certain level, the data 
on unlimited plans would be slowed down sig-
nificantly, at speeds lower than advertised.

AT&T said it would "vigorously dispute" the 
fine, which was the largest proposed in FCC 
history. If AT&T can provide evidence that the 
FCC allegations are wrong, the fine could be 

reduced.
"The FCC has specifically identified this 

practice as a legitimate and reasonable way to 
manage network resources for the benefit of all 
customers, and has known for years that all of 
the major carriers use it," the company said in a 
statement released to reporters. "We have been 
fully transparent with our customers, providing 
notice in multiple ways and going well beyond 
the FCC's disclosure requirements."

It's not unusual for phone companies to slow, 
or "throttle," speeds on a network as a way to 
manage congestion. 

Verizon slows down speeds for its heaviest 
users, but only on certain smartphones when 
there is congestion. Once the bottleneck eases, 
speeds return to normal.

Until this spring, AT&T was slowing speeds 

until the customer's next billing cycle, even 
when there was no congestion.

Both Verizon and AT&T had phased out 
their unlimited plans after data usage grew fol-
lowing the iPhone's launch in 2007. 

Existing customers, however, were able to 
keep their unlimited plans.

The FCC says AT&T's approach to unlim-
ited plans violated the agency's transparency 
rule.

WASHINGTON (AP) 
— Online retail giant Am-
azon says it is develop-
ing the technology to use 
drones to deliver pack-
ages in 30 minutes or less, 
a broad expansion of un-
manned flight that is rais-
ing concerns about safety, 
security and privacy.

Using commercial 
drones to quickly deliv-
er packages is probably 

years away. But when 
government regulations 
catch up with emerging 
technologies, Amazon 
says it could revolutionize 
the way people shop for 
items they need quickly.

Amazon vice president 
Paul Misener told a House 
committee Wednesday the 
federal government needs 
to speed up rules that reg-
ulate the use of commer-

cial drones.
The Federal Aviation 

Administration proposed 
rules in February that 
would severely restrict 
their use. FAA Deputy 
Administrator Michael 
Whitaker said more re-
search is needed before 
the government allows 
widespread use of com-
mercial drones.

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Is Texas spending $800M  
to create its own border patrol?

MCALLEN (AP) — When 
former Gov. Rick Perry or-
dered a big reinforcement of 
security at the Mexico bor-
der in 2011, Texas bought 
six new gunboats that can 
fire 900 rounds a minute 
and clock highway speeds. 
But the boats, which cost 
$580,000 each, spent more 
time docked than patrolling 
the Rio Grande.

That was a small price tag 
compared with what Texas 
is about to spend. The new 
Republican governor, Greg 
Abbott, this month approved 
$800 million for border secu-
rity over the next two years — 
more than double any similar 
period during Perry’s 14 years 
in office.

On Texas’ shopping list is a 
second $7.5 million high-alti-
tude plane to scan the border, 
a new border crime data cen-
ter, a 5,000-acre training fa-
cility for border law-enforce-
ment agencies and grants for 
year-round helicopter flights. 
The state also wants to hire 
two dozen Texas Rangers to 
investigate public corruption 
along the border and 250 new 
state troopers as a down pay-
ment on a permanent force 
along the border.

Other states along the 
nearly 2,000-mile Southwest 
border — New Mexico, Ari-
zona and California — do not 
come remotely close to the re-
sources Texas has committed. 
And Texas is doing so long 

after last year’s surge in im-
migrants crossing the border 
illegally has subsided.

So why is Texas setting up 
what appears to be a parallel 
border patrol alongside the 
federal force?

“Google ‘cartel crime in 
Mexico’ and just put a time 
period of the last week, and 
you’ll see some dramatic in-
stances of what the cartels are 
doing in Mexico right now,” 
Abbott told reporters this 
month following the legisla-
tive session. “The first obliga-
tion of government is to keep 
people safe and that means 
ensuring that this ongoing car-
tel activity, which is not abat-
ing whatsoever, gains no root 
at all in the state of Texas.”

The 320-mile Rio Grande 
Valley sector of the border 
was ground zero last year for 
a wave of Central American 
migrants, mostly unaccompa-
nied minors and women with 
children. The Valley sector 
accounted for 53 percent of 
all migrants captured in the 
Southwest during the fiscal 
year ending September.

That alarmed Texas Repub-
licans, who called for a crack-
down during the election 
campaign last year. But the 
number of migrants caught 
is down 44 percent in the first 
eight months of this fiscal 
year.

Raul Ortiz, deputy chief 
of the federal border patrol’s 
Rio Grande Valley sector, at-

tributed the decrease mainly 
to beefed-up law enforcement 
on the Mexican side, espe-
cially along its own borders 
with Central America. He also 
gave a nod to the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety, or 
DPS, and other law enforce-
ment for helping.

Critics worry that the bor-
der buildup is open-ended, 
with little accounting for how 
the money will be spent and 
whether it will be effective.

Republican lawmakers in 
the final weeks of the legis-
lative session stripped lan-
guage from the bill Abbott 
signed that would have re-
quired monthly updates and 
crime data from a new over-
sight board. The panel is only 
tasked with giving lawmakers 
a single report by 2017.

“In a third-grade classroom 
or with DPS, if you have no 
metrics and no way to evalu-
ate success, you are wasting 
your money,” Dallas Demo-
cratic state Rep. Rafael An-
chia said.

In one report, the Texas 
public safety agency defined a 
secure border as “interdiction 
of all people, drugs and other 
contraband.”

“That is so far from real-
ity,” said Adam Isacson, a 
longtime border analyst at the 
Washington Office On Latin 
America, a human-rights ad-
vocacy group. “Even the most 
secure sectors of the border 
still have thousands of people 

get through.”
It is has not always been 

clear what DPS has gotten for 
its money.

Records provided to The 
Associated Press in 2013 
showed that the state’s new 
gunboats on the Rio Grande 
were used as little as one day 
a week or docked for repairs 
during the first year of deploy-
ment.

At the time, agency lead-
ers said that the boats spent 
about 30 percent more time 
in the water than what records 
suggested. DPS spokesman 
Tom Vinger said this month 
that those records are dated 
and the boats now conduct 
round-the-clock operations, 
performing more than 1,400 
missions in the last year alone.

Texas officials say that all 
law enforcement agencies, 
including the federal border 
patrol, have tracked more than 
$2 billion in drug seizures, 
mostly marijuana, and dis-
covered more than 150 stash 
houses used by human smug-
glers in the past year alone.

U.S. Border Patrol data, 
provided to Texas Democratic 
Congressman Joaquin Castro, 
show its agency being solely 
responsible for seizing more 
than 416,000 pounds of mari-
juana in the Rio Grande Val-
ley sector from June to Febru-
ary. DPS has declined to break 
out how much its troopers are 
responsible for intercepting.

Cardinals stand accused of hacking Astros player database 
ST. LOUIS (AP) — Some cybersecurity experts believe pro-

fessional sports teams have hacked rivals in the past without get-
ting caught.

The St. Louis Cardinals, one of the crown jewel franchises in 
baseball, now stand accused.

Federal law enforcement authorities are investigating whether 
the Cardinals illegally accessed a computer database of the Hous-
ton Astros. The aim was obtaining information from a front of-
fice headed by a former top aide who helped transform St. Louis' 
scouting operation to a sabermetrics-based system, a person fa-
miliar with the situation told The Associated Press on Tuesday.

The person spoke on condition of anonymity because Major 
League Baseball, law enforcement officials and the two teams 
were not disclosing details of the investigation. The New York 
Times first reported that the FBI and Justice Department were in-
vestigating whether Cardinals front-office officials were behind 
the effort to steal information from the Astros' database, called 
Ground Control.

"It would be irresponsible to assume that this is the first time 
an incident like this has occurred — more likely, it's just the first 
time it's been uncovered," said Craig Newman, chairman of the 
privacy and data security practice of the New York law firm Pat-
terson Belknap Webb & Tyler.

Alexander Southwell, a former assistant U.S. attorney for the 
Southern District of New York and now a privacy and cyberse-
curity expert for the law firm Gibson Dunn, said that if the allega-
tion is true, the employee or employees responsible will likely 
face federal prison time — perhaps up to five years.

"Major League Baseball has been aware of and has fully co-
operated with the federal investigation into the illegal breach of 
the Houston Astros' baseball operations database," MLB said in 
a statement. "Once the investigative process has been completed 
by federal law enforcement officials, we will evaluate the next 
steps and will make decisions promptly."

Commissioner Rob Manfred said subpoenas have been issued, 
but did not provide details.

"There are legal problems associated with federal law enforce-
ment officials seeking cooperation from private individuals," 
Manfred said. "If the federal government wants information 
from us they would subpoena information and that's what they've 
done."

Southwell said the most likely charge would involve violation 
of the federal Computer Fraud and Abuse Act. The Cardinals 
would be unlikely to face criminal charges unless it could be 
proven that the team, and not an employee or group of employ-
ees, was behind the act, Southwell said.

"The entity can't be held responsible for the acts of rogue em-
ployees," he said.

The FBI office in Houston released a statement that neither 
confirmed nor denied the investigation, but added, "The FBI ag-
gressively investigates all potential threats to public and private 
sector systems.

"Once our investigations are complete, we pursue all appropri-
ate avenues to hold accountable those who pose a threat in cy-
berspace."

Messages seeking comment from FBI offices in Washington 
and St. Louis were not returned. 

The U.S. attorney in St. Louis, Richard Callahan, said he was 
unaware of the investigation.

St. Louis manager Mike Matheny said he was logging workout 
results on his laptop when he was informed of the investigation 
Tuesday morning. He didn't think the investigation would affect 
players because they're accustomed to dealing with distractions.

"It's part of what we do, it's a big part of what we do," Matheny 
said. "We divide them into the controllables and the uncontrol-
lables and this is one of the uncontrollables. We don't have any 
clue what's going on."

The Cardinals are among baseball's most successful franchises 
on and off the field. Only the New York Yankees have won more 
World Series titles than the 11 won by St. Louis, which is among 
the best-drawing teams in all of sports, with annual attendance 
topping 3 million every year since 2003.

The Astros and Cardinals were rivals in the National League 
Central until Houston moved to the American League in 2013. 
Jeff Luhnow headed the Cardinals scouting and player develop-
ment department before being hired as Astros general manager 
in December 2011, and he has helped transform the AL Central 
leaders from sad sack to contender.

It wasn't immediately clear how many Cardinals employees 
were under investigation, or whether top front office officials 
were aware of the activities.

"Then there's the question of who did it?" Manfred told report-
ers in Boston. "Who knew about it? Is the organization respon-
sible? Is the individual responsible? There's a whole set of issues 
that are needed to be sorted through."

Manfred said MLB's forensics experts were not involved in 
the case, adding, "This is a federal investigation, not a baseball 
investigation."

The Cardinals and Astros said they're cooperating with the in-
vestigation but declined further comment. Astros manager A.J. 
Hinch said he'd concentrate on his job.

"Obviously from the baseball perspective we'll deal with the 
baseball, and all other questions will go elsewhere," Hinch said.

Luhnow was not made available to reporters in Houston on 
Tuesday, but said in June 2014 that the team had been the victim 
of hackers who accessed servers and published months of inter-
nal trade talks on the Internet.

"It was an illegal activity and we're going to pursue it and try 
and find out who did it and prosecute," Luhnow said at the time, 
noting that the Astros were working with the FBI and MLB secu-
rity to determine who was responsible for the breach.

The Astros rely heavily on sabermetrics in their evaluation of 
players and have been open about the fact that they use an online 
database to house proprietary information. Last year, the Houston 

Chronicle had a detailed report on Ground Control, noting the 
team even had a director of decision sciences on the payroll.

Manfred downplayed wider security concerns about MLB's 
digital systems.

"We have a technology company that quite literally is the envy 
of companies throughout America — not just sports enterprises," 
the commissioner said. "We routinely make the resources of 
MLB Advanced Media available to all of the clubs. We have the 
type of security arrangements that are necessary."

Craig Newman, chairman of the privacy and data security prac-
tice of the New York law firm Patterson Belknap Webb & Tyler, 
said it wouldn't be surprising that a professional team would be 
involved in hacking given the amount of money involved.

"Data analytics have become a critical strategic and tactical 
drive for both professional and collegiate athletics and, unfortu-
nately, the transition from statistical modeling in player evalua-
tion made famous by 'Moneyball' to stealing sensitive informa-
tion from competitors is a natural progression," Newman said.
