CROP INSURANCE SALES CLOSING DATE EXTENDED

Growers of cotton, wheat, grain sorghum & nursery crops
in Borden County are reminded of the MARCH 15 deadline to
sign up for catastrophic crop insurance (CAT) in order to
remain eligible for U.S. Department of Agriculture benefits
commodity price support and production adjustment programs,
certain Farmers Home Administration loans, and the
Conservation Reserve Program (CRP). The deadline was
recently extended from February 15 to give producers more
time to sign up for the new program. The extended sign up
is only for catastrophic coverage.

Nancy Condit, Acting County Executive Director of the
Borden County Consolidated Farm Service Agency (CFSA) said
CAT coverage for insurable crops is available through private
insurance agents or the offices of the former Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservatin Service (ASCS).

FOREIGN INVESTORS

Foreign investors are required by law to report to CFSA
any purchases or sales of agricultural land. Failure to do so
could result in costly penalties.

SIGNATURE AUTHORITY FOR SPOUSES

A husband and wife can sign documents on behalf of each
other for CFSA and CCC programs in which either has an
interest, unless written notification denying a spouse this
authority has been provided to the county office.  Spouses
cannot sign on behalf of each other for powers of attorney
(ASCS211 or ASCS211-1).  Spouses must have power of
attorney on file or sign personally for : WRP easements, CRP
easements, or claim settlements.

FEDERAL CROP INSURANCE

CAT Insurance will replace the ad hoc crop disaster relief
program that farmers have become familiar with over the past
years. The disaster program as we have come to know it will
end with the 1994 crop year. CAT coverage will compensate
farmers for the crop yield losses greater than 50% at 60% of
the expected market price. These coverage levels are
comparable to disaster relief programs in recent years.

Producers must purchase crop insurance coverage at the
CAT level or above to participate in Federal programs, FmHA
loans and CPR. Farmers may choose to buy the CAT
coverage either through a private reinsured company or through
a USDA county office. Insurance policies greater than the
CAT (catastrophic) coverage will only be sold by private
insurers.

Producers must provide proof of insurance (at least
CAT coverage) to stay eligible for USDA farm programs.
This must be done prior to the final sales closing date.

For Borden County, March 15 is the final sales date for

spring seeded crops.

All harvested crops of significant value must be covered.
If you participate in the cotton program, and not the wheat,
but have some wheat harvested, it must have at least the CAT
coverage on the wheat or you will not be eligible for the
cotton deficiency payment.

Please call if you question whether a crop needs coverage.

1995 ARP SIGN-UP

Sign-up for the 1995 Acreage Reduction Program will be
January 30, through April 28, 1995. The ACR provisions are
0% set-aside for wheat, oats, barley and cotton. For corn, the
ACR requirement is 7.5%. Remember that the final sales
closing date for crop insurance is before the final sign- up date

for the program and that crop insurance is required for
program participation.

CONSERVATION RESERVE PROGRAM

The Secretary of Agriculture has announced that USDA will
take several actions regarding the CRP, including modifying
and extending CRP contracts, targeting .more environmental
sensitive acres and using conservation easements on the most
environmentally sensitive areas.

During 1995, USDA will consider requests from CRP
participants to release their CRP contracts or to modify their
current contracts to reduce the amount of acreage subject to the
contract.  USDA will also request and consider bids from
producers to enroll new acreage in the CRP program subject to

new 10 year contract. Regulations should be published this
summer regarding this. ;
