Our big sister Big Springs is 
j ist now going through the par 
hdoxical operation of straining at 
’ gnat and swallowing a camel.
Jn other words, they have started 
j t with a grand flourish to raise 
; 360,000 bonus for a new rail- 
toad, and yet they would likely 
t urn down anyone asking for one 
per cent of that amount to use in 
moving the deep sand out of the 
«^ail and Sparenberg roads north 
of that town. A oool million dol 
ars* worth of trade annually 
goes to Big Springs over these 
two roads—half the annual ton * 
nage of this point being after­
wards hauled to the consumers 
over these two roads.

Let them take a fool’s 
advice and fix vp the freight 
roads; then ther6 will be no 
difficulty in attracting actual 
tail roads to that coming city 
Why not pick the ripe plums al 
ready in reach before climbing 
higher?
