RUMORS AT AUSTIN

DO NOT ALWAYS PAN OUT IN
LIGHT OF DEVELOPMENTS.

The Selection of Secretary of State Was
s Close Point--Predictions Made That
the Waters-Plerce Oil Investigation Will
Soon Play Out.

_——

Austin, Texas, January 15.—One can
hear most any old kind of rumor,
prophecy or progsostication is Austin,
most of them in the light of develop-
ments, proving them to be without
foundation.v For instance, I was con-
fidgntially “tipped” yesterday by a
half dozen men as to who would be
the next secretary of state. Bach of
these informasts mentioned a different
man, None of them named Judge
John G. Todd of Harris county, whom
Governor Sayers announced today hd
would appoint to the place.

It has been persistently predlcted
that the Waters-Pierce oil company in-
vestigation would peter out quickly,
The predictions are more pronounced
today, because of Judge McFall's re-
fusal to appear before the committee
in the roll of prosecuting attorney. It
may be that the end is near at hand,
but it is not safe to pradict how long
the thing may last. Judge McFall, a
week ago, it was said, would tone his
resolution down to a general inquiry
as to the enforcement of anti-trust
laws. But he did nothing of the kind.
And he told me on Saturday that as
he had not been appointed on the in-
vestigating committee he would not
go about it unless legally summoned
to do so. The committee up to this
hour had sent Mr. McFall po subpena.
They had been writing 1 rs request-
ing him to come before the committee
and act as prosecutor. This he de-
clined to do.

The committee this afternoon or-
dered that a subpoena be issued for
McFall to appear as a witness tomor-
row morning. He was sick today, but
it is presumed, if he has recovered,
that he will appear before the commit-
tee tomorrow. Simultaneously with
the ordering of the process for McFall,
the committee advised the house that
no one had appeared to prosecute the
charges or testify, and invited any

of the hoase or citigen oI
1exas, who could shed any light on

the subject matter, to appear before
the committee by 10 o’clock Wednes-
day. If Judge McFall fails to give the
committeq testimony or the names of
witnesses, and no one accepts the gen-
eral invitation, it is the programme, in-
dicated in the committee, to take Mr.
Bailey’s statement and make a report
to thel house that no one could be
found who knew anything reflecting
upon Mr. Bailey and certain State .offi-
cers.

Mr. Bailey in addressing the commit-
tee today protested bitterly against
the delay, and he also complained of
the reports being sent newspapers out
of the State.

Chairman Hendricks of the commit-
tee has suggested that the correspond-
ents be yanked up and examined, but
no definite action in this regard has
beem taken.

Up to date 54 bills have been intro-
duced at this session in the house.
On the sixth day of the Twenty-sixth
legislature, 93 bills had been intro-
duced. A good many of the members
are pointing with pride to the reduc-
tion. The disposition of the house to
hustle and get through as spedily as
possible was shown today when the op-
portunity for a pleasant junket, allur-
ingly put by the people of El Paso
through Representative Bridges, was
turned down with regrets.

The house and senate spent most of
the day in joint session performing the
irksome task of canvassing the vote
for governor and lieutenant governor.

Oceyn Telephony.

New York, January 15.—The Herald
today will say: According to the state-
ments of Michael Idvorski Pupin of
Columbia university, the American
Bell Telephone and Telegraph compa-
ny have paid, intead of $200,000 as
originally stated, nearly $500,000 for
his recent invention of a system by
which ocean telephony is made possi-
ble. This is in addition to the annual
royalty of $15,000 a year during the
life of the patents.

Danish West Indies.

Copenhagen, January 15.—It is un-
derstood here that the sale of the
Danish West Indies to the United
States will soon be completed. It is
stated that Minister of Finance Hor-
ring is concluding satisfactory ar-
rangements. The desire here is to
sign the convention before March 4.

Brained by Robbers.

Lexington, Ky., January 15.—Ran-
kin Clemens, a farmer of Fayette
county, whose estate is valued at half
a million, was last night brought to a
hospital here with his skull badly
fractured. Robbers visitgd his house
Sunday night, called him to the door
and broke his skull with a hay fork.
They attempted to force their way into
the house, but women within barri-
caded the doors.

River and Harbor Bil.
Washington, D .C., January 15.—
The discussion Of the river and har-
bor bill under the fiveeminute rule
eommenced yesterday and will end
today, when a vote will be taken on
the bill. When amendment time came
there were many amendments offered,
but in every Iinstance the amend-
ments were voted down, showing the
perfect organization of the commit-
tee. As it appears now, the bill will
pass the house exactly as it came
from the committee, leaving the sen-
ate to make whatever changes that are
to be made. From this peint of view
it is safe to say that the amendment
for the improvement of the inner
harbor of Galveston is not to be
made in the house, but will be left to
the senate, where in all probability
it will be inserted. This programme
will be unquestionably better for Gal-
veston for the reason that such an
amendment would fail in the house
and be saddled with the prestige of
failure when the matter came up be-
fore the senate. If the senate puts
such a provision in, it will succeed if
Senator Frye thinks enough of it to
stand by it to a finish. So far as
Texas is concerned the bill is all
right in the house, and if additions
are to\bu\x_n% the senate can add
them if it wants to. Mr. Cushman’s
attack has amounted to nothing, as all
votes on yesterday's amendments
abundantly proved.

Swung from a Trestle.

Fort Worth, Texas, January 15.—A
young negro named Lazarus Jones sus-
tained serious injuries by a fall from
the Texas and Pacific trestle over
Sycamore creek. yesterday morning.
It is said he was on the trestle when
a train came along and he swung him-
self down by the side of the trestle,
holding onto the timbers. The train,
a freight, was so long that before it
had passed he 'grew faint from the
strain of hanging by his hands. He
was too weak to pull himself up again
and after the train passed his grasp
relaxed, his hands slipping from their
hold and he fell a distance of about
fifty feet. In going down he struck
an abutment and landed head fore-
most on the ground. He was stunned
by the fall and is believed to have sus-
tained severe intermal injuries. No
bones were broken so far as ascer-
tained. He w to St. Jo-
seph's Infrm where he' 1ay uncon-
scious the greater pait of the day.

THE NAYY’S NEEDS.

SECRETARY LONG WILL ASKFOR
A LARGE APPROPRIATION.

The Deficiency, Amounting to $4,000,000
Caused by Asiatic Expenses--Condition
at the Cavite Naval Station--Money for
Repair of Vessels.

Washington, D. C. January 14—To
meet the expenses consequeni upon
the maintenance of a strong force of
men on the Asiatic station Secretary
Long will ask congress this week to
make a deficiency appropriation of $4.-
000,000. Practically this entire sum is
needed to defray the expenses arising
out of the Chinese trouble and the
rebellion in the Philippines. Com-
plaint has been made to the navy de-
partment that English ship builders
in Hong Kong and Shanghai charge

exorbitantly for work done wupon
American vessels.
Commander J. C. Fremont, com-

mandant of the Cavite navy yard, has
called attention to the crowded con-
dition of the yard and the lack of fa-
cilities and thé necessity for reliev-
ing the congestion. The secretary has
recommended to congress that $1,000,-
000 be immediately appropriated for
commencing the establishment of a
naval station at Olangapo, on Subig
bay, Luzon.

Rear Admiral Hichborn has found
the appropriation for repairing ships
for the present year insufficient, and
it will be necessary, in his opinion, to
expend $1,000,000 more. Most of this
money will be required for repairs
to ships in China and the Philippines,
and the rest will be utilized in repair-
ing the Baltimore, San Francisco,
Texas, Olympia, Cincinnati and Bos-
ton.

The board of inspection and survey
having reported that the Reina Mer-
cedes, which was sunk at the mouth
of the harbor of Santiago, Cuba, and
raised by the navy, is worth repair-
ing, the department will ask congress
for an appropriation to put her in con-
dition for service as a training ship-

Killing of Doc Wright.

Bastrop, Texas, January 14.—A
street fight occurred yesterday re-
sulting in the klll‘ng of old Uncla -Deec
Wright ald which ereatéd a great deal
of ‘excitement. Four. white men and
two colored men were arrested and
are in jail here to await inquest pro-
ceedings set for tomorrow morning at
9 o’clock. Doc was killed with a knife
instead of a pistol as was wired yes-
terday, but he was also slightly grazed
by a pistol shot. The affray occurred
on Main street, near the postoffice, and
several men were bruised up with
rocks and anything at hand, while the
air was made hideous and terribla with
the screams of women and panic-
stricken children. The old colored
man was a familiar figure on the
streets. He wae about 70 years of age
and bore tha reputation of a harmless,
inoffensive man. It seems that he
was endeavoring to get his boys out
of the difficulty and thus gd* into it
himself.

Suicide of J. E. Woods.

Shrevaport, La., January 14.—After
the days as a refuge from justice, J. E.
Woods, the absconding messenger of
the Wells Fargo Express committed
suicide this morning at Orange, La.,
just as the authorities were about to
arrgst him for his crime. Woods dis-
appeared suddenly Wednesday and the
authorities have been quietly tracing
tracinghim. He had about $500 of the
company’s money. When apprehended
he ran, and before the officers could
reach him, he plaged a pistol to his
breast and fired twice. The cause for
the crime is said to be drinking. He
is 28 years of age and has a brother
running out of Shreveport as bag-
gage master on the Vicksburg, Shreve-
port and Pacific. His body has been
brought here.

New Steamship Company.

Philadelphia, Pa., January 14.—For
the purpose of operating steamers di-
rect from southern ports to foreign
ports, a company has just been char-
tered in New Jersey by Philadelphia
capitalists. The enterprise is to be
known as the Ocean steamship line,
and is cepitalized at $1,000,000. The
Incorporators are Eugene F. Caldwell,
William P. Jenks, Eugene F. Caldwell,
Jr., Charles T. Schlenk and George K.
Pepple. Parties interested  in the
tompany state that its object is the
building of steamers and to transact
a general traffic. The plans are, it is
sald, to establish steamship lines from
the gulf and south Atlantic ports,
mainly for the purpose of transport-
ing cotton to Europe direct.

CARLISLE HEARD.

THE STATESMAN MAKESGREATe
EST ARGUMENT OF HIS LIFE.

He Takes Position That the Conltltutloq
and Flag Go Together--Chief Artumonv
in the Island Cases--Views of Chairmamnt
Jones on Trinity River.

Washington, D. C., January 12.—Thet
river and harbor bill being displaced
in the house today by private pensions,
the one great feature at the capitol
was the argument of former Secretary
John G. Carlisle before the supreme
court on the Porto Rican cases. It
was a distinguished group of lawyers
and lawmakers that gathered to hear
him and all party lines were lost im
the interest manifgsted in the argu-
ment. It was all touching the prob-
lem involving the consittution and the
flag, and Mr. Carlisle supported the
theory that the enstitution and the
flag went together. He spoke for two
hours or mcre and the scene was one
of inexpressible impressiveness. It
has often been said within thg past
quarter of a century that Carlisle was
the greatest intellect of the day, but
it was said today that he made the
greatgst argument of his career. He
commanded the utmost attention of
the court as well as of the auditors,
and made, according to the view of the
auditors, the one great argument of a
case which is destingd to become his-
toric. Among those who were present
were Messrs. McCall of Massachusetts
and Littlefield of Maine, two republican
representatives who supported the Car-
lisle idea when the Porto Rican tariff
bill was debated in the house of rep-
resentatives. Mr. Littlefield’s— only
commeqnt on the Carlisle argument was
that it was the most complete presen-
tation of the questions involved that
had been made, the only really great
argument of the casq, and altogether
unanswerable. Mr. McCall's opinion
was that a greater argument had never
been made before the supreme court,
and that if Carlisle had never im-
pressed his ability upon the country
before, this argument would bq alto-
gether sufficient to perpetuate his
fame in American statesmanship and
jurisprudence. Few people are hold
enough to predict the conclusionéd of
the supreme court of the United States.
Those who are willing to venturg
prophecy are satisfled that the court
would be unanimous in the opinion
that the flag cannot travel around re-
gardless of the constitution.

Chairman Burton of the rivers and
harbors committee, in presenting the
features of the river and harbor bill,
has this to say of Trinity river: “We
have not included in this bill any new
projects for locks and dams except in
Trinity river in the State of - Texas,
where we have appropriated or au-
thorized $750,000, part for general im-
provement and part for the construc-
tion of locks and dams. 1 am frank
to say to the committee that on first
examination of this project I did not
think favorably of it, but I gave it a
good deal of consideration. The com-
mitteq called before them the engineer
having the improvement in charge,
and it seemed to us that an expendi-
ture of this amount seemed justified.
The river is easily capable of improve-
ment. It has stable bmks, and the
construction of locks and dams is a
comparatively easy problem. Therea
is a great amount of traffic in pros-
pect, both from the source to the
mouth and from the mouth toward the
source. In this particular it differs
from many other rivers, where the
bulk of the traffic must necessarily be
one way. Great quantities of cottom
and grain will be carried toward the
mouth, and from the mouth toward theq
source will go timber and building ma-
terial for the large expanse of prairie
tributary to Dallas on the north.”

Jail Breaker's Attempt.

Palestine, Texas, January 12.—A
desperate attempt was made to break
jail here Wednesday afternoon by four
negro 'prisoners. The negroes are all
desperate characters, and it was only
after a hard struggle that Jailer
Ritchie succeeded in getting the pris-
oners back in their cells.

The governor goes into lengthy detail
as to the eleemosynary institutions of
the state. He says appropriation should
be made for additions to the State insane
asylum to accommodate 200 more col-
ored patients and to the Sonthwestern
asylum for the accommodation of 400
whites.

The governor recommends that the
salaries of the officers and helpers of the |
various asylums be readjusted so that
each may be justly compensated.

The epileptic asylum at Abilene has
been held up by the governor because
the buildings could not be erected for
the amount of money appropriated. The
governor refers the matter back to the
legislature for action.

The Confederate home shows inmates
to the number of 263 and Governor Say-
ers asks that all aid possible be given
the old soldiers.

The penitentiaries come in for a large
share of the message and as a whole the
officers are praised for the efficient man-
ner in which they have discharged their
duties. The governor says:

‘“Notwithstanding the heavy losses to
the penitentiary system, estimated by
the superintendent at $238,285.29, and
occasioned by the fire at Huntsville on
Feb. 18, 1899, the overflow of the Brazos
river in July of the same year, the
storm of September last, and the boll
weevil, there will be no necessity for
any appropriations for its maintenance
beyond those made for the past two
years, and they are recommended.

“It is recommended that this great
question, whose proper solution would
be of incalculable value to the entire
citizenship, be taken into consideration
by the legislature and that an earnest
effort be made to so reform the taxlaws
that they may bear equally and alike
upon all and be capable of certain en-
forcements against every one. If this
be accomplished the present ad valorem
rate of taxation can be reduced withous
detriment to the public service.”

A STRANGE ROMANCE.

That Connects rcv York of To-Day

With Egypt of 3,000 Years Ago.

A strange romance of history, con-
.necting one of the oldest of lands and
civilizations with the youngest of great
nations and the most advanced system
of government, finds its setting in New
York. Three thousand years ago
Egypt was one day thrown into a state
of excitement by the birth, at the im-
perial palace, of a princess of the royal
line. Not alone was there rejoicing at
the advent into the world of a future
queen, but the father of the infant, the
great Thothmes III., caused to be be-
gun the hewing of an immense obelisk
out of solid rock to commemorate the
event. Years went by and the maiden
blossomed into beautiful womanhood,
while the obelisk was being worked
upon by hundreds of skilled toilers,
When it was at last finished and set
up before the royal palace at Heliop-
olis she spent days in watching the
strange hieroglyphics being cut upon
it. Nearly all that we know of the
history of the world has occurred since
then, and yet today, after a lapse of
thirty centuries, the body of that
Egyptian princess, perfectly preserved,
lies in state in the museum in Cen-
tral Park, and not 200 feet away stands
the hoary obelisk as if keeping guard
over her remains. Thousands of miles
from their formerhome, these remind-
ers of the glory of dynasties now but
a half-forgotten fradition of the re-
mote past are strapgely reunited. The
obelisk is generally known as “Cleo-
patra’s needle,” while the mummy of
the prinecess, whese name Wwas Ne-
fereyt, rests on a garcophagus in the
museum.

BOOGUS ANTIQUITIES.

ignorant People, Who Who Would be in
Fashion, Decelved. "
The passion for collecting antigques
is widespread, and the number of old
curiosity shops increase rapidly. The
people who buy in order to be in the
fashion are the best customers; that
is, they are the most ignorant, and
therefore the most readily deceived. In
some of the shops it would be difficult
to find a single article which is what
it purports to be. 1he ingenuity of
the forger is unlimited. Furniture,
prints, china, pictures, plate, armor,
ivory, bronze, tapestry—all are success-
fully imitated. Many imitations of
antiques are clumsy enough, but some
deceive even the initiated. The ex-
perts of national museums have more
than once been imposed upon. The
British museum bought a Palissy plate
for two hundred and fifty dollars.
Whilst an attendant was handling it,
one of the seals attached to its back—
attesting its genuineness—became de-
tached, disclosing the mark of a Isis
and Osiris, bought by the same insti-
tution for five thousand dollars, have
been discovered to be composed of
modern clay. The specialty of one
forger is old leather jacks at two dol-
lars and a half each; of another horn-
books at a dollar and a quarter. The
prices vary, but it may be set down as
a rule that they include about a thou-
sand per cent of profit. A writer in
Chambers’ Journal not long since in-
spected a specimen of a “mummy
servant”’—an effigy, in a plastic ma-
terial, such as the Egyptians buried
with their dead. Close examination
proved it to be made of putty. It was
a very clever forgery. Count Michael
Tyskieweiz, a noted collector and judge
of antiquities, gives some interesting
details of the forgeries that have been
attempted from the earliest times. No
metal lent itself so early to this work
as gold. Etrustan jewelry has been
largely manufactured inm Italy, but
Syria has carried on the most exten-
sive forgery of gold works of art, For-
geries in sliver have bheen less suc-
cessful. The count tells an amushg
story of a great silver cup in Rome
that purported to have come from
some secret excavation in Sicily. This
“ancient” cup was ornamented with a
circular bas-relief representing, of all
things, the frieze of the*Parthenon. In
the height of his innocence, the forger
had given the frieze in its present
ruined condition. The cup obtained
an immediate success—shouts of
laughter.—Youths’ Companion,

CHINESE FISHERMEN.

Aquatic Population of 3,000,000 Sup-
ported Mainly by Fishing.

It is computed that at least 3,000,000
of China’s population pass their entire
lives on the country’s waterways, liv-
ing and dying on the boats on which
they have been born. The reason
chiefly responsible for this is that ex-
istence under these conditions entails
a desirable freedom from the attem-
t“ons of tax-gatherers, police magis-
trates and recruiting officers for the
imperial army and similar drawbacks
to residence ashore. Then, there is no
house rent to be paid, either, by these
boat. dweMers, for theseYoating habd-
tations ar in nearly every instance
handed down from fatheér to son, from
one generation to another. This huge
aquatic population is supported main-
ly by fishing. In China this form
of employment has been fellowed
for centuries by people of ali grades
of society, including among its votaries
some of the highest officers of the gov-
ernment. Thus, the founder of the fa-
mous Weng-Quang dynasty, which
continued for 800 years without inter-
mission, was celebrated as a celestial
Izaak Walton. Of the extraordinari-
ly plentiful manner in which the Chi-
nese waters are stocked with fish it is
difficult for foreigners to form an ade-
quate conception. It may be men-
tioned, however, that, according to
zoologists, there are at least 1,000 dif-
ferent specimens to be found along the
seaboard. At Hong Kong, too, it is
said that one can eat fish every day in
the week for a year without twice be-
ing served with the same sort. To
catch these the usual method is, in
the Canton and Foochow districts, to
employ cormorants. This practice
was noted so far back as the year 1286
by a European visitor, who wrote an
account of it in a journal that has been
preserved to this day. At Hong-
kong and on the adjoining coast, how-
éver, coromorants are but little used,
nets being employed in their place.
These are suspended from poles driven
into the water at low tide.

White Elephant on Sale.

Keboa, an island in Tonkin, suppos-
ed to be rich in coal, is in the market,
and will be put up at auction in Paris
on Feb. 2 at the price of 200,000 francs,
It has a superficies of about 62,500
acres, and in addition to its deposits
Oof anthracite, has a railway of nine
miles connecting the mines with a sea-
port. The island was conceded abso-
lutely some time back to Jean Dupuis,
a French explorer, who formed a com-
pany to work it in 1889, with a capi-
tal of 2,600,000 francs, increased in
1892 to 6,000,000 francs. The undertak-
ing did not realize expectations. There
is no price for the shares of 500 francs
and the company appears to be now’
desirous of getting rid of this white
elephant.—London Express. 4

terprising attempt has been made to
- Imtroduce the pigeon into the commer-
cial world by “establishing a pigeon
Dpost between Auckland and Great Bar-
wler Island. Great Barrier Island lies
about 60 miles north of Auckland. It
fa a bleak, inaccesftblie spot. The
mines supply the most important
.means of support to the few inhabi-
tants who eke out their existence on
this lonely island, with no other means
of communicating with the mainland
than by the steamer, which calls only
‘once a week. Their eomplete isolation
has been foreibly brought hcme to the

Aslanders on more than one occasion.
Some months ago a terrible shipwreck
oocurred on its formidable coast, and
‘though within so short a distance of
+Aunckland, the news of the catastrophe
'was not known in the latter town un-
‘#1l four days after it had happened.
In 1896 the island was imbued with
'a new lease of life through the mining
industry increasing, owing to the ef-
iforts of one or two influential gentle-
/men on the mainland. The result was
'that a number of families of miners
traveled to the island to participate.in
the prosperity. It was also recognized
by one gentleman, Mr. W. Fricker, who
was an ardent pigeon fancier, that a
quicker means of transit should exist
for the conveyance of news, corres-
pondence, etc., between the island and
the mainland. He thereupon estab-
Hehed his pigeongram agency. The

Short Sermon on the Proper Tralning
of Ohildren.

Some parents, remember! Not all
parents. Various recent occurrences so
shocking as to arouse umiversal repu.-
slon and horror, seem to indicate that
there is a screw loose somewhere else
than in the laws of the country or in
the moral consitution of society. Such
things don’t happen all at once. They |
come from gradual causes and from an
increasing carelessness in the ordin-
ary safeguards to decemt living.

It morality is the product of evolu-
tion, as the scientists say, we seem yet
to be a long way from the perfect prod-
uct. Possibly, if we were to try the
evolutionary theory of extinction of
the unfit, we might find a considerable
weeding out of parents to be a help
in the solution. The Greeks had their
convenient way of disposing of use-
less people, but the Greek way seems
to us like the worst sort of savagery.
It ‘had an element of modern force,
however. How would it do to try state
management for the families of the
parents who cannot manage to keep
their children at hom# nights—or,
keeping them there, cannot manage to
make them happy there? How about
the parents who don’t evem try and
who have no more idea of systematic
training in morality than they have of
the world-wide economic value of the
“ounce of prevention?” The medern
method of bringing up children is get-
ting to be increasingly on the theory
that “knowledge is power;” that the
more children can gather of the life
of the streets and the life of the world
the better. In fact, the belief in
knowledge alone is the bane of the
day. We have manual training and
physical training and athletic . train-
ing, but the flunest training of all—the
training of the home—Ii# slighted.

To give boys and girls sound, whole-
some bodies is a fine thing; perhaps it
is even finer than to give them t\e]l-
trained brains, but finest of all is it
to make them of pure heart and clean
speech.

be brought upon the birds to induce
them to face the long water journey.
The messages are written upon tissue
paper with carbon leaf. The paper
is perforated down each side. Wh'n
the message has been written it is
folded and sealed with the agency’s
stamp, which secures complete privacy
of the communication. The message
is then wrapped around the bird’'s leg
and covered with a waterproof legging
which serves to protect the message

from injury during wet weather, and
also to prevent the bir?'s picking it tc
pieces. When the bird enters the
terminus at either end, he ° pass:s
through the usual trap which is gen-
erally provided to the lofts of homing
pigeons. ‘In this case, however, the
trap gives entrance to a kind of small
ante-loft. The trap, in falling, rings
a bell, which notifies the attendant of
the arrival of the bird. He thereupon
takes the bird out of this ante-loft, re-
moves the message from its leg, and
then permits the pigeon to enter the
main loft. To open the message it is
simply necessary to tear the perfora-
tion.

The service is well supported, con-
siderably over 100 birds being retained
as messengers. It is officially recog-
nized by the New Zealand government
and the imperial government as 28
bona-fide postal service between the is-
land and Auckland.

Africa

(Special Letter.)

Seven great European powers signed
an agreement the other day, through
their diplomatic representatives
guaranteeing protection for the wild
animals of Africa, some of the most
valuable of which are threatened with
extinction, owing to reckless destruc-
tion by sportsmen and hunters for hides
and ivory. The area thus marked out
as a vast game preserve extends from
the 20th parallel of north latitude to
the southern line of the German pos-
sessions in the Dark Continent, and
from the Atlantic ocean to the Indian
ocean and the Red sea. Under the
terms of the convention, the hunting
of giraffes, gorillas, chimpanzees,
mountain zebras, brindled gnus, elands
and the little Liberian hippopotamus
is prohibited. The young of the ele-
phant, rhinoceros, hippopotamus, ze-
bra, antelope and ibex are protected,
and all elephants’ tusks weighing less
than 20 pounds are to be confiscated.

The Giraffe In Danger.

The giraffe, unless protected, must
succumb before very long, though still
found ia considerable numbers over a
great extent of country south of Zam-
besi. It occurs in various other lo-
calities, and many small herds wander
over parts of the Kalahari desert. Like
the eland, it is most common where
water is scarcest, and doubtless it is
able to go for a long time without
drink. The meat of the beast is par-

/ ticularly good to eat, and the natives,
~whtle heuting it om this account. find

valuable uses for its skin, making wa-
ter bottles and other things out of it.
The hide is an inch aud a half thick,
and a rifie bullet will not pierce it un-
less at short range.

This interesting creature is the tall-
est of all animals, sometimes attaining
a hight of 18 feet, so that it is able to
browse on the topmost branches of mi-
mosa and acacia trees. It is the sole
surviving species representing a dis-
tinct family of ruminants and seems
to be related to the deer, the ox and
the camel. Formerly it existed in Eu-
rope and Asia, where its fossil bones
are occasionally dug up, but at the
present time its range is restricted to
the great plaing of the interior of
South Africa. Though ordinarily gen-
tle, it will fight fiercely on occasion,
and its kick has been described as the
second most powerful blow in nature,
the first being the stroke of a whale's
tail, and the third the tap of a lion’s

THe eland is threatened with ex-
tinction largely because of its great
size. It is the biggest of all the ante-
lopes, being almost as large as a cow,
and is slow and clumsy compared ‘with
most of its congeners. Its flesh being
very good to eat, it has been much
hunted on that account. Already it is
exterminated in Cape Colony, Natal, the
Orange Free State and the Transvaal.
In the Kalahari desert there are still
a good many of these animals, and oc-
casionally herds of them wander out
of this desolate retreat in search of a
certain kind of bush, the leaves ot
which they are very fond of. In the
desert a small wild melon containing
a considerable quantity of water

The brindled gnu is now extremely
scarce in the Transvaal and practical-
ly extinct in the Orange Free State. It
is still met with in Bechuanaland,
along the edge of the Kalahari desert,
and in some other localities. Owing
to the open character of the country
in which it lives, it is one of the most
difficult beasts to stalk. It has suf-
fered greatly from the cattle disease
which, while causing such loss of do-
mesticated beasts, has wiped ouf im-
mense numbers of game animals of
many kinds in South Africa, includ-
ing giraffes and elands.

The African elephant, though not
yet on the verge of extinction, can not
long escape extermination unless pro-
tected in some way. Within the past
few years the demand for Ivory has
greatly increased, and it Is reckoned
that each twelvemonth 100,000 of the
giant pachyderms are slain to supply
the market with this commodity. The
African elephant grows a foot higher
than the Asiatic pachyderm. At birth
it weighs 225 pounds and its aver-
age length of life is 80 years. A pair
of tusks from a_ full-grown beast will
weigh 225 pounds. 7 .

Elephant Must Be Protected.

There were formerly in South Africa
three very interesting animals related
to the horse—the quagga, the moun-
tain zebra, and Burchell’s zebra. Only
50 years ago the quagga roamed in im-
mense herds in the lowlands of Cape
Colony. It was easily tamed and might
have furnished a domestic quadruped
most useful to man; but it was ruth-
lessly shot down and exterminated for
the sake of its hide, and now it is be-
lieved that not a single specimen sur-
vives in the world. The mountain ze-
bra, formerly so abundant in the
mountainous parts of Cape Colony that
it was called the “common zebra,” is
now very rare. The few . survivors,
protected by law from hunters, seek
the wildest and most sequestered
spots, and, being fleet of foot, are very
difficult to approach. Burchellw sebra
has been to some extent domesticated,
and is used in coach teams.

GOOD COWS.

Best Dairy Animals Are Profitable Says
Prof. Hayward.

Of the various obstacles standing in
our way and daring us to remove them,
says Professor Hayward of the Penn-
sylvania Experimental Station, none
is greater tham the poor dairy cow. No
matter how much care we take with
our butter, nor how skilfully we feed
the cow, if she has not the capacity to
produce ‘more than 200 pounds of but-
ter in a year our labor is useless, for
profit is impossible. I need not tell
you that every dairymen would be
better off if he had better cows. We
all know this, Why, then, every dai-
ryman does not take steps to secure
better cows I8 a question I cannot an-
swer. It is a gimple matter to improve
a herd, if oge goes abaut it in the
right way. A little extra care in weigh-
ing the milk and testing samples of
each cow's milk once a month will
give a correct idea of what each cow
is doing and $30 or $50 every five or
six years wil] purchase a well bred
bull of any dairy breed. Then, by

The statistics of homicide in the
United States for 1900 are not encour-
aging.

There were coined last yvear at the
United States mints 66,833,700 bronze
dents. The number was almost large
enough to supply ‘every inhabitant
with one of these useful coins. The
mints turned out more cents last year
than ever -»fore, but they have not
been inactive in preceding years. Their
output in 1895 was thirty-eight mil-
lions, in 1896 thirty-nine millions, in
1897 fifty millions, and in 1898 forty-
nine millions. The cents which are
in circulation seldom are much worn.
They disappear some how before they
have had time to get rubbed smooth
as nickels and silver coins do. What
becomes of the cents is as much a mys-
tery as what becomes of the pins. Mil-
lions of these small coins are minted
yearly, and yet there is a steady de-
mand for more. Nobody hoards cents.
Nobody melts them down—a fate
which befalls gold coins®*often. Then
what becomes of all the bronze cents?

Below, you see two lines
of flimsy awnings, tipped down like
the visor of a cap, to shelter the booths
beneath from the white glare. You
see donkeys, camels, sheep, peasants,
soldiers, Greek priests, sisters of char-
ity, tourists, pilgrims, Turks and all
who visit Syria, veiled women, sheeted
women and beggars (vou will see them
all if you wait a little) moving to and
fro, now lost under the awnings, now
coming into the open. You can follow
them between two somber archways,
the one that you are on and another,
yonder where a cross-wall stops your

view. You can watch them until you
tire.

MOULT OF BIRDS.

One Bird Green In Wiater,
Summer.

Mr. Witmer Stone addressed the
Biological club of the University of
Pennsylvania recently on the “Moult
of Birds.”

This subject, said the speaker, is
one that has interested me for a long
time, but it seems to have been gen-
erally neglected by ornithologists. All
birds moult regularly once a year; this
is a physical nedessity, for the wearing
of the feathers makes. their replace-
ment an absolute requirement if flight
is to be continued. This annual or
post-nuptial moult occurs at tne end
of the nesting season. The feathers
never drop out at the same time; the
process is gradual and during its con-
tinuance the bird has never more than
one or two feathers missing at once.
In the body, as recently discovered by
Professor Dwight, the moult takes
place along regular tracts. The wing
feather moult begins with the inner-
most of the primaries, the ninth, which

ts moulteg first; the o@ers foljow in
Stccession outwarflly. 1n the tall the

first feather lost is the middle one,
and, as with the wings, it is followed
by the loss of the next outward one,
and so on. Here Mr. Stone exhibited
specimens showing the various stages
of wing and tail moulting. He then
referred to a number of exceptions to
the rule, such as that of the wood-
peckers, which in moulting lose the
side feathers of the tail first, and, con-
tinuing, said some species have addi-
tional moults, like the scarlet taneger.
It undergoes two moults. It is a green
color in winter and a red color in sum-
mer. The claim has been set up by
some ornithologists that this is not
the result of moulting, but due to an
actual change of pigment. There is,
however, no evidence to sustain this
view. The speaker then explained the
succession of plumages from the egg
to the adult, and followed with a de-
tailed consideration of plumages, with
the reasons for same and for excep-
tions to general rules in a large num-
ber of birds, illustrating his remarks
with specimens. The subject was dis-
cussed by Drs. Montgomery, Calvert,
Conklin and Harshberger. e
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The Term “Brother Jonathan.”

The origin of the term “Brother
Jonathan,” as a personification of the
United States, is here given: When
Gen. Washington, after his appoint-
ment as commander of the army of
the revolutionary war, went to Massa-
chusetts to organize it and make
preparations’ for the defense of the
country, he found a great want of
ammunition and other means neces-
sary to meet the powerful foe he had
to contend with, and great difficulty to
obtain them. If attacked in such con-
dition, the result might be disastrous.
On one occasion at that anxious peri-
od, a consultation of the officers and
others was had, when it seemed no
way «ould be devised to make such
preparation as was necessary. His
Excellency Jonathan Trumbull the
elder was then governor of Connecti-
cut on whose judgment and aid Gen.
Washirgton placed the greatest reli-
ance, and remarked: “‘We must con-
sult ‘Brother Jonathan’ on the sub-
ject.” The general did so, and Trum-
bull was successful in supplying mzay
of the wants of the army. When diffi-
culties afterward arose and the army
was spread over the country, it became
a by-word, ‘““we must consult Brother
Jonathan.” The term “Brother Jona-
than” has thus become a designation
of the whole United States, as “John
Bull” has for England.—New York
Weekly.

sold miner, grain merchant and pack-
He provisioned a great part

He  represented property interests
worth $150,000,000.

His personal fortune is estimated
from $30,000,000 to $50,000,000.

He loved childrem, was good to his
employes and aided everyone in dis-
tress. He spent $3,000,000 on the Ar-
mour Institute and Mission. His mot-
to was: “A man should do good while
he lives.” :

Mr. Armour’s charities were exten-
sive, but thoroughly characteristic of
the man, all of his gifts being dis-
pensed quietly and unostentatiously.
Thousands have been the recipients of
generosity of which the public knows
nothing.

Mr. Armour’s pet projects in philan-
thropy were the Armour Institute, a
school of technology and the Armour
Mission, a non-sectarian institution,
whose object is to promote the physi-
cal, intellectual and moral improve-
ment of children and yov.{th.

Mr. Armour’s public benevolence
first began in 1881 upon the death of
his brother, Joseph H. Armour. He
was given charge of a trust of $100,000
with which to fund an institution
whose purpose should be to reach the
people with the teachings and influ-
ences of the gospel of Christ and to
insure the care and development of the
children and youth in that part of Chi-
cago in which it should be located. Mr.

rmour took his brother’s beguest as
a suggestion, and his benefaction has
multiplied the amount many times,

Aided Poor Families.

The buildings that stand side by side
at' Armour avenue and Thirty-third
street represent an investment by Mr.
Armour for the education and ethical
welfare of the community amounting
to over $2,500,000.

In addition to his public charities,
numerous families have always been
the beneficiaries of his benevolence. At
Christmas times it had always been

e of Mr. Armour’s pleasantries to lay

, i 1k into
his offices with a cheerfe! greeting and
toss the coins around quite unpromis-
cuously among his two hundred clerks,
who scrambled for the coins much to
Mr. Armour’s amusement. The past
Christmas Mr. Armour’s illness pre-*
vented him from visiting his ofice, but
it did not prevent all his clerks and
others in his employ being substan-
tially remembered through his gener-
osity.

Oniy those closest to Mr. Armour
during the last twenty years know of
fhe full extent the thousands of appeals
for assistance that came to him in ev-
ery conceivable shape. No appeal that
was not a fraud on its face has ever
been ignored by him without investi-
gation. He once said that he did not
like the idea of refusing any modest
appeal without investigation, as it
might be from some person most un-
fortunate but worthy.

His Purse Ever Open.

It was Mr. Armour’s daily custom
for many years to start the day’s busi-
ness to change a $100 bill into half
dollars for beggars who called for help.
During the World’s Fair Mr. Armour
in company With ex-Ald. Henry 8.
Fitch walked along Michigan avenue
on their way to start for the fair
grounds. An old expressman at the
corner of Van Buren street recogniz-
ed Mr. Armour and saluted him. Mr.
Armour stopped and shook hands with
him and told Mr. Fitch that it was
one of his old employes in days gone
by. He asked the expressan how he
was along, and the man told
him that he was doing well; that he
had a wife and children, and was earn-
ing an honmest living. A mortgage of
* $600 on his home was the only thing
which marred his happiness. There-
upon Mr. Armour gave the man the
money to pay off his mortgage and
made him happy. After doing this
he told Mr. Fitch that he felt happier
than if he had seen the World's Fair
hundred times.
