Farmer'* Insane Act.
St. Jo, Texas, June 2.— Yesterday at 

10 o’clock C. H. Pettit, who lived for 
mtrly at Colllsburg, Cooke county 
lexas, shot and killed his wife with 
a 38-caliber Winchester, two and one- 
half miles north of this place.

Austin. Texas, .Tune 4.—News has 
;eaehed here that very extensive oper- 
itions are going on in the mining bus- 
ness in Brewster county. It is re­
ported that within a radius of five 
aides a mining expert sent by cap- 
talists reports having found a prob­
able tvalue of four hundred million 
dollars of quick silver deposits.

Rumor has It that miners are flock­
ing to Brewster county from all parts 
>1 the country. It is said quicksilver 
can. figuratively speaking, lie dipped 
jp with a spoon, and also that from 
present indications this will prove to 
be one of the richest cinnabar or 
quicksilver regions known to the min­
ing world. A repetition of the Klon­
dike is reported — fabulous values 
spring in a day. One party is said 
to have refused more than $200,(XM 
cash for a hundred feet square of 
land.

Now to the point. The reports in 
circulation may be greatly exagger­
ated, but quicksilver is known to ex­
ist in Brewster county in large and 
paying quantities, and within this ter­
ritory the children’s school fund has 
as much laud as any individual; thnt
is, tlie land was, years ago, by vir­
tue of railroad certificates, divided 
into sections of 040 acres each. Th.'» 
owner of the certificate surveyed one 
section for himself and one lor '.he 
school fund. Nearly all of the school 
lands are under lease to stockmen for 
grazing purposes at 3 cents per acre. 
But the prospectors, who seek ihe 
minerals in the land pay nothing, uot 
even for minerals that may be found 
and carried away.

nothing to compel the payment oF any 
sum. This condition .-simplj gives op­
portunities to rob the sehool fund. A 
few years are given, and within this 
period of time a person could man­
age to carry away fabulous wealth 
which belongs to the school fund, and 
at present it is impossible to prevent
it. In fact there Is noYonstUuted au­
thority to look after the mining in­
terests.

The law provides that claims may 
be located in a certain manner, and 
that such claims must lie tiled in the 
land office. But if persons see proper 
to go on mining without taking legaj 
steps, they can do so. And further, 
a person may work on mineral lands 
for some years and develop quite a 
mine, and all the remedy the state 
possesses is to declare the claim for­
feited after a certain time if the par­
ty does not pay for it and request Ihe 
issuance of a patent. This is not ade­
quate and there might as well not be 
any law regulating mining in Texas. 
In fact, it is about as incomprehensi­
ble as the school land law.

With prompt action the school fund 
of Texas may be saved such sums as 
to make it the richest endowment in 
the world; but a large amount ot 
wealth will lie carried away within 
the next year.

This is believed 
to be the greatest precipitation for 
tho length of time on record. Ten 
minutes after the rain began the 
streets were flooded and twenty min­
utes later hundreds of stores were a 
foot in water.

Early this week the first vegetables 
grown in Chicago by a Chinaman were 
picked and carried in two large baskets 
to South Clark street. When news 
that green stuff such as they used to 
eat in far off China was for sale, the 
folks of Chinatown came flocking. But 
there was grief for many, for the wily 
Hop Chang knew he had a monopoly 
and charged accordingly. “ How 
muchee?" said a laundryman, holding 
up a green looking vegetable about the 
si'̂ e of a tomato which he called "Gi* 
to l” "Fllftee cent,” said Chang.

A rich Chinaman bought 
the vegetable, and in a few moment« 
th€ entire stock was taken at extrava­
gant prices by the epicures of th§_-col- 
ony.

He has 
sent to China for more seeds and cer­
tain farming implements he deems es­
sential to the best results in gardening.

The dryness of the atmos­
phere relieves this great heat of any 
terrors to all living things except wo­
men and cats.—Arizona Graphic.

live the Midway Plalsance! When the 
original street of Cairo was in its hey­
day the Paris life of amusement still 
depended on the night. The Moulin 
Rouge and the Cafe American were 
the height of chic, and the gayety of 
the faiLwas of the old-style Frenchi- 
ness. The bicycle, the automobile and 
the new life of “sport”  changed all 
tfcat. and the Midway Plalsance of the 
exhibition Is strikingly different from 
the old street where the weird ca­
dences of the danse du ventre first 
burst upon the world. In the old Jar- 
din de Paris the ‘‘fin de sleclfe dance,” 
with Rayon d’Or, La Melenlte, La 
Mome Promage and La Goulue, waved 
its lace-edged petticoats as the last 
gesture of the dying century. Helas! 
the fin de siecle danoe Itself Is dead, 
and Its divinities have grown stout 
and heavy. The Midway Plalsance is 
as amusing as ever, only it has chang­
ed. It has grown soberer—outwardly.

We, who have Just returned from the 
Swiss village, can bear witness that 
for innocent deviltry and the kind of 
gayety that is agreed to be “ Parisian” 
neither the waving skirts of La Mome 
Promage nor yet the gauze waistband 
of La Belle Fatima are essential. Be­
yond question the mark of the present 
exhibition is the pretty waiter girl in 
hitherto undreamed-of profusion. The 
pretty waiter girl in the Swiss village 
runs to blue eyes, blonde braids and 
a smart black corset put on outside. 
It is the Swiss peasant costume, and 
It goes well with yodling. We saw 
three young Americans drinking pink 
-Swiss champagne under the arbor on 
the summit of Mount Pilatus to the 
sound of their own yodling. while the 
yellow braids were bobbing in the 
¿winds.

"How do you like the midway?” we 
asked.

"This is our mountain,” was all that 
they yelled down to us. “ Yah-hoodle- 
oy. yah-hoodle-oy.” The Swiss vil­
lage is the biggest sideshow, and 
Mount Pilatus is its biggest feature, 
yet its ascension is no more laborious 
than dragging up six flights of your 
Paris mansard at night, and its scat­
tered arbors and bosky nooks, with 
their expectant nymphs, have all the 
cosiness of home life. From many a 
six-storied wooden mountain, covered 
with scene-painted canvas, the gay 
youth of the various nations yodle to 
each other across verdant valleys, en-. 
livened with lowing klne and red-lip-

cuckoo clocks for sale. Up in the high­
lands they tempt you with pink cham­
pagne.

Now, speaking of champagne, this 
is another feature of the present ex­
hibition—the riotous omnipresence of 
the wine list. Not to mention the op­
era comique scenic effects of the wines 
of France exhibit in the old Salle des 
Mechines, the son of temperance finds 
himself running up against fizz at ev­
ery turn. After climbing laboriously, 
in a diagonal spiral, around the girdle 
of the universe on the Immense celes­
tial globe, one meets—beyond the 
furtherest star—an American Mr!

This, by the way, strikes another 
keynote of the present exhibition and 
its Midway Plaisance—the instructive 
and practically useful character of its 
gayeties. It is a globe within a globe, 
the inner one and much the smaller 
being our/ earth. Many have asked 
why the heavens are represented by a 
globe. If you were Inside it you 
would perceive, not a convex globe, 
but a concave heavenly vault lit up on 
every side, above, below, with stars. 
The central sphere (it will hold twen­
ty people) is the earth, and it turns 
over as the-earth does on its axis. 
Round goes the moon, with double

Tteej A re  Set W holly Free from  Gallo 
Hoys a Traveler.

• "It  is a common impression that the 
Central American Indian is singularly 
honest apd free from guile,” said a 
traveler who came up on the last 
banana boat, "but don’t you believe a 
word of that story. I recently made a 
muleback trip to the Olancha district, 
in northwest Honduras, my particular 
purpose being to take a look at the 
famous old placer diggings on the 
Ouayape river. I spent a week or so 
in the region, and was especially in­
terested in the native Indians who live 
along the banks of the stream and 
who regard the placers as a sort of 
family pocketbook, from which they 
help themselves as they please. When 
a household needs anything that can­
not be hunted or fished—in other 
words, that has to be bought at the 
store—the women sally out with their 
‘bateas,* or wooden bowls, and proceed 
to wash as much gold as is required for 
the purchase. The metal they secure 
in that way is usually in the form of 
minute grains, hardly as large as the 
head of a pin, but occasionally they 
find little nuggets, and that brings me 
to my story. The day before I left I 
was at the principal store of the dis­
trict talking to the proprietor, or 
‘ tlenderos,’ when a typical Olancha In­
dian shambled in and sat down on the 
floor. I attempted to question him 
about the diggings, and presently he 
untied a corner of his neckcloth and 
showed me three small fantastically 
shaped nuggets, which he said his wife 
had lately found. It ocurred to me 
they would make Interesting souvenirs 
mounted as scarfplns or bangles, and 
after some haggling I bought the lot 
for $4—they weighed altogether some­
thing under a quarter of an ounce. I 
was so disarmed by the apparent sim­
plicity of the Indian that I never 
thought to examine the nuggets closely 
until I reached Port Cortez, and then 
it hardly needed a second look to see 
that they were not gold at all, but evi­
dently a sort of brasa alloy. A few

Mrs. A. Emmagene Paul, superin­

tendent of the Second ward street 
cleaning, may w’ell be called the Colo­
nel Waring of Chicago. Twenty years 
ago, according to Mrs. Paul, she was 
exactly the type of woman that con­
stituted the despair of the violent 
woman suffragist.

One day in her usually lifeless mood 
she picked up the dally paper and her 
eye chanced to light upon a little ed­
itorial in reference to a woman who 
had also suffered, but who had risen 
above her grief and was making her 
life a distinct blessing to humanity. 
Something in the spirit of the article 
aroused Mrs. Paul to a sudden resolve, 
and when her mother came into the 
room she quietly announced her inten­
tion of going back to Chicago. To 
her family the very idea was 
ness. but neither illness nor influence 
could deter Mrs Paul from her pur­
pose, and to Chicago she came with 
no definite plan as to what she was 
going to do, but believing that some 
work must be waiting for her in the 
big, crowded city. This was in 1893, 
the spring after the World's Fair, and 
it so hapened that Mrs. Paul drent to 
visit a friend, who was a member of 
the Municipal League, v i organization 
formed «luring the fair for the pur­
pose of seeing what power women 
could exert in the administration of 
civic affairs. The club seemed very- 
much alive to the generally filthy con­
dition of the city, and to the malad­
ministration of its laws. After listen­
ing to endless exploitations and dis­
cussions of the subject, Mrs. Paul one 
day ventured to say:

“ Well, ladles, you talk very well, 
but why don’t you do something?”

“ Yes,” was the reply, but how to 
begin. It was obviously necessary to 
first make terms with the mayor, rnd 
none of the ladies had any personal 
acquaintance with him. As dance 
would have it, Mrs. Paul had a friend 
who knew that official, .end it all end­
ed in her being detailed to bring the 
attention of Mr. Mayor to a few of the 
things that the Municipal League 
wished to have done. She found his 
honor very much inclined to treat the 
whole matter as a Joke. He, how­
ever. finally volunteered to go before 
the ladles and —ove to them the ut­
ter futility of their schemes. He ac­
cordingly went, but not finding them 
so easy to convince as be had imag­
ined. he consented to appoint an in­
spector from among them, provided 
the league would second his choice of 
Mrs. Paul for the office.

Nothing could have been more 
averse to Mrs. Paul's inclinations; 
but. finding that her refusal would 
stultify any further efforts of the club, 
she consented to take the office for a 
month, simply to prove that it was not 
only a possible, but an eminently suit­
ab le  pos ition  fo r  a w om an  to hold. 
She had no need and no desire to add 
to h «r  income, and undertook the work 
with the sole aim of proving that a 
woman could do it. She was there­
upon commissioned to take one of the 
best wards In the city, investigate Us 
conditions and do whatever she chose 
for its improvement, with the equip­
ment already appropriated. Mrs. Paul 
first spent several days in a study of 
the situation, and discovered—what 
she was later to discover in nearly 
every ward of the city—that the regu­
lar inspector was given his office as a 
reward of electioneering during polit­
ical campaigns; and that, although 
drawing $1,000 a year salary, he not 
only did no work, but nothing was 
expected of him; in fact, in most in­
stances, he had some other business 
which consumed all his time.

Her investigations concluded. Mrs. 
Paul looked up the contractor, who, 
fortunately, was an easy-going, hearty 
Irishman. He was infinitely amused 
at the novel situation, and seeming 
to think it best to humor the women 
In their little whims, bestirred him­
self to secure teams and workmen, and 
stood good-naturedly by while Mrs. 
Paul ‘ ‘bossed the job”—regarding the 
whole proceeding as a little wind­
storm that would soon blow over. The 
new inspector systematized the labor

of the ward exactly as she would hare 
done her own housecl^aning; thor­
oughly cleansing a given area, then 
going back each day over all that had 
been done, removing any new accu­
mulations. Even the men became 
aroused to considerable enthusiasm, 
and by the end of the month she had 
as spick and span a ward as any that 
the best-manage* city could produce.

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CZAR NOW~MAS A SCMLATTERT
John of Cponstadt Mas Thousands of 

Deluded Followers in Russia.

Not only to every noolf and corner 
o f the vast empire of Russia has the 
fame of John of Cronstadt spread, but 
It has reached the outside world, and 
there are few places where his name is 
not known. He is a Russian who is 
believed by the Russians to have the 
power of working miracles and who 
evidently believes himself that he has 
auch a power. He has made Cronstadt 
a place of pilgrimage for the lame 
and (he lazy, the afflicted in mind, body 
and estate of all Russia. The peasants 
in their foul-smelling dresses of skin, 
their dirt, disease and laziness, throng

him come and go. A traveler in Rus­
sia, who recently . witnessed one of 
these visits of the priest, thus des­
cribes the scene.

“Crowds of people are not usual in 
Russia, for they are forbidden by the 
police regulations. It was, therefore, 
all the more striking to observe a 
gathering mob of stalwart beggars and 
cripples of all ages, with the ubiqui­
tous begging nun,•’attired in rusty 
black, besieging one of the lordly man­
sions on the Winter Palace Quay of 
St. Petersburg one beautiful March 
morning. Such a gathering together of

The fact 
that the bishop has never been afflicted 
either with blindness or paralysis does 
not interfere With the popular belief 
of the story.

Father John accepts no money for 
his services either from noble or pea­
sant. If money is thrust upon him he 
accepts it solely on behalf of the poor 
and suffering. His system of alms­
giving is unique and demoralizing. 
Every day he receives many letters 
containing gifts of money. The letters 
are opened, the communications re­
moved, and the gift replaced. Accom­
panied by a priest who acts as secre­
tary and almoner. Father John appears 
at 10 o’clock every morning at the door 
of his house. They pass along the 
two lines of beggars and pilgrims, to 
the first of whqm the envelope opened 
first is handed; the second envelope 
goes to the second beggar, and so on, 
until the gifts are exhausted. If there 
are more beggars than envelopes, then 
Father John sends his almoner for his 
private purse, and thus no beggar goes 
away empty-handed.

Father John is of peasant birth and 
has preserved the simplicity of his 
early manner of living. He has a sin­
gularly kind and benevolent expression 
of face, and seems really sincere in 
what he does. Though most people

Over some he breathed a few 
short words of prayer, over others he 
laid his band in passing, and in every 
case the mother’s face was wreathed in 
glad smiles, and one could catch many 
a prayer for the little child lying sick 
unto death in the great house. In this 
case the child died, and it is quite 
likely that the crowd at the doors 
never heard the result of Father John's 
unavailing intercession on its behalf.

Throughout Russia the pictures of 
Father John are to be seen more fre­
quently than any other portraits ex­
cept those of the czar and czarina.

Infantry In Battle.
In battle it is not the number of 

men who are disabled in the course of 
a day’s fight that tell uoon the morale 
of troops, but it is the losses which 
may be incurred within a comparative­
ly short time that tend to demoralize 
and unnerve them. For example, a 
corps of 20,000 men may lose in a day’s 
fight 10,000—one-half its number— 
without being demoralized, but should 
they lose one-fifth of their number— 
say from three to four thousand men— 
in the course of half an hour, their 
morale would surely be destroyed. The 
British military operations, especially 
their battle tactics^Jjave been freely 
and even vinileTrfljTcriticized by the 
military experts of other European na­
tions—especially the Germans.

“ shock” tactics by delivering frontal 
attacks on intrenched troops.—Inter« 
national Monthly.

Fortunately veal is most plentiful st 
Just the season of the year when our 
appetites need coaxing, and new ways 
of serving are sure to be welcome.

Veal Scallop—Two cups of cooked 
veal chopj^ed very fine and seasoned 
with salt and pepper. Fry two tea­
spoonfuls of minced onions in two ta­
blespoonfuls of butter until yellow; 
add two cupfuls of strained tomato, 
salt, pepper and a teaspoonful of su­
gar; when it boils add one-half a cup­
ful of stale bread crumbs and stir 
smooth. Fill a buttered baking dish 
with alternate layers ot veal and to­
mato; sprinkle buttered crumbs over, 
the top and bake twenty minutes.—  
Margaret Saunders.

Veal Ragout—Cut three pounds of 
lean raw veal Into Inch square pieces; 
roll In flour and fry to a light brown 
in butter; add a quart of boiling water, 
one peeled and sliced onion, one carrot 
sliced, one teaspoonful of salt, a dash, 
of cayenne and three cloves; cover 
closely and simmer one hour. Turn 
from the kettle, strain the liquor and' 
return this and the veal to the kettle; 
add more water and salt If necessary, 
and when It bolls enough peeled pota­
toes for dinner and finish cooking. 
Serve in a warm dish with potatoes 
around the veal, and with thé liquor 
thickened for a sauce.

Veal Pot Roast—Remove the bone 
from a fillet of veal and fill the cavity 
with a forcemeat made of a little, 
minced salt pork and 6tale Bread­
crumbs, seasoned with salt, pepper and 
a little thyme or summer savory, and 
fasten securely with skewers or cord. 
Put some thin slices of salt pork over 
the fire in a Scotch bowl or frying pan. 
and when the fat ffiows freely brown 
the veal nicely on both sides; then 
cover with boiling water and simmer 
until tender, removing the cover half 
an hour before It Is done. Serve on s  
hot platter with stewed green pes% 
around it,and accompanied by a brown 
sauce made with the boiling liquor. 
Parsley (minced) is a delicious flavor 
for both the stuffing and sauce.

TERED UNTIL Y E S T E R D A Y .

R ub»rU ' Official Report* of U « l * f  and

London. June 1.—Lord Roberts’ la l- 
» at dispatches shed a somewhat differ­
ent light on the situation. Before they 
were received celebrations were organ- 
i*t*d iu the country towns in honor of 
llie fall of Pretoria. In Cbosier a pub­
lic holiday was declared, while at Do 
ver, Portsmouth and many otter places 
iu the provinces Hags were ;Jowu and 
the rejoicing general. Pretoria, how­
ever. is not yet in the hands of the 
British, though there is no reasou lo 
doubt the authenticity of the rei»ort 
that Kruger has evacuated the place 
ond that the municipality is ready to 
surrender wheu confronted o.v super­
ior numbers. At 9 o'doe'C last night 
the final forward movement on the 
Transvaal capital had apparently no; 
cotunieueed. All Roberts’ dispositions 
of troops appear to apply to Johannes 
burg, and though the British seem cer­
tain to reach Pretoria within a day 01 

so. they will not occupy it without 
fighting, if the opposition of the Boer* 
arouud Johannesburg is nuy criterion.

A  Void Discovery.
Abilene, Texas, June 1.—What may

prove to be a rich gold mine has been 
discovered in the southern portion of 
this county, near Jim Ned creek. The 
prospective mine is located on the 
land of Mr. H. B. Cook, formerly sher­
iff of this country. Some weeks ago 
an old miner was passing through the 
country- and secured temporary em­
ployment as a ranch hand on one of 
the ranches in the neighborhood. In 
passing through Mr. Cook’s pasture 
his attention was attracted by certain 
peculiar rocks that he found jutting 
out of a hillside. He investigated 
them and pronounced them rich in 
gold. He at once went to work to 
collect some of the ore and reduce 
it by primitive methods. He found 
that by this method his labor would 
be rewarded with several dollars' 
worth of gold per day and he at once 
quit ranch work and went to gold 
mining. He informed Mr. Cook of 
what he had found and furnished him 
specimens to be sent to the assay er. 
Mr. Cook sent the specimens to the 
London and Colorado gold and copper 
extraction company of Dener, and has 
since received the assayer's certificate 
signed by the president of the com­
pany. which gives the value of lire 
samples tested at $1200 per ton in 
gold and $7.40 per ton in silver. Mr. 
Cook says there seems to be an abun­
dance of such ore on his land and the 
land adjoining and he will mas;3 fur 
(her investigations as to the paying 
qualities of the supposed bonanza.

SMITH ON THE BOERS.

HE D E P L O R E S  C R E E D  O F  T H E  
B R IT ISH  EMPIRE.

History. He Say*. Show* N o  M ore 
M em orable F igh t Thau the Present 
w * r— Say* V ictory Ovar Boers W ill 
Be a M oral D* feat.

Prof. Goldwin Smith, who gave up 
a place in British politics and also a 
position in Oxford University in order 
that he might live in Canada, has re­
cently returned from a European trip 
and has given his views on tfie Boer 
war.

“ None of my English friends,” he 
says, "has ever doubted what would 
be the issue of a war in which the en­
tire forces of the British Empire were 
opposed to those of a population not 
half as large as the population of Liv­
erpool. The Boers have put into the 
field decrepitude and childhood. They 
have no reserves. We shall win. and, 
having won, we shall, too. probably, 
reap In the judgment of posterity a 
measure of the same glory which we 
reaped by the burning of Joan of Arc. 
We shall be fortunate if we escape the 
guilt of opening an era of unscrupu­
lous rapacity and violence which might 
throw back for a century the progress 
of moral civilization.

“ A civilian can have nothing to say 
abom this dispute as to the conduct of 
our generals. The generals were dis­
tinguished men. The British soldier 
has shown his wonted va^jr. Canadian 
and Australian have fought gallantly 
at his side. Our military administra­
tion seems also to have really done 
well and put into the field with strik­
ing rapidity an unexpected amount of 
force. But besides the difficulties of 
the country, we have encountered in 
our enemy a moral force on which we 
did not reckon and which escaped the 
discernment of Cecil Rhodes. We have 
encouraged in its greatest intensity 
that enthusiastic patriotism which 
turns the sluggard's blood to flame. 
Can history show a more memorable 
fight for independence than that made 
by the Boer? Does it yield to that 
made by Switzerland against Austria 
and Burgundy, or that made by the 
Tyrolese under Hofer? The Boer gets 
no pay; no comforts and luxuries are 
provided for him by fashionable soci­
ety; he can look forward to no medals 
or pensions; he voluntarily endures tUe 
utmost hardships of war; his disci­
pline. though unforced, seems never 
to fail. Boys of sixteen—a correspond­
ent at the Cape tells me even at four­
teen—take the rifle from the hand of 
the mother, who remains to pray for 
them in her lonely home, and stand be­
side their grandsires to face the mur­
derous artillery of modern war. A 
newspaper correspondent the other day 
saw a boy of sixteen lying mangled 
on the field, and saying; ’It does not 
hurt much; only I am so thirsty.’ 
Rude, narrow minded, fanatical in 
their religion, these men may be; so 
were the old Scotch Calvinists; so 
have been some of the noblest wlld- 
stoeks of humanity; but surely they 
are not unworthy to • *»«♦?*»»«

“Ax on shoulder the Boers twice 
went out to make for themselves a 
home in the wilderness where they 
might live their own life. Who had a 
right to take it from them? Her Brit­
annic majesty did not create Africa. 
There is too much truth in the saying 
that this is the second Jameson raid. 
It makes me sad to think into what 
hands my country has fallen.”

W o rd * B orn  In t l i *  W ar.

It will be interesting to note what 
marks the present war will leave on 
our manners, customs and language. 
A big war has results of this kind. 
The wars with Napoleon gave us “ Wel­
lingtons," "Bluchers,” and probably, 
the long military cloak. The Russian 
war supplied us with a new name for 
girls, “Alma,” broke down the military 
monopoly of a fringed upper lip. and 
made the long familiar sight of his 
polished mahogany obsolete for the 
Englishman who reached the stage of 
his dinner when dessert is laid and the 
wine goes round. That war made 
mustaches common and “coasters” a 
curiosity. The great Franco-Prussian 
campaign had comparatively little so­
cial influence on us—probably because 
we were not actual belligerents. We 
learned to take interest in maneuvers, 
a word which soon superseded the old 
“ sham fights.” As Jet the present war 
has influenced more our language than 
our customs. Trekking, outspanning, 
veldt, laager are slipping into use. 
Khaki has become a familiar color, 
and “ colonial” uniform familiar in 
our streets. We may each note for 
ourselves these indirect, unobtrusive, 
but probably lasting influences of the 
war.—London News.

Kxalttng tb «  Uniform .
Ever since the outbreak of the South 

African war military enthusiasm has 
run high in Great Britain. A London 
paper relates that at an entertain­
ment in Edinburgh, soon after the war 
opened, the audience stopped the per­
formance to sing the national anthem. 
Meantime a group of excited men to­
ward the door caught sight of a mail 
in uniform, and before he could form 
any idea of what was being done they 
had him on their shoulders, and were 
carrying him about the building, 
shouting and' singing. When they 
had done this to their hearts’ content 
they set him down, and some one 
asked him, "What’s your regiment?” 
"RegimentI” he exclaimed. “ What’s 
gone wrang wi’ ye a-? I ’m the door­
keeper!”

Sacred F ire* o f  India.
The sacred fires of India have not 

all been extinguished. The most an­
cient which still exists was conse­
crated twelve centuries ago in com­
memoration of the voyage made by 
the Parsees when they emigrated from 
Persia to India. The fire is fed five 
times every two hours with sandal­
wood and other fragrant materials, 
combined with very dry fuel.

The American method of conductinA 
the postoffice business so as to g i ' r' 
“ the greatest good to the greatest 
number and no profit to the govern­
ment” has one disadvantage. That ^ 
the impossibility of providing fiont 
time to time, as the requirements o 
an expanding volume of business ea 
for them, new buildings for postoflU® 
uses, or for the extension of tho&e a. 
ready in use. At the time of the as 
report there were 1,000 postoffices °  
the first and second classes in t e 
United States, exclusive of minor oi 
village postoffices, and of these cine 
postoffices 252 were in buildings own 
ed by the government, and the remain 
der were in leased premises, the gross^ 
annual rental of which was near.? 
$500.000 exclusive of nearly as much 
more paid for the rent of postal sub­
stations. The entire appropriation 
paid for leased buildings and parts of 
buildings (the usage of the government 
is to provide in leases of buildings 
for postofflee use for heat. light, and 
a safe or vault) is $1.500.000 a year, and 
the larger postofflees. which are. of 
course, the which yield the most profit 
to the government, the minor ones be­
ing operated at a loss, entail no expen­
diture for buildings, money for which 
is separately appropriated from gov­
ernment funds by congress. Estimates 
differ as to the value of postofflee 
buildings owned by the United States 
government. The New York postofflee 
cost $7.000,000. and all large American 
cities. Washington now included, have 
postoffices of modern design, the col­
lective value of which is certainly not 
less than $100,000.000. and may be con­
siderably in excess of that ajnount in 
view of the fact that in many cases the 
sites for postofflee buildings have been 
presented by the state or 
ties, as the case may be, without 
cost to the general government, and if 
the value of land be takeq into account 
and the expense of interior equipment 
added.it is probable that the postofflee 
buildings, represented by the govern­
ment. and included, would represent a 
capitalization of $200.000.000, the an­
nual interest charge on which would 
about equal the annual deficit from 
postofflee Operations, which is from 
$9,000,000 to $10.000.000. It- is under 
these circumstance* that the demand 
for new postofflee buildings or for the 
improvement of established postofflee 
buildings is usually resisted by con­
gress. There is considerable rivalry 
between cities in this regard. The 
Kansas City postofflee, when complet­
ed. is to cost $850,000; the St. Paul 
postofflee $800.000, the Omaha post- 
office $750,000. the Savannah postofflee 
$400,000, the Charleston postofflee 
$400.000 and the Newark postofflee 
building a like sum. New York ex­
ceeds all other cities of the country, 
not only in respect to the volume of 
postofflee business, but also in the 
profit arising from it.—New York
