to complete the job for fear of 
losing their welfare check, for 
which they don’t have to work at 
all.

It has become almost im­
possible to hire laborers for field 
and ranch work. Why? Because 
most of them know Uncle Sam is 
going to feed them anyway. If it 
wasn’t .for agriculture Uncle 
Sam wouldn’t have anything to 
feed them with. I agree with my 
Co-Editor of this paper that it is 
high time for all of us to write 
our Congressman and express 
our views on all subjects before 
we find ourselves getting up and 
going to bed by the voice of our 
government.

Recorded

All livestock producers in the 
state of Texas must re-register 
their brands before Feb. 29,1972, 
according to a new law passed 
during the last session of the 
Texas Legislature.

The law states that all brands 
and marks on Texas livestock 
should be re-recorded with 
county clerks and this to include 
the location of these marks on 
the animal. After the end of the 
six-month period, any un­
recorded brand will be available 
for use on a first-come basis.
The law also states that all 

such brands and marks must be 
re-recorded every 10 years. 
Each county clerk records for 
his given county only, so many 
producers may need to record 
their brands in additional 
counties if their iperations are 
extensive.

The owner currently using the 
mark and brand shall have the 
right to file it between the date of 
Ausugt 30th, 1971 and the date of 
Feb. 29, 1972. In the event it 
cannot be determined from the 
records who first recorded the 
brand and mark in the county, 
then the person who has been 
using such mark and brand the 
longest shall have the right to 
bave the brand and mark 
recorded in his name.

The law states further that it is 
illegal to brand livestock without 
first properly recording the

brand with the county clerk in 
the county in which the livestock 
are held. Also, the location on 
the animal on which the brand is 
to be applied must be 
designated. If the brand is to be 
applied to more than one 
location on the animal, it must 
be so recorded and each ad­
ditional location for the brand on 
the animal shall constitute a 
separate recording of that 
brand.

There is no limit to the number 
of brands and or marks which 
may be recorded in a county by 
a person as long as 
requirements of this law 
governing the recording and re­
recording' of livestock brands 
aremet. Minors may have 
marks or brands separate from 
that of the father or guardian, 
but hey must be recorded or re­
recorded as provided by the new 
law.

The county clerk is to assure 
that no more than one brand of a 
kind be recorded on the same 
location on the animal in each 
»unty. Therefore, no two people 
n a county may record the same 
jrand in the same location.

The law as outlined above 
ipplies to all counties in the 
;tate of Texas and shall take 
xecedence over any special 
statutes heretofore applying to 
individual counties pertaining to 
recording of brands.

The sandwich 
was several pieces of thinly 
sliced roast beef (well done in 
this case) placed on top of hot 
water cornbread patties and 
covered with good brown gravy.

County school children unable to 
pay the full price.

Local School Officials have 
adopted the following family 
size and income scale to assist 
them in determining eligibility.

Families falling within these 
scales or those suffering from 
unusual circum stances or 
hardships are urged to apply for 
free or reduced price lunches for 
their children. They may do so 
by filling in the application 
forms sent home in a letter to 
parents. Additional copies are 
available at the principal’s 
office in each school. Ap­
plications may be submitted any 
time during the school year. The 
form itself is simple to complete 
and requests information 
needed to determine economic 
need based on the income and- 
number of persons in the family 
and any unusual circumstances 
or hardships which affect the 
family’s ability to pay for school 
Lunches. The information 
provided on the application will 
be confidential and will be used 
only for the purpose of deter­
mining eligibility.

Under the provisions of the 
policy the Authorized Lun­
chroom Representative will 
review applications and 
determine eligibility. If a parent 
is dissatisfied with the ruling of 
the local official he may make a 
request either orally or in 
writing for a hearing to appeal 
the decision. James McLeroy, 
Supt., whose address is Box 95, 
Gail, Texas 79738 has been 
designated as the Hearing Of­
ficial. Hearing procedures are 
outlined in the policy.

The policy also provides that 
there will be no identification of 
our discrimination against any 
student unable to pay the full 
cost of a lunch.

A complete copy of the policy 
is on file in each school and in 
the office of the Superintendent 
where it may be reviewed by 
any interested patron._________
