Backbone: Firmness; moral 
principle; steadfastness

This country was built on 
strength of character and back­
bone. The founders literally 
put their lives on the line for 
what they believed in. It didn’t 
m atter that the odds w ere 
stacked against them. It didn’t 
matter that failure would mean 
certain death. It didn’t matter 
that the “conventional w is­
dom” at that time was that they 
didn’t have the numbers, re­
sources, knowledge, or skill to 
break free from England, the 
most powerful nation on earth.

Had the founders been with­
out backbone, our great coun­
try would never have emerged. 
If  the founders were suscep­
tible to critics and detractors 
they certain ly  w ould have 
abandoned their plans before 
progressing past the concep­
tual stage. W ho were the 
people that turned the dream of 
a free country into reality?

They were farmers, shop 
keepers, craftsmen, merchants, 
wagon drivers, sailors, and la­
borers. They w ere under 
equipped, poorly supplied, 
poorly trained, under paid, and 
outnumbered. But they had 
backbone. Without it, the vi­
sion o f the founders would 
have collapsed.

Knowing who you are, what 
you believe in, what you stand

for, your code of ethics, your 
boundaries, are all components 
of the character trait commonly 
known as “backbone.” The 
willingness to stand up and 
speak out is a commendable 
attribute that is not nearly as 
prevalent as it should be.

Do you know what you be­
lieve in? Perhaps you’re not 
sure or haven’t given it much 
thought. W ithout knowing 
what you stand for, how can 
you know where your bound­
aries are? You may be asked 
to do something or be put into 
a position you are uncomfort­
able with. The better you know 
yourself, the better you can 
identify your boundaries.

You may have heard the 
phrase, “you’ve got to stand for 
something or you’ll fall for 
anything.” People wind up in 
trouble when they lack stan­
dards to guide them. Conse­
quently, they get into predica­
ments because they can not dis- 
cerq when it’s appropriate to 
say “no” instead of “yes.”

The excuses are endless. “I 
just couldn’t say no.” “It didn’t 
seem like that big a deal.” “Ev­
eryone does it.” “I didn’t think 
I was doing anything wrong.” 
“I don’t understand what the all

Agriculture Secretary Vilsack 
Announces Changes to CRP to 
Assist Producers Impacted by 
Severe Drought Conditions

WASHINGTON, Aug. 8, 
2011 - Agriculture Secretary 
Tom Vilsack today announced 
that the Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) is modifying its Conser­
vation Reserve Program (CRP) 
policies to help those affected 
by sustained drought condi­
tions. Throughout this year of 
extreme weather, USD A has 
supported and delivered assis­
tance to farmers, ranchers, and 
rural communities across the 
country.

“We continue to do all we 
can to help thousands of farm­
ers and ranchers in the south­
western United States who are 
struggling from drought,” said 
Vilsack. “Many ranchers have 
been or will be forced to sell 
livestock due to drought and 
USD A will do what we can to 
help our farmers and ranchers 
during these cha lleng ing  
times.”

The policy changes influ­
ence FSA rules governing 
emergency grazing. The period 
normally allowed for emer­
gency grazing lasts through 
Sept. 30,2011. FSA is permit­
ting farmers and ranchers in 
drought stricken states who 
have been approved for emer­
gency grazing, including those

in C olorado, K ansas, New 
Mexico, Oklahoma and Texas, 
to extend the emergency graz­
ing period to Oct. 31, 2011, 
without an additional payment 
reduction.

Producers wishing to par­
ticipate in emergency grazing 
must first request permission 
from the FSA county office by 
indicating the acreage to be 
grazed.

As a second condition de­
signed to help livestock pro­
ducers, FSA will allow produc­
ers nationwide to utilize har­
vested hay from expiring CRP 
acres when those acres are be­
ing prepared for fall seeded 
crops. Prior to this modifica­
tion, all m echanically  har­
vested hay was required to be 
destroyed. This change enables 
livestock producers to feed the 
hay that is mechanically har­
vested to their own livestock 
or to sell or donate hay. Con­
sistent with existing policy for 
managed or emergency haying 
and grazing o f eligible CRP 
acres, rental payments will be 
reduced by 25 percent for those 
utilizing this option.

“We are eager to do all we 
can in the face of this drought 
crisis  across the southern

plains,” said FSA Administra­
tor Bruce Nelson. “This has 
been one of the worst dry and 
hot spells since the Dust Bowl 
era of the ’30s.”

Although those with back­
bone are in the minority, they 
are the ones who make signifi­
cant contributions and have the 
biggest positive impact on oth­
ers. It takes backbone to inno­
vate and leave the beaten track. 
It takes backbone to stand up 
for your principles.

Why is it important for you 
to have backbone? It allows 
you to sleep at night without 
worrying about being swayed 
from your beliefs. Your prin­
ciples and standards will guide 
you through tough times when 
you may be tempted by the path 
of least resistance.

Money is a major distraction 
that clouds one’s thoughts and 
tain ts judgem ent.
