
Drought Scorches Texas 
Farmers and Ranchers for a 
Record $5.2 Billion Loss
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Preparation

Old Borden County School Demolished

Construction crews began demolishing the old Borden County 2-story school building last week to make room for  
construction o f  the new softball field.

scorched Texas farmers and 
ranchers for a record $5.2 bil­
lion in estimated lost income 
so far this year.

The Texas Agrilife Extension 
Service estimated cotton losses 
had already hit $1.8 billion, and 
ranching suffered $2.1 billion as

high commodity prices and 
withering conditions combined 
for the state’s most costly year 
since 2006.

Economists were still calcu­
lating the ripple effect for com­
munities like Lubbock, where 
ginners and other support busi­
nesses would be hit by a small 
crop.

“This destructive climatic 
pattern has taken a huge toll on 
crops and forages, and the tim­
ing could not have been worse 
for Texas producers,”  Travis 
Miller, an extension economist 
and member o f the Governor’s 
Drought Preparedness Coun-

In the early 1900’s, girls were 
expected to wear dresses and 
learn domestic skills. There was 
a clear societal delineation be­
tween what opportunities were 
available to men and women. 
Women were in the background 
o f their husbands’ lives rather 
than being leaders, innovators, 
and explorers.

Amelia Earhart broke the 
mold to become one o f the most 
recognized pioneers in aviation. 
Among her many accomplish­
ments, Amelia was the first 
woman to fly alone across the 
Atlantic and the first to make a 
solo transcontinental flight.

Once Amelia decided she 
wanted to fly, did she just jump 
into a plane determined to fig­
ure out the controls as she raced 
down the runway? O f course 
not. Actually, she not only took 
basic flying lessons, but also 
studied stunt flying so she could

learn to control her plane in ev­
ery situation.

Before leaving on any trip, 
Amelia prepared meticulously. 
No detail was overlooked. She 
made sure the weather, her 
equipment, and the route were 
the best possible. Amelia felt 
that preparation was at least two- 
thirds o f any venture.

She always compared risks to 
rewards before taking any 
chances. I f  a goal was worth the 
risks involved, Amelia wouldn’t 
worry about attempting it. With­
out preparation, the chances for 
success fall perilously close to 
zero.

Gertrude Ederle, who in 1926 
became the first woman to swim 
the English Channel, nearly 
drowned in a pond when she 
was 7 years old. No one would 
have held it against her i f  she 
never wanted to go near water 
again.

Undaunted by the mishap, 
Gertrude learned to swim. She 
spent years o f  practice and 
preparation readying herself for 
the Channel crossing. Gertrude 
was 19 years old when she made 
history. Prior to her success, 
only five men had succeeded in 
making the trip. Gertrude’s time 
o f 14 hours and 31 minutes beat 
the prior record by almost two 
hours.

“ He ain’ t heavy he’s my 
brother.”

Pretty much all his life , 
Collin Telchik was in oldfer 
brother Zack’s shadow n the 
diamond. As a two-time all­
stater, Zack has been a good 
role model.

“ I ’m real happy for Zack 
and now I ’ trying to fill his 
shoes. Zach’s been there pretty 
much all the time,” Collin said, 
before quickly adding, it’s al­
ways been that way going back 
to our pee wee days when dad 
(Kevin ) was our coach.”

These two brothers have 
many things in common, not 
only a love for that game but 
as well as competition in gen­
eral.

While Zack left this week­
end to start his college base­
ball life at LaTomeau Univer­
sity in Longview, Collin has 
spent a great deal o f  his sum­
mer vacation pursuing his 
dreams o f also playing college 
baseball.

Who knows, maybe even 
someday as co llege  team ­
mates.

“ I f  that’s where we also de­
cided to go, that would be okay 
with us,” Collin grinned.

“W e’ve played ball together 
since we were little. Right now, 
we just want the chance to play 
ball anywhere, but i f  it did 
work out that way it would be 
sweet.”

Collin spent seven weeks o f 
this summer competing in an 
IM G  W ood Bat League at 
Bradenton, Fla.

“ I t ’ s a huge academy—  
pretty much every sport’s out 
there, both guys and girls: bas­
ketball, soccer, football, la­
crosse everyth ing,”  C ollin  
said.

Collin helped his summer 
team at Florida not only win 
its league but then also its tour­
nament championship. Collin 
played the infield as well as the 
outfield and even once pitched 
for that team.

It was definitely a summer 
that Collin will not soon for­
get.

“ One o f my roommates was 
from Louisiana, but the other 
two were from M exico City 
and Venezuela,”  Collin noted.

“ But, there were a lot o f for­
eign people over there: Asia, 
the Czech Republic and 
French. There were people 
pretty much from everywhere. 
It was a little different being 
out there with guys who spoke 
different languages, especially 
those first couple o f  days.

“ It was mainly all baseball, 
but we did get to go to the 
beaches some on the week­
ends. Our daily routine was 
pretty much waking up each 
morning with baseball, eating 
baseball and then going to 
sleep at night watching base­
ball.”

Because o f  all that, it is no 
wonder Collin feels like he has 
grown as a baseball player.

“ I feel like I ’ve improved a 
lot,”  Collin said. “ I went from 
running a 7.3 60 (yard dash) to 
a 6.8, which is a big difference. 
A  lot o f  that comes from work­
ing out four days a week with 
speed training every day. Our 
hitting has improved a lot from 
the work we put into our tech­
nique and mechanics; the same 
about our fielding.”

A lthough C ollin  spent a 
majority o f  his life playing this 
game going back to his days 
when has dad, K evin , was 
coach, he still faced some new 
w rinkles this summer at 
Florida.

He had to learn how to play 
with a wooden bat after prima­
rily always hitting with an alu­
minum bat.

He also had to learn how to 
play the outfield after spend­
ing pretty much has entire 
baseball life in the infield. Two 
years ago as a high school 
sophomore, Collin patrolled 
third base fo r the Borden 
County Coyotes before pitch­
ing and playing short stop this 
past high school ball season.

“ A fter never playing the 
outfield before I learned a lot 
out there, and then even with a 
wooden bat I can still hit the 
ball pretty good.”  Collin said.

Outside o f  that summer 
league at Florida, Collin hoped 
that this past weekend helped 
put him closer to living out his 
dreams o f  getting that same 
shot to step up to the collegiate 
plate.

Collin participated in a col­
lege baseball showcase at 
Bryan, which included many 
smaller colleges and universi­
ties ranging anywhere from 
N C A A  D III to N A IA  to jun­
ior college.

“ You can’t wait for people 
to come to you. You’ve got to 
go to them,”  Collin said o f  his 
college ball dreams.

Collin’s older brother’s new 
team (LaTomeau) was repre­
sented in that tryout that was 
put on by Blinn Junior Col­
lege. During that tryout, Collin 
and the other participants were 
timed as well as had their bat 
and glove work evaluated.

“ It went pretty g ood ,” 
Collin said. “ I ran my fastest 
60 time ever— that 6.81. I ’ve 
still got improvement to make, 
but I don’ t think I ’m fu lly 
grown, wither. It was lots o f 
fun getting evaluated by those 
guys.”

While Colin has one eye on 
his baseball future, he has his 
other on the present. While he 
is hoping to make college ball 
a part o f  his future, Collin al­
ready is looking forward to his 
senior year at Gail, which al­
ready is shaping up as an ex­
citing one.

“ It’s going to be real nice to 
finally have our own field,” 
Collin said o f  Borden County’s 
first-ever baseball field.

“ Up until now w e ’ve al­
ways had to play our home 
games at Snyder and then prac­
tice out on the football field.”

“W e’ ll finally get to play a 
real home game.”

First things first. For now, 
he is looking forward to play­
ing his senior season o f  high 
school football on a Borden 
County six-man team that en­
ters this season ranked No. 1 
in the state in D I.

“ It’s pretty cool going in as 
the big dogs,”  Collin  said. 
“Now, it’s a matter o f  playing

When it Comes to Managing Meal- 
times-What kind o f  a parent are you?

Managing what food to put 
on the table is challenging 
enough without having to man­
age who is around the table. 
A cco rd in g  to Dr. Sharon 
Robinson, Associate Professor 
and Nutrition Specialist, with 
the Texas AgriL ife Extension 
Service, “ There are three ap­
proaches to parenting that in­
fluence children’s eating be­
havior: parent centered, child 
centered and balanced” .

I f  you take the parent cen­
tered approach, or authoritar­
ian, then you may restrict the 
type and/or amount o f  food 
your child can eat. For ex­
ample, you might have a no 
junk food policy at your house. 
Another clue you may have a 
parent centered approach is i f  
you stick to strict meal and 
snack times. A lso you may 
expect your child to eat all o f 
the food on their plate -  a clean 
plate rule. One problem with 
this approach is that children 
often desire the foods they can­
not have and will often over­
eat when offered restricted 
foods. Children who are re­
quired to finish all o f  the food 
on their plate may develop a 
habit o f  overeating which 
could lead to unwanted weight 
gain over time.

The ch ild centered ap­
proach (also known as permis­
sive) to mealtime is very un­
structured. Children decide 
what they want to eat and when 
they want to eat. They w ill 
often forage in the kitchen for 
food . This approach to 
parenting can be a problem 
when children pick foods that 
are not very healthy resulting 
in overall decrease in nutri­
tional intake. A lso children 
may not learn proper table 
manners and how to make din­
ner conversation.

The balanced approach to 
managing mealtimes is also 
called authoritative. It can be 
thought o f  as a happy median 
between the parent and the 
child approaches. Parents with 
a balanced approach:

• Offer meals and snacks

regularly throughout the day 
thereby allowing children to 
feel secure

• P rov ide a variety o f  
healthful foods from which 
children are allowed to select

• Introduce new foods 11 
to 12 times to allow children 
ample time to warm up to un­
familiar foods

• Create a positive meal­
time atmosphere by not com­
menting about food not eaten 
or making negative statements 
about the child

• Are good role models.

SUBJECT: Water 
Rationing

Water rationing for all con­
sumers o f  water on the Borden 
County Water System w ill be­
gin August 22,2011, due to the 
reduced pumping capacity o f 
the two w ells  operated by 
Borden County. These wells 
are located in Dawson County 
and have been falling behind in 
water production for the past 
two weeks.

To protect the integrity o f 
water supply facilities, domes­
tic water use, sanitation, fire 
protection and to protect and 
preserve public health, welfare, 
and safety o f  the consumers o f 
water from the Borden County 
Water System, County Judge 
Ross Sharp has authorized and 
directed the implementation o f 
the Drought Contingency Plan 
for the Borden County Water 
System, Stage Two and Three.

Water Use R estric­
tions: Under threat o f penalty 
for violation, the fo llow ing 
water use restrictions shall ap­
ply to all persons:

a. Irrigation o f landscaped 
areas with hose-end sprinklers 
or automatic irrigation systems 
shall be limited to Sundays, 
Tuesdays and Thursdays for 
commercial and institutional 
customers, and Saturdays, 
Mondays and Wednesdays for 
residential customers and irri­
gation o f landscaped areas i f  
further limited to the hours o f 
12:00 midnight until 10:00 a.m. 
and between 8:00 p.m. and 
12:00 midnight on designated 
watering days. However irri­
gation o f landscaped areas is 
permitted at anytime i f  it is by 
means o f  a hand-held hose, a 
faucet filled bucket or water­
ing can o f five (5) gallons or 
less, or drip irrigation system.

b. Use o f  water to wash any 
motor vehicle, motorbike, boat, 
trailer, airplane or their vehicle 
is prohibited except on desig­
nated watering days between 
the hours o f  12:00 midnight 
and 10:00 a.m.and between 
8:00 p.m. and 12:00 midnight. 
Such washing, when allowed, 
shall be done with a hand-held 
bucket or a hand-held hose 
equipped w ith a positive  
shutoff nozzle for quick rinses. 
Further, such washing may be 
exempted from these regula­

tions i f  the health, safety, and 
welfare o f  the public is con­
tingent upon frequent vehicle 
cleansing, such as garbage 
trucks and vehicles used to 
transport food and perishables.

c. Use o f  water to fill, or 
add to any indoor or outdoor 
sw im m ing pools, w ading 
pools, or Jacuzzi-type pools is 
prohibited except on desig­
nated watering days between 
the hours o f  12:00 midnight 
and 10:00 a.m. and between 8 
p.m. and 12:00 midnight.

d. Use o f water from hy­
drants shall be limited to fire 
fighting, related activities or 
other activities necessary to 
maintain public health, safety, 
and welfare, except that use o f 
water from designated fire hy­
drants for construction pur­
poses may be allowed under 
special perm it from  the 
Borden County Water System.

e. The following uses o f 
water are defined as non-es­
sential and are 
prohibited:

1. wash down o f any 
sidewalks, walkways, drive­
ways, parking lots, tennis 
courts, or other hard-surfaced 
areas;

2. use o f  water to 
wash down buildings or struc­
tures for purposes other than 
immediate fire protection;

3. use o f  water for 
dust control;

4. flushing gutters or 
permitting water to run or ac­
cumulate in any gutter or 
street; and

5. failure to repair a 
controllable leak(s) within a 
reasonable period after having 
been given notice directing the 
repair o f  such leak(s).

Stage 3 Response - SE­
VERE Water Shortage Condi­
tions

Goal: A ch ie ve  a
40% reduction in total water 
use.

Supply Management Mea­
sures: Borden County w ill 
stop watering landscaped  
areas.

Water Use Restrictions. A ll 
requirements o f  Stage 2 shall 
remain in effect during Stage 
3 except:

a. Irrigation o f  landscaped 
areas shall be limited to des­
ignated watering days between 
the hours o f  12:00 midnight 
and 9:00 a.m. and between 8 
p.m. andlT.00 p.m. and shall 
be by means o f  hand-held

hoses, hand-held buckets, drip 
irrigation, or permanently in­
stalled automatic sprinkler 
system only. The use o f  hose- 
end sprinklers is prohibited at 
all times.

b. The use o f  water for con­
struction purposes from desig­
nated fire
hydrants under special permit 
is to be discontinued.

ENFORCEMENT
a. Any person, including a 

person classified as a water 
customer o f  the Borden 
County Water System, in ap­
parent control o f the property 
where a violation occurs or 
originates shall be presumed to 
be the violator, and proof that 
the violation occurred on the 
person’s property shall consti­
tute a rebuttable presumption 
that the person in apparent 
control o f  the property com­
mitted the violation, but 
any such person shall have the 
right to show that he/she did 
not commit the violation. Par­
ents shall be presumed to be 
responsible for violations o f 
their minor children and proof 
that a violation, committed by 
a child, occurred on property 
within the parents’ control 
shall constitute a rebuttable 
presumption that the

parent committed the 
violation, but any such parent 
may be excused i f  he/she 
proves that he/she had previ­
ously directed the child not to 
use the water as it was used in 
violation o f this Plan and that 
the parent could not have rea­
sonably know o f the violation.

b. Any person who violates 
this Plan is subject to a sur­
charge or have their service 
discontinued. Each day that 
one or more o f  the provisions 
in this Plan is violated shall 
constitute a separate offense. 
I f  a person violates any provi­
sion o f this Plan, they may be 
subject to a surcharge o f  100% 
o f their last monthly bill. I f  a 
person violates three or more 
distinct violations, the County 
Judge/Commissioner shall, 
upon notice to the customer, be 
authorized to discontinue ser­
vice to the premises where 
such violations occur. Ser­
vices discontinued under such 
circumstances shall be re­
stored only upon payment o f 
a re-connection charge, hereby 
established at $50. and any 
other costs incurred by the 
Borden County Water System 
in discontinuing service. In 
addition, suitable assurance 
must be given to the County 
Judge/Commissioner that the 
same action shall not be re­

peated while the Plan is in ef­
fect. Compliance with this 
plan may also be 
sought through injunctive re­
lie f in the district court.

cil, said in a statement.
Record-breaking drought has 

spawned wildfires, browned 
pastureland and shrunk cash 
crops across the state. The pe­
riod from October 2010 to July 
o f  this year is the driest 10 
months in recorded state history.

Conditions landed especially 
hard on Texas ranchers, who 
have flooded sale barns with 
cattle and scoured out o f state 
for pasture.

“ I ’ve spent the last 30 days 
doing nothing but looking for 
country and putting together 
lease deals,” said Joe Leathers, 
general manager o f the sprawl­
ing 6666 Ranch near Guthrie.

He’d moved half o f his herd 
to land from Nebraska to Mon­
tana while fielding a rush o f 
calls from cowboys looking for 
work after fire or dry land forced 
their bosses to
shut down.
• Pasture in Texas would need 

months after a good rain to show 
signs o f recovering, he said. 
Burned out areas, like acreage 
near Aspermont, could need 
years.

That meant damages would 
only pile up, he said.

“We haven’t seen the worst 
o f it at all,”  Leathers said.

The U.S. Department o f A g­
riculture estimated in its most 
recent report cotton production 
in the two Panhandle districts 
that include the group’s mem­
bers would be less than half o f 
last year’s levels.

Y ields were roughly the 
same, but less than 40 percent 
o f the acres planted this year in

the southern, Lubbock-area dis­
trict would be harvested, the 
agency reported.

Growers were only projected 
to make 42 percent o f last year’s 
haul. Farmers with expensive 
irrigation systems may normally 
lose acreage to flattening winds 
or a driving hail storm. But this 
year, winds and high tempera­
tures meant water evaporated 
before nourishing the plants.

“ They just don’ t look like 
normal, irrigated cotton,” Wade 
said o f  the struggling fields 
across the South Plains. “It’s just 
been a tough season for that.”

More than half o f the state’s 
cotton acreage was abandoned, 
and average cotton yields had 
plummeted, according to the 
Texas Agrilife Extension ser­
vice.

Cotton economist John 
Robinson said the $1.8 billion 
gross income loss for cotton was 
based on recent U.S. Depart­
ment o f Agriculture yield esti­
mates, and should not fluctuate 
much more.

But the figure did not include 
losses for ginners and ware­
house operations around the 
South Plains waiting for a steep 
drop in volume this fall, or farm­
ers who spent more pumping 
water to a crop that will not pro­
duce this year, he said.

The $5.2-billion figure sur­
passed the $4.1 billion reported 
in 2006 and was less than half 
o f the more than $13 billion lost 
between 1998 and 2009, accord­
ing to the service.
