Live in Day Tight Compartments

Do you get distracted by the
past? Do you fret over what
may happen in the future?
Does today get the least of your
attention? Are you frustrated
by stress from the past and the
future? One solution is to live
in day tight compartments.

This concept is derived
from the function of watertight
compartments on a ship. Ona
ship, each room (compartment)
has a watertight safety door
that can be sealed to prevent
water from entering. In the
event of a leak in the ship’s
hull, the doors can be sealed
to prevent water from filling
the entire ship causing it to
sink. With this system, the
damage from any hole is lim-
ited to a small, contained area.

Without watertight com-
partments, even a small leak
would eventually sink the larg-
est ship. The watertight com-
partments allow a ship to re-
main afloat even if impaired.
The influence of your past and
uncertainty of the future are
like leaks in your life.

The effects of bad experi-
ences or fear of the future can
sink your life, if you let it. If
the impact of your past con-
stantly affects each day, it is
impossible to move forward.
Left unchecked, this can sink
you. In the most extreme
cases, a person can wind up
with a mental breakdown.

Worry and fear about the
future also allows water to
seep in. Apprehension about
what will happen tomorrow
impedes your progress just like
a boat taking on water. Obses-
sive worry about the future
causes mental paralysis where
someone is afraid to take any
proactive action.

When this happens, a
person’s life is affected by the
decisions of others rather than
by intention. Both the influ-
ence of the past and anticipa-
tion of the future can have a
debilitating impact on your
life.

The ideal situation is one
where you function exclu-
sively in the present. You want
to protect yourself from the
encumbrance of the past and
the uncertainty of the future.

This is treating each day as
a day tight compartment. You

“ focus exclusively on today and

block out diversions from yes-
terday and tomorrow. Each
new day begins when you
wake up and ends when you go
to sleep for the night.

Your conscious time is your
day tight compartment. Itis in-
sulated from all else. Each day
has two doors. One protects
you from the past and the other
prevents you from fretting

Energy Boosters

Grab an apple. Flutter your
eyelashes. Take a deep breath.
Touch your toes. What do
these things have in common?
They’re all ways to keep your
energy going throughout the
day.

What re the secrets to enjoy-
ing each day to the fullest—
and with the most energy you
can muster? We polled the ex-
perts for some quick, easy, en-
ergy-boosting tips that can help
you and your family make the
most of each day.

Try a little mini-yoga to-
gether. As soon as everyone
gets up and out of bed, gather
the family together to greet the
new day. Edward Vilga, a lead-
ing New York City yoga
teacher and author of Yoga in
Bed and Yoga for Suits (both
Running Press), suggests a
simple stretch like slowly
reaching for your toes. (If your
hamstrings are tight, just bend
your knees a little.) Everyone
will experience a lengthening
of the spine, a release of the
lower back and a gentle flow
of fresh blood to the brain. To
make it more fun, have young
kids swing their arms like el-
ephant trunks.

Eat right. Try to make
breakfast a family meal at
home. Be sure it has some pro-
tein going for it (yogurt, cot-
tage cheese, peanut butter,
eggs), whole grains (cereal and
bread) and fruit. Unlike donuts
and pastries, a healthy, low-fat
meal won’t bring on an energy
crash as the morning wears on.

Buy blooms. Or grow them
in your own home garden. A
study at Harvard Medical
School shows that flowers not
only make a room look pret-
tier but also lift the mood of
everyone around.

Be a flirt. Sit back in your
favorite chair and flutter your
eyelashes for three seconds,
and then blink three times.
You’ll get an energy boost
thanks to a brain reflex that the
light-to-dark sequence sets off,
says Kay Porter, PhD, author
of The Mental Athlete (Human
Kinetics Publishers).

Snack healthy. Keep a bowl
of fruit on the kitchen counter
so every member of the family
can grab an apple, pear or ba-
nana instead of a cookie for a
snack. You’ll enjoy a burst of
energy that doesn’t create a
crash later on (just the oppo-
site effect of sugary snacks!).
Plus fruit requires no prepara-
tion or cleanup and is easy to
eat on the go.

Take a deep breath. That
age-old adage still holds true.
Jeffrey Brantley, MD, an au-
thor and founder/director of the
Mindfulness-Based Stress Re-
duction Program at the Duke
Center for Integrative Medi-
cine, says to take a few deep
breaths when you feel your
energy level dropping. Stop
what you are doing and pay
attention to your breath mov-
ing in and out of your body. By
taking time to pause instead of
rushing, hurrying and worry-
ing, you give yourself a chance
to rest and recharge. :

Get into togetherness...and
the great outdoors. Studies at
Santa Clara University in Cali-
fornia show that the energizing
effect of exercise is boosted
when done with a partner. Ditto
when exercise occurs out-
doors. You might get more out
of raking leaves with your kids
in your own backyard than jog-
ging on a treadmill. And you
can make it fun for your kids
by racing to see who can bag
the most leaves in 15 minutes.

Break up the routine. An-
other way to get out of an en-
ergy-zapping rut is by having
family members do things they
don’t usually do. If your
daughter normally sets the
table and your son makes the
salad, have them switch tasks.

Lastly, think positively. En-
courage everyone in your fam-
ily to end each day recalling
something good each one did,
no matter how small, or some-
thing he or she was grateful for
that day.

about the future.

In a ship, water is always
trying to find its way into the
hull.

When Bob Caffey of Sidney
was growing up, his daddy was
a peanut farmer. Bob made fun
of all the kids who had to help
their families pick cotton.

Word got back to Bob’s dad®

about his son’s smart remarks
and one day when Bob came
home from school he saw a
brand new cotton sack on the
front porch. He ignored it and
walked on in the house.

The
man said it would be OK, that
Bob would get the $6.95 now
and when he had weighed out
thirty cents’ worth of cotton he
could just leave his sack on the
scales. So Bob went back to
the field and worked into the
night. He weighed his sack and
still didn’t have enough cotton.
He went back the next morn-
ing and picked until he had the
required amount. He went
home just as his parents were
leaving for town. He climbed
in the car with them
Bob went right over to Perry’s
and pointed to gun he wanted.
The clerk handed over the dis-
play model. Bob said, “O, no.
I don’t want that one. It has
fingerprints on it. I want a
brand new one in a box. He put
his $6.95 down and walked out
the door with his purchase un-
der his arm and suddenly had
a sick feeling. No BB’s and no
more money. Bob didn’t go to
his daddy. He went to his
mother.

“Boys can work mothers
and [ told her my sad story and
really poured it on that I had
worked extra hard all week to
earn enough to pay for the gun,
but needed some ammo.
