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2011 SURE Program Benefit
Estimator Updated; Sign-Up
Dates Still Unknown

Even though no information
has been released by USDA
about when it will begin sign-
up for the 2011 Supplemental
Revenue Assistance (SURE)
Program, interest is growing in
the program and the assistance
it might provide to producers
finishing up their second
drought-impacted growing
season.

In order to help producers
determine if they could qualify
for the 2011 SURE program,
and estimate their level of as-
sistance, the Texas A&M
Agril.ife Extension Service
has released an updated ver-
sion of the SURE Benefit Es-
timator for the 2011 crop year.
The new SURE Benefit Esti-
mator can be downloaded at
http://agrilife.org/
southplainscotton/?p=234.

Like all previous versions,
the 2011 SURE Benefit Esti-
mator is a Microsoft Excel-
based spreadsheet. A copy of
Microsoft Excel is required to
view and use the estimator.

The Texas A&M AgriLife
Extension Service developed
the original SURE Benefit Es-
timator soon after passage of
the 2008 Farm Bill with assis-
tance from Plains Cotton
Growers, Inc. The goal of the

spreadsheet is to provide farm-
ers with a tool that they can use
to make preliminary determi-
nations about SURE program
eligibility on their operations.

It is important to note that
final regulations governing the
2011 SURE program, includ-
ing the state and national level
crop prices that will be used to
estimate benefits, have not
been released by FSA and any
benefit calculated by this ver-
sion of the Texas AgriLife Ex-
tension SURE Benefit Estima-
tor could still vary from the
official calculation a producer
obtains from FSA during the
sign-up process.

Going forward, the avail-
ability of additional 2011 pro-
gram details, as well as inclu-
sion of final 2011 market year
average prices, will prompt an
updated version of the SURE
Benefit Estimator. PCG will

report on the availability of all
updates as soon as they are re-
leased.

This SURE benefit esti-
mator is provided specifically
to help producers calculate
possible SURE payments. It
does not calculate an exact ac-
tual payment due to the lack
of a final set of program rules
and price tables.

The SURE benefit estima-
tor utilizes Direct and
Counter-cyclical Program
data and Federal Crop Insur-
ance information for an eli-
gible producer or entity to
estimate the possible benefits
that might be available
through the SURE program.

Complete instructions for
using the estimator and expla-
nations of the various pro-
gram parameters used to cal-
culate the estimated SURE
payment are included as well.

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Coyotes Crush the Cardinals

The Borden County Coy-
otes traveled to Hermleigh Fri-
day to take on the Cardinals.
The Coyotes got off to a very
fast start and made very short
work of the Cardinals. In fact,
the first team offense ran 4 run-
ning plays, scoring on 3 of
them and threw two passes
completing one of the two and
it was for a touchdown. The
second team offense played the
rest of the game and scored
twice using only 8 offensive
plays. In the end, the Coyotes
needed only two quarters to
come away with their third
straight win on the season to
push their record to 3-1 on the
2012 season.

Tanner Richey had 3 carries
on the night for 114 yards scor-
ing on all three touches. After
a quick 3and out for the home
team Cardinal, Richey got his
first carry and score from 47
yards out. Helio Rosales made

behind some nice blocks by
Matt Roberson, Rosales, Jared
Smith, Basquez and rotating
ends Kurt Shafer and Matt
Proulx.

On the next defensive pos-
session, TJ Basquez pressured
the quarterback and deflected
the pass which was tipped by
the QB and then caught in the
air by Basquez and he returned
the ball 20 yards for another
Borden County score and a
commanding 24 — 0 lead. On
the next defensive possession,
Richey intercepted a pass and
two plays later crossed the goal
line for his third score on an-
other 47 yard run and a com-
manding 32 —0 lead.

Worried? 10 Ways to Soothe Your
Fears

Whether you worry about
your career, your kids, or your
personal safety, here are effec-
tive ways to ease your mind.

Think Constructively Wor-
rywarts tend to automatically
assume the worst will happen
in any situation. You can head
off the cascade of negative
thoughts by challenging them
with logic. Ask yourself ques-
tions like How do I know the
situation is bad? What are
other possible outcomes? Is
there a more positive way to
see the situation? Say you have
a falling-out with your spouse.
Instead of spending the rest of
the day in a panic, convinced
your relationship is doomed,
remind yourselfthat the two of
you have fought many times
before, that your spouse loves
you, and that fights are a nor-
mal part of all relationships.

Make a Plan Action is a
powerful antidote to anxiety.
After that argument with your
spouse, make a list of what
went wrong and how you could
deal with it better the next
time, or call a friend to discuss
the spat. Likewise, you’ll have
less fodder for worry if you
start addressing the situations

that cause you stress. Come up
with three specific changes
you want to make that address
specific worries, such as mak-
ing a will if you’re concerned
about your estate, seeing your
dentist if you fear gum disease,
or cleaning out the attic if
you’re afraid it has become a
fire hazard. Next to each item
write down how and when you
are going to tackle it. Once
these are done, give yourself
three more tasks.

Get Organized Many ev-
eryday worries grow out of dis-
organization. Every bit of
structure you add can reduce
the time spent in useless worry.
For example, get in the habit
of making lists or keeping a
daily schedule, or set a basket
by the door to hold your keys
so you can avoid that frantic
morning search.

Distract Yourself If you

can’t shake a worrisome
thought, take a brisk walk or
play a game with your kids,
pull a few weeds or read the
paper. Anything that requires
some concentration is helpful.
A 10-minute break is all it takes
to shut off the negative cycle
of rumination. Another trick:
Wear a rubber band around
your wrist and when the train
of “what ifs” starts gathering
steam, snap the band hard and
tell yourself to stop. The ex-
perts say such thought-stop-
ping techniques really work.

Schedule Your Worries Set
aside a time and place — not
the bedroom or anywhere else
you like to relax — where you
can spend 10 to 30 minutes
every day worrying. That’s
right, just worrying. During
that time, let all your worst
fears rip. For the rest of the day,
if a concern pops up, tell your-
self to set it aside until your
worry time. You can also post-
pone worrying into the future.
If you’re nervous about giving
a presentation that you’ve been
preparing for days, tell your-
self to set those fears on the
back burner for 20 minutes to
two hours. When that time
comes, either let yourself
worry about it or postpone it
again. This technique will help
keep you more relaxed and in
the moment.

Write Your Worries Away
Keep a pad by your bed to jot
down that vexing problem that
jolts you awake at 2 A.M.
You’ll be able to get back to
sleep knowing you won’t for-
get about it. A worry journal
can also help, though be sure
to use it as a dumping ground
and not a place to endlessly
recycle the same concerns. You
can also use a journal to work
out answers to troubling prob-
lems.

Worry with a Friend Noth-
ing brings your troubles down
to size more quickly than shar-
ing your concerns with some-
one else. Along with sympathy,
you’ll get a clearer perspective
and help in brainstorming pos-

sible solutions.

Tame Your Tension Tension
and worrying go hand in hand,
but if you can relax your body,
your mind will follow. Try
deep breathing to unwind and
root yourself in the present.
(Your abdomen should go out
when you breathe in, and in
when you breathe out.) Or
practice tightening and then
releasing your muscles from
head to toe to teach yourself
the difference between feeling
tense and feeling relaxed. Seek
calm through prayer, medita-
tion, or yoga.

Treat Yourself Well You
know the drill — a good
night’s sleep, a warm bath,
regular exercise, healthy eat-
ing, limited caffeine. Add them
all up and your anxiety de-
creases. Although some of
these techniques may feel awk-
ward or artificial, stick with
them and you’ll find they
work.

Let Go Easier said than
done. However, many people
who make a habit of worrying
often become convinced their

vigilance is keeping bad things -

at bay — like the white-
knuckle flyer who is certain her
anxiety is keeping the plane
aloft. The truth is, we don’t
have control over many situa-
tions in our lives — whether
it’s the safety of the airplane
we’re riding in our ability to
have children. Try turning your
worry over to God, or to fate if
you don’t believe in God. Ac-
cept that your worries won’t
make the world any different;
they will only make you more
unhappy. How? Try praying;
try writing the worry down and
putting it in a box; try anything
that helps you let the worry go.

ing of service to others. A suc-
cessful person can do more to
help others than one who lives
far below their potential.

Other people will laugh at
me

Fear of ridicule stops fail-
ure experts from achieving
their goals. They avoid criti-
cism by never sharing their
dreams with friends or family.
Instead, they suppress any as-
pirations. They would rather
conform to what others con-
sider the norm than risk con-
demnation. Acceptance is far
more important to then than
success.

All successful people have
been criticized along their
journey. Discouragement
from those who are closest to
you is common. People are
jealous if you succeed while
they don’t. You should share
your goals only with people
who offer encouragement. Ig-
nore any negative sentiments.
Although there is always an
abundance of opinions, your
life is your responsibility.
Don’t be deterred by others.

Other people have failed

Examples set by other fail-
ures are more relevant to fail-
ure experts than success stories.
For them, one example of fail-
ure is all they need to justify
their decision to not even try.
Why someone else failed is
immaterial. All that matters is
that it proves success is not
guaranteed.

You want to follow the path
of people who succeed. Those
who fail, demonstrate what
mistakes to avoid but are not a
deterrent to success. Seek ex-
amples that encourage you, not
dissuade you.

If you follow the guidance
of failure experts, you will ex-
perience the same negative re-
sults they achieve. There are
always reasons why you can
succeed. Find them and con-
centrate on them.
