School District’s
History to be
Chronicled in
Borden Star Series

It was quite the special mo-
ment in Borden County history.
State dignitaries from Austin
and TEA appeared in Gail
America on March 8, 1953, to
recognize and dedicate what
was “a model for rural school
systems throughout the na-
tion.”

Borden County ISD will of-
ficially commemorate what
could be called a 21* century
model for rural school systems
sometime this spring. The
event will highlight the culmi-
nation of a two-year construc-
tion project that has changed
the landscape geographically
and educationally.

In the coming weeks, the
Borden Star will run a series
of articles about the history of
the many schools that have dot-
ted the county’s 914 square
miles. Dating from 1878, vari-
ous structures housed the stu-
dents who lived in Borden
* County, most settling here with
families involved in either

farming or ranching.

The Grape Creek School,
the West Point School, the
Durham School, the Fairview
School, the Gavitte School, the
Snellings School, Glen Creek,
and the Plains School will be
the focus of the series (along
with any others that readers
may have knowledge of). In-
formation gathered from pre-
viously recorded material in
the Borden County Historical
Society Newsletters and issues
of the Borden Citizen will
serve as primary resources.

| Dare to Live
Without Limits

Virtually all aspects of our
world are cyclic. Hurricanes,
earthquakes, the weather,
wars, the economy, a person’s
mood, obstacles, and chal-
lenges all fluctuate with time.
The characteristics and dura-
tion of cycles are best ob-
served from a distance.

There are many time scales
to consider. On a geologic
time scale of tens of thou-
sands of years, our planet has
experienced major cooling
and warming cycles. During
the cold periods there have
been ice ages. They have van-
ished as the temperature in-
creased.

On a time scale of decades,
we can experience prolonged
periods of drought or excess
precipitation. Hurricanes and
earthquakes fluctuate in terms
of numbers and intensity. But
to anyone living through any
natural disaster, the existence
of cycles is of little comfort.

Each individual natural
phenomenon has a beginning
and an end. If a person were
to be caught in a hurricane,
without the knowledge that it
would end, he or she would
think that the world was dis-
integrating.

A perfect sunny day is not
permanent either. At some

point there will be clouds and
rain. Since the weather
changes daily, everyone is
used to these cycles and every-
one expects the weather to
change.

Over the years, economic
depressions and recessions
have come and gone. There
are people who have made for-
tunes, lost them, and then
made them again. Those who
recognize and adapt to the cy-
clic nature of life are best pre-
pared to endure hardships and
overcome obstacles.

Problems become exacer-
bated due to our limited per-
spective of time. You can get
overwhelmed with a personal
crisis. Feeling that you have
entered some hellish endless
quagmire is common.

The human perspective of
time is hours, days, or weeks.
But some of the cycles affect-
ing you will span months or
years. If you don’t recognize
this, you are prone to frustra-
tion. If you are not aware of
cycles, you will believe no end
is in sight.

Change results from cycles.

- With each end comes another

beginning. Some cycles occur
consecutively, while others
happen concurrently. Concur-
rent cycles can be particularly

tumultuous.

Throw a stone in a pond and
the ripples emanate outward.
Each individual wave is easily
discernable and represents a
consecutive cycle. However,
if you toss in a handful of
stones, the waves will criss-
cross making it difficult to
identify individual waves.
This is an example of concur-
rent cycles.

Concurrent cycles are frus- -
trating because it’s hard to dis-
cern different individual
events. In this situation you
can become overwhelmed.
One strategy for handling this
scenario is to separate the in-
dividual cycles.

Two months ago, Betty
went back to college for the
first time in 20 years to finish
her degree. Last week she was
laid off from work. Yesterday,
Betty’s car broke down. Each
one of the cycles has a differ-
ent time frame. Betty will get
her care fixed, secure another
job, and complete her degree.
Her challenge is to visualize

- the end of each cycle before

she gets frustrated.
Betty can also help mini-
mize the cumulative effect of

The Coyotes traveled to
Jayton over the holidays to try
and continue their winning
ways, and to knock off some
cob webs preparing for district
games in the new year.

The Basics of Kitchen
'Organization

After reading/a lot about
organizing kitchens in the last
few days and how kitchen or-
ganization relates to saving
money. There are three com-
mon themes, they are listed
below:

1. Create “centers” in your
kitchen around common activi-
ties such as: food storage and
preparation, cooking and serv-
ing, cleanup, planning/mes-
sages, and eating. The idea of
centers is that you group all the
items that will be used on a
task close to each other. For
instance silverware, plates, and
glasses, are stored close to the
dishwasher or drying area so
you can just stand and put them
away rather than carrying them
across the room. Baking ingre-
dients including flour, sugar,
and leavening and baking tools
are grouped together in another
location for a baking center.

2. Get rid of items you are
not using. The old rule about
getting rid of clothes you
haven’t worn also applies to
serving dishes, utensils, and
small appliances. (If you
haven’t used it in a year you

probably don’t need it).

3. Store the items you use
the most between your shoul-
ders and knees and in the front
where you can see it. This way
it is easy to find what you are
looking for and quick to put
away.

Or you can buy
one for twenty thousand dollars
that is fully decorated. We have
three rules: no men, no. pets,
and no children. We break them
all the time. Men who come
along are called Mr. Sisters.

We have an event once a year
called Grannies on the loose
where we invite our grandkids
and they get to see what fun
camping is. This is not sleep-
ing bag camping. Our trailers
have all the comforts of home
and are as individual as the sis-
ters who own them. No two are
alike.”

The trailers have names.
One is twelve feet long and is
known as The Dance Hall.
