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Coyotes Battle But 
Fall to Another 
Ranked Opponent

The Borden County Coy­
otes traveled to Rankin Friday 
to play their third straight top 
ten team of the Season, play­
ing the 6th Ranked Rankin Red 
Devils. The Red Devils took 
the ball to start the game and 
marched methodically down 
the field for a score for the 
home team and a early 6-0 
lead. The Coyotes seemed 
poised to answer driving inside 
the Red Devil 20 yard line only 
to have a sack and a penalty 
move the ball back before 
missing a wide open receiver 
in the end zone on 4th down. 
This forced the visitors to turn 
the ball over on downs. The 
Coyotes would lose Hunter 
Jones on the play to a sprained 
ankle and he would not return 
to the game. The home town 
Red devils extended their lead 
to 14-0 with 3:12 left in the 1st 
quarter. Corbin Sumners an­
swered for the Coyotes racing 
79 yards to pay dirt with 2:55 
left in the opening fram e. 
Riley Herridge added the ex­
tra point kick to make the score 
14-8. The Red Devils quickly 
answered with 1:06 left in the 
first to push the lead back to 
22-8. Sumners and the Coy­
otes answered as Corbin fol­
lowed some nice blocks by 
Thomas Harrision, Herridge, 
Tristen Benavidez, Michael 
Deax and Frank Banman to 
reach pay dirt 54 yards out. 
Herridge added the extra point 
to cut the lead to 22 to 16 with 
:47 left in the first.

Rankin answered on their 
first drive of the second quar­
ter, with another scoring run to 
extend the lead to 28 to 16. On 
the next Borden County drive, 
the visitors went to the air for 
their connection as Harrison 
hit Benavidez on a beautiful 
pass and great catch to cut the 
lead to 28 to 22 with 7:01 left 
in the 2nd quarter. The Coyote 
defense got their first turnover 
of the game with 5:30 left in 
the half, giving the visitors an 
opportunity to take their first 
lead, but an errant pass by the 
Coyotes was intercepted by the 
home team and moments later

the Red Devils pushed their 
lead back up to 36 to 22. 
Borden County again seemed 
poised to answer the Red Dev­
ils, driving inside the 15 yard 
line only to have a huge pen­
alty slow the drive, followed 
by a pass that just missed the 
outstretched o f Benavidez on 
what appeared to be a touch­
down. Unfortunately for the 
Coyotes, the Red Devils an­
swered and extended their lead 
to 33 to 22 with just over 3 
minutes left.

On the Coyotes next offen­
sive series, another penalty 
pushed them deep into their 
territory and then the Coyotes 
lost Thomas Harrison to an 
apparent concussion on a sack 
by the Red Devils. Borden 
County just missed again on a 
huge pass play only to give the 
Red Devils another scoring 
opportunity before half and 
that is just what the home team 
did, pushing the lead to 50 to 
22. As a result, just when it 
looked as though the Coyotes 
were going to give the #6 
ranked team all they could 
handle, a couple of miscues 
and m issed  opportun ities  
coupled with two key injuries, 
the Coyotes found themselves 
down 28 points at half.

On the first drive of 
the 2nd half, it again appeared 
that the Coyotes were about to 
add to their point total when a 
fumble gave the Red Devils the 
ball again and they wasted little 
time extending the lead to 58 
to 22. The Coyotes still were 
not phased and they drove 
down the field and yet again 
seemed poised to answer, but 
as was the case most of the 
night, a huge penalty wiped out 
a long run and then on back to 
back plays Borden County just 
missed on pass plays, one of 
w hich w ould have been a 
touchdown that was just out of 
the reach o f Sumners. The 
Borden County defense got 
their first defensive stop of the 
day inside their 2 yard line, but 
a Coyote fumble would give

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Pups Pound the Red 
Devils in Season Opener

The Borden County Pups 
opened the 2013 football sea­
son with a convincing victory 
over the visiting Rankin Red 
Devils. The Pups started out 
slowly getting stopped on their 
first offensive possession, but 
things began to roll after that 
as the Pups managed 57 points 
on the day.

Nick Proulx followed some 
nice b locks from  center 
Braxton Barnes, ends Ryan 
Wilbom and Clayton Addison 
and Fullback Brian Torres and 
Quarterback Morgan Wilson 
en route to a 61 scoring sprint. 
Wilson hit Wilbom with a pass 
for the extra point to give the 
Pups a 7-0 lead in the first quar­
ter.

In the second quarter, the 
defensive group o f Barnes, 
Wilson, Wilbom, Torres, and 
Proulx were joined by several 
players, Kable Kleck, Thomas 
N ix and JW  N ix, Peyton 
Merket and Addison who con­
tinued to dominate the Red 
Devils, not allowing a touch­
down the entire first half. I did

take a nice defensive play by 
Thom as N ix to stop a Red 
Devil drive, but that was the 
only real threat the visitors had 
in the first half. Offensively in 
the quarter, Proulx hit Wilbom 
with a 36 yard scoring strike to 
take a 13-0 lead. After a fumble 
recovery by the Borden County 
defense following a crushing 
hit by Barnes, the Pups ex­
tended their lead as Wilson hit 
Bames on a 11 yard scoring 
strike and a halftime lead of 19- 
0.

The second offensive group 
had the opportunity for the ex­
tra point but they had no suc­
cess in their two tries in the 
half. This group consisted of 
Addison, both Nix boys, Kleck, 
Merket, Lukas Grantham, Tan­
ner Harrison, Jeremy Souder, 
and Riley Lewis. This group 
also played at halftim e and 
shutout the Red devils, while 
getting two touchdown mns by 
Merket, two by JW Nix and 
one by Thomas Nix. Giving 
the Pups a 5 touchdowns to 0 
halftime victory.

In the 2nd half, Wilson con­
nected with Wilbom again for 
a Pup score, this time from 33 
yards out. Again the 2nd group 
came up short so the score re­
mained 25 to 0. The visitors 
got on the board for their ini­
tial score of the game and got 
the extra point conversion 
against Borden County’s sec­
ond defense to cut the Pups 
lead to 25 to 7 in the 3rd. Proulx 
quickly answered, rumbling 46 
yards untouched to push the 
lead to 31 -  7 with 4:36 left in 
the 3rd.

The Pups scooped up a 
fumble on their next defensive 
series as Wilbom and Bames 
sacked the Red Devil quarter­
back forcing a fumble, but the 
Pups would come up short as 
they mixed in some plays with 
their 2nd team offense. In the 
4th quarter, the Pups got a goal 
line stand and two plays later, 
Ryan W ilborn took to the 
ground Pups second defense 
to cut their lead to 37 to 14.

The Coyotes were the first to 
draw blood as Jayton Lewis 
was able to follow some great 
blocks by his teammates and 
take off on a 43 yard run. The 
PAT was unsuccessful. Two 
m inutes later, the Bearkats 
were able to punch the ball in 
from 31 yards out with the 
PAT. In two of the Coyotes 
next outings on defense, they 
were able to stop Garden City 
on downs. However due to the 
inexperience o f the young 
Coyote team is partly to blame 
for the following fact which is 
that on the Coyotes next five 
possessions, the team turned 
the ball over 5 consecutive 
times after a few plays on each 
drive.

Climbing A Waterfall is a 
Unique Experience

Jamaica is 150 miles long 
and 50 miles wide. It is just 
90 miles south of Cuba. Early 
people in Jam aica lived in 
what was called “the Land of 
Springs.” It was once owned 
by Spain and called Santiago. 
In the mid-1600’s it became 
under the rule o f England and 
was named Jamaica. In 1962 
it achieved full independence 
from England. With a popula­
tion of 2.8 million, it is the 
third largest English-speaking 
country in the Americas, after 
the United States and Canada. 
The m usical genre reggae 
originated on the island. Bob 
M arley was Jam aican. Ian 
Fleming, who wrote the James 
Bond novels, lived in Jamaica 
and used the island as the set­
ting for many of his stories. 
His 1962 movie Dr. No was 
filmed in Jamaica. So was the 
1988 film Cocktail starring 
Tom Cruise. The 1993 com­
edy Cool Runnings depicted 
Jam aica’s Olympic bobsled 
team.

Tourism is one of Jamaica’s 
main sources of income with 
nearly 2 million foreign visi­
tors a year. The island’s pre­
mier tourist destination is a 
place called D unn’s River 
Falls. Water from a natural 
spring in an underground lime­
stone cave cascades for 600 
feet down wide terraced natu­
ral stairs into the Caribbean 
Sea. Geologists call the falls a 
living phenomenon because 
they are continuously rebuilt 
by sediments in the spring 
water. Visitors go to the falls 
and climb the slippery slopes 
while facing rushing water. 
Along the way are lagoons and 
pools where visitors relax or 
catch their breath. Walkways 
and balconies alongside the 
falls allow people to get pho­
tos of their family members in 
the water.

The falls were in private

hands for a while, then in 
1972 the government attained 
the property to expand its 
boom ing tourist industry. 
Spaniards called the area 
“Las C horreras” (a place 
where liquid drops) which 
la ter becam e O cho Rios 
(eight rivers), even though 
there are only four rivers in 
the area. Ocho Rios is the 
name of a nearby resort city.

When you get to Dunn’s 
River Falls you walk through 
a tropical forest o f shade 
trees, some of which have 
bright red blooms. When we 
were there in mid-July with 
our party of ten, every cruise 
ship and resort in Jamaica 
must have told their guests to 
go to the falls. It was ex­
tremely crowded.

Climbers start at the beach. 
The falls are rare because 
they empty directly into the 
Caribbean Sea. Smart climb­
ers wear water shoes, which 
adhere to the slippery boul­
ders. You can rent these at the 
beginning of the climb. The 
clim bers begin the ascent 
slowly, some forming a hu­
man chain led by a guide. The 
water is cool and most of the 
climb is in the shade. It takes 
about an hour and a half to 
make the uphill trek, more if 
thousands of people are there.

When visitors first hear 
about the falls, climbing them 
looks interesting and fun. But 
once they start climbing, it 
becomes a bigger challenge 
than they anticipated. At the 
end, there is a good feeling of 
accomplishment. Not every­
body can say they climbed a 
w a t e r f a l l .

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Farm Service Agency Acreage 
Reporting Dates for 2014

(POST, TEXAS) -  Garza- 
Borden County USD A Farm 
Service Agency (FS A) Execu­
tive Director Victor Ashley 
announced that producers who 
file accurate and timely reports 
for all crops and land uses, in­
cluding failed acreage can pre­
vent the potential loss of FSA 
program benefits. Please pay 
close attention to the acreage 
reporting dates below, as some 
dates have changed for 2014.

“In order to comply with 
FSA program eligibility re­
quirements, all producers are 
encouraged to visit the Garza- 
Borden County FSA office to 
file an accurate crop certifica­
tion report by the applicable 
deadline,” said Ashley.

The following acreage re­
porting dates are applicable for 
Garza and Borden Counties:

November 15,2013: Peren­
nial Forage (Grasses and Al­
falfa)

December 15,2013: Small 
Grains (Wheat, Barley, Rye,

Triticale), except Oats
January 15,2014: Fall Oats 
May 15,2014: Spring Oats, 

Pecans
July 15,2014: Cotton, Sor­

ghum , Sunflow ers, Peas, 
Haygrazer, Peanuts, CRP 

The following exceptions 
apply to the above acreage re­
porting dates:

I f  the crop has not 
been planted by the above acre­
age reporting date, then the 
acreage must be reported no 
later than 15 calendar days af­
ter planting is completed.

If a producer acquires 
additional acreage after the 
above acreage reporting date, 
then the acreage must be re­
ported no later than 30 calen­
dars days after purchase or ac­
quiring the lease. Appropriate 
documentation must be pro­
vided to the county office.

If  a perennial forage 
crop is reported with the in­
tended use o f “cover only,” 
“green manure,” “left stand-

ing,” or “seed” then the acre­
age must be reported by July 
15th.

A ccord ing  to A shley, 
Noninsured Crop Disaster As­
sistance Program (NAP) policy 
holders should note that the 
acreage reporting date for NAP 
covered crops is the earlier of 
the dates listed above or 15 cal­
endar days before grazing or 
harvesting of the crop begins.

Additionally, producers can 
purchase both NAP and RMA 
coverage for 2014 annual for­
age crops. NAP coverage will 
not be available for 2015 an­
nual forage crops.

After September 15, 2013, 
late-file fees will be assessed 
for 2013 and 2014 late-file 
acreage reports.
