make quick work of a depleted
Grady Wildcat football team.

An Experienced Military Convoy

Rolls

In communities of all sizes,
the turnout to see a convoy of
vintage military vehicles is
amazing. School kids join vet-
erans to see them pass by. In
cities where the convoy stops
for ameal or to spend the night,
the vehicles are parked in for-
mation so people are able to
see them up close.

The convoy is a project of
the Military Vehicle Preserva-
tion Association and is travel-
ing the entire length of the
Bankhead Highway, which
will be 100 years old next year.
It was the first all-weather road
to cross the country and runs
from Washington DC to San
Diego. “Right now we’ve got
45 historic military vehicles
along with 5 or 6 in our sup-

port says Dennis Boots

of Denton, Convoy Com-
mander. “We left the DC area
on September 19® and we’ll
end up in San Diego on the 17
of October.” The trip took three
years to plan.

This is the third convoy of
the organization in the last 6
years. “We started doing these
convoys to drive historic mili-
tary convoy routes. The first
one we did in 2009 was to fol-
low the Lincoln Highway from
Washington DC to San Fran-
cisco, some 3,300 miles. We
did that in about a month. It
was the 95" anniversary of the
highway, the first one across the
country. Then in 2012 we did
the Al-Can Highway which the
Army Corps of Engineers built

ery phase of this district opener
at home and on offense used
only 13 offensive plays to
score 7 touchdowns on the
evening. They mixed in some
huge hits on the defensive side
of the ball and almost perfect
extra point kicking and a punt
return. It all spelled a huge win,
a short night and a 1-0 record
in district play as they beat the
visitors from Grady 62-6. The
Coyotes had one busted as-
signment on defense is all that
kept this from being a near per-
fect evening.

The Coyotes first drive took
3 plays, a nice 33 yard pass
play from Hunter Jones to Di-
ego Bernal, a nice run by
Corbin Sumners and then cul-
minated with a perfectly ex-
ecuted screen play from
Sumners to Jones and a quick
6-0 lead. The Borden Coun
defense that limited the Wild-
cats to 15 yards rushingand 80
yards receiving gave up two
long pass plays all night. One
of which ended up in the
endzone, but that didn’t occur
until the offense already had
two more scores on the board
as the Coyotes got back to back
one play drives on runs of 45
yards and 24 yards by Corbin
Sumners. The offense, again
using its usual rotating fashion
on the line, used several dif-
ferent combinations in this
short time, from starters
Korbin Martinez at center,
Braxton Coor at guard and Di-
ego Bernal at end to Nathan
Souder at center, Noah Mo-
rales at guard and Kale Yarbro,
mixed in with Trace Richey,
Ben Justice, Ryan Willborn
and Jayton Lewis at fullback.

The Wildcats got a score
after the third Borden County
touchdown, which incidentally
had 2 extra point attempts
made as Easton Edwards had
his first kick blocked before
making the next two here and
eventually making 7 in a row.
After the Wildcats cut the lead
to 22-6, the Coyotes again used
a one play drive as Hunter
Jones set sail on a 72 yard
jaunt. The Edwards kick in-
creased the lead to 30 to 6. De-
fensively, Trace Richey had
two big hits setting the tone for
the much improved physical
play by the Coyote defense.
Corbin Sumners also had a big
hit as did Hunter Jones with a

bone jarring hit knocking the
ball loose on a pass and catch
attempt. After forcing a punt,
Jones added another score for
Borden County as he raced 39
yards to the endzone getting
some nice blocks by Ben Jus-
tice and Jayton Lewis. The
Edwards kick made the first
quarter score 38 to 6. They
kept things rolling in the sec-
ond quarter as Corbin Sumners
again capped another one play
drive from 54 yards out. After
another defensive stop, the
Coyotes finally had to use
more than one play to score as
a couple of pass attempts were
off mark, Trace Richey finally
found Corbin Sumners for a 27
yard strike and with another
kick had a 54 to 6 lead. The
Coyotes got the ball back one
last time and again, in one play
they had almost the perfect
ending to a perfect game as on
this particular play, Korbin
Martinez, Diego Bernal,
Braxton Coor, Trace Richey
and Hunter Jones all domi-
nated their man with their
block and Sumners made the
only unblocked man miss set-
ting sail on a 33 yard run and
the final score of the half for
either team and when the time
finally ticked off the remain-
der of the half the game would
come to a close by the 45 point
rule as the Coyotes won 62 to
6.

- Leading the way for the
Coyotes was Corbin Sumners
with 161 yards on 5 carries and
4 scores, was one of one pass-
ing for 13 yards and a score and
had a 27 yard touchdown re-
ception while being in on 2
tackles. Hunter Jones was 1 of
2 passing for 33 yards, had a
13 yard touchdown reception
and 1 carry for 72 yards and a
score while being in on 3 tack-
les with a huge hit. Diego
Bernal had a reception of 33
yards, some nice blocks and a
tackle. Easton Edwards was 7
of 8 on extra points had a tackle
and a fumble recovery. Ryan
Willborn had 2 carries for 14
yards and was in on 8 tackles
with 2 for loss and a pressure.
Noah Morales had 5 tackles
and a caused fumble and some
nice blocks. Braxton Coor had
some very nice blocks and was
in on a tackle. Ben Justice was
in on-7 tackles, with a sack, a
blocked extra point, 2 pres-

sures and a pass break up. Kale
Yarbro had some nice blocks
and was in on 3 tackles.
Nathan Souder had some nice
blocks and was in on 3 tackles
and a pressure. Trace Richey
was 1 of 2 passing for 27 yards
and a score and was in on 10
tackles with two big hits, a
tackle for loss and a pressure.
Jayton Lewis was in on 8 tack-
les with a tackle for loss and a
pressure. Korbin Martinez had
some nice blocks and was in
on 6 tackles with 2 tackles for
loss and a pressure.

Borden Pups Open
District Play With
Win Over Grady

The Borden County Pups
traveled to Grady Tuesday to
play an early week game with
the Grady Wildcats in the dis-
trict opener for both teams.
This game went back and forth
early, but the precision passing
of quarterback Trey Edwards
mixed with a solid ground
game, the Pups took over of-
fensively and then as they con-
tinued to pound the Wildcat
runners on defense the Pups
took control of this game to-
ward the end of the half and
then sealed the deal early in the
3™ quarter with some nice de-
fensive stops and punishing
running attack as Will Yarbro
and Tommy Kingston reached
the endzone with some nice
runs behind the blocking of
Keigan Benavidez, Jake Avey,
Mason Cole, Colbin Briley and
Olivia Reyes.

The Pups got on the board
first using a methodical drive,
mixing some runs by Yarbro
with some pass plays and ulti-
mately culminated with a nice
pass and catch of 14 yards from
Edwards to Cole. Trey hit
Mason on the point after at-
tempt to give Borden County
a quick 7-0 lead. The home
town Wildcats wasted little
time answering and ultimately
tying this contest at 7. Borden
County came right back and in
one play answered with a beau-
tiful play-action pass from
Trey Edwards to Tommy Mack
Kingston for a 46 yard touch-
down. On the point after, Trey
made a great side step and de-
cision to find Will Yarbro for
the point after and a 14 to 7
lead in the first quarter. The
Pups got a stop defensively, but
they had a bad snap, a missed
pass play and a penalty to end
the threat. The Pups however
got another stop and this time,
facing a 4™ down situation,

Trey Edwards hit Will Yarbro
with a nice long pass‘to set up
them up deep in Wildcat terri-
tory. Yarbro did the rest get-
ting a nice block by Mason
Cole, Jake Avey and Edwards
on a sweep play to give the
Borden County a 20 to 14 lead.
Yarbro and the Pups ran the
same play for the extra point
with success and a 21 to 7 lead.
The Wildcats would not go
away as they answered with a
few minutes left in the half.
The visiting team got a nice 28
yard touchdown run by Will
Yarbro with less than 30 sec-
onds left in the halfto push the
Pups halftime lead to 27 to 14.

During halftime the Pups B
team played a 12-15 play
scrimmage. This team of Brad
Thomas, Jason Robinson,
Latham Huckaby, Junior Gray,
Trent Lewis, Justin Willborn,
Miles Wilson, Quentin Free-
man, Blane Justice, Klancy
Kleck, Gunner Shofner and
William Partney rotating freely
on both sides of the ball did not
allow a single first down. Each
young man listed above was in
on at least one tackle a piece
as well during this dominating
display of defense. Then of-
fensively, Trent Lewis set sail
for a 60 yard score behind a
crushing block by Junior Gray,
Justin Willborn, Gunner
Shofner, Quenting Freeman
and Brad Thomas. Unfortu-
nately this would be the only
score for this group, but they
did come away with the 1-0
victory.

Now back to the game, the
Pups defense again stiffened
getting the ball back and on the
very first play, an audible by
quarterback Trey Edwards cul-
minated with a long 32 yard
touchdown run by Yarbro as

in 1942 from Dawson Creek,
British Columbia to just out-
side Fairbanks, about 4,100
miles. We went on up to the
Arctic Circle while we were
there. All the vehicles made it
fine. We generally don’t ex-
ceed 30 miles an hour.”

The organization gets no
outside funding. The owners
(half of them veterans) main-
tain the vehicles and buy their
own gas. Some communities
help with food and lodging

along the way. In Fort Worth,
two tanks cars with gasoline
filled up the vehicles and gave
the participants two banquets.
“The small towns along the
way percentage-wise are giv-
ing every bit as much as Fort
Worth did, maybe more.
They’ve received us well ev-
erywhere we’ve gone. We en-
joy meeting people, especially
veterans. School kids wave
flags and hold hand-made ban-
ners. People who think
America is going to hell in a
hand basket need to ride with
me.” .

Dennis, who was an Army
Captain in Viet Nam, drives a
1970 Jeep made by American
General Corporation. “It’s
similar to what I drove in Nam
in ‘69 and ’70. It is the last
model Jeep the military had in
use before going to the
Humvee.”

The convoy contains ambu-
lances with Red Crosses
painted on them, trucks with
box vans on them used for elec-
tronic warfare, the ever-popu-
lar 2 and half-ton trucks, and a
tractor-trailer rig. One was a
recovery room in a field hos-
pital. “They’re all unusual.
There’s not a vehicle here that
is not historically significant.
They have all played a part in
our nation’s history. Many of
them are 75 years old but they
are working vehicles that can
make 225 miles a day for 3,400
miles.” In addition to Ameri-
cans from all over the country,
the convoy has men from Aus-
tralia, New Zealand, and the
Belgian Congo.

Emergency Farm
Loan Applications
Being Accepted

Applications for emergency
farm loans for losses caused by
drought are being accepted at
the Farm Service Agency
(FSA) office located in
Lamesa, Kevin Girdner said
today.

Dawson County is one of
170 in Texas recently named
by Secretary of Agriculture
Thomas J. Vilsack eligible for
loans to cover part of actual
production and physical losses
resulting from the drought.

Kevin Girdner said farmers
may be eligible for 1dans of up
to 100% of their actual losses
or the operating loan needed to
continue the agricultural busi-
ness, whichever is less. For
farmers unable to obtain credit
from private commercial lend-
ers, the interest rate is 3.75 per-
cent.

“As a general rule, a farmer
must have suffered at leasta 30
percent loss of crop production
or suffered any physical loss to
be eligible for an FSA emer-
gency loan under this disaster
designation”, Kevin Girdner
said. Producers participating
in the Federal Crop Insurance
program will have to consider
proceeds from those programs
in determining their production
loss. Additionally, any insur-
ance proceeds received by pro-
ducers as a result of the physi-

cal loss will have to be con-
sidered in determining their
total loss.

“Applications for loans
under this emergency designa-
tion will be accepted until June
21, 2016 but farmers should
apply as soon as possible.
Delays in applying could cre-
ate backlogs in processing,
with possible delays into the
new farming season”, Kevin
Girdner said.

FSA is a credit agency of
the U.S. Department of Agri-
culture. Itis authorized to pro-
vide disaster emergency loans
to recognized farmers who
work at and rely on farming for
a substantial part of their liv-
ing. Eligibility is extended to
individual farmers who meet
U.S. citizenship requirements
and to farming partnerships,
corporations, or cooperatives
in which U.S. citizenship re-
quirements are met by indi-
viduals holding a majority in-
terest.

The FSA office in Lamesa
is open from 8:00 am to 4:30
pm, Monday through Friday.

You wish you had
learned to swim before there
was an emergency. If you
knew how to swim now, you
could easily make it to shore.

Encountering adversity is
like falling overboard. You
don’t expect it, but you have
to deal with it. Being willing
to do whatever it takes is the
key to your survival. This is
an attitude, not a skill. Every-
one has the potential to do
whatever is necessary, but not
everyone taps into it when
needed.
