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A BUSINESS ‘DAVID’
TO THE FORE

In these days of too much
fear of controversy by business,
it is refreshing when a David
comes forward to do battle with
a QGoliath of the television net-
works in defense of sound busi-
ness principles and American
fair play.

The protaganists are James
S. Kemper, board chairman of
the Kemper group of insurance
companies, and the American
Broadcasting Corporation. The
villian 1is convicted perjurer
Alger Hiss, who used his exalted
position in the State Depart-
ment to act as agent for a com~
munist spy ring.

Mr. Kemper is being sued by
ABC for $452,000 as a result of
his decision to cancel his com-
panies’ show, ABC-Evening Re-
port, because the network put
Hiss on the air last November
to sing out “The Political Obit-
uary of Richard Nixon” follow-
ing the former Vice President’s
defeat in the California guber-
natorial race.

Distasteful Verbiage

Hiss also used the nation’s air
waves to leave the impression
that he was innocent and that
Nixon, then an aggressive young
member of the House Un-
American Activities Committee,
was “motivated by ambition, by
personal self-serving.” ABC pre-
empted prime evening time, on
which a Veterans Day tribute
titled “The Fighting Man” had
been scheduled, to air the dis-
tasteful Hiss verbiage.

As should have been expected,
protests by the thousands flood-
ed ABC. Even former President
Dwight D. Eisenhower expressed
his “astonishment” to ABC Vice
President James Hagerty, his
former White House press secre-
tary.

In spite of the half million
dollar suit, Mr. Kemper iterated
that “we are standing by our
position. We must preserve the
good name of an insurance
group on which two million
policyholders depend for their
security.”

Bad Taste, Not Censorship

It is obvious that bad taste,
not censorship, motivated the
decicion since the commentator
on ABC-Evening Report, Ron
Cochrane, noted news reporter
and analyst, had absolute free-
dom of expression under the
Kemper contract.

On the other hand, it was lib-
eral commentator Howard K.
Smith, whose reputation was
built on anti-business commen-
taries, who allowed Hiss to use
the air to vent his spleen over
the political defeat of his arch
enemy.

“To present a convicted per-
jurer, convicted because he lied
about his communist associa-
tions and activities, as a witness
to the character of a man who
has served his country in many
capacities was absolutely repre-
hensible,” Mr. Kemper asserted.

“The furor provoked by the
Hiss appearance, evidenced by
newspaper editorials, letters to
editors, condemnation of ABC
by unanimous vote of the Illi-
nois State Senate, protests by
veterans’ organizations, and the
flood of letters and telephone
calls to us, clearly showed the
kind of image we could expect
to suffer as a sponsor of an ABC
news broadcast.”

Forthright Stand

Mr. Kemper said the contract
with ABC “provides a ten min-
ute separation between our
broadcasting time and the
broadcast of a competitor. ABC
flatly violated this contract
when, not ten minutes away but
inside our broadcast time, the
network asked our audience to
watch the show sponsored by
one of our competitors on which
Hiss appeared.” This intrusion
caused some critics to mistaken-
ly blame the Kemper companies
for the Hiss show.

Mr. Kemper emphasized that
“continuation of the program
would do us more harm than
good. We have a right to choose
our own bedfellows.”

Too many business men cower
at the thought of doing battle
with media which use “freedom
of the press” as an excuse for
carrying liberal columnists and
commentators who [freely ex-
press their anti-business, pro-
socialist views.

It is to be h that Mr.
Kemper’s forthright stand will
dissipate this fear, that more
and more bualness leaders will
refuse to support media which
take their advertising doll

Account Numbers
Must Be On 1962

Income Tax Returns

Taxpayers were reminded to-
day by Dallas District Internal
Revenue Director Ellis Campbell
that under a recent law they are
required to enter their identify-
ing “tax account” numbers on
1962 income tax returns filed in
1963.

For the individual, this is his
social security number, or simi-
lar number issued for tax re-
porting purposes if he has never
had employment under social
security coverage.

Use of identifying numbers
is essential to electronic pro-
cessing of returns, now being
installed nationwide by Inter-
nal Revenue, Mr. Campbell
said. He added that failure to
show account number may de-
lay any refund due.

Taxpayers still needing an ac-
count number should apply at
once to the District Director’s
office, or to the District Office of
the Social Security Administra-
tion, or by writing to Internal
Revenue Service, Post Office
Box 211, Baltimore, Maryland.

and interest are required to ob-
tain the account numbers of
their shareholders and deposit-
ors and to use them on informa-
tion documents submitted to
Internal Revenue.

fund drive.

“1 am completely sold on the
program,” Connally said, “and I
am confident the livestock in-
dustry will raise the remainder
of its quota by March 1.”

Micronaire readings on samples
of cotton submitted for classi-
fication under the Smith Doxey
Program will be available, on
a fee basis during the 1963-64
season, according to the U. 8.
Department of Agriculture. _

This service provides a mea-
surement of fiber fineness of
cotton as determined by airflow
instruments. Fiber fineness is a
quality factor important in

Applications for the testing
service must be submitted by a
ginner to the Agricultural Mar-
keting Service cotton classing
office serving the territory in
which the gin is located. All
samples submitted for classific-
ation from a gin that files an
application for the micronaire
service will be tested. Applica-
tions should be submitted as
soon as possible but no later
than July 1. Several weeks are
required to install equipment
and train personnel to provide
the testing service. Classing Of-
fices may not be able to provide
testing service to gins submitt-
ing applications after July 1 due
to a lack of equipment and
trained personnel. _

The gin that submits applica-
tion for the service will be res-
ponsible for payment of the test
fee.
