Basis of Understanding

The uncertainly rests on
whether or not our concern a-
bout the wrong policies of the
last thirty years becomes chan-
neled into positive programs.
An understanding of what’s
wrong can only be a preface to
constructive action to make
things right. And as long as we
remain stuck in the preface, the
enemies of freedom have noth-
ing to worry about.

Cuban Example

The recent Cuban “crisis” is
an example where one wrong
policy was replaced by another
wrong one. We were so busy
criticizing the administration’s
poor approach to Cuba, we for-
got to promote a correct ap-
proach. When we finally suc-
ceeded in forcing a change,
what we got was as far from a
solution as what we started
with.

Reactions to other areas of
national policy have been simi-
lar. We quickly point out the
obvicus errors, but don’'t favor
our listeners with the correct
policy. We must begin stressing
positive proposals.

Once we begin pressing for
what is right, the trend to col-
lectivism will rapidly reverse it-
self.

What
was anticipated to be a routine
visit to an underground wonder
of nature, turned out to be one
of the most amazing spectacles
we have ever witnessed .

The Caverns are located a
few minutes drive west of So-
nora. For those who enjoy this
sort of recreation, it will be well
worth your time to go and visit
the Caverns. Although we will
attempt to give you some of
the highlights of the tour, it is
impossible to describe the splen-
dor of the formations you
will see there. We have visited
the Carlsbad Caverns in New
Mexico and the Longhorn Cav-
erns near Burnet, but neither
of these are in any way com-
parable to what is in store for
the visitor in the Caverns of
Sonora.

It takes some 1% hours to
stroll through the smooth trails
that lead to a mile of “Sym-
phony in Color”, theme of the
beautiful caverns. Tours start
at least each 30 minutes from
8:00 a. m, to 6:00 p. m. every
day in the week. Geologists esti-
mate it took Mother Nature 60
million years to form the
beautiful glittering crystal- like
stalagmites, stalactites and he-
lictites in colors of pure white
through shades of gray, faint
and blues, pale rose,
bright oranges and deep browns.
So profuse are these specta-
cular formations that portions
of the Cavern’'s walls, ceilings
and floors are completely a-
dorned.

Sonora. Here they grown in
every direction and many for-
mations are found here that are
not found in any other cavern
in the world. Bill Stephenson,
past president of the National
Speleological Society, described
the Caverns thusly: “It’s the
most beautiful known in the
world.” Many cavern experts
have described the caverns as
“unbelievable.” Here you see
formations portraying the ma-
jesty of a winter scene and co-
rolloids lend an incorgruous
tropical island atmosphere.

Your tour through the Ca-
verns is an adventure you will
long remember. At one place
you will see a perfectly formed
butterfly that is still a live for-
mation (as most all the forma-
tions are). At another spot you
will see an almost perfect for-
mation resembling President
Herbert Hoover and only a few
inches away is a natural forma-
tion of the head of an elephant.
Many, many more interesting
and thrilling sights will enter-
tain. you.

Tours are started every half
hour. Admission for adults is
$1.50 and for students it is 75
cents. Special party rates are
available for . organized groups.
And, we might add, you are in-
vited to bring your camera a-
long. The Caverns of Sonora is
the only one we know of that
has made arrangements for
visitors to take movie pictures
of the interior of the caverns.
All cameras are welcome.

Social Security
Information About

Farm Employees

(Editors Note: Following is
the third of six articles pre-
pared jointly by the Internal
Revenue Service and the Social
Security Administration for
readers’ information during this
annual Federal tax reporting
season.)

None of us leads a ‘“charmed
life” — and this goes for farm
workers. All of us need protec-
tion against the loss of earnings
that comes with disability, re-
tirement or death. The farm
employee gets this protection
because YOU, if you are a farm
employer, report his earnings
once a year, and pay the social
security taxes on his cash wag-
es. Only through correct and
regular reporting can the farm
worker obtain this protection.

Actually, failure by a farm
employer to make a yearly re-
port is a violation of the law
and can result in penalties and
interest charges on unpaid so-
cial security taxes.

Farm employers or owners
who have paid as much as $150
in cash wages to any farm
worker in their employ during
1962 must file an employer’s tax
and information return for such
farm employees. They must al-
so report each farm employee
who worked for them on 20 or
more days during 1961, regard-
less of the amount of wages
paid, if the wages were figured
on a time rather than a piece-
rate basis.

For 1962, the social security
tax rate is 6-2/8% (3-%% each
for employer and employee.)
This tax applies to cash wages
paid to a farm worker up to a
total of $4,800 in the year. The
tax amount must be entered on
Form 943 (Employer’'s Annual
Tax Return for Agricultural
Employees) together with the
total amount of cash wages

d to the farm worker. This
orm should have been filed
with the District Director of In-

All Drivers Must
Comply With Safety
Responsibility Law

Austin — Drivers of publicly-
owned vehicles were cautioned
today by Col. Homer Garrison
Jr., director of the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety, that
they must comply with the pro-
visions of the state safety re-
sponsibility law.

Garrison said this was con-
firmed when a ruling by the
’Waco Court of Civil Appeals be-
|came final early this month.
| The ruling, in a case involving
a municipal employee, held
that failure to comply with the
responsibility law subjected the
driver to having his driver’s li-
cense suspended and denied his
claim that he should be permit-
ted to continue driving a pub-
licly-owned vehicle.

“Under this court decision,”
said Garrison, “the Department
of Public Safety will be required
to act against all drivers who
have accidents if they cannot
comply with the provisions of
the safety responsibility law,
regardless of the ownership of
the vehicle.”

The Public Safety Director
explained that the law requires
everyone involved in an acci-
dent to show his ability to pay
for damages caused to others.
This can be done, he said, by
depositing with the department
cash in the amount of the dam-
ages; by holding a liability in-
surance policy; or by obtaining
written releases from all per-
sons damaged in the accident.

Garrison noted that the pen-
alty for failure to comply with
the safety responsibility law in
such cases is suspension of the
driver’s license.

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Austin — Hospitals have been
playing an important part in

While Gov. John B. Connally
was recuperating from a hernia
operation, the state senate
turned thumbs down on his
choice of former Supreme Court
Justice W. St. John Garwood as
a University of Texas regent.

The man who sponsored Gar-
wood — Sen. Charles Herring of
Austin — also was recuperating
from an operation: an appen-
dectomy.

Attempts at bedside maneuv-
ers by both to get a senatorial
confirmation for the prominent
Texan failed and the appoint-
ment was turned down by es-
timated minority of 12-16.

It takes a two-thirds majority
to approve an appointment.

Governor Connally issued a
statement, saying he was “bit-
terly disappointed that a min-
ority group of the Senate pre-

vented confirmation of Judge
Garwood.”
He added, “To me, it seems

inconceivable that the people of
Texas could be denied the ser-
vices of a man of exceplional
intellect, a man of great capa-
cities, and a man of deep devo-
tion to the University and his
State.”

The governor said he had
hoped the senate might choose
to reconsider its action but had
no further comment at this
time.

GAME-PARKS MERGER

Senate spent most of the
week spinning its wheels. But
over in the House of Represent-
atives one of Govenor Connal-
ly’s major reorganizations
merging the Game and Fish
Commission and the State
Parks Board into a single three-
member “Parks and Wildlife
Commission” was pushed
through by a two to one ma-
jority.

Rep. James Cotten of Weath-
erford, long a foe of the Game
and Fish Commission, carried
the measure through the house,
and committed himself to vote
to provide general tax revenues
to support the parks system
once they are merged.

COUNTY SCHOOL
SUPERINTENDENTS

HIKE OKAYED

A Dbill by Rep. Vernon Beck-
ham of Denison, designed to
solve a local problem, may
prove helpful for rural counties.

It would allow county com-
missioners’ court to spend up
to $200,000 for county buildings
outside the county seats. Pre-
sent law limits this expenditure
to $150,000.

BUDGET HEARINGS

In two quiet rooms in the
Capitel and one in the Sam
Houston State Office Building,
budget hearings are grinding
toward un end by the Senate
Finance and House Appropria-
tions committees, and by Gov-
ernor Connally’s budget staff.

These groups have the most
influence on how the state’s
$3,000,000,000 income will be
spent in the two years starting
September 1.

Their figuring will determine
whether the hearings by the
House Revenue and Tax com-~
mittee eventually will turn into
serious consideration of bills for
sales tax revisions.

It’s very likely that the first
bill to increase taxes will be one
revising the exemption on outer
clothing under $10, and other
items, to raise sales tax re-
venue by $10,000,000 a year.
COURT RULES ON
SAFETY LAW

Col. Homer Garrison Jr., di-
rector of the State Department
of Public Safety, cautioned
drivers of publicly~-owned
vehicles that they must comply
with the provisions of the
state’s responsibility law.

Garrison said that a recent
ruling by the Waco Court of
Civil Appeals confirmed the
fact that the law must be com-
plied with by drivers of public-
ly-owned vehicles. The safety
responsibility law requires
everyone involved in an acci-
dent to show his ability to pay
for damages caused to others.

This can be done by purchas-
ing a liability insurance policy;
by obtaining written releases
from damaged persons; or by

depositing cash in tne amount|

Motor trans- B —
portation has Wesley
increased at such a high rate in
recent years that 6 million people
are examined each year for driv-
er's licenses. 13 of our states re-
quire visual examinations upon
license application. Much pres-
sure is presently being exerted to
include such examinations in the
other 39 states. At 6 million driv-
ers each year, it seems reasona-
ble to suppose that many of these
new motorists need some type of
vision correction.

One good law missing in all 50
states is a test for night vision or
glare resistance. Some states re-
strict a driver to daytime motor-
ing if he has a deficiency, but
some provision should be made
to include a night driving tesi.

Many people know they should
be wearing glasses whil2 driving
and do not wear any type of cor-
rection. The Driving Research |
Laboratory of Iowa State College |
states that 60 per cent of the gen-
eral adult population require
glasses but only nalf of them wear
them.

Fewer Grasshoppers
Expected In 1963

College Station Grass-
hopper infestations in the
Western and Midwestern states

The report says the 16 range
states surveyed had a total of
7.8 million acres of infested
rangeland last fall as compared
to 13.5 million acres a year earli-
er. The USDA’s Agricultural Re-
search Service, which conducted
the surveys in cooperation with
the states, considers an infested
acre one that has a population
of eight or more adult grass-

hoppers per square yard. Infest-
ed acreage in Texas was listed
as just over 67,000 acres. In 1961
the acreage exceeded a half
million acres.

Last years cold, moist spring
along with an unusually wet
summer is given credit for re-
ducing the grasshopper popula-
tion, the USDA says. This relief
from hopper infestation and
good growing conditions result-
ed in last years high forage
yields on the rangelands.

A more accurate picture of
the grasshopper population will
be obtained this spring with
surveys of newly hatched in-
sects, and areas needing control
operations will be pinpointed.
