The Constitution is the literal 

contract between the people and 
the government. It Is the legal 
document that spells out the 
duties, powers, and responsibili­
ties of government.

WTiereas laws passed by Con­
gress are generally restrictions 
upon the people, the Constitu­
tion is a restriction upon gov­
ernment. It sets out the bound­
aries of power — beyond which 
government may not tread. It 
tells Individuals in govenment 
what they may do and what 
they may not do.

In the American concept, the 
people are sovereign. Not collec­
tively sovereign in the sense that 
a majority of them may inflict 
their will upon the minority. 
But individually sovereign in 
the sense that each man is his 
own master — capable of run­
ning his own affairs, making 
his own decisions.

Inalienable Rights
The American way recognizes 

that each man received precious 
gifts from his creator — the 
rights to life, liberty and the 
pursuit of happiness. These 
rights are inalienable — not to 
be given nor taken away by any 
other man or by government.

And as one man hires other 
men to supply him with products 
and services, the American peo­
ple have hired a government to 
protect these Inalienable rights.

But throughout all history, 
governments have been instru­
ments of oppression: Instead of 
protecting liberty, they take it 
away.  Instead of defending 
man's life, they tell him how he 
may live it. Jeorge Washington 
expressed it, "Government is not 
reason; it is not eloquence. It is 
force! Like fire, it is a dangerous 
servant and a fearful master.”

So Americans — recognizing 
the nature of government and 
yet still needing an agency to 
protect their rights — tried a 
noble experiment..

Noble Experiment
Our forefathers wrote down 

the duties of government In a 
written contract — the Con­
stitution. When they were 
finished, they said to their new 
government, “Here — these are 
the duties and responsibilities 
we want you to assume, nothing 
more. This Is all you are expect­
ed or entitled to do. If we find 
that we have not given you 
enough power, we will let you 
know by amending this Consti­
tution.”

And they made it absolutely 
clear in the ninth and tenth a- 
mendments to it, that the gov­
ernment had no other powers 
than those specifically stated in 
the contract.

As Thomas Jefferson put It, 
they had bound their rulers 
“down from mischief with the 
chains of the Constitution.”

Freed from the age-old threat 
of government interference each 
American was then Inspired to 
produce more — because he 
knew the fruits of his labor 
were his own, not liable to con­
fiscation by a greedy govern­
ment.

As a result, Americans created 
the greatest, most abundant ci­
vilization ever known. And this 
abundance was the result of a 
single document, a contract 
between the people and their 
historical enemy — government. 
Americans tamed it by binding 
it down.

Today, however, we see that 
enemy reassuming its tradition­
al proportions. The $100 billion 
budget, the harassing regulatory 
agencies and restrictive laws are 
all nothing more than modern 
forms of the age-old tools of op­
pression.

Violations Overlooked
Government has broken its 

bonds — slmi>ly because we, the 
people, have not vigilantly en­
forced the contract. We have 
overlooked violations because 
we have felt they were for the 
“general welfare.” We fall to re­
cognize that one breach in a 
contract nullifies the value of 
the entire document — and we 
have thus relinquished our God- 
given rights of free speech, re­
ligion and press.

Our greatest task today is to 
re-establish the Constitution as 
the literal contract between the 
people and their government. 
An era of even greater freedom 
and prosperity awaits that day. 
Let us prove that it is not too 
late to earn those rewards.

Mission —' Knowing immedi­
ately where every screwworm 
case in the Southwest is located 
has become so important to the 
eradication program that ar­
rangements have been made so 
llvestockmen can call the Mis­
sion headquarters collect when 
an infestation is detected.

When a screwworm case is 
found, officials would like pro­
ducers to do two things: (1) 
collect about 10 worms from the 
wound, place them in water or 
alcohol and hold for further in­
structions and (2) report the 
infestation to eradication offi­
cials by calling collect to Jus­
tice 5-1646 (Mission). No tele­
phone call should be made im- 
less a sample is available.

The following information 
should be available at the time 
the call is made;

1. Name
2. Address and telephone 

number where producer can be 
contacted

3. Date when sample was col­
lected

4. Location of farm or ranch 
where case was found

5. Location of wound on ani­
mal

Producers are urged to call 
day or night, whenever the in­
festation is found. At night or 
on weekends, the information 
will be relayed to eradication 
officials who will contact the 
producer for further informa­
tion and instruct him to either 
mail the sample or hold it to be 
picked up by a livestock inspect­
or.

From the information re­
ceived, a determination can be 
made as to the action that is 
necessary. In many cases, a 
screwworm livestock inspector 
will be sent to the premises to 
pick up the sample and obtain 
addiional information. If the 
sample is identified as a true 
screwworm, sterile flies will pro­
bably be dispersed in the area.

The key to the system, offi­
cials said, is that sample of 
wonns be collected at the time 
the wound is detected. Without 
the sample, they won’t know 
whether the infestation was 
from a screwworm or from some 
other maggot, similar in ap­
pearance and characteristics. 
Screwworm infestations are now 
at a minimum, the eradicators 
said, and through prompt re­
porting, action can be taken to 
prevent the infestation from 
mushrooming into a large scale 
outbreak.

Texas’ "local severe weather 
warning system,” the first of its 
kind established anywhere in 
the world, is made up of sets 
operating around the clock in 
A m a r i l l o ,  Abilene, Austin, 
Brownsville, Corpus Christi, Gal­
veston, Fort Worth, Houston, 
Port Arthur, San Angelo, San 
Antonio, 'Victoria, Waco and 
Wichita Falls.

Of the first-order weather 
stations which cover all sections 
of Texas, only El Paso, Laredo 
and Del Rio do not have radar 
storm warning sets as part of 
their regular equipment inven­
tory.

teletype and radio. Any station 
is able to instantly appraise all 
other stations of a tornado 
traveling in their direction. 
When such a storm warning is 
given, the weather bureau in its 
line of approach Immediately 
notifies all communities in the 
area via commericial radio and 
television station bulletins.

The radar sets are owned by 
the Weather Bureau, having 
been supplied from U. S. Gov­
ernment surplus stocks, but the 
cities concerned paid installa­
tion costs.

Ijoulslana and Oklahoma are 
cooperating in the southwestern 
warning network by operating 
networks of their own. The 
Texas network is larger, how­
ever, by virtue of the area to be 
covered.

State Health Commissioner 
Dr. J. E. Peavy says the State 
Department of Health and local 
health depa* tments stand ready 
at all times to provide public 
health know-how to stem health 
threats occasioned by weather.

Meanwhile, these precautions 
are still valid if and when a tor­
nado is sighted:

Cut off gas and w’ater before 
it strikes. Open windows on the 
north and east side of the house. 
If possible, take shelther in a 
storm cellar or cave. If this is 
impractical, sit down on the 
lowest floor of a strongly rein­
forced building, or against the 
southwest corner of a house. 
Stay away from whidows.

In open country, move away 
at right angles to the path of 
the storm. If there is no time to 
escape lie flat in a ditch or de­
pression to avoid flying debris. 
(A feature of the Health Educa­
tion Division, Texas State De­
partment of Health.)

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Austin — A $3,000,000,000 bud­
get blU has been passed by the 
House of Representatives.

Before it cleared the House 
and went on to the Senate, the 
bill elicited several cries of an­
guish from some who protested 
agency bequests as too small 
and some who claimed certain 
allotments were too big.

Rep. Fbrrest Harding of San 
Angelo claimed appropriations 
for the State Armory Board and 
the State Board of Control were 
too big, since they involved $1,- 
000 salary raises for executive 
directors of those agencies.

Rep. Terry Townsend of 
Brady claimed deputy commis­
sioners in the Texas Education 
Agency draw a total of $14,800

more than the L e g i s l a t u r e  
authorized.

Townsend also tried to cut out 
a $250,000 appropriation to im- 
p r o v e  the newly -  donated 
Wheatly Ranch in Blanco 
County as a state park. He 
claimed the money was needed 
for established parks. But this 
move failed.
HIGH COST OF LIVING

Another attempt to cut a spe­
cific recommendation out of the 
budget bill almost was success­
ful.

Rep. James Cotten of Weath­
erford tried to get the House 
to “ground” the State Land Of­
fice airplane. He pointed out

tenance of a high-powered Land 
Office plane.

Cotten snowed a photostatic 
copy of the plane’s flight log l(u: 
the year ended October, 1962. He 
stated, “In a year’s time, only 
68 flights were recorded. Sixteen 
were test flights to familiarize 
the pilot with the plane before 
he broke tlie propeller when he 
collided with another plane in a 
hanger and then he had to take 
eight more test flights to fami­
liarize himself with the new 
propeller!”

Rep. Joe Chapman of Sulphur 
Si»lngs disagreed. He said that 
the plane is necessary for aerial 
surveys and photographs to con­
firm the 1941 state land survey.

Cotten insisted that the Land 
Office should hire commerical 
aerial photographers, as the 
Texas Water Commission does.

Cotten’s-amendment to strike 
out the plane appropriation 
failed by a narrow 72-68 vote. 
LOW COST OF EDUCATION

Complaints about too-low ap­
propriations came from mem­
bers who said allotments for 
higher education in 1964-85 are 
too small.

The last Legislature appro- 
prlcated $159,600,000 from the 
State General Revenue Fund for 
higher education In 1962-83.

State College administrators 
requested $243,000,000 for the 
coming two years. Former Gov. 
Price Daniel and the Legislative 
Budget Board recommended 
$226,000,000. Gov. John B. Con- 
nally recommends $225,000,000. 
Paducah Rep. Bill Heatly’s ap­
propriations bill allows for $187,- 
600,000 to educate the bumper 
crop of war babies that Is ex­
pected to begin to flow into 
state colleges next year.

Rep. Hugh Parmer of Fort 
Worth claimed the Heatly com­
mittee had slashed Ar ling con 
State College’s library budget 
so drastically, the school might 
not be accredited next year.

So, Parmer and Rep. Don 
Gladden of Fort Worth begged 
for an amendment to raise Arl­
ington’s appropriation. It failed 
by a vote of 94-41.

But Governor Connally said, i  
have real hope of getting the 
Le(hslature to restore the mari­
time money.”

COUNTY BUYING 
m a y  b e  EASIER

Rep. Vernon Beckham of 
Denison got a gn:’een light from 
the House Committee on Coun­
ties on his bUl to raise the a- 
mount a county purchasing a- 
gent may spend on emergency 
purchases without advertising 
for competitive bidding.

Since 1925, the amount that 
may be spent without competi­
tive bidding has been $150. 
Beckham said this is unrealistic 
in the view of rising costs. He 
proposed it be raised to $600. 
However, the subewnmittee set 
it at $300.

Reps. Henry Grover and J. C. 
Whitfield of Houston won ap­
proval from the Hoiise State Af­
fairs Committee on their bill to 
require competitive bidding on 
public schcx)l purchases above 
$1,000.
SALES TAX FREEZE FAILS .

An attempt by Rep. John Al­
len of Longview to pass a con­
stitutional amendment to freeze 
the state sales tax at two per 
cent and keep food and drugs 
exempt failed by a 72-64 vote.

However, food may remain 
safe from the sales tax if a 
measure by Rep. Ben Atwell of 
Dallas and Rep. Charles Wilson 
of Trinity passes. They have 
proposed legislation to simplify 
sales tax bookkeeping for gro­
cers. Since grocers have been the 
ones fighting for a blanket tax, 
this bUl may satisfy them. 
TUITION RAISES PROPOSED

Representative Atwell picked 
up a recommendation by the 
Commission on Higher Educa­
tion to double state college tui­
tion, and filed a bill to raise it 
from $50 to $100 a semester.

Governor Connally has ignor­
ed the commission’s suggestion.

Rep. Dick Morgan, RepubUcan 
from Dallas, chose “a 8°°^

AN AFL-CIO DRIVE to un­
ionize all federal employees — 
some two and a half million of 
them — Is gaining headway. 
Outside observers are a little 
worried lest this trend may 
eventually get out of hand. 
France is cited as an example 
of this danger. There the civil 
servants, solidly organized, are 
often able to call the shots on 
questions of wages, hours, etc., 
by threatening the use of strikes. 
If the latter weapon is employed 
they can virtually shut down 
the operation of the govern­
ment.

Last year President Kennedy 
issued an executive order giving 
federal employe unions official 
bargaining rights and is believ­
ed to be preparing another or­
der authorizing an automatic 
union dues checkoff system. 
Thus, Federal agencies would 
deduct union dues from employ 
salaries — if voluntarily agreed 
to by the employe.

This trend, if handled prop­
erly, would not necessarily be 
against the public interest — 
assuming that strikes against 
the government will be forever 
prohibited; but such trends in 
union activities have a way of 
always getting out of hand in 
power struggles among union 
leaders. And the trend lends it­
self to a breakdown of effi­
ciency policies desired by a- 
gency heads where tliey come in 
conflict with union demands.

A L R E A D Y  the Government 
employe union ( A F L - C I O ) ,  
numbering 800,000 members, is 
demanding a 35-hour work week, 
with some of them plugging for 
a 32-hour week, plus a 20-day 
annual leave privilege. Most of 
this agitation conies from those 
who want more pay for less 
work. AFL-CIO at Its Miami 
meeting last month threw its 
support behind the “elimination 
of speedup practices now in ef­
fect” by employes in govern­
ment work.

Volimtary union activities, if 
used to promote efficiency, im­

proved work standards, greater 
production, and an attitude of 
subservlance to the public in­
terest, can serve a useful pur­
pose. But imfortuaately the 
power of collective unionism is 
often used to Interfere with 
go<xi and responsible business 
management on the part of 
agency heads. Therein lies the 
real danger.
