The free enterprise .system 
has created more good things 
for more ))(a>ple than any “ism” 
in hi.story. This is becau.se each 
man i.s the master of his own 
fate — eaeh conirols hi.s own 
property. That means eacli de­
cides for Ihm.self what he will 
do with that property —  what 
it will be exchanged for.

So anyone who wants some of 
that property must produce a 
product or .service that .sat.sfies 
the owner’s desires. Only then 
can the exchange be made.

NO SERMUE
In the various types of social­

ist systems, however, it is the 
.state that makes such decisions. 
The government decides what 
you need or can have. So people 
don't .serve each other —  they 
serve the state.

If these facts could be 
brought out to our .school child­
ren — and they certainly aren’t 
hard to understand — think 
how much more productive fu­
ture generations might be.

Admittedly, they might serve 
to prejudice the child on behalf 
of the free enteriiri.se system — 
so we can’t be too hopeful that 
the.se ideas will be taught.

But what’s to stop you from 
pa.ssing the.se simple truths on­
to your children?

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Fine Rains Fall 
In This Area

All of the Central Texas 
area received some badly need­
ed rain Sunday and Sunday 
night, with much of it soaking 
into the ground. Some areas re­
ceived enough water to relieve 
a serious water shortage in 
tanks. However, most of the 
area is still short on stored 
water.

Most of the rain fell .slowly 
and the parched ground ju.st 
soaked it up before any runoff 
could occur.

There was some strong wind 
in the area, but .so far as we 
know at this time there was no 
severe damage done. To the 
west of Santa Anna several 
towns suffered considerable 
damage.

Santa Anna received less than 
half-an-lnch.

1962 se.ssion, providing for a 2- I 
price system on wheat and to 
be tied in with feed-grains and 
other crops on every fann.

If the “No” vote carries, there 
will be no quotas, no payments 
for non-production, and the 
price support will be available 
at 50% of parity only for farm­
ers keeping withing their 1964 
allotments. However, as some 
members of the Congre.ss point 
out, a farmer can always sell 
wheat at the world price, cur­
rently $1.30. Also, if the refer­
endum fails to cany, any farm­
er w'ishing to do .so may plant 
what wheat he wishes; while if 
it carries, no one will be permit­
ted to grow wheat without an 
allotment.

Tlie Department of Agricul­
ture has prepared booklets 
urging the “yes” vote, w'hile the 
Cattle Raisers, the American 
Farm Bunxiu and others are 
l>ointing out the benefits of a 
“no” vote.

If the referendum carries, the 
law provides penalties in case 
of failure to comply with the 
program, with fines up to $5,000 
and other restrictions; while if 
fraud i.s claimed, fines up to $10, 
000 and impri.sonment up to 10 
years may be asse.ssed.

There i.s no doubt that this 
law' will affect every citizen, and 
all farmers should go to the 
SCS office before May 13 to 
make sure of their right to vote 
as they believe best.

In the House, ranks third la- 
long with Dob Poage) In delega­
tion seniority and fourth in sen­
iority on the powerful Appro­
priations Committee. George 
Mahan of Lubbock ranks second 
on Appropriations.

Because of committee senior­
ity both Mahan and Thomas are 
ranked among the most influen­
tial members of the House. 
ItibmEis, Chairroon of the Sub­
committee on Independent Of­
fices, handles appropriations a- 
mounting to some $4 billion per 
year. He is known here as a 
hard task-master who insists 
upon agencies justifying every 
dime they spend, although in 
general he likes to Une up with 
the party leadership on partisan 
Issues. By and large, he is rated 
a valuable member from the 
standpoint of the taxpayers.

With Albert’s retirement, I 
will then be fourth in our 23- 

delegatlon seniority 
rating. Wright Patman of Tex­
arkana is first, with 35 years of 
continuous service. George Ma­
han will be second, with 30 
years and Bob Poage of Waco 
will be third with 28 years.

THERE HAS BEEN quite a 
turnover in the Texas delega­
tion during my 21 years here. 
When I was first elected In 1942, 
the delegation had reached its 
peak of influence, sparked by 
an impressive array of members 
who were widely recognized for 
seniority and statesmanship. 
Looking back, there were such 
powerful figures as Hatton 
Sumners of Dallas, Chairman of 
the Judiciary Committee, an 
independent who wielded trem­
endous influence in behalf of 
Constitutional law and good 
government. Fritz Lanham of 
Fort Worth, also a committee 
chairman, belonged to the old 
school of southern gentlemen. 
He voted independently and 
was highly respected. Joseph 
Mansfield of Colombus, Chair­
man of the Committee on Riv­
ers and Harbors, was likewise 
one of the most respected and 
influential members in the 
House. Then, there was Ewing 
Thomason of El Paso, a ranking 
member of Military Affairs and

likewise highly regarded. Luther 
Johnson of Corsicana was a to­
wer of strength, serving on the 
Foreign Affairs Committee. Paul 

¡Kilday of San Antonio was Just 
beginning to develop stature 

¡which later made him one of 
the most effective members of 
the House.

Milton West of Brownsville 
was one of the real solid pillars 
in the conservative cause, along 
with Dick Kleburg, Ed Gossett, 
.«;am Russell and Martin Dies. 
Dies at that time Chairman of 
the House Un-American Activi­
ties Committee, was an orator 
and a thorn in the side of the 
comniiunlsts and the liberals.

Sam Rayburn, the Speaker, 
busied himself with the promo­
tion of the party, although at 
that time his Influence with the 
members of the Texas Delega­
tion was not felt as much as 
later in his carrer. In general, 
Texans In those days were much 
more Independent than were 
many of their replacements who 
succeeded them.

1. House Bill 16 by Rep. Glen 
R. Petty of Levelland interests 
State banks. It exempts them 
from the State sales tax and 
franchise tax so long as federal 
banks are exempt.

2. House Bill 588 by Houston 
Rep. Tom Bass interests fire­
men and policemen. It enables 
them to credit toward “job 
seniority” tlone taken off for 
military service and guard duty. 
This speeds up their promotions.

3. House Bill 614 by Rep. 
Amando Canales of San Diego 
and Rep. Jerry Butler of Kenedy 
Interest hunters. It puts a “No- 
Hunting” sign on Duval County 
for the next five years.

These laws will go into effect 
late in Augrust.
LOOPHOLE IN THE LOOP 

Municipal annexation bill, 
which has passed both houses, 
is ready for Governor Connolly’s 
signature. It gives every city an 
“extra-territorial jui-isdlction"— 
from five miles for cities of 
more than 100,000 population to 
one-half mile around cities of 
5,000 or less population.

It sets up an extra-territorial 
area of one mile around cities 
of 5,000-25,000; two miles a- 
round cities, 25,000-50,000; and 
three and a half miles around 
those with populations ranging 
from 50,000 to 100,000.

Under this proposed law a city 
could annex in a year no more 
than an acreage equal to 10 per­
cent of its size on the first day 
of that year. In computing this, 
many have drawn concentric 
circles around sample cities.

But this is not the limitation 
it would appear to be.

Actually, instead of extending 
its whole perimeter, a large city 
could annex a five mile strip a- 
long major highways without 
approaching the 10 percent

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REGISTRATION 

A registration system to take 
the poll tax’s place Is aU but 
decided by the Legislature.

Senate-passed bill by Tom 
Creighton of Mineral Wells calls 
for a 25-cent registration fee in 
lieu of the $1.50, or $1.75, poll 
tax. It retains the present syts- 
tem of registering voters each 
year.

El Paso Rep. Malcolm McGre­
gor tried to Include the Texas 
League of Women Voters’ plan 
for permanent registration, but 
it was turned down.

House took the 25-cent fee 
provision out of the bill. So a 
House-Senate conference com­
mittee will have to settle this 
dispute. Another House amend­
ment would require rural peo­
ple and those residing in «mail 
towns to register every year, If 
they are over 60 years of age. s  

At present, these jjeople are 
allowed to vote without regis­
tering at all.

Entire registration revision 
hinges on a constitutional 
amendment to repeal the poll 
tax. This bill, by Rep. Abraham 
Kazen of Laredo, passed the 
Senate, but is tied up in a 
House committee.
CRIMINAL CODE 
REVISION

’The much-opposed revision of 
the State Criminal Code now 
has the approval of the District 
and County Attorney’s Associa­
tion, through an endorsement 
by its president, Alton Grifhn 
of Lubbock.

Endorsement applies to the 
House Criminal Jurisprudence 
committees version of the State 
Bar Association’s plan for 
streamlining the code. House 
version is so different from San 
Angelo Sen. Dorsey Hardeman’s 
bill which passed the Senate, 
that it may be a long, hard 
fight for approval. And there’s 
less than three weeks left in this 
session. It must end by May 27. 
MISSION FOR MIGRANTS 

Laredo Rep. Honoré Ligarde 
told the House Appropriations 
committee that a program of 
basic education — gradeschool 
level reading, writing and 
arithmetic would be:

“One of the greatest bargains 
available to you today — the re­
novation of human beings in 
such a way that they cease to 
be a burden to the state and 
assume the dignified role of 
contributing taxpayers.”

Ligarde has introduced alter­
nate bills to set up an educa­
tional program under the Texas 
Mucation Agency, thiough the 
urging of the Texas Committee 
on Migrant Farm Workers.
