In 1775 a few colonial farm-
ers decided that they had

enough, and, regardless of the
consequences, they fired the
shots to start a battle which re-
sulted in men having the oppor-
tunity to manage and operate
their individual business affairs
without fear of coercion or in-

terference from ‘“people plan-
ners.”
These farmers demonstrated

that they were willing to face
whatever was necessary to ac-
complish the objective of having
the opportunity to be free as in-
dividuals and to express them-
selves without fear. They were
not concerned about false secu-
rity; they felt that every man
should have only one guarantee
—the right to make of himself
whatever he chose, to accumu-
late worlaly goods or lLive a beg-
gar's life, dependent only upon
his own individual ability.

This courageous experiment
proved to be the most successful
nation in world history. Men
walked with dignity and de-
veloped character. Pride and
self reliance of individuals de-
veloped a nation that took no
“sass” from anyone — a nation
so rich in ability to produce that
her citizens enjoyed the highest
standard of living of any in the
world.

Approximately 160 years later,
Fabian socialism infiltrated this
system. Politicians of the day
began to tamper and experi-

Post Office
To Begin New
Mail Procedure

Our five-digit ZIP Code is
76878, Postmaster Lee Strother
announced today.

“Everyone in Santa Anna,
Texas will use this ZIP Code on
all their correspondence to
speed mail deliveries and re-
duce the chance of mis-sent
mail,” Postmaster Strother said.

ZIP Code, the Post Office De-
partment’s revolutionary new
system of improved mail dis-
patch and delivery, goes into ef-
fect nationally on July 1.

Postmaster Strother stressed
the importance of all citizens of
Santa Anna learning this city’s
ZIP Code and using it in their
return address on all correspon-
dence. In answering mail, he
said, ZIP Codes taken from re-
turn addresses on incoming
mail should be used.

“The ZIP Code is literally the

1last word in mail addressing,”

Mr. Strother said. “It should
follow the city and state in ad-
dresses.”

He cited this example of the
proper use of ZIP Code:

John Doe
Box 000
Santa Anna, Texas, 76878

The new ZIP Code plan, Mr.
Strother said, for the first time
will permit the Post Office De-
partment to short-cut repeated
address reading.

“The address on mail must
often be read as many as eight
or ten times by postal employes,
to get the proper destination,”
Mr. Strother said. “Each hand-
ling slows the process of mail
dispatch and adds to the oppor-
tunity for human error.

“With ZIP Code, a clerk needs
only to glance at the code to
know immediately to what na-
tional area, state and post of-
fice the letter is destined, and
to speed it on its way, cutting
jup to 24 hours off the time be-
tween deposit and delivery.”

Mr. Strother said that when
ZIP Code is in fu!l swing, the
United States will have “the
most modern system of mail
distribution and delivery in ex-
istence.”

National Guard

(Editor’s note: Following is
the first in a series of articles
which will feature the Santa
Anna National Guard unit, now
commanded by Lt. Thomas F.
Langseth. The articles will not
appear every week, but several
times during each month., They
are designed to. better acquaint
you with the activities of the
Nationa Guard.)

During the summer months of
June and July, it is traditional
for members of the National
Guard, to be preparing to attend
15 days summer camp (ANACD-
UTRA to the BRASS).

This summer is certainly no
exception. Members of the local
unit, Battalion Mortar Platoon,
Headquarters and Headquarters
Company, 1st Battalion, 142D
Infantry, are spending count-
less hours of their own free time
preparing their clothing and
equipment for their jaunt to Ft.
Hood, Texas, beginnning Sun-
day, June 30.

Lt. Thomas F. Langseth, com-
mander of the local unit, wish~
es to extend a cordial invitation
to members of the community,
who wish to do so, to travel to
Ft. Hood, and attend the An-
nual Governor’'s Day Review of
the 36th Infantry Division, to
be held at 8:30 a.m. on July 6,
1963. Continued interest, in the
Guard, as shown by the com-
munity, will insure that the Na-
tional Guard always has a place
in national defense.

This, being first of a series of
articles, pertaining to the
National Guard, the following
“facts and figures” are offered
for the reader’s enlightenment:

The Army National Guard
consists of 4,367 federally recog-
nized company or detachment
size units. Commands range
from three-man Signal Helicop-
ter Utility detachments to fully
organized infantry and armored
divisions. In the current pro-
gram, which is closely tailored
to Active Army mobilization re-
quirements, are combat, combat
support, and technical service
organizations.

There are 81 Army National
Guard Special Forces detach-
ments training in the fine art of
guerrilla warfare. There are
many Army Guardsmen assign-
ed to the Air Defense program
and manning NIKE sites. Guard
“on-site” batteries are currently
in the process of converting
from NIKE-AJAX to the more
powerful NIKE-HERCULES.

The range of Army Guard
equipment goes from  quarter-
ton jeeps to five-ton - trucks;
from rifles {o 762mm Honest
John ' artillery rockets; from
Patton tanks to harbor tugs and
a whole family of fixed-wing
and rotary aircraft. The Army
National Guard has 2,732 Ar-
mories, 939 Maintenance Shops,
51 Shop Hangars. The strength
of the National Guard, in recent
years, has been pegged at 400,-
000.

WHAT is the proper thick-

e ness of Masonite hard-

board to use for residing an old
garage?

A. Minimum is 4”, Several
sidings are excellent for this
purpose — Weatherall, available
west of the Rockies, Tempered
Presdwood, Sunline with molded
battens, and X-ninety siding in
lap, panel or v-grooved forms,

Q. I am making some cabinets
and would like to know the type
of hardboard to use for the slid-
ing doors,

A. For doors taller than one
foot, use %4” Peg-Board, tem-
pered hardboard or one of the
beautiful woodgrained hard-
boards available under the name
Royalcote at lumber yards.
Hardboards of %" thickness are
satisfactory for doors of smaller
heights. Doors over 80” high
should be framed or made by
laminating two %" pieces to-
gether.

Q. Who discovered how to
make hardboard ?

A. William H. Mason, a for-
mer associate of Thomas A, Ed-
ison.

It all started with Eir Wwalter
Raleigh and a v-shaped pipe.

The pipe was a gift to Raleigh
from Sir Francis Drake—a sou-
venir from the West Indies,
where natives put the pipe
prongs in their nostrils and in-
haled the smoke of a smoulger-
ing substance they called “to-
bacco.”

Official Opinion
Clarifies Law on
Deer Hunt Rights

Austin — Of special interest
to hunters and landowners who
charge for hunting righis is a |
recent opinion by Atty. General |
Waggoner Carr. The opinion!
was given in response to an in-
quiry by Howard Dodgen, Exec-
utive Secretary of the Game &
Fish Commission.

Briefly, the opinion confirms
the Commission’s long held view
that “A landowner may allow
the use of his land for hunting
purposes contingent upon a suc-
cessful hunt, such success being
measured at a specified price
for each deer, the price being
paid in advance ond refunded if
the hunter does not kill a deer.”

Further, the opinion confirms
the authority of the Commis-
sion to prohibit sale of antler-
less and/or doe deer permits.
The sale of deer has been pro-
hibited by law for many years.
Also, under the law the hunter
must obtain the special permit
from the landowner before
hunting or killing an antlerless
deer. The permits may not be
sold under any circumstances,
nor may they be used on any
other land than that for which

Some researchers are so firm-
ly convinced of the connection
between cigarette smoking and
higher death rates that they say
they would support a ban on
cigarettes for public sale if in-
troduced as a new product on
today’s market.

A fewer number of capable
researchers are unimpressed by
the statistical studies, claim
they are inconclusive and ac-
tually contradictory. But they
are finding it increasingly diffi-
cult to defend their stand in the
face of omnious facts and evi-
dence which continues to build

up.

prI'he late Dr. William Mayo
used to say cigarettes, cigars
and pipes were mere “adult
pacifiers,” something for idle
hands to play with. If true,
breaking the smoking habit
probably isn’t as hard as it has
been represented.

Should you, personally, make
the effort? That’s your decision,
just as the decision for or
against beginning to smoke
must be made by teenagers
themselves.

Another change in dairying is
the feeding of less milk to farm
animals. Back in 1940, almost 1.9
million tons of milk and milk
products were [ed to animals on
the farm where the milk was
produced. This quantity had
dropped to .7 million tons in
1961. Commercial calf feeds and
milk replacers have become
more and more popular for ani-
mal feeding.

A nostalgic change is the gra-
dual disappearance of the milk
separator on the farm. Back in
the 1930’s, about 35 billion

pounds of milk were separated !

each year on the farm. The
cream was sold and most of the
skim milk was fed to livestock.
In 1961 only about 7 billion
pounds of milk was used in this
way.

Farm churning is also disap-
pearing. About 10 billion pounds

ELECTION POST-MORTEM

We hope that the result of
the recent wheat referendum
will serve as a notice to the U.S.
Department of Agriculture and
to the Congress that this -
ticular gsegment of America’s
farmers wants less, not more,
federal infervention and con-
trol, If the vote for stringent
wheat controls had been yes,
this might have meant closing
the door to a free agriculture.
Already having a foot-in-the-
door toward full management
of the nation’s farmers, the US-
DA wanted to take a full step
that could have lead quickly to
controls across the board.

“Satisfactory farm programs
are difficult to formulate.” Thus
began a pre-election folder dis-
tributed by the Extension Ser-
vice to Argansas wheat growers.
You can certainly say that
again and again. You don’t need
to tell the farmer, however, for
he knows it well enough. Con-
gress, after many perennial
failures of its efforts to “do
something,” should be getting
the message that the farmer
does not want to be regimented.
This idea apparently has not
yet occurred to Secretary Free-
man, who undoubtedly will try
again to obtain the power to
say who, what and when to
farmers.

PREPARING THE VOTE

Regardless of the outcome of
the recent election, the power-
seekers will not give up. Since
other “elections” may be at-
tempted in the future, certain
conclusions  might be uarawn
from the conduct of this one.
First of all, one might wonder
whether it is advisable to have
an election conducted by an
agency that is far from impar-
tial. The Secretary was insist-
ing to the last that he could tell
no farmer how to vote, yet his
propaganda was flowing out
from Washington in a tidal

wave. He himself was declaring

on the eve of the election that
a favorable vote meant $2
oversimplification
that could easily deceive.

Apparently the USDA was

hoping the small farmer would
not influence the results, for
voting was made difficult for
the farmer. He alone was re-
aquired to register in advance,
and to declare himself ready to
participate in the program if it
was accepted. Doesn't it seem
obvicus that such tactics could
have kept some from voting?
WHO SHOULD VOTE?

The Secretary also called May

21 “an important day” for the
wheat farmer. What he did not
say was that it also was an im-
portant day for other Kinds of
farmers,
cattle. Considerations of free-
dom aside, how would a wheat

cision about his vote? And what

of every consumer and every
taxpayer, for all have an eco-
nomic stake in this complicated
problem. This was more than an
election in which, as the Secre-
tary announced, the farmer
would set the price for his 1964
wheat.
As to election procedures, the
USDA, while making small
growers ‘“elect” to participate
in order to vote, allowed the
vote to both tenants and land-
lords, husbands and wives, and
even children of wheat farmers
who share in the crop. The gov-
ernment appears to have been
trying to do everything possible
to get itself a favorable vote.
Various farm groups and assoc-
jations were fighting out the is-
sues and calling for yes or no
votes, bus this is an entirely dif-
ferent thing from government
attempts at influencing the ref-
erendum.

COON FENCE

Are the raccoons getting more
of your roasting ears than you
are? Do the raccoons raid your
garden each night? If so you
might like to try to even up the
Score.

The control of the raccocn
population has been a problem
for a long time. When they find
roasting ear size corn it seems
to attract them, until either the
corn or the raccoons are gone.
Many times people protect their
crops by hunting the coons with
dogs or with lights at night.
Steel traps have proven benefi-
cial in controlling raccoon pop-
ulations and keeping them out
of the gardens. However, one of
the newest control methods
which has been called to my at-
tention is an electric fence. A
two wire fence is constructed to
encompass the corn, peanuts or
garden which is being destroyed
by the raccoons. The wires are
placed one above the other,
three inches apart and three
inches from the
