Prevention of aceci~
dents takes action by people
and it must be continuous
throughout every year, says the
Council.

A very high percentage of all
farm accidents can be traced to
a specific cause, and careless-
ness is a major contributor, the
councilmen say. A little check-
ing close to home, they add, will
likely reveal that most crippling
| or fatal accidents on the farm
or in the home result from ac-
tions wherein people should
know better.

The accident record of agri-
culture is not good and with the
ever-increasing use of power
machinery and allied equipment
the rate can be expected to
move higher unless the people
involved make up their minds
to do something about it, warns
the Council. Therefore, they
add, it’s up to farm families to
find and remove hazards which
can cause accidents and to
practice safety in their daily
living. The outstanding records
in accident prevention by other

For Naval Reserve

A new program in the Naval
Reserve will provide drill pay
billets for scores of former Navy
men in this region, according to
an announcements this week by
Commander Thomas Simonini,
comumanding officer of the U.S.

The program offers drill pay
reserve status to former petty
officers and identified strikers
of Navy and Marine Corps ser-
jvice during World War II, the
Korean Conflict and subse-
quently.

In addition, they
rare given an annual two weeks
tour on active duty for training
with full pay and allowances.

OUTLOOK FOR MOHAIR
continues to be favorable. There
has been a sharp rise in both
export and domestic sales, with
more mohair being used in
bulky type fabrics.

After the price drop in 1962,
mohair bounced back with de-
mands picking up steadily after
September of 1962. In addition
to foreign demand, the U.S. knit
trade became interested, and
large quantities of mohair was
purchased for that use.

Fashion often determines nio-
hair demand, and the growers
are reaping benefits from that
fact at this time. A trend toward
butky, shaggy type fabrics in
women'’s clothing has stirred de-
mand for mohair in brushed and
looped-yarn type fabrics. Indi-
cations are this trend will gain
momentum during the nu\t
year.

A recent survey indicated that |
mohair and wool-mohair blend |
sweaters were leading in fall |
buying preferences among re-
tailers throughout the country.
Mohair is also in demand for
tropical and summer suits, both
in the U.S. and abroad. There
has been a steady increase in
summer weight suits that use
