2. ELECTION IN NOVEMBER.
At the Republican Convention
lin the summer of 1964, there
will be a conflict between Gold-
water and Rockefeller, and per-
haps others. For this reason,
Mr. Nixon may slip in and get
lthe Republican nomination.

iwill secure the nomination of

! 3. TAX CUT. A tax cut will be
enacted sometime during the
1('0m'mg session of Congress,
and it will surely be made re-
troactive to January 1, 1964
The tax cut should help con-
sumer buying; it may even in-
lcrease general business,

{ 4. CIVIL RIGHTS. Some sort
of a civil-rights bill will be pass-
ed by Congress during 1964.
The Administration wants to
please the Scuth and hold its
| Democratic votes there, but the
civil-rights bill now before Con-
gress is not satisfactory to the
white people of the North.
Therefore, I forecast that what-
'm’or civil-rights bill is passed
before the election of 1964 will
ibe considerably watered down.
| 5. NEGRO PEOPLE. The Ne-
jgroes will continue to make
lprogress and get more, but I
|predict that the gains will have
|to come largely through chang-
ling attitudes of the people.
Otherwise, the situation will be
much like the prohibition pro-
blem which the good people
of the nation thought could be
solved by legislation. Such re-
'forms take place only as the
minds and hearts of the people
are changed for the better.

6. GOVERNMENT SPEND-
ING. Of course, in the long run,
the survival of a nation should
depend upon its spending less
than it takes in. Nowadays,
| however, it is unfashionable —
for consumers or government —
to have balanced budgets.
Therefore, I predict that 1964
will see a bigger deficit than
this year’s.

7. DEPRESSION. Whether for
better or for worse, the voters
have been taught 1o believe
ithey can and should get some-
|thmg for nothing, and only a
severe depression could ulti-
|mately change this belief. I,
however, look for no depression
in 1964,

8. ARGRICULTURAL OUT-
LOOK. Although crops, prices,
and farm income may be basi-
cally dependent on the weather,
much of the world is short of
food. Russia’s and China's
heavy purchases of grains will
do more to bolster U. 8. farm
income than will government-
supported prices in 1964.

9. DOW-JONES INDUSTRI-
ALS. 1 forecast that the stock
market as measured by the
Dow-Jones Average will make a
new high in 1964, but may sell<
lower after the elections. How-
ever, readers must remember
that the Dow-Jones Industrial
list, which everyone seems to
think represents the market,
may be very deceptive.

10. SPECULATIVE STOCKS.
Of the eapproximately 1550
stocks listed on the New York
Stock Exchange, a majority
have been going down while the
Dow-Jones list of 30 which
everyone watches have been go-
ing up. This is due to the pur-

chase of Dow-Jones issues today

now overlooked.

12, GOVERNMENT BONDS.
The only government bonds
lthat interest me are the long-
term ones which may now be
purchased at a discount to use
in payment at par for death
taxes. I forecast that more
governments will be issued dur-
ing 1964 and that their prices
may gradually sag as money
becomes tighter.

13. CORPORATION BONDS.
Those buying corporate bonds

under five years’ maturity or
keep their money in the savings
bank. I predict that long-term
corporatiorn bonds will drop in
price in 1964 as interest rates
rise.

14, TAX-EXEMPT BONDS.
Likewise, I predict that long-
term tax-exempt bonds will de-
cline next year. They are even
more overpriced than corpora-
tion bonds, because of heavy

two years. I do not look for this
to be repeated in 1964. There-
fore, I would certainly confine
buying of tax-exempts to short
maturities; and I would avoid
revenue bonds.

15. INTEREST RATES. I fore-
cast that interest rates will con-
tinue at least as high as today,
and will possibly rise through
1964 in order to keep gold here
lin this country and uphold the
ivalue of the dollar.

16. DEVALUATION OF GOLD.
I forecast that there will be no
devaluation of gold during 1964.
I am personally acquainted
with conditions in Africa, and
will say that those who wish
to speculate in gold mines
should consider American-
South African Investment Co.
Ltd. Readers should remember,
however, that gold mining
stocks will go down as well as
up, in accordance with many
different conditions.

17. PROFITS. 1 forecast that
corporate profits will continue
to rise in 1964, though possibly
at a somewhat slower pace than
recently.

18. COPPER PRICES. Com-
modity prices are dependent on
two factors: Demand and sup-
ply. Take copper: I believe de-
mand will continue to increase
during the electrical era we are
now in. And, since my visit to
Africa, I feel the supply of cop-
per is almost unlimited. Hence
I forecast little change in price
on balance in 1964.

19. OTHER BASIC RAW
MATERIALS. With some few
exceptions, the above applies
generally to many of the basic
raw materials, including iron
and steel, and especially alum-
inum. The present firming in
quotations will not carry much
further and could be subject
to setbacks later in the year.

20. SUGAR. Sugar prices,
however, will hold in a generally
high range all through 1964.

21. BUILDING — SUBURBIA.
I forecast that new building will
continue around present levels
through 1964, with additional
growth in “suburbia”. This ap-
plies to single homes and to
apartment houses, which could
easily be overbuilt as the hotels
and motels have been.

22. PUBLIC CONSTRUCTION.
Otherwise, strength in building
will occur mainly in the public
sector — especially roadbuild-
ing.

23. REAL ESTATE. I predict
that farms on the “right side”
of cities will constantly increase
in value during 1964. I say
“right side” because every city
seems to have some one best
jdirection in which to grow. This
usually is toward the higher
land and often to the west;
but this is something subdivi-
sion developers must watch
very closely.

24. RURAL AREAS. As I have
said before, the way to buy real
estate profitably is to drive out
the main road away from the
city in which you live, on the
“right” side. Every few miles,
stop and inquire the price of
land; so long as it is quoted by
the foot, get back in your car

OFFUTT AFB, Neb. — Strat-
egic Alr Command has announ-

rced the opening of two super-

sonic test corridors effective
January 2, 1964.

The routes to be flown are
from Altus, Okla., to Kerrville,
Texas, and over the length of
Lake Michigan.

Flights along these routes
may occur daily and normally
will not be scheduled between
10:00 p. m. and 7:00 a. m.

SAC B-58 Hustlers, the free
world’s fastest bomber, will fly
at supersonic speeds up to Mach
2 (1,300 m. p. h.; at altitudes
above 35,000 feet. They will fly
in a 40-mile-wide corridor and
may travel in either direction.

Because of the high altitudes,
the sonic booms created are
comparatively weak in strength.
Although sometimes startling or
distracting in their suddenness,
the booms will in no circum-
stance cause personal injury.

BECAME EFFECTIV

Austin — The director of the
Texas Department of Public
Safety today reminded motor-
ists that more stringent pro-
visions of the state's safety re-
sponsibility law requiring
drivers and owners to be able
to pay for damage to others in
traffic accidents — become ef-
fective January 1, 1964.

Col. Homer Garrison Jr., DPS
director, emphasized that the
law required the Department to
suspend the driver licenses and
vehicle registrations of drivers
and owners who are not in com-
pliance with the law at the time
of accident involvement, if the
accident comes under
Safety Responsibiiity Act.

“The law provides that
drivers and owners of vehicles
involved in traffic accidents
occurring or originating on a
public street, highway or
thoroughfare resulting in $100
or more property damage, in-
jury or death must file written
reports with the Department of
Public Safety within 10 days,
and its requirements must be
met,” he explained. “Accidents
not involving death or injury
but with $25 or more damage
involved still must be reported
to the Department but will not
come under the Safety Respon-
sibility Law.

“The Department is required
to suspend driver licenses and
all motor vehicle registration
plates of both the operator and
owner of vehicles involved in an
accident coming under the
Safety Responsibility Law, un-
less:

“1. Evidence of liability in-
surance coverage in the mini-
mum amounts of $10,000 where
one person was injured or kill-
ed, $20,000 where more than
one, and $5,000 for property
damage is reported to the De-
partment. -

“2. A release signed by dam-
aged or injured persons is filed
with the Department. :

“3. A signed agreement to pay
damages in installation is ac-
cepted by the damaged or in-
jured persons, and filed with
the Department.

“4. The operator and owner

are found not to be liable in a
civil court of competent juris-
diction, and a copy of such find-
ing is filed with the Depart-
ment.

“5. The operator and owner
deposit with the Department
cash or bond security in an
amount sufficient to cover any
judgment for damages result-
ing from the accident that
might be obtained by damaged
or injured persons, which no
case shall be less than $200.”

In addition, the operator and
owner must file proof of finan-
cial responsibility for the future
and must maintain it for five
Vears.

Garrison noted that under the
new law, suspensions of licenses
and registrations will be for a
period of two years, unless the
requirements of the Safety Re-
sponsibility Act are met.

Also, he said that when a
{person’s driver license is sus-
pended or revoked under any
Texas law because of a con-
viction on a serious traffic
charge, the Department is re-
quired to suspend such person’s
motor vehicle registration, un-
less he immediately files proof
of financial responsibility for
the future.

In addition to other statu-
tory filing fees required, a $10
reinstatement. charge has been
provided for restoration of su-
spended license and/or vehicle
registration in those cases where
proof of financial responsibility
for the future must be filed.

Garrison listed these excep-
tions where the law does not
apply:

1. The law does not apply to
the owner of a vehicle if it is
involved in an accident while
being driven by another person
without the owner’s consent.

2. If the operator or owner
involved in an accident is the
only person damaged or injured.

3. If the vehicle was legally
parked or stopped at a traffic
signal at the time of the aceci-
dent.

4. If the vehicle involved was
being driven by an employee of
the United States Government
in connection with official
duties.

Aban
doning his announced schedule,
he went to the Governor’s Man-
sion for a 30-minute visit with
Gov. John Connally.

Stopping his party’s helicopter
at the ranch of another close
friend, A. W. Moursund, the
President joined Moursund in
&n hour of deer hunting, before
he finally got home to hang up
his Christma stocking. There
he spent a happy time with his
family and relatives and num-
erous close friends.

Christmas Day at the LBJ
Ranch also found the President

confronted with problems. He
expressed coucern over the
dighting in Cyprus, penned

messages to Greek and Turkish
Cypriot leaders and General
Cemal Gursel, President of the
Republic of Turkey.

Then he took newsmen on a
tour of his ranch, handed them
ashtrays as presents, and ex-
plained a cut he had just or-
dered in federal employment.

RAILROAD DISPUTE

Officials of the Brotherhood
of Locomotive Firemen and En-

MOTORISTS WARNED

Col. Homer Garrison Jr., dir-
wior of the Texas Department
of Public Safety, issued a
special warning to car owners
that tough NEW amendments
to the Texas safety responsibil-
ity law become effective on Jan-
uary 1.

Amendments require that
drivers prove their ability to pay
for damage to others in traffic
accidents, All accidents result-
ing in $100 or more damage, in-
jury or death must be reported
in writing to the DPS within 10
days. Accidents not involving
death or injury aund resulting
in as much as $25 in damages
also must be reported. But these
do not come under the safety
responsibility law.

Licenses will be suspended
unless both operators and own-
ers of cars in accidents coming
under the law can prove ade-
quate liability insurance cover-
age.
