qualified to vote by paying their
poll tax or securing an exemp-
tion cerificate may qualify to
vote for President, Vice Presi-
dent, Senator, Congressman and
Congressman-at-Large. They
may do this by obtaining from
their tax assessor-collector dur-
ing a 30-day period following
the amendment’'s adoption a
poll tax receipt marked “not
paid.”

“Farm Bureau advocated and
worked for retention of the poll
tax,” DeVaney said. “Our efforts
now to encourage eligible citiz-
ens to pay their poll tax is a
follow up on our campaign of
last fall.”

DeVaney pointed out that the
Farm Bureau is non-partisan
and does not endorse any candi-
dates of any party. However, the
farm organization does encour-
age its members to become ac-
tive in the party of their choice
and work for candidates of their
choice.

“Only by participating in the
free selection of our elected re-
presentatives can we as citizens
fulfill our rightful duties,” the
Farm Bureau leader said.
“Therefore, we urge all citi-
zens of voting age, especially
farmers and ranchers and their
families, to pay their poll tax
and make sure they will have a
voice in this year's important
elections.”

|Soil Bank Contracts
Expire On 566,571

Acres In Texas
Contracts expired in Texas
December 31, 1963, on a total of
566,571 Soil Bank acres. Now,
points ou! C. H. Bates, farm
management specialist for the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, owners of these acres
must decide what to do with
them.

No two owners will have the
same situation says Bates, ther-
fore, each must study the alter-
natives available. Some chucies
are to sell, rent, hire work done,
leave the acreage in a conserv-
ing uce, cr participate in a gov-
ecnment diversion program.
If the farm has a feed grein
base, for example, the owner
may want to consider partici-
pating in the 1964 Feed Grain
Program. For owners with part
of their farms coming out of the
Soil Bank, any feed grain base
included in the Soil Bank land
will become a part of the farm’s
total base, explains tl.e specia-
list. Information on the Feed
Grain Program is available
from county Agricultural Stabi-
lizatio. and Conservatior and
Extension offices, according to
Bates.
Individual situations, existing
cover, possible uses of the land,
yield prospects, and such con-
siderations as credit, equipment
and livestock available will need
careful study, says Bates.
Bates points out that Con-
servation Reserve contracts, to-
taling 24,068, were in effect in
1963 in 230 Texas counties.
Acreage under these contracts
totaled 2,680,286 with 566,571
acres released from contracts
on December 31, 1963.

A late entry into the “mira-
cle” toothpaste field is the flu-
oride dentifrice. Evidence prov-
ing its effectiveness is limited.

In the final analysis, no den-
tifrice provides a panacea for
the continuing problem of tooth
decay. A product may be deve-
loped one day by researchers
which will have a built-in biolo-
gical or therapeutic action.
Even then, the teeth must be
brushed frequently and well to
cleanse them.

Timing is the essence in com-
batting tooth decay. Dentists
emphasize that teeth should
be brushed after each meal and
each snack.

The secret of proper tooth-
brushing, they point out, is
thoroughly cleaning teeth as
often as you get them dirty.
Watch what you're doing in
the mirror; don't rely complete-
ly ou “feel”.

And when you're through
brushing, store the toothbrush
in a light airy place so that
bristles are allowed to dry and

Ranch Installs
New President

Claude Collins of San Angelo,
was installed as the eighth Pre-
sident of West Texas Boys
Ranch, succeeding Roy A. Min-
ear of Midland, January 18, at
2:00 p. m. at the Ranch. Follow-
ing the installation meeting a
banquet honoring Mr. Collins
and Mr. Minear was held in San
Angelo at the River Club.

Collins, a rancher and busi-
ness man, and active in civic
affairs, accepted the leadership
of one of the most outstanding
Boys Ranch’s in the country.

Questions & Answers

Q. What is the present maxi-
mum amount of a GI home loan
the Veterans Administation will
guaranty?

A. The Veterans Administra-
tion will guaranty up to 60 per-
cent of the loan but not more
than $7,500. The limit on the
amount to be obtained in a di-
rect loan, when no loans are a-
vailable from private lenders, is
$15,000.

Q. I understand my daughter
although over 18 may continue
to receive her nonservice-con-
nected pension up to age 21 if
she is attending a VA- approved
school. How can we tell what
schools are VA-approved?

A. Most well-known and re-
cognized schools and colleges
are on the VA-approved list.
However, if you are in doubt
about a school, contact the De-
partment of Education in the
state in which you live or the
nearest VA office.

Q. I am a veteran about to
retire. Will my Social Security
benefit and also 26 weeks of
unemployment compensation be
considered as income?

A. Your Social Security bene-
fit will be considered income but
not until you have been given
full credit for your personal
contributions from wages to the
Social Security fund while you
were working. All unemploy-
ment compensation benefits are
considered income.

The Food Outlook
For 1964

The food news is good for
1964, says an Agricultural Ex-
tension Service consumer mark-
eting specialist with Texas A&M
University.

Mrs. Gwendolyne Clyatt re-
minds that protein foods
including meat, dairy products
and eggs — will all be in ample
supply. Production of domestic
beef, coupled with large supplies
of imported beef, point to an in-
creased supply over 1964. Pork
supplies also will be greater this
year.

Broilers and turkeys will con-
tinue plentiful. Dairy products
will be greater to some degree —
just about enough to keep pace
with the increase in population,
the specialist says. Egg supplies
will remain plentiful.

Pricewise, homemakers can
look forward to many special
features on beef and pork dur~
ing the winter and spring
months. Report indicate that |
summer months will be a high-
price for red meats, dropping
again in the fall. Broilers and
fryers will continue to be a re-
gular feature at meat counters,
with prices averaging about the
same as in 1963.

Indications are that portein
foods will be bargains during
much of 1964. Careful shopping
may be necessary to find these
good buys, but the practice can
help stretch the family food
dollar, Mrs. Clyatt reminds.

Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine
Corps, Coast Guard, or reserve
components thereof in the cap-
acity of an aviator/pilot for a
minimum of two years, and
must have military or multi-
engine civilian pilot experience
within two years of the date
of application.

1664 Farmer Tax

Guides Available

The 1964 edition of the Farm-
er's Tax Guide is now available,
says C. H. Bates, farm manage-
ment specialist, at Texas A&M
University.

This handy, easy - to - read
guide contains information ap-

plicable to every phase of farm|

income tax reporting, Bates ex-
plains. It shows sample returns
completely fiiled out with an
explanation of the figures, he
says.

Investment credit, one of the
newer features of the tax struc-
ture, is fully explained in the
new guide. It points out that a
reduction in taxes paid for 1963
is based or tangible personal
property and real property ac-
quired last year. As much as
seven percent of the cost of
these items is allowed as a de-
duction but the percentage var-
fes with the useful life of the
assets, says Bates.

Another feature of the guide
is an explanation of how to sell
a farm on installments and ex-
amples are given to help clarify
the procedure for computing
taxable gain. Also an explana-
tion of aepreciation methods
and the additional first year
depreciation 1is given, says
Bates,

Other sections of the guide
cover the importance of good
records, farm business expenses,
farm inventories, casualty losses
and thefts, an explanation on
completing the return, and
many more.

Copies of the Farmer's Tax
Guide may be obtained without
charge from the county Ex-
tension offices or those of the
Internal Revenue Service. Bates
recommends that a copy be kept
handy for reference on tax mat-
ters concerning the farm.

HPC Gets Grant
To Continue
Science Institutes

Brownwood, Texas — A grant
of $49,500 has been made to
Howard Payne College by the
National Science Foundation to
support a six-week 1964 Sum-
mer Institute in Science and
Mathematics for Secondary
School Teachers.

News of the grant was receiv-
ed at the college in a le ter to
Dr. Guy D. Newman, HFC pre-
sident, from John T. Wilson,
deputy director of the National
Science Foundation.

It was a confirmation of an
intent to make such a grant
announced by the National Sci-
ence Foundation in December,
1962. At that time, the founda-
tion made a grant of $49,200 for
the 1963 summer institute at
Howard Payne, and issued a
statement of intent to grant
similar sums for institutes in
1964 and 1965.

Only institutes with up to
three years’ experience which
have received the highest scores
on evaluation are granted
multi-year support, NSF au-
thorities told Howard Payne of-
ficials. However, the Howard,
Payne institutes and proposal
for continuing the program
were rated so high, that the
three-year support was promis-
ed.

The 1964 institute will be the
seventh annual institute to be
sponsored at Howard Payne by
the National Science Founda-
tion. In addition, NSF has spon-
sured several in-service train-
ing programs for teachers at
the college, as well as institutes
in science and mathematics for
high level high school students.
Dr. Fred Inman, chairman of
the Howard Payne division of
science and mathematics and
head of the department of
physics, wiil serve as director
for the 1964 institute, which will
be held during the first six-
week summer session at the col-
lege.

Be—a;s Not .egal
In All Counties

Austin — Bears are not legal
game in the counties under re-
gulatory authority of the Parks
and Wildlife Department. A
bear killed November 17 in
Maverick County on the Mexi-
san border was taken in a
county where bruins are legal
game from November 18
through December 31 under the
General Laws.,
“Not many bears roam in
Texas,” reports J. B. Phillips,
law enforcement cocrdinator for
Parks and Wildlife Department.
“And those that do are usually
seen in counties bordering Mex-
ico. The animals sometime drift
across the border from Mexico
and return after a short stay
or until they gei chased back
or killed. Most of the counties
along the Rio Grande come
under the regulatory responsibi-
lity of the Department,” ex-
plained Phillips. “It is illegal to
kill bear in these counties.”
So, if you had in mind to
rush out and kill a bear, check
the laws first. You'll find that
this animal is protected by law
in most border counties. The
seasorn for hunting bears in
counties under the General
Laws ended December 31. In
counties under regulatory auth-
ority, there is no open season.
