Major Atomic 
Energy Research 
Program Begins

Austin — Ten Texas Investor- 
owned electric utility companies, 
Including West Texas Utilities 
Company, announced In Austin 
Wednesday sponsorship of a 
major research program In 
atomic energy to be conducted 
Initially at the University of 
Texas and Texas A&M Univer­
sity.

The ten utility companies 
comprise the membership of the 
Texas Atomic Energy Founda­
tion. The initial phase r f the 
research program will cariy a 
commitment of $325,000. Ulti­
mately the Foundation will sup­
port a total of $540,000 in nu­
clear research In Texas.

Cal Young, president of West 
Texas Utilities and a director of 
the Texas Atomic Ekiergy Re­
search Foundation, and S. B. 
(01) Phillips, vice-president of 
WTU, were present at a lunch­
eon at the Oriskell Hotel when 
the announcement of the re­
search program was made.

The research projects will 
complement a program of nu­
clear fusion research which has 
been under way since 1957 un­
der the Joint sponsorship of the 
Foundation and the General 
Atomic Division of General 
Dynamics Corporation in San 
Diego, California.

The research program seeks 
to harness the thermonuclear 
(fusion) reaction — the source 
of power of the hydrogen bomb 
— for the eventual economical 
generation of electricity. The 
project Is the world’s first and 
largest program In controlled 
nuclear fusion research financ­
ed entirely by private Industry.

C. A. Tatum Jr., of Dallas, 
president of the Foundation, 
announced that the Initial 
stages of the research programs 
at the two institutions would 
be supported up to a total of 
$325,000, to be disbursed during 
1964, 1965, and 1966. Of this 
amount, $245,000 will go to the i 
University of Texas for two 
projects and $80,000 to Texas 
A&M for one project.

The remaining $215,000 Is as 
yet unallocated, but will be used 
to support research projects In 
Texas, Tatum said.

Each 
division Is divided into Unions 
and each Union Is divided Into 
conferences or missions, where 
leaders are elected at the Bien­
nial Sessions by church mem­
bers who are delegates to the 
session.

1‘exas congressmen, state leg­
islators and top state officials 
are keeping their fingers cross­
ed, as they await the Supreme 
Court’s final decision in the 
Texas appeal. Main hope Is that 
the court will delay the require­
ment of at-large elections this 
year and leave present districts 
Intact since the election process 
already is under way. This 

I would give the Legislature a 
¡chance to draft a redlstrlctlng 
bill In regular session next year.

These prlnicpal developments 
followed the Georgia case deci­
sion:

1. Attorney General Waggoner 
Carr filed a new brief asking a 
full hearing of the Te.xas appeal. 
He argued that “ indescrlbale 
chaos and confusion” would re­
sult from statewide election of 
congressmen this year.

2. Gov. John Connally re­
quested a study of redlstrlctlng 
ly  Texas Legislative Council. 
Such a study would necessarily 
Include drafting of model bills.

Tarleton College 
Enrollment 
Set At 1,255

Stephenvllle (Spl) — Spring 
enrollment at Tarleton State 
College stood at 1,255 ’Tuesday, 
the date for recording official 
second semester enrollment.

This was a three and one- 
half percent enrollment increase 
over the 1.213 a year ago, ac­
cording to Stuart CTillton, regis­
trar.

Highest second semester en­
rollment was in 1947, at the 
peak of the post-World War II 
College boon. At that time the 
school was a junior college. It 
gained the four-year liberal arts 
status two year ago.

Increases in class totals were 
recorded in all but the sopho­
more group. Freshman totals 
Increased from 599 last year to 
602; sophomore e n r o l l m e n t  
dropped from 324 to 304; junior 
class totals were up from 129 to 
152 and there were 95 seniors 
compared to 82 a year ago.

Special student enrollment 
rose from 82 to 102.

’The most Insidious piece of 
legislation in the history of our 
country is now being railroaded 
through Congress.

Screwworm 
Program Observes 
2nd Anniversary

Mission — The screwworm 
eradication program has just 
completed its second full year of 
operation on a highly success­
ful note, and even more favor­
able results are expected In the 
year ahead.

Only one screwworm infesta­
tion has been reported in the 
five-state eradication area since 
January 1.

The massive eradication pro­
ject, which involves the release 
of millions of sexually-sterlle 
flies that disrupt the insect's 
reporductive c a p a b i l i t y ,  was 
begun on February 14, 1962.

Since then, more than eight 
billion screwworm files, reared 
in a huge plant near Mission 
and sterilized through exposure 
to an atomic energy source, 
have been released by airplanes 
in screwworm-lnfested areas of 
the Southwest. This technique, 
along with preventive measures 
used by farmers and ranchers, 
has reduced srewworm Inci­
dence by more than 99 percent, 
entomologists say.

With the decrease In infesta­
tion In the United States, eradi­
cation workers are turning their 
attention to activities along the 
border between the U. S. and 
Mexico. A large portion of the 
sterile flics will be di.spersed In 
a strip along the border ex­
tending from the Gulf of Mexico 
to a point below the state of 
Arizona. This barrier is to-pre­
vent fertile screwworm flies 
from migrating out of Mexico

Until the barrier 
has been completely established 
and thoroughly tested, the pos­
sibility will exist that a fertile 
screwworm fly could migrate in­
to the Southwest from Mexico, 
they say.
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duced from 14 or 14.5 percent 
(depending on the class) to 13.5 
percent for ail classes. The 
change also eliminates moisture 
as a factor in determining sam­
ple grade.

“Dockage” is recorded in half 
percent with other factions 
reduced to the nearest whole or 
half. Dockage is material other 
than wheat which may be readi­
ly removed by cleaning. It is 
not a grade determining factor

but is recorded on inspection 
certificates.

These changes, explains Tom 
Aaron, grain marketing specia­
list for the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, are intended 
to better reflect the quality of 
the wheat in the price received 
by the producer. During a tran­
sitional period after May 1, 
grain inspectors will, on request, 
show the grade of wheat under 
both standards.

Department of Agriculture will 
tighten official United States 
standards for grades of wheat, 
effective May 1.

In his announcement. Secre­
tary of Agriculture Orville. L. 

i Freeman said the new stand­
ards would Improve the com­
petitive position of U. S. wheat 
in world markets; help combat 
restrictive trade policies in some 
areas; enable the Commodity 
Credit Corporation to better 
guarantee the quality of grain 
owned by the public; provide 
substantial taxpayers savings in 
the export subsidy program; 
and strengthen the price of 
wheat for the farmer who grows 
a quality product.

In general, the new stand­
ards — based on smaller ranges 
of tolerance for grades will 
mean less dirt, foreign matter 
and dockage in American wheat. 
Quality factors of welgjit, 
soundness and cleanliness can 
be more readily and more pre­
cisely measured today than in 
the past.

Maximum limits are set for 
"total defects” — damaged 
kernels, foreign material and 
shrunken and broken kernels. 
Total defects in grade No. 1 
have been set at 3 percent, in 
grade No. 2 at 5 percent. Limits 
are also set in the other numeri­
cal grades.

Limits for shrunken and l̂] 
broken kernels are cut from 5 
to 3 percent for grade No.l and 
12 percent for grade No. 4 and 
20 percent for grade No. 5.

Home Care of Sick
Someone sick In your house­

hold?
Most people who get sick are 

cared for at home. Only a pom 
paratlve few become iU enough 
to require hospitalization. Al­
most everyone at some time is 
required to care for a sick 
friend or relative. Usually care 
is required for only a day or 
two, perhaps a week. Sometimes 
a chronic, long-term Ulness is 
Invcrfved.

Do you know how to care for 
someone who is sick?

There are two primary points 
to remember — Keep clean and 
keep cheerful.

Sanitation is highly Impor­
tant around the sick room. The 
amateur nurse must remember 
to wash his or her hands often. 
CHothing should be laundered 
frequently and thoroughly. Used 
towels and cloths should be 
handled carefully.

The sick person needs a cheer- 
full nurse to help the invalid 
keep up his morale while get­
ting well. A long, solemn face 
won’t be very good for the pa­
tient.

Equally important is a third 
point — Don’t try to diagnose 
and prescribe. The attendant 
should obtain careful orders 
from the doctor, especially with 
regard to medications.

Sometimes cold packs relieve 
discomfort, sometimes hot packs 
are better. Let the doctor decide. 
Write down hs Instructions for 
care and for giving medicines, 
to avoid error.

Rearrange your household so 
that the patient has a room to 
himself. If at all possible. The 
room should be thoroughly 
cleaned, and then kept clean 
and neat.

Ask the doctor about the pa­
tient’s diet, and follow his dir­
ections. Food sen’eu fresh and 
hot, in an appetizing manner, 
will stimulate the appetite. 
Avoic* laxatives and enemas ex­
cept on direction of the doctor.

College Station — A new dis­
ease resistant, high yielding 
variety of guar has been releas­
ed by the Texas and Oklahoma 
agricultural experiment stations 
and the U. 8. iJepartment of 
Agriculture.

The variety, known as Brooks, 
is resistant to bacterial blight 
and Altemarla leaf spot, the 
principal disease of guar. It is 
well adapted to guar growing 
areas and in 1962 and 1963 tests 
averaged 1,283 pounds of seed 
to the acre, or 431 pounds more 
than the average commercial 
variety. But even where no dis­
ease was present. Brooks pro­
duced about 9 percent higher 
yields.

Guar Is a dual-purpose sum­
mer legume grown principally 
for Its vegetable gum used for 
Industrial and food purposes. 
This gum is used by paper, to­
bacco, petroleum, mining, tex­
tile, food, cosmetic and phar­
maceutical industries.

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Social Standard 
In Deer Herds

Austin — Tliere is a definite 
social “peck order” in white- 
tall deer herds. This is especial­
ly pronounced when it comes 
to table manners, according to 
a recent report by Jack W. 
Thomas and Rod Marburger of 
the Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment, and R. M. Robinson. D. 
V. M., of the Department of 
Veterinary Pathology, T e x a s  
A. and M. University.

Biologists have been observ­
ing “normal” and “abnormal” 
deer on feeding grounds as a 
part of their efforts to learn 
why the antlers of some bucks 
remain in the velvet and fail 
to harden.

Male deer often assenble on 
the feed grounds In small num­
bers and are apparently a con­
genial “live and let live” grroup, 
except during the mating sea­
son. Then It is entii*ely a pro­
blem of winning the fights or 
running and keeping out of 
reach of a more aggressive ad­
versary.

Other groups, usually larger, 
are composed of adult does, 
yearlings and fawns dominated 
by an adult doe.

The deer on the lower rungs 
of the social order seem to be 
content to let the aggressive 
buck or doe leader command. 
Leaders take the choice places 
at feeding grounds, remain 
there by using various threa- 

^ n ln g  actions, culminating in 
Actual combat when necessary.

The subordinates take the

next choice places, depending on 
their posltlcHi in the peck order. 
The more dominant deer some­
times tolerate those of lesser 
social order, but for brief per­
iods only.

At the bottom of the social 
order are the lowly “velvet- 
horns,” males which have for 
some reason failed to develop 
normal antlers. They are non­
breeders and turn tall at the 
slightest provocation — even re­
specting the more aggressive 
fawns. And when other danger 
shows, they usually leave the 
area without the stamping, 
snorting or whistling of normal 
deer warning of danger.

What does this mean? Biolo­
gists explain that supplemental 

'feeding of deer isn’t usually re­
commended. But when feeding 
is necessary, the feed should be 
scattered widely providing a 
feeding station for each group. 
Then, each deer has a chance to 
get a bite or two regardless of 
their position in the p>eck ord­
er.

New Rules Aid 
Park Visitors

Austin — Consideration for 
the pleasure of the millions 

! patronizing Texas state parks 
has prompted several changes 
in park regulations effective 
March 1, it was announced by 

, J. Weldon Watson, executive 
'director of the Parks and Wild­
life Department.

A mc^ified curfew has been 
installed for all 58 state parks, 
banning recorded music, musi­
cal instruments and radio usage 
after 10 p. m. Heretofore, some 
of the larger and more popular 
parks allowing patio dancing, 
have had a later curfew.

Water skiing has been aban­
doned at Huntsville, Tyler, 
Bonham, Dalngerfield, Meridian 
and Cleburne state parks be­
cause the lakes contain less 
than the 225 surface acres pre­
scribed as the minimum.

Camping and shelter occup­
ancy will be restricted to a 
maximum of ten days. There 
is no limit now and some vis­
itors stay for long periods at 
choice locations while others re­
main ail summer.

Minors will not be permitted 
to stay overnight in a park un­
less chaperoned and accomp­
anied by adults. Policing the 
parks sometimes has been com­
plicated by problems arising 
from unrestrained youngsters.

Only authorized traffic will 
be permitted in state parks 
after 10 p. m. The limited parks 
staffs frequently are compelled 
to stay on duty until very late 
hours to reduce situations de­
veloping from promiscuous late- 
hour car travel.

Other regulations are: Over­
night camping will be by permit 
only and where assigned by the 
park management; pets will be

permitted on leash only; fire­
arms or fireworks will not be 
used or displayed at any time 
while in a state park; boat 
motors in excess of 12 horse­
power will not be permitted on 
the lakes listed above as having 
less than 225 surface acres.

Watson said, “The new plan 
actually is a guide to more en­
joyment of our state parks. I 
believe there is not one unrea­
sonable item in the entire list” . 
He added, “We have gone into 
this carefully and thoroughly 
and have prepared this set of 
rules strictly with the idea of 
helping more folks have more 
fun.”

“So many people patronize 
the parks now that it is no 
longer possible to allow unres­
tricted activities,” said Watson. 
“As everyone knows Just one 
carload of unthinking visitors 
could create night long bed­
lam, especially in the more 
popular parks.”

latón of quail will depend in 
many instances on the careful 
planning and soil management 
practices of the landowner.

One method of supplying food 
is the disking and plowing of 
pasture land strips near brushy 
areas and fence rows. Dy disk­
ing now, weed seeds will be 
turned under for the fall weed 
crop so vital to wildlife.

Good stands of ragweed, cro­
ton or goatweed, and partridge 
pea often will mean a supply of 
quail for hunters and landown­
ers.

Many 4H anJ FFA groups are 
cooperating with the Parks and 
Wildlife Department in a bob- 
white quile restoration program. 
Habitat improvement studies 
are being conducted on m&ny 
farms in Texas. Persons con­
nected with these groups may 
secure additional information 
by writing the Department in 
Austin.

Warden Trainees 
Report To School

Austin — Sixteen warden 
trainees who were employed on 
September 1, 1963, reported to 
College Station January 24 to 
begin an Important phase of 
their training. The special 
warden school is operated by 
the Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment, using the facilities of 
AdzM University.

While at the Uhlverslty, 
warden trainees receive basic 
training in wildlife manage­
ment taught by Instructors 
from the school. Parks and 
Wildlife Department law en­
forcement supervisors iiistruct 
the new wardens in law, ap­
plication and techniques of law 
enforcement, filing cases and 
filling out various reports.

Functional coordinators for 
the Department play an impor­
tant role in the classroom 
courses by Instructing the stu­
dents in the areas of functional 
activities of the Department.

By the time the trainees com­
plete their studies at the Uni­
versity they have been intro­
duced to and prepared for the 
field work ahead. They will 
complete this phase of the 
training and be ready for as­
signment by June 1 of this year, 
according to J. B. Phillips law 
enforcement coordinator for the 
Parks and Wildlife Department.

Texas “Fun-Tier” 
Travel Map 
Ready For Public

Austin — A sparkling new ex­
tension of the theme “Texas: 
America’s Pun-Tier,” is now 
rolling off multi-color presses 
by tens of thousands as the 1964 
Official Highway ’Travel Map of 
TexM beccMnes available to na­
tive motorists and Lone Star 
State enthusiasts from Seattle 
to Siam.

The Texas Highway Depart­
ment estimates that three- 
quarters of a million copies, and 
perhaps more, will be distribut­
ed during the coming months to 
almost every manner of in­
dividual and institution.

An elementary class in Brook­
lyn may write for a map in con­
junction with a study project; 
an Indian maharaja may re­
quest one prior to a visit; Com­
munist espionage agents may 
even steal a few, though the 
maps are free for the asking to 
anyone, anywhere.

Every line, symbol and figure 
on Texas’ 1964 Official High­
way ’Travel Map has been newly 
calculated, plotted and enscrlb- 
ed, and every effort has been 
directed toward making the map 
more legible and easier for the 
average motorist to use. Type 
faces are bolder, colors have 
been selected for maximum bril­
liance, and the national stand­
ard system of highway symbols 
has been followed in almost all 
instances.

Another Innovation to make 
the new map more legible is 
the deletion of almost 7,000 
miles of Farm to Market roads. 
Because of the increasing com­
plexity of the Texas highway 
system, a map attempting to 
portray every mile of rural road 
would be Impossibly crowded at 
the scale on which the Texas 
map must be printed.

Farm to Market roads which 
do not serve as links between 
regular highways are not in­
cluded on the new map, nor are 
those which do not join two or 
more communities. Communi­
ties with population of less than 
250 are not shown. Fam-. and 
Ranch to Market roads which 
do serve as connecting links 
are shown on the map.

The 1964 Texas Travel Map 
will show a brand new route 
bearing the distinctive Ranch 
Road No. “ 1.” Located in Gill­
espie County, the newly design­
ated Ranch Road No. 1 is a four 
mile loop bordering the Peder­
nales River and connecting the 
ranch home of President Lyn­
don B. Johnson with U. S. 290.

Progress on the Interstate 
Highway system in Texas is seen 
at a glance, and other four- 
lane super highways are clearly 
depicted. Such divided highways 
now number more than 3,100 
miles in the state, with 650 ad­
ditional multi-lane miles pre­
sently under construction. The 
map shows 860 Safety Rest 
Areas and 1,780 cities and 
towns.

Texas’ 12 major cities with 
populations above 100,000 are 
each illustrated by map Insets 
which chart the main thorough­
fares and through routes. On 
the map’s back, 20 full color 
photographs display tantalizing 
Texas scenes, and there is a 
message of greeting from Texas 
Governor John Connally.

Free copies of the 1964 Official 
Highway 'Travel Map of Texas 
may be obtained by writing the 
T e x a s  Highway Department, 
Travel and Information Divi­
sion, Austin, Texas 78703. Each 
county tax office supplies free 
postcards with which maps may 
be ordered. Copies also are a- 
vallable at each of the seven 
Tourist Bureaus located on key 
highways entering the state, 
and at all of the 25 Highway 
Department district offices.

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6̂4 Fur Season 
Good and Bad

Waco — Reports from Parks 
and Wildlife Department per­
sonnel and some fur buyers in 
the Hill Country show the 1963- 
64 fur season, December and 
January, was good for some and 
poor for others.

If it is judged by the number 
and quality of pelts, it was a 
good season. However, if the 
price per fur is the standard, 
it was below normal.

A Lampasas buyer purchased 
over 5,000 pelts consisting pri­
marily of raccoons and ringtail 
cats and only a few skunks and 
opossums. The buyers reported 
there was no shortage of fur- 
bearers but people would not 
skin the animals because of 
the low prices.

The best market was ringtails 
which averaged about $1.50 to 
the trapper. It took a good coon 
hide to bring $1.

A Burnet buyer reported a 
similar season for his area but 
managed to get just over 3,600 
pelts. He said raccoons were us­
ually the most important fur 
around Burnet, but the prices 
were so low furs were not mark­
eted.

ITie price averaged about $.75 
to the trapper for raccoons and 
$1.50 for ringtails. The Burnet 
buyer purchased only a few 
skunks because of the price.

Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment’s District Chief at Brown- 
wood, John R. Wood, reports a 
check over his district showed 
this to be one of the best sea­
sons in severaly years.

The number and quality of 
pelts was better than it has been 
for several years. He concluded 
that ringtail cat pelts brought 
the highest price in most of his 
district. Some were sold for as 
much as $2.50.

Underground 
shelters can also be built near 
the home. The cost size, loca­
tion, amount of protection, and 
ventilation are some factors to 
consider when building a shel­
ter.

If a fallout shelter cannot be 
constructed, a suitable area in 
the home should be located ana 
steps taken to make it as safe 
as possible. The safest places 
in homes are usually basements  ̂
hallways, large closets or rooms 
with no windows.

In addition, nearly every c«n - 
munlty has buildings that offer 
some protection. The safest part 
of a multi-story structure is in 
the center of the middle floor. 
The government is designating 
certain areas of large buildings 
as shelters and stocking them 
with survival supplies.

Though different type struc­
tures provide varying amoimts 
of protection from fallout, it is 
important to know how much 
protection is needed. If the dose 
level is high, an underground 
shelter will be needed for adequ­
ate portectlon.

But above all remember that 
any shelter is better than none. 
Ehren tunnels, mines, caves and 
culverts would provide some 
emergency protection.
