Being Planned

Savings resulting from the re-
duction in Federal income taxes
will be passed on to West Texas
Utilities customers according to
plans for system-wide rate re-
ductions announced recently.
These reductions in rates will
save customers about $1 million
annually, approximately 28% at
this time. Savings will be even
greater as electric sales grow.

John McDaniel, WTU Local
Manager announced that the
Company plans to pass on the
full benefits of the tax reduction
which it will receive under the
new tax law. Under the new
law the income tax on corpora-
tions will be reduced in two
steps of 2% each. The corporate

50% in 1964 and from 50% to
48% in 1965.

“We are giving customers the
benefit of both the tax reduc-
tion already established for 1964
and the tax reduction scheduled
for 1965, Cal Young, WTU Pre-
sident said. “Passing this tax

form of rate reductions will
simply leave the Company with
the same rate of return it has
been earning”

“Such system-wide rate re-
ductions require extensive
study,” Young continued. “In
addition, after the new rates are
designed, considerable work will
have to be done to adjust our |

dures to these new rates.”
Young added, “We expect to

have the new rates in effect by
mid-summer ... probably July or
August. Prior to the time the
rates are placed in effect, they
must be approved by each incor-
porated city.”

“WTU has a unique record for
any industry...one of which we
are very proud,” Young pointed
out. “WTU has never raised a
rate. Through the years we have !
consistently reduced the cost of
service as plant efficiency and
improved operations, together
with increased customer usage
permitted. This planned rate re-
duction is a continuation of that
long-established policy.”

Fallout

Its Dangers & Effects

By T. G. Hollmig & Bobye Riney
Specialists, Rural Civil Defense
Agricultural Extension Service

College Station — A nuclear
attack could crate a seriouh food
shortage in our nation. There-
fore, Civil Defense authorities
recommend that every family
either store or keep on hand a
two weeks emergency food sup-
ply.

The emergency food supply
should be in cans or jars, re-
quire no refrigeration and little
preparation. They should be
foods familiar to the family and
be completely edible either cold
or hot. The food should be
stored in a dry place with a
temperature of not more than

freezing. They can be left in
ordinary paper cartons, enclosed
in metal containers or sealed
in plastic.

Emergency foods should in-
clude special foods for babies,
foods for special diets and can-
ned foods in sizes that will
serve the family one meal
|Stored items, which are marked
with the date of purchase
should be rotated in the regular

family meals at least every
three months. They can
stored in the regular family

fallout shelter or on a conveni-
ent shelf or in a basket.

Food doesn’t become danger-
l()us unless radioactive particles
{are mixed with it or get inuo it.
(Internal injury may occur if
such food is eaten. Radiation
passing through food doesn’'t
make it radioactive or unfit for
consumption.

Protecting food from fallout
is relatively simple and is simi-
lar to methods used in keeping
out ordinary dast. Any tight
cover will protect food frou:
fallout. Processed foods in cab-
inete, refrigerators and freezers
will not be harmed by fallout.

Food kits designed for shelter
storage are currently being
marketed by a number of com-
mercial food concerns. These

Are Screwworms
Overwintering?

If any screwworms have sur-
vived the winter in Texas, they
should be appearing soon, say
officials of the Screwworm Era-
dication Program. But it ap-
pears that if any did overwin-
ter in the state they are few
in number, they add.

The weekly report on the era-
dication program shows that

00 |no cases have been reported in

the state during the last two
weeks of January, and during
the entire month only one case
was Identified. This compares
with 157 confirmed screwworm
cases in January, 1963. There
were over 62 million sterile flies
released in Texas during the
last week of January, according
to the report. ‘

The biggest problem facing
the eradication program during
1964 is preventing the migration
of fertile flies out of Mexico
into the southwest, the officlals
say. Since funds are limited this
migration must be checked by
placing the flies in areas where
infestation is most likely.

This is where information ob-
tained from livestock producers
becomes valuable. Théir reports
of confirmed screwworm cases
will pin-point areas where ster-
fle flies must be dispersed, and
prevent releasing flies where
they will be of littel benefit.

Because livestock producers
are the key to the release of
sterile flies they are reminded
that the eradication program is
not yet over and their coopera-
tion is vital to its success. Pro-
ducers in counties bordering
Mexico are advised that their
area will be the first hit by
migration of secrewworm flies

from the south, though help is
needed from livestockmen
everywhere,

Screwworms are nearly “lick-
ed,” say the officials. But they
isolicit continued help from
stockmen to finish the job of
screwworm eradication.
