Anyone who is in favor of po-
verty should be ashamed of
himself. Everyone is against it
And any sensible antidote has
a natural and proper appeal.
But many remedies recom-
mended for sick patients turn
out to be phonies.

Some Seniors
May Be Eligible
For College Help

An important reminder for
seniors graduating from high
school this spring came today
from the Veterans Administra-
tivn Regional Office in Waco.

Glyndon Hague, manager,
urged the seniors to check their
possible eligibility for VA aid
with their college plans.

Under the War Orphans’ Act
administered by VA, financial
aid is granted for the educa-
tion of children of servicemen
who died of injuries or disease
incurred in line of duty in aect-
ive service during the two
World Wars, or the Spanish-
American or Korean war per-
iods.

In exceptional circumstances,
Mr. Hague added, such benefits
are also extended to the chil-
dren of servicemen who died in
line of duty in peace-time ser-
vice.

Children who qualify are eli-
gible for a maximum of 36
months of education or train-
ing. Normally, training benefits
are authorized after graduation
from high school and end at
the age of 23. Exceptions to the
beginning and ending dates can
somet'mes be made.

High school seniors who are
eligible for these benefits
should apply in person at the
VA Regional Office, 121 South
Sixth, Waco, Texas, or 2208
Main Street, Dallas, Texas, or
write the Waco office Mr. Ha-
gue said. They may also seek
information from County Ser.
vice Officers or veterans' or-
ganization service officers.

SABINE WATERS PLENTIFUL
Surface water supplies of “ex-
cellent quality” can be develop-
ed in the Sabine River Basin of
Texas and Louisiana, Texas
Water Commission reported.
Average annual basin rainfall
ranges from 40 inches in the
northwest to more than 56 in-
ches in the southeast. Annual
runoff average 13 inches, ac-
cording to the TWC report.
Water was termed excellent
in existing Lake Tawakoni,
Greenville Reservoir, Lake
Gladewater, Lake Cherokee and
Murvaul Lake.

HOW TO TURN THE TABLES ON
THE WHEELER-DEALERS

(Editor’s note: The follow-
ing article is published for in-
formation of persons who might
be tempted to take chances
with get-rich-quick schemes,
presented by confidence men,
who use various methods to
swindle the public through the
sale of worthless securities. It
seems this is at its peak in the
Spring of each year. We urge|
you to read the article care-
fully and take heed before in-
vesting in some get-rich-quick
deal.)

Wheeler-dealers are clever,

Lut there is an easy way to turn
the tables on them.

Like most other thieves,
wheeler-dealers prefer to con-
duct their business under the
cover of darkness.

Let in a crack of dayllght.,l
and the wheeler-dealers begin |
to squirm.

Turn the harsh glaie of a!
spotlight on their legitimate-|
appearing investment schemes |
and the con men will burn up
the roads heading for the near-
est airport. -

So it's easy to stop them cold.
All you have to do is pick up
the telephone and call the State
Securities Board in Austin.
‘Have To Trust Me'

“Some people call us, but not
nearly enough do,” says Wil-
llam M. King, state securities
commissioner.

A legitimate businessman

vour checking him out with the
securities board. He expects it.

Wheeler-dealers, though, can
come up with carioads of ex-
cuses for your not calling the
securities board, or anyone
else, about their transactions.

That, in itself, often be the
tipoff,

The wheeler-dealer, who may
already have created a good
impression on you, often ap-
~ears to have his feelings hurt
when you start to call the secu-
rities board.

“You have to trust me,” he
says, his voice downcast. “You
have to have confidence in me.”

“That,” says Commissioner
King, “is where the term, con
man, came from.”

Listen to the soothing voice
of the wheeler-dealer and he’ll
take you for every dime you've
got.

No License — No Deal

But invest a dollar or two
in a telephone call to Austin
and you can save, rather than
lose, your lifetime savings.

That's King's advice.

The State Securities Board
will tell you right away, without
charge, whether the deal being
offered you is honest or crooked.

Before anyone can sell you a
security in Texas he must have
a license from the State Secu-
rities Board. He must also be

able to produce his license
identification card.

Con men don't have such
licenses for the simple reason
that their schemes are as
crooked as a barrel of snakes
and the State Securities Board
will not issue licenses to them.

So, if a wheeler-dealer offers
you an enticing deal, check on
his license.

No license, no deal.

Better yet, call the State
Securities Board in Austin and
check on him.

All Aren't Gilt-Edged

A ~on man may try to cun-
vine”? you that the deal he is
offering you does not involve
securities and therefore isn't
subject to regulation by the
State Securities Board.

Actually, however, there is a
long list of things which don't

sound like securitirs — but
which, under Texas law, are,
Besides the stocks, bonds,
noles, debentures and other

types of IOU’s, there are invest-
ment contracts, interests in oil,
gas or other minerals, any type
of commercial paper, certifica-
tes in profit sharing or other

participation agreements, and
others.
“All securities don't Lave a

gilt-edge,” Commissioner
King.

Some times the con man’s
pitch is in written form, some-
times oral, sometimes a com-
bination of both.
$10,000 Elephant?

He may claim to have a pat-
ent on some electronic marvel.
He may claim he can guarantee
you & high return so that you
can set up college educations
for your children. He may claim
he is letting you become an “in-
sider” on a stock deal.

An important point to re-
member is: What is the actual
value of the thing, or plan,
you are buying?

Or, in othar words, how much
can you re-sell it for?

You may pay $10,000 for an
elephant,” said Comissioner
King, “but you can’'t get $10,-
000 for an elephant, unless you
sell it to a zoo.”

High Rate Interest?

One wheeler -dealex sold
thousands of shares in his cor-
poration at a price of about $2
a share in Texas.

Somehow, he forgot to tell
investors how much he was
paying for his shares in the
same corporation.

It was 1 cent a share.

The State Securities Board
described his profit as “so gross
and exorbitant as to be uncon-
scionable.”

Another corporation offered
debentures which were to pay
a high rate of interest, payable
at a specified bank.

The State Securities Board
checked the bank where the in-
terest was to have been pald

and found the information to
be false.

The debentures had not been |
registered by the board. A cease
and desist order was issued
against the firm.

Another firm, trying to get |
a license from the State Secu-
rities Board, was fouad to have
almost all of its meager assets
tied up in a foreign corpora-
tion.

The foreign corporation’s
properties, according to the
board, consisted of several
mines, “largely water-filled,
caved-in, and abandoned for
many years.”

“We find,” the board dryly
informed the company, “that
the plan of business does not
meet the standards of ‘fair, just
and equitable,’ as prescribed by
the Texas Securities Act”

He May Tell Truth |

The federal government has|
no such standards. All that it
requires is full disclosure.

The full disclosure must be
made in the security’s prospect-
us. Before buying a little-known
securit;,; from anyone Yyou
should ask him for a copy of the
prospectus and then read it
thoroughly.

After all, the prospectus
might inform you quite truth-
fully — fulfilling the require-
ments of full disclosure — that
you will lose all of your money
in a month's time if you invest
in the security.

Hot Dogs On Moon?

Under federal laws, you can
cook up almost any Kkind of
scheme and be registered by the
Securities and Exchange Com-

mission — just so you tell the
full truth about it in the pro-
spectus.

You could, for instance, set
up a corporation which plans
to sell hot dogs on the moon.

But the SEC would require
you to make a full disclosure of
all facts. You would have to
note that there has been no
landing yet on the moon, that

even should there be a landing
there, it might be years before
commercial enterprises are per-
mitted there.

You would have to disclose
that even if you did manage
eventually to get transportation
to the moon that it might prove
to be the worst place in the
world — or out of this world —
for the hot dog business.

You would have to note that
in the unlikely event that the
moon has inhabitants, they
might dislike either hot dogs
or foreign competition for their
own hot dog stands.

So long as you disclose all
facts and financial data about
your proposed venture, the SEC
is satisfied. It does not rule on
the merits of your proposal.

“The federal government”
says Fred Wyrick, attorney in
charge of the Houston office
of the SEC, “takes the posi-
tion that if people want to
take a financial risk with full
knowledge of all facts, then
they should be able to do so.”

“That,” says Wyrick, “is the
essence of free enterprise.”

Texas, however, looks at it dif-
ferently.

To get a license to sell secu-
rities in a business venture in
this state, you must not only
tell the truth but the venture
also has to be “fair, just and
equitable” to the people who
buy the securities.

The State Securities Board
is charged with investigating
each proposal and with decid-
ing whether the venture does
meet those standards.

If it doesn't, no license is is-
sued. Then the wheeler-dealer
can peddle his schemes in Texas

only illegally — until he is
caught.
Commissioner King believes

that full disclosure is benefi-
cial to experienced investors
who can read financial balance
sheets and who understand
business terms and operations.

This, however, isn't enough
for the inexperienced investors,
he said. ’

The board's investigators
scrutinize a company's finan-
cial records. They determine if
officers’ salaries are too high
and if the price which the pro-
moters are paying for their
stock is fair in relation to the
price the public is paying.

They determine what the
firm’s markets are, if any; what
its earnings are, if any; what its
net assets are, if any.

They check to see whether the
security itself or the distribu-
tion of the security would work
a fraud, on the public.

Because of this close scru-
tiny, some securities which are
cleared by the SEC don't get
to first base at the State Secu-
rities Board at Austin.

Promoters of securities sales
(and there are many honest
stock promoters as well as a few
dighonest ones) do not have to
apply to the SEC if they plan
to sell their securities only in
Texas.

To sell securities in Texas,
they must be licensed by the
State Securities Board,

Some securities, however, are
mpt from regulation by the

A few years ago, quite a few
were. But a number of com-

changes are exempt from re-
gulation

Government and municipal
securities are also exempt from

'regulation by the State Securi-

ties Board.

Some other securities are also
exempt from regulation when
they are sold to only 35 entities
who are known to each other.
There can be no advertising or
solicitation to the public on
those, however,

King bLelieves that the big
question that someone should
ask himself when he is ap-
proached by a stranger offer-
ing him a big return on his
money is, “Why is he letting me
in on it if he wants to keep
it a secret?”

If it were really as good a
deal as it is presented to be,
the wheeler-dealer could get
financial backing at a bank,
King said.

The investor, King said,
should keep ir mind that the
higher the return on an invest-
ment the higher the risk is.

“You should use the same
prudence in investing as you
would use in buying anything
else of value,” he said. “Kick
the tires before buying.”

Sometimes a wheeler-dealer
searches until he finds the dor-
mant charter of an old corpor-
ation — one begun in 1895, for
instance — with all of the stock
having been issued and out-
standing before Texas began re-
gulating securities.

The stock would be exempt
from regulation but the
wheeler-dealer could still
tripped up, because to sell se-
curities in Texas, he must have
a license, and the license is re-
newable each year.

At times, King said, certain
franchises and certain royal-
ties can be considered securi-
ties in Texas.

There also have been the so-
called “wheel of fortune” com-
panies. These are holding com-
panies that have a variety of
other types of concerns under
their wing.

Scrutiny might show that
none of the ventures has any
potential for producing a profit
for investors — but the wheel-
er-dealers do not risk scrutiny.
They sell the securities with-
out bothering to get a license,

One of the wheeler-dealers’
pet schemes is to let you be-
come one of the “insiders”
some stock they are selling.

“The insiders, though, often
are the outsiders,” sald King.
“They get into the deal at as
much as 200 times what the
promoters are paying for their
stock.”

Despite all the crooked
schemes dreamed up by the
wheeler-dealers, 'however, they
constitute only a small part of
the overall lecur!tlg industry
in Texas. AL

“Every time you have a
scandal,” King said, “you get
the feeling that everyone is a
crook. It's not so. Ninety-eight
percent of people who deal in
securities are as honest as they

can be
“We approve more than $1

million in legitimate securities
to be sold in every day.”

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Two Revisions
In Park Rules

Austin — Two key regulations
for state parks have been re-
vised according to J. Weldon
Watson, executive director of
the Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment.

The new regulations, effective
April 1, will permit camping and
shelter occupancy for a 14-day
limit during the regular park
season between May 1 and Sep-
tember 15.

Radios, recorded music and
musical instruments will be
subject to a 10 p.m. curfew in
picnic, camping, shelter and
other overnight facility areas of
the parks; however, they may
be permitted in the concession
buildings and immediate con-
cession areas until 11 p.m.

“Our new regulations, which
conform generally with those in
national parks, have been well
received by the publie,” said
Watson.

Tetanus, alilas lockjaw, is no
respector of persons. A long-
time gardening enthusiast
learned that lesson the hard
way. Her flower beds were the
prettiest for miles around.

For years she fed her came-
lias, pruned her roses and
weeded the beds just so. Last
year the gardens were the
prettiest ever. She spread barn-
yard manure, as well as com-
mercial fertilizer, over the yard.
She didn’t spare the water, and
lovingly cared for the plants
herself.

To protect her hands and
manicured nails she wore work
gloves, and when mosquitos
were about she used insect re-
pellent. But she didn't protect
herself against the dread-in-
vader — tetanus.

This year when gardening
time came...when tiny sprigs
of green began to pop up out of
the earth and buds began to

You see, she died of tetanus.

A booster
will do, if you've had initial|
| protection. Otherwise, only a

Spores of the bacteria which
cause tetanus are almost |
everywhere. They are found in
soil, street dust and animal
droppings, particularly in man-

toxin causes muscle spasms,
convulsions and, frequently,
death. The label “lockjaw” re-
fers to a spasm of the jaw mus-
cle which clamps the jaw shut.
Unless you have had a basic
tetanus Immunization in the
armed services or from your
family doctor, you must do so
before injury to be protected.

Changing
Agriculture

College Station — How times
have changed! Not too long ago,
when you thought of the agri-
cultural industry, you thought
of the farmer. Kenneth Wolfe,
Extension economist-agribusi-
ness, points out that today, the
agricultural industry is a net-
work of interdependence. In
fact, of each 10 Texans em-
ployed, four are in agriculture;
but three of the four are off
the farm.

On one side of the farmer
and rancher, Wolf explains, are
such businesses as chemlcal.
farm equipment, fertilizer,
ancial, utility and many otheu
Each year, in Texas, they sup-
ply agricultural producers with
$1.8 billlon worth of things
needed to grow the products.
The products grown are then
sold for about $2.4 billion.

On the other side of the far-
mer and rancher, he adds, are
those businesses engaged in
marketing the product. A few of
these are storage warehouses,
textile plants, rallroads and
trucking lines, packing plants,
wholesale grocers and super-
markets. These off-farm busi-
nesses add about $39 billion to
the value of the products raised
by the farmers and ranchers.

This changing picture of ag-
riculture has resulted in chan-
ges not thought possible 30
years ago. In 1930, for example,
one farm worker produced
enough to feed 10 people. To-
day he produces enough to feed
28. The average wage earner
had to work 60 hours 15 years
ago to buy a month's food
supply for his family. Today it
|takes him 38 hours, Wolf says.
| Business management in our
|present agricultural industry
has played a major role in mak-
ing the industry so efficient,
believes the economist.

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NEW PROVISIONS IN
DRIVER SAFETY
RESPONSIBILITY LAW

To make the Texas Safety
Responsibility Law as effective
as possible, the 1963 Legislature
enacted several amendments.
The strengthened law became
effective January 1, 1964.

To protect your driver’s li-
cense and motor vehicle regis-
tration, you should know the
following facts about this new
law:

In any accident in which a
person is killed or injured or
where there is damage to the
property of any one person to
an apparent entent of at least
$25 or more, the operator of
every motor vehicle involved is
required within 10 days to re-
port the accident in writing to
the Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety. If the accident invol-
ved death, personal injury or
damage to one person’s pro-
perty of at least $100, the acci-
dent then comes under the
Safety Responsibility Act and
its requirements must be met.
Accident report forms can be
obtained from any law enforce-
ment officer.

The Department of Public
Safety is required by the new
law to suspend the driver licen-
ses and all motor vehicle regis-
tration plates of both the oper-
ator and owner of vehicles in-
volved in an accident coming
under the Safety Responsibility
Law, UNLESS:

Evidence of liability insur-
ance coverage in the minimum
amounts ~f $10,000 where one
person was injured or killed,
$20,000 where more than one
and $5,000 for property damage
is reported to the Department
of Public Safety, OR a release
signed by Jdamaged or injured
persons :s filed with the De-
partment of PFublic Safety.
Other evidence of financial re-
sponsibility is covered by the
new act. In addition, the oper-
ator and owner must file proof
of financial responsibility for
the future and maintain it for
five years.

Questions & Answers

Q — When a veteran is to be
admitted to a VA domiciliary,
will the VA pay his travel
there? :

A — Yes, as a rule, for the
initial admission.

Q — Is it true that those ser-
vicemen who hold on to their
Gl insurance in-service pre-
mium waiver may be depriving
their dependents of certain
benefits?

A — In some cases, keeping
the in-service premium waiver
could be detrimental to the in-
terests of dependents should
they become beneficiaries. They
wou'd be unable to receive De-
pencency and Indemnity Com-
pensation under the law if the
insured died with the waiver in
effect. Since it differs for indi-
vidual cases, each serviceman
should check to see how his
familyv will be affected.
