{And many parents fail to pro-

vide an opportunity for young
people to learn money manage-
ment.

Recent research conducted in
the Blackland area of the state
has revealed a “lack of perspec-
tive or understanding on the
part of parents concerning
money as a training instru-
ment.” What training occurred
was often incidental and not
planned, says Patsy Reynolds,
Extension specialist In family
life education at Texas A&M
University.

Dr. Baldin Nelson, who pre-
sently is on leave from the A&M
Agricultural Economics and So-
ciology Department to assist
with the establishment of an
agricultural university in Syria,
conducted the research.

Three-fourths of the parents
of 15 and 16-year-olds studied
by Dr. Nelson followed a system
of doles and dictated method
of providing their children
with money. Even with limited
allowances, parents should pro-
vide the child with a bit more
money than is absolutely nec-
essary, so there is an opportun-
ity to make choices about
spending money, points out
Miss Reynolds.

Many parents supervise their
children’s use of money closely
in order to prevent mistakes.
However, people learn from
mistakes, and a misspent dime
may teach a lesson which may
prevent a misspent dollar, the
Extension specialist saya.

Just as a child must have
planned systematic training to
learn to read or write, he should
have planned opportunities to
learn to use money wisely. Boys
enter military service at 17, and
both boys and girls go away o
school or to work at this age.
Young people need to learn
money management before they
are “on their own,” Miss Rey-
nolds emphasizes.

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Outdoor Odor
Is Not Fatal

Arrival of fishing and camp-
ing season pinpoints the fact,
all outdoor smells aren't exact-
ly as pleasant as wild honey-
suckle or magnolia blossoms. A
few pungent smells are more
correctly called odor than ar-
oma.

Easily remembered solution to
three common problems are of-
fered by W. R. Long, informa-
tion and education officer for
the East Texas headquarters of
the Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment and a veteran outdoors-
man. “When the family dog, or
the camper himself, get invol-

ved with a skunk,” he says,

“there's no need for despair.
The sickening odor may be re-
moved by a sponge bath of two
cans of tomato juice. A sub-
stance in the liquid will quickly
neutralize the scent. Follow
with a soap and water bath.

“Stubborn odors that cling to
hands after cleaning fish may
be completely eliminated by a
generous application of any
ordinary tube toothpaste.

“The sleeping bag that was
stored last fall will probably
have a molded, musty odor
when unpacked this year,
Freshen it with a spray can of
household deodorant. This
treatment will make it smell
new again.”

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THE DEBT CEILING problem
is haunting Congress again. It
has come to be an annual
thing. At the end of June the
books will be marked up, and
the deficit for the preceding 12
months determined. It - will
show a whopping deficit — this
time of a little under $10 bil-
lion. That much more paid out
than taken in.

The national debt at the mo-
ment is $308.8 billion. By law
the limit is set at $315 billion.
But that limit is “temporary”
and reverts to $309 billion after
June 30 unless Congress again
raises it.

The Treasury Department
has already made it known that
before June 30 it will ask Con-
gress to hike the limit to $320
billion for the next year — the
highest in our history.

The course of action is sim-
ple: either the Congress must
reduce spending to conform
with the ceiling it establishes —
or it must raise that ceiling to

accomodate the increased
spending.

The way it looks now there is
not much hope for reduced

spending in the foreseeable fu- |

ture. The legislative calendar is
bristling with new spending

projects. The civil rights legisla-

‘tion, if enacted, will expand
‘government spending through-
‘out the future. A Mass Trans-
|portation bill, to subsidize the
icost of modernizing the roads
{and streets and other transpor-
{tation media in the big metro-
is now before
|Congress. The first year it
would cost a half billion, and no
telling how much after that.

A half-billion dollar salary
raise is in the works — and this
will be an annual outlay.

A Dbillion-dollar anti-poverty
welfare state program is pend-
ing, estimated to eventually
cost $15 billion, if it goes
through. And our commitment
in Viet Nam and Loas is sure to
require a substantial increase in
expenditures in that area. And
there are many other new pro-
grams being pushed, all of
which will help play havoe with
debt ceilings.

Indeed, there are those who
are already talking in terms of
what it will be like in America
when we have a $400 billion
public debt. Unless the brakes
are applied that day may not be
S0 very far away.

The Johnson Administration
has made some welcome econ-
omy moves. But this can easily
be wiped out with new prog-
irams, new projects, more new
spending.
