Bangs To Get 
Housing Project

Public Housing Regional Dir­
ector Marshall W. Amis, Fort 
Worth, aniv>imced approval of 
a Federal loan which will pro­
vide for the construction of 20 
low-rent homes a t Bangs. Tex­
as (967 population. Brown 
Ck)unty, 130 miles southwest of 
Fort Worth). Eight of the 
homes are scheduled to be de­
signed and built specifically for 
elderly persons.

Average construction cost for 
the new homes is estimated a t 
$8,403 each. Including equip­
ment.

Construction 1s to be under­
taken by the Housitxg Authority 
of the City of Bangs, which a- 
wards all contracts on the de­
velopment.

The loan, totaling $222,948 to­
gether with Interest, will be re­
paid by the Local Housing 
Authority from the proceeds of 
the .sale of its long-term bonds 
to private Investors.

In addition to construction 
and equipment funds, the loan 
will provide funds for site ac­
quisition and improvement, uti­
lities, planning and design fees, 
space for Local Authority man- 
aügement and maintenance, in­
terest on loan, and adminis­
trative costs.

'The contract between PHA 
and the Housing Authority of 
the City of Bangs provides also 
for annual contributions by the 
Federal Government to help 
keep rents within the means of 
low-income families.

The 20-unit low-rent project 
is part of a long-range program 
developed by the City of Bangs 
to eliminate slums and blight 
there. This “workable program” 
Is a prerequisite before Federal 
assistance for public housing 
may be mode available to a 
community. Bangs Is aLso elgible 
for other types of Federal Ur­
ban Renewal assistance in 
carrying out its civic improve­
ment program.

Hurts Hatchery

San Angelo — Despite chronic 
water shortage in the San An­
gelo Hatchery, 375,000 bass fry 
have been delivered this year to 
all major lakes in this area, re­
ports Hatchery Superintendent 
AI PetUt.

Since the Hatchery’s water 
supply from Lake Nasworthy 
was cut off in 1963, auxiliary 
pumps have been used to pump 
water Into five of 20 existing 
hatching ponds maintaining 
partial production.

Another 300,000 bass fry will 
be distributed soon in west Tex­
as lakes increasing hatchery 
production to 675,000 fry this 
year.

TSCRA Directors 
Ask For Beef 
Import Legislation

Bay city — Directors of the 
Texas and Southwestern CattJe 
Raisers Association meeting 
here today passed a  resolution 
strongly supporting legislation 
to restrict beef Imports to rea­
sonable levels.

The resolution reaffirmed the 
Association’s previous position 
of strong support for legislation 
now under consideration by 
Congpress which would restrict 
future foreign importations of 
beef to the average of the five 
immediately preceding years. 
This would be about seven and 
one-half percent of domestic 
production.

Fred Wulff of Brady, TSCRA 
president, emphasized th a t beef 
Imports are a th reat not only to 
the cattle 'Industry but to the 
economy of countless commu­
nities and related industries.

The resolutloon pointed out 
that the AssoclaUon applaud? 
and pledges Its cooperation to 
the efforts of groups such as 
President Johnson’s team of 
ranchers, feeders, packers and 
government officials which a rt 
engaged In efforts to develop 
outlets for American beef in the 
Buropetm market. However, the 
AssoclatlcMi Is convinced that 
these programs, as valuable and 
important as they are, will not 
provide a total, immediate or 
long term answer to the prob­
lems facing the domestic beef 
cattle Industry.

In other action, the TSCTIA 
directors passed a resolution op­
posing the proposed USDA re­
gulation tha t would permit 
frozen semen to be imported in­
to the United States, declaring 
tha t it had been proven tha t 
Foot and Mouth and other 
livestock diseases could be

countryI brought into this 
through this semen.

The ^cattlemen also were 
I brought up-to-date on the 
¡status of the screwworm eradi­
cation program. Doiph Briscoe 
Jr., of Uvalde, president of toe 
Texas Animal Health Research 
Foundation said tha t on Feb. 14 
It had been declared tha t eradi­
cation was complete and the 
program now was one of pre­
venting reinfestatlon. He said 
this makes it an International 
program and as such it could be 
carried on only by the Federal 
government.

However, financing of the 
program remains a  problem. * it 
Is my hope and belief that pro­
ducers will not again be asked 
to contribute,” he said. “But 11 
this Is asked, I believe that It 
behooves all in the livestock in­
dustry to lend support to a 
statewide meeting where a pro­

jTORY last week when by a 4- 
I vote margin the so-called Civil 
Rights bill was cleared for final | 
passage.

Twenty battle-weary southern 
democrats, aided by a few from 
border states and only six Re­
publicans (Including Senator 
Goldwater), went down to de­
feat after holding the line a- 
galnst the radical measure for 
2V4 months.

Senator Richard Russell of 
Georgia, who led the southern , 
forces, even In defeat emerged 
as the nation's leading cham -: 
pion of freedom and constitu­
tional government.

Border state Oklahoma’s two 
Senators voted for the bill on 
the cloture test. So did Senator 
Anderson from the border state 
of New Mexico. But Anderson’s 
vote was off-set by the other 
Senator from New Mexico — 
Senator Meacham who voted 
with the southerners. The two 
Texas Senators also split — 
Yarborough voting for cloture 
and Tower lining up with Rus­
sell and Co.

Early passage is now assumed. 
This is election year, and the 
Negro bloc vote has a tremen­
dous appeal to the politicians.

Described as “the most liberal 
package bill ever proposed In 
the Congress,” the measure con­
tains 7 bills lumped Into one, 
each advancing the philosophy 
of the modern-day liberal. As 
the answer to the liberal's 
dream, the proposal (1) con­
centrates unprecendented pow­
er In the federal government; 
(2) restricts Individual freedom 
in a  dozen ways; (3) expands 
federal bureaucracy; (4) makes 
a mockery of states’ rights; (5) 
Ignores constitutional restraints 
against Invasion of private pro­
perty rights and privileges; (6 ) 
subordinates enjoyment of pri­
vate property rights to the 
whims of federal agents; and 
(7) casts Uncle Sam In the role 
of deciding who may be lured 
or fired In many stores and 
factories.

Regardles of what may be said 
for or against the bill, America 
will be quite a different place 
after Its passage. For exampit, 
Mrs. Murphy, the widow who 
converts her small home Into a 
guest house as a means of eke- 
Ing out a living, will run a dan­
gerous risk If she refuses to rent 
a vacant room to a suspicious 
traveler who knocks on her door 
a t 2 o’clock in the morning — 
provided the applicant IS a 
Negro. If she Is reported she 
may have to go to jail as a re­
sult.

All Texas 
Endangered 
By Screwworm

Misal(Hi — Screwworms pene­
trated into central and west 
Texas during May for the first 
time this year and are now in 
an excellent position to swoop 
into any area of the state where 
farmers and ranchers are not 
watching and treating animal 
wounds.

8crewworm eradication offi­
cials warned that Infestations 
have been reported as far north 
as Ck>ryell County in Central 
Texas and as far west as Pre­
sidio County in the Big Bend.

The number of cases has re- 
nudned relatively low, with only 
36 cases reported in May as 
compared to 451 a year ago.

However, with many livestock [ 
producers falling to take ade­
quate precautions in handling 
their animals and weather con- i 
ditlons favorable for screwworm 
development prevailing over 
most of the state, the Insect | 
could easily spread inV. any 
area of Texas, eradication wor­
kers said.

Emergency eradication mea­
sures initiated wherever a 
screwwoim infestation Is repor­
ted are credited with keeping 
the native fly population down. 
Large ni.mbers of flies, reared 
and sexually sierilized in the 
Mission plant, are dispersed In 
areas where infestations are 
discovered. Sterile flies m ating! 
with fertile female flies pre-1 
vent ofr.sprlng from being pro- j 
duced. Campaign workers also 

j spray livestock in infested herds 
and flocks to prevent further I Infestations.

These measures are started 
only after a sample collected by 
a producer has been positively 
identified as screwworms a t the 
Mission laboratory. Handy col­
lection kits are available 
through county agrlcultiual a- i 
gents’ offices for producers to 
use in collecting and mailing j 
larvae specimens.

Stockmen can also aid th e ' 
program by treating animal 
wounds and spraying their live­
stock before they become infes­
ted, eradication officials say. 
Spray solutions containing Co­
ral or Korlan will give protec­
tion against other external par­
asites as well as screwworms, 
they pointed out.

Wild Animals 
Not For Pets,
Say Wardens

Austin — Warnings that In­
dividuals who catch young wdld- 
Lfe for pets or harm protected 
birds will be prosecuted, have 
been Issued by the law eiiforce- 
ment division of the Parks and 
Wildlife Department.

“We get complaints every day 
that per.sons have been picking 
up young of the wild, parti­
cularly fawns.’’ says J. B. Phil­
lips. coordinator of law enforce­
ment for the Parka and Wildlife 
Department. “This Is strictly a- 
galnst the law and wardens 
»iave been Instnicted to make 
arrests and file cases.”

Ehrery day complaints come In 
that fawns have been picked up, 
some of them when the mother 
deer is close b”. He pointed out 
that the w”.d animal usually 
takes care of Itself much better 
If left alone. Permits are re­
quired for raising wildlife In 
captivity and the permit must 
be held before the animal Is 
captured.
