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We bought a house here in
Banta Anna recently, and for
the first time we have really
begun to appreciate landlords.
The plumbing promptly started
acting up, about five minutes
after we signed the agreement
to buy the place, which leads
us to wonder if plumbing, and
not the atomic bomb, is not
the real major menace faced
by mankind.

When the plumbing at the
house, now belonging to us and
the Coleman County State
Bank, went on the {fritz, we
couldn’t call up the landlord,
with a note of arrogance in our
voice as we were wont to do, and
demand that he rush right over
and fix our recalterant pipes.
Instead we got out the old pipe-
wrench, and refamiliarized our-
self with the proper techniques
for removing greasetraps, which
we predict will never replace
baseball as the great American
sport.

Immediately after we bought
the place, weeds began growing
twice as fast as they had before,
paint began peeling right tefore
our eyes, shingles began sailing
off the roof in the slightest
breeze, window panes would
break if you looked through
them, and termites began mar-
ching through the living room
in platoons. And we couldn’t
call up the landlord to complain.

Believe us, it takes all the fun
out of a leaky roof!
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According to Cullen Perry,
who should know, the official
school bus routes of the Santa
Anna Independent School Dist-
rict total 738 miles each day.
When the District was founded,
it covered 25 square miles. It
now takes in 308 square miles.
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Speaking of rain, which is
what most people around here
have been doing for most of the
past several months, we were
talking with a rancher here the
other day. He said he was glad
to read the article in one of the
daily papers which stated that
an expert from the Weather
Bureau had said that we weren’t
really having a drought in this
part of the state. The rancher
said he was going to take the
paper out to his place and let
his cows read it, might make
them happier as they tried to
get a drink out of his dry tank.
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One of the major problems
we have here at The News is de-
ciphering handwriting. We "can
sympathize with people with
not-too-clear handwriting, be-
cause ours is a cross between
the tracks of a drunk hen with
a limp and Egyptian hierogly-
phics. However, when we are
trying to get news straight,
particularly names with which
we are not familiar, it is some-
times rather perturbing not to
be able to read exactly how they
should be spelled. People are
quite sensitive about having
their names spelled right in the
paper, and have a tendency to
cancel subscriptions or hit edi-
tors over their heads with pur-
ses when a name comes out mis-
spelled. So please, when you
turn in a story (which we are
always happy for you to do) be
sure that all names are legible,
so that even a dumb newspaper
editor couldn’t mistake Slaggle-
hammer for Jones.

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Is The Constitution ‘Unconstitutional’?

Legislation has seen bills introduced in both the House of Re-
presentatives and the Senate to mullify the recent Supreme Court
ruling concerning the election of representatives to state legisla-
tures.

The House bill passed by a resounding majority, drawing sup-
port from both Parties, and from Congressmen representing all
parts of the country. This bill would directly negate the Supreme
Court’s ruling. A measure now under debate in the Senate would
put a two-year moratorium on the enforcement of the Court’s
judgement, allowing time for a Constitutional amendment to be
passed.

What was the ruling that has caused such a storm in the
legislative branch of our government? In effect, the Court ruled
that the present arrangement in most of our states, wherein
there are two branches to the legislature, one of which is madc
up of delegates apportioned and elected on the basis of popula-
tion, and the other on the basis of geography is unconstitutional,
and both houses must be apportioned on the basis on population.
This state system is comparable to the Federal system, in which
the House of Representatives is set up on a population basis (Re-
presentatives alloted to states on the basis of the state’s popula-
tion in relation with that of the other states), and the Senate is
established on a geographical basis (two Senators from each
state, regardless of population, allowing the small states equal
representation with the large).

There are many arguments in favor of this system, which de-
rives from the very effective plan of “checks and balances” which
the developers of the Constitution wrote into that document, and
which has been largely responsible for the effectiveness of our
American democracy, but they will not be discussed here. What is
worrisome is the fact that the Supreme Court, in the guise of “in-
terpreting the Constitution” issued a ruling exactly in opposition
to the guidelines laid down by the Constitution. It is perfectly
logical that the Court, predicating on their recent decision, could
decide that the system of Federal legislative government set up
in the Constitution, is “unconstitutional.” The paradox in this
situation has apparently escaped the members of the Court who
voted for the recent decision.

When the Supreme Court decides, on the basis of personal
judgment, that a system of government established by the Con-
stitution is “unconstitutional”, then the Court is usurping power
not vested in it, and it is the duty of the other branches of our
government, legislative and executive, to exercise the “checks
and balances” to limit the power of the usurping branch.

Our country needs a strong judiciary, and it needs a strong
legislative arm, and a strong executive branch. When any one of
these branches gets out of line, then it is the duty of the other
two to limit its powers to those it properly holds.

It is to be hoped that the Supreme Court will take the re-
buttal of its actions by the Congress as constructive criticism, and

will hereafter follow the American tradition of “government by

laws rather than by men.”

Article About Crockett Industry Fiasco

“The Area Redevelopment Ad-
ministration Act, Senate Bill
No. One of the 87th Congress,
passed in 1961, was the number
one recovery act of the Kennedy
Administration.

“It has worked well with
many beneficial loans that have
build job-creating and produc-
tive industrial plants in many
Texas counties.

“It is a great law. I am proud
to have been a co-author. It is
sound in law and in economics.
It has sparked recovery in many
Texas counties, and in many
other counties over the nation.

“Fine Texas plants built with
ARA loans include an extremely
successful Texas Clay Products
Plant at Malakoff, Henderson
County, employing 70 people;
The Spencer-Safford Loadcraft
at Brady, which manufacturers
trailers and employs nearly 400
people; the Norman Pottery at
Athens, Texas, which employs 30
people and is a year ahead of
schedule in repayments; the
Hallmark Industries in Jack-
sonville, which successfully
manufactures cultured marble,
with an ARA loan.

“A mineral survey of all East
Texas has been made with an
ARA grant to the Bureau of
Economic Geology of the Uni-
versity of Texas, and more
mineral development in East
Texas will result.

“As for the vicious attack on
ARA and the Crockett industrial
effort in the Readers Digest, not
one cent of Federal money was
loaned or lost on the project. It
was approved by ARA, but when
the company failed to do its
part, the loan was not com-
pleted, nor any Federal monies
advanced.

“The people of Crockett ad-
vise me that very little money
was put in the electronic com-
pany stock by the people of
Crockett. The electronics com-
pany was formed and had raised
its money in Houston, Harris
County, before the ARA appro-
val was ever made. The Houston
County Development Founda-
tion of Crockett bought a 40-
acre tract of land on which to
build the electronics plant. The
plant was not built. The Hous-
ton County Development Foun-
dation still owns the 40 acres,
which has increased in value
and Crockett has lost no money
on it. They have made money on
the investment.

“Futhermore as a result of
ARA activities, the Crockett
people have been able to obtain
the location there of Timely
Furniture Company, a private
company, which now employs 85
people.

“I have no knowledge of, or
information about, the people in
Houston, Harris County, who
founded Audio Electronics in an
effort to build a plani at Croc-
kett, but I do know that the
Federal Government and Hous-
ton County Development Foun-
dation and the people of Croc-
kett did not lose their land or
$60,000 in an effort to obtain
this plant and employment.,
Neither the Federal government
nor the people of Crockett were
responsible for the formation of
the Houston Company which
came to Crockett as a completed
::pany looking for a plant

“Interbasin diversions,” the
process of moving water from
where it is to where it is necded,
is being talked about more and
more in Texas where half of
the state’s water supply is cen-
tered in the eastern one-seventh
of the state.

It will be the topic of three
speakers at the Association of
Western State Engineers in
Austin on September 21.

Speakers are Frank Raab of
Oklahoma, David Hale of New
Mexico and William Warne of
California. All three are water
officials in states which have
turned to interbasin diversions
to solve some water problems.

Some moving already has
taken place in Texas. In the
Trinity watershed, for instance,
Dallas is completing a pipeline
and treatment plant for moving
Sabine River water from Lake
Tawakoni to Dallas. Also Hous-

‘|ton has signed a contract with

the Trinity River Authority to
move Trinity water to Houston.

Interbasin diversion will be-
come the subject of more con-
versation for Texans when the
U. S. Bureau of Reclamation re-
leases its pending report. It pro-
poses a 400-mile canal to move
surplus water from fthe Sabine
and Neches basins, southward
to link all major rivers in Texas
and meet the needs of the Gulf
Coast to a point below Corpus
Christi.

Governor John Connally has
asked the Texas Water Commis-
sion to speed up water planning
to seek alternatives to the Bu-
reau of Reclamation’s forthcom-
ing proposal. But the commis-
sion is strapped by the bounds
of a budget inadequate for such
& study, unless the 1965 Legis-
lature increases its funds.

INSURANCE INTEREST
CHARGE UPHELD

An effort by the Allstate In-
surance Company to knock out
the State Board of Insurance
order requiring a minimmm
charge of six percent interest
on insurance premiums paid by
installments has failed.

Board said it found nothing
in the hearing to change its
mind. It reported that abuses of
Texas laws, prohibiting induce-
menis to prospective policy=-
holders and prohibiting dis-
crimination between policyhol-
ders, were taking place under
deferred payment plans.

“Net costs of handling pre-
mium payments financed by in-
surance companies at cut-rate
interest, or no interest, will ul-
timately be paid by all in-
sureds,” said Board Chariman
Hunter McLean. ‘Those electing
deferred payment plans should
bear such costs. ...”

A spokesman for one company
charged that criticism of ruling

by the National Association of|

Independent Insurers laid the
groundwork for “an attack on
the Texas rating system and
policy control.” NAII claimed
the order discriminates against
Texas policyholders, and that
the board had no authority to
adopt it.

OUT OF THE RED

State government ended its
1963-1964 fiscal year on August
31 with a fat general revenue
fund balance of $73,000,000,

It was the brightest year-end
figure since 1949.

“It looks better than it has for
a long time,” beamed State
Comptroller Robert S. Calvert.
Five years of deficits still are
fresh in his memory. One year
the State ran $110,000,000 in the
red.

Calvert declined to speculate
on the amount of surplus which
will be available for legislative
appropriation.

Governor Connally predicted
earlier that the general revenue
surplus may reach $80,000,000
next year. Despite the abund-
ance of money, the Governor
said the Legislature likely will
have to pass a new tax bill or
amend the existing rates in 1965.
This because of demands for
more spending in education and
other areas.

Calvert noted three factors in
the favorable fiscal 1964 close-
out: a $24,000,000 increase this
year over 1963 in general sales
tax revenues; an $8,000,000
jump in the auto sales tax; and
a $3,000,000 crude oil tax in-
crease.

Comptroller’s report showed
state revenue collections during
1964 were more than
$1,600,000,000 compared with
$1,500,000,000 in 1963. Expendi-
tures totaled $1,500,000,000 com-
pared with $1,400,000,000 the
previous year.
