Second New Rest Home Scheduled For 
Santa Anna, Construction Starts Soon

Mr. and Mrs. W. K. Bradley, of 
Santa Anna, announced Mon­
day,, October 5, the construction 
of a modern 64 bed nursing 
home in Santa Anna.

The new nursing home will be 
located on the old Simpson Es­
tate, on land purchased by the 
Bradleys from Mr. and Mrs. R. 
A. Lucksinger in 1961. The loca­
tion is between South Jefferson 
and South Houston streets, a- 
bout two blocks south of the ele­
mentary school.

Work on the new nursing 
home is scheduled to begin 
within two weeks, with the Burk 
Construction Company, of San 
Angelo, as general contractors. 
The builders have announced 
that local labor will be used in 
construction of the hmne as 
much as possible.

The new building will have a 
235-foot front, and will be built 
in the shape of a “T”. Comple­
tion of the all-brick, fireproof 
structure is planned about 
February 1, 1965. The new rest 
home building will cost appro­
ximately $97,000 not Including 
furnishings.

Associated in the new rest 
home venture with the Bradleys 
will be Mrs. Myrtle Brazeal, op­
erator of the Bangs Rest Home. 
The Bangs home will continue 
to be operated by the Bradleys 
and Mrs. Brazeal.

In the Lubbock show, Rio 
Poco Morenito, a seven-month- 
old puppy known by the call 
name of “Brownie" took the 
Winners Dog ribbon after fin­
ishing first in the Puppy Dog 
class. Winners Dog signified 
that the dog has been picked as 
the best among the five male 
class winners. This win gave 
Brownie two of the fifteen 
points required for the title of 
champiem.

Other local dogs taking a- 
wards in the Lubbock show in­
cluded Rio Poco Pancha, first in 
Bred by Exhibitor Dog class;

Inspection Time Is 
Here, Stickers Due

Col. Homer Garrison Jr., di­
rector of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety, announced to­
day that the tune has arrived 
for Texas motorists to have 
their vehicles inspected again.

Garrison said September 1 
marked the beginning of the 
1965 vehicle inspection period as 
prescribed by the Public Safety 
Commission. As in previous 
years, the period will end on 
April 15, 1965.

"This means that between 
now and April 15, 1665, more 
than 5,200,000 Texas registered 
vehicles will have to be inspect­
ed at the 5,200 official inspec­
tion stations in Texas," he said.

Garrison urged motorists to 
have their vehicles Inspected In 
the routine visits to garages for 
ordinary maintenance and re­
pairs and thereby eliminate the 
necessity of having to wait in 
line at a later date for an in­
spection sticker. He further 
pointed out that with the ever 
increasing number of vehicles 
registered in Texas, it is becom­
ing even more difficult for the 
motorist to get an inspection 
sticker without some delay.

“With the hard siunmer driv­
ing coming to an end, fall is an 
excellent time to have vehicles 
safety checked for the winter 
months ahead,” Garrison said.

In announcing the new in­
spection period, the Public 
Safety Director pointed out that 
vehicle inspection in Texas has 
apparently been a valuable tool 
in reducing traffic accidents 
due to vehicle defects. When 
compulsory vehicle inspection 
began In 1951, 19 percent of all 
vehicles Involved in fatal acci­
dents had a defect that contri­
buted to the accident, while in 
1963, that percentage had been 
reduced to four percent. In non- 
fatal accidents, vehicle defects 
as a contributing factor were 
reduced from 20 percent in 1951 
to five percent in 1963.

COnON REPORT
Wet fields delayed cotton har­

vesting until about mid-week, 
causing sample recepits at the 
USDA Cotton Classing Office in 
Ablleen to decline sharply, ac­
cording to B. B. Manly, Jr., Offi- 
jer-ln-Charge. Total samples 
classed through October 2, 1964 
was 16,568 compared to 50,095 at 
the corresponding date last 
year.

District 2 (Coleman, Runnels, 
Taylor, Nolan, Mitchell, Scurry, 
Fisher, Jones, Stonewall, Kent 
and Dickens Counties) account­
ed for 1,640 of the 2,111 samples 
classed last week. Cotton quality 
dropped slightly; samples indi­
cated some of the cotton was 
harvested when wet. Eighteen 
percent of the cotton was white, 
59 percent light spotted, 22 per­
cent spotted and one percent 
was gray or light gray. In the 
white category, two percent was 
strict middling, 12 percent mid­
dling and four percent was 
strict low middling or lower. In 
the light spotted category, six 
percent was strict middling 
light spotted, 34 percent was 
middling light spotted, 18 per­
cent was strict low mid^ing 
light spotted and one percent 
was low middling light spotted. 
Spotted grades were: seven per­
cent middling spotted, 12 per­
cent strict low niiddling spotted, 
and three percent low middling 
spotted. Middling gray and mid­
dling light gray made up one 
percent of the total cotton 
classed.

Staple lengths Increased con­
siderably. Seven percent of the 
cotton was 7/8 or shorter com­
pared to 30 percent only two 
weeks ago. Other staple lengths 
were: 34 percent 29/32, 47 per­
cent 15/16, 10 percent 31/32 and 
two percent 1-lnch or longer.

More of the “mike” readings 
were in the 3.5 to 5.0 range as 
compared to previous weeks. 
Last week, 90 percent was in 
the 3.5 to 5.0 range, six percent 
“miked” 5.0 and higher and five 
percent “miked” below 3.5.

The cotton market was slow 
due to the small sunoimt ginned. 
Generally, white grades were 
not selling. Light spotted cotton 
was selling freely at 15 points 
below the CCC loan to 75 points 
above loan value. The higher 
premiums were received on the 
lowr grades . Producers were 
receiving $44.00 to $46.00 per ton 
for cottonseed.

A top finance authority on 
state government Is hopeful 
that the tax bill wtltten by the 
1965 Legislature will be smaller 
than many advance predictions 
have Indicated.

Jim McGrew, research direc­
tor for Texas Research League, 
said $35,000,000 a year in new 
revenue ought to cover the bulk 
of Governor John Connally’s 
h i g h e r  education program, 
teacher pay raises and about 40 
percent of the budget Increases 
smight by state agencies.

McGrew, who addressed Aus­
tin’s chapter of Sigma Delta 
Chi, professional journalism 
fraternity, made these “guess­
timates” :

— About $625,000,000 will be a- 
vailable for general revenue 
spending next biennium, includ­
ing an $83,000,000 surplus at the 
end of the present fiscal period. 
That’s $153,000,000 above the 
present level.

— With no new taxes at all, 
the Legislature could provide up 
to $120,000,000 in additional 
general revenue spending for 
higher education and maybe 
$45,000,000 more for state de­
partments and agencies.

— An added $60,000,000 plus in 
revenue (per biennium) would 
finance the state’s $74,000,000 
share of a $45-a-month pay 
raise for public school teachers 
as well.

Texas Commissioner on High­
er Education recommended 
$89,000,000 more for higher edu­
cation from general revenue. 
Governor’s Committee on Edu­
cation Beyond the High School 
recommended an increase of 
$165,000,000. But it suggested 
doubling tuitions which would 
reduce the general revenue hike 
to $120,000,000. State Hospitals 
and Special Schools, the judi 
clary and other state agencies 
have put in for $112,000,000 more 
than the current budget.

Asked where additional money 
likely would come from, both 
McGrew and his boss. League 
Director Alvin A. Burger, noted 
that restoration of the $2.75 
corporation franchise tax rate, 
removal of exemptions in the 
present sales tax or raising of 
the rate would be big revenue 
producers. They made no re­
commendation.
CONNALLY APPLAUDS 
REPORT

The Warren Commission’s re­
port on the a.ssassination of 
President Kennedy has received 
Governor Connally’s approval.

Connally, who was seriously 
wounded by the assassin, stated 
that reading the report brought 
back memories he had tried to 
put aside.

Carr’s summation on the as­
sassination followed the Warren 
rep>ort. Several volumes of exhi 
bits, consisting of evidence and 
information collected by Texas 
officials, are a part of the state 
report and will be displayed in 
the state archives.

Connally told newsmen he 
supports tighter security meas­
ures by state and local police 
guarding major public officials. 
ES’TES PROBE

A State Department of Public 
Safety Investigation of Billie Sol 
Estes will continue “until all 
ramifications” are cleared, Con­
nally told a press conference.

Senator Ralph Yarborough 
has challenged authority of the 
DPS to look into allegations that 
he received $50,000 from Estes, 
who now faces prison sentences 
for swindling.

Connally said of the DPS: “It 
has a clear duty and responsi­
bility with respect to law en­
forcement. It is not a political 
organization. It has not been 
used as such, and will not be 
used as such if I have anything 
to do with it.”

A Yarboroiigh campaign aide, 
Fagan Dickson of Austin, Issued 
a release in which he said he 
has Information that Estes has 
made a statement bearing out 
an FBI investigation report 
that there was no $50,000 gift to 
Yarborough.
WATER PROJECTS 

Representatives of eight East 
Texas soil conservation districts 
have been conferring with Tex­
as Water Commission staffers a- 
bout a proposal for a Southeast 
Texas Resources Conservation 
and Development Project.

’They are mapping a plan for 
coordination of all existing 
water projets in their jurisdic­
tions, as well as others being 
projected, so that recreational, 
flood control, drainage, levee 
and soil conservation units will 
be utilized to the fullest.

Counties Involved are Newton, 
Tyler, Hardin, Polk, Jasper, 
Jefferson, Orange, Chambers

and parts of Liberty and San 
Jacinto counties.

It is expected that the dist­
ricts will go next to the State 
Soil Conservation Board. TTiey 
hope to present a plan to the 
US Department of Agriculture, 
which — if aproved — would 
designate an agency to do the 
actual designing!. Designated a- 
gency probably would be the 
Soil Conservation Service.

Assistance plan, called the 
Resources, Conservation and 
Development Act, was passed in 
1962. But it just now is getting 
imderway.

Act provides that the US De­
partment of Agriculture pays 
for the planning and participa­
ting in recreational and other 
facilities on a local sharing 
basis.
FOREST ROADS AUTHORIZED

Texas Highway Commission 
authorized $368,000 in farm-to- 
market road development in 
Davy Crockett (Houston Coun­
ty) and Angelina National For­
ests. Two propects Included are 
linked to development of Sam 
Rayburn Reservoir. A third 
would connect two scenic roads 
south of Kennard.

As Bronte Downs Santa Anna

A good overall performance 
could not overcome costly mis­
takes as the Bronte Longhorns 
dealt the Santa Anna Moun­
taineers their fourth loss this 
year by a score of 28 to 6, last 
Friday night In Bronte.

Plagued by constant mistakes, 
the young Mountaineers could 
not put together a sustained 
drive until the fourth quarter. 
The action went like this.

The Mountaineers had posses­
sion of the ball on their own 
30 yard line with first and ten 
to go. They were trailing the 
Longhorns 12-0 at this time with 
about nine minutes left in the 
game. After gaining only three 
yards in three plays the Moim- 
taineers were forced to punt 
from their own 33 yard stripe, 
charging down field on the heels 
of a booming 41 yard punt.
