ORDINANCE NO. 227 

AN ORDINANCE PROHIRIT- 
ING DRIILLING OR OPERA­
TING WELLS FOR OIL AND 
GAS AND OTHER MINERALS 
WITHIN THE CORPORATE 
LIMITS OF THE CITY OF 
SANTA ANNA, TEXAS, WITH­
OUT A PERMIT: PROVIDING 
REGULATIONS CONTOOLLING 
THE DRIUJNG OF SUCH 
WELLS; FIXING THE TERMS 
AND CONDITIONS FOR SE­
CURING PERMIT; PROVID­
ING FOR FEES TO BE PAID 
FOR SAID PERMIT; PROVID­
ING FOR POSTING OF BONDS 
TO INDEMNIFY THE CITY 
AND/OR THE INDIVIDUALS 
FROM LOSS BY VIRTUE OF 
SAID WELLS, AND FIXING 
THE AMOUNT OF SAID 
BONDS; PROVIDING FOR THE 
DIVIDING OF THE CITY INTO 
D R I L L I N G  BLOCKS AND 
LIMITING THE NUMBER OF 
WELLS TO BE DRILLED IN 
ANY ONE BLOCK; ESTAB­
LISHING A TAX ON PRODUC­
TION FROM SUCH WELLS; 
MAKING THE VIOLATION OF 
THIS ORDINANCE A MISDE­
MEANOR; FIXING THE PEN­
ALTIES FOR SUCH VIOLA­
TION; REPEALING ALL LAWS 
IN CONFLICT HEREWITH 
AND DECLARING AN EMER­
GENCY.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE 
CITY COMMISSION OF THE 
CITY OF SANTA ANNA, TEX­
AS:

Section 1. The word “person” 
wherever used In this ordinance 
means and includes any natural 
person, corporation, association, 
partnership, receiver, trustee, 
guardian, executor, administra­
tor and a fiduciary or represen­
tative of any kind.

The term “drilling block” is 
defined to be a tract of land 
consisting of lots or blocks adja­
cent or contiguous to each oth­
er, and forming one unit of 
land, and containing not less 
than ten acres each. Boundaries 
of the drilling blocks are hereby 
established and adopted as 
shown on the map £;ttached 
hereto and referred to above, 
which map is hereby designated 
as the “Drilling District Map”, 
and said map and all the nota­
tions, references and informa­
tion shown thereon are hereby 
made a part of this ordinance as 
if the same were set forth in full 
herein. It shall be the duty of 
the City Secretary to keep on 
file in his office the original of 
said drilling block map and 
duplicate copies thereof, show­
ing all of the changes, amend­
ments or additions thereto.

Section 2. It shall be unlawful 
for any person to drill or com­
mence to drill a well for oil or 
gas within the limits of the City 
of Santa Anna, Texas, or to 
work upon or assist in any way 
in the prosecution of the drill­
ing of any such well without a 
permit for the drilling, comple­
tion and operation of such well 
having been first issued by 
authority of the City Commis­
sion of the City of Santa Anna, 
Texas, in accordance with the 
provisions of this ordinance.

Section 3. The drilling, com­
pletion and operation of only 
one well for oil or gas may be 
authorizde by permit as herein 
provided on eswih drilling block 
shown and designated on the 
attached map, hereby referred 
to and made a part hereof for 
all purposes; and it shall be un­
lawful to drill more thsui one 
well on each such drilling block; 
provided, however, that in the 
event a well is lost or abandoned 
as a dry hole, the permittee may 
relocate the well on the drilling 
block Involved and drill and 
complete such relocated well 
under the permit foi the first 
well by filing a plat and certifi­
cate showing tlie abandonment 
of first well and the location of 
the second well.

Section 4. It shall be tmlawful 
to drill any well for oil or gas 
within any of the streets or al- 
le3Ts of the City of Santa Anna, 
Texas, or to block or encumber 
or close up any street or alley in 
any drilling or producing opera­
tions except by special permit 
by order of the City Commis­
sion, and then only temporarily.

Section 5. In the event any 
application for a permit for the 
drilling, completion and opera 
tion of a well for oil or gas shall 
be made by any person not own­
ing or not holding oil and gas 
contracts from the owners of all 
lots, blocks or parcels of land 
included or embraced within 
drilling block as shown upon the 
map hereto attached, a permit 
shall be Issued to such appli­
cant, his heirs, successors and 
assigns only upon the following 
conditions in addition to such 
other sections of this ordinance,

to-wit:
The applicant shall be free to 

enter into such contracts and 
agreements with the owners of 
such other lots, blocks or tracts 
as he may be able to make. If 
agreements are .not reached 
with all owners of lots, tracts 
and blocks within the drilling 
block, then the owner or owners 
of oil and/or gas lease or leases 
and/or owner or owners of the 
right to lease oil and/or gas of 
any given lot or lots, block or 
blocks, tract or tracts shall have 
the right of option, by notice to 
the permittee given in writing 
within thirty <30) days after the 
issuance of a permit for a well 
on the drilling block involved, 
either (1) to treat his interest 
as a working interest and to 
contribute toward the actual 
cost and expense of drilling, 
completing and operating said 
well with all necessary appur­
tenances currently each month 
in the proportion to the said 
interest owned and in the pro­
portion that the number of 
square feet in area owned by 
him in the drilling block bears 
to the number of square feet 
embraced in said block, and 
thereupon receive the same pro­
portion of the oil produced and 
saved from such well or the 
value at the v̂ ell at the option 
of the permittee and a like pro­
portion of natural gas produced, 
saved and utilized or sold, or the 
value of same at the well at the 
option of the permittee; or (2) 
to treat his interest as a royalty 
interest and receive, delivered 
free of cost in the pipe line to 
which the well is connected, a 
share of all oil produced and 
saved from such well, equal to 
one-eighth (Vb) of the propor­
tion of the whole quantity of 
oil so produced and saved that 
the number of square feet in the 
area owned by him bears to the 
number of square feet in such 
drilling block, or at the election 
of permittee to receive such 
proportion of the value at the 
well of oil so produced and to 
receive a like proportion of the 
gas and casinghead gas pro­
duced, saved and utilized or 
sold, or at the election of per­
mittee the value at the well of 
such proportion of gas or cas­
inghead gas produced, saved 
and utilized or sold. If any own­
er does not exercise the right 
and option above provided and 
gives notice to the permittee 
within the period provided, the 
obligation shall then be upon 
the permittee, his heirs, suc­
cessors, and assigns, to make 
settlement with such owner on 
the terms provided in Option 2 
above, providing for the pay­
ment of a one-eighth (Vs) 
royalty. If the owner of a lot or 
lots, block or blocks, tract or 
tracts shall exercise Option 1 
above, and treat his Interest as 

working interest, as therein 
provided, the permittee shall be 
entitled to reimburse himself for 
such owners proportionate part 
of oil, gas and casinghead gas 
or the value thereof, making de­
liveries of products or settle­
ment for the value thereof. If 
Option 1 is exercised by the 
owner of any lot or lots, block or 
blocks, tract or tracts, such 
owner shall, within the time 
provided for notice of his elec­
tion above set forth, file with 
the City Secretary a bond or 
other obligation executed by 
such owner as principal and by 
an authorized surety company 
as surety, hi which such princi­
pal and surety agree, bind and 
obligate themselves to pay to 
the permittee, his heirs, succes­
sors and assigns currently each 
month that proportion of the 
8u:tual and necessary costs and 
expenses Involved in the drill­
ing, completion and operation 
of such well that the number of 
square feet embraced within 
the lot or lots, block or blocks, 
tract or tracts, of such owner 
bears to the total number of 
square feet in such drilling 
block, such bond to be approved 
by the Mayor and held by the 
City Secretary for the benefit 
of the beneficiaries therein. 
Permits shall be issued in all 
such cases upon the condition 
that the permittee, his heirs, 
successors and assigns shall 
make settlement in accordance 
with the provisions hereof.

In determining the total 
number of square feet in a drill­
ing block there shall be included 
the area in streets and alleys 
within the drilling block. In 
determining the total number of 
square feet embraced within a 
lot or lots, block or blocks, tract 
or tracts, there shall be included 
that portion of streets and 
alleys which the owner of the 
lot, block or tract owns, but no 
part of any street or alley shall 
be so Included where title to the 
street or alley Involved (subject 
only to easement for public use)

Is not In the owner of the lot, 
block or tract.

Section 6. In case there should 
be filed with the City Secretary 
and pending at the same time 
applications for permits to drill 
on any single drilling block 
within the limits of the city 
made by more than one appli­
cant, that application shall be 
granted, if otherwise sufficient, 
which shall be made by the per­
son holding the greater area of 
ground within the drilling block 
by ownership In fee or by lease 
or other contract authorizing 
the drilling and operation on 
land for oil or gas.

Section 7. Elvety application 
for a permit to drill, complete 
and operate a well for oil or gas 
shall be in writing, signed by the 
applicant or by some person 
duly authorized to sign same on 
his behalf. It shsill be filed with 
the City Secretary and accom­
panied with a deposit of One 
Hundred Dollars ($100.00) cash 
as a fee to the city. The applica­
tion shall state the drilling 
block and the particular lot and 
location in the block where the 
proposed well is to be located, 
and shall have attached to it 
certified or photostatic copies of 
the deed, oil and gas lease or 
drilling contract with the own­
ers of land covering the lot, 
block, tract or tracts in said 
drilling block over which the 
applicant has control for oil and 
gas purposes, together with ab­
stracts of title or certificates of 
title satisfactory to the City 
Commission, to the end that the 
application will show what pro­
portion and what parts of the 
drilling block the applicant 
owns in fee or holds imder 
lease or drilling contract from 
the owners. The applicant may 
withdraw the abstracts or 
certificates of title after they 
have been examined by the City 
Commission. The application 
shall also be accompanied by a 
plat or map of the drilling 
block, showing the designation 
of the lots, blocks or tracts 
owned or controlled by the ap­
plicant and showing the exact 
location of the proposed well, 
which location shall be as near­
ly as practicable in the center of 
tlie (trilling block. The applica­
tion shall also be accompanied 
by two duly executed bonds, 
each given by the applicant as 
principal and a surety company 
authorized to do business in the 
State of Texas as surety. One of 
these bonds shall run to the 
(Tity of Santa Anna, Texas, for 
the benefit of the city and all 
persons, firms and corporations 
concerned, conditioned that if 
the permit be granted and if 
drilling operations be com­
menced thereunder the appli­
cant and his assigns will com­
ply with the terms and condi­
tions of this ordinance in the 
drilling and operation of a well; 
that the applicant will restore 
the streets and sidewalks and 
other public places of the city 
which may be disturbed in the 
operations to their former con­
dition, will clear the block and 
lots of all litter, machinery, 
derricks sind buildings erected 
or used in the drilling or opera­
tion of said well whenever the 
well shall be abandoned or the 
operation thereof discontinued, 
and that the applicant or his 
assigns shall pay any and all 
damages recoverable at law a- 
gainst him or them suffered by 
any person or corporation as to 
property in the city from fire 
or from oil, gas or water caused 
by or originating from the oper­
ations connected with such 
well. Such bond shall be in the 
sum of Twenty-Mve Thousand 
Dollars ($25,000.00); provided, 
however, that If within thirty 
(30) days after the drilling and 
completion of said well no 
claims have been presented a- 
galnst the applicant or his as­
signs under the terms and 
conditions of such bond, then 
the sum of same shall be auto­
matically reduced to Five 
Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00). 
The other bond above provided 
for shall run to the City of 
Santa Anna, Texas, for the 
benefit of all pers(»is, firms, or 
corporations owning lots, blocks 
or tracts of land in said drilling 
block who have not executed at 
the time of the filing of such 
bond or who shall not execute 
during the term of said bond 
and prior to the accrual of 
liability thereunder leases, 
drilling contracts, waivers, or 
other form of contract under 
which the applicant or his as 
signs is or are authorized to 
operate the premises of said 
owner for the development and 
production of oil and gas, and 
shall be conditioned upon the 
settlement or payment by the 
applicant or his assigns for oil 
and gas In accordance with 
the provisions of this ordinance. 
This bond shall be In the

sum of Twenty Thousand Dol­
lars ($20,000.00); provided, how­
ever, that the sum of the bond 
shall be automatically reduced 
by an amount In proportion to 
the difference between the total 
area of the drilling block and 
the total area owned by the ap­
plicant In fee or covering which 
he leases from or drilling 
(xintracts with or waivers from 
the owners authorizing opera­
tions for the development and 
production of oil or gas. It Is 
specifically provided that, In lieu 
of any surety bond or bonds re­
quired to be given hereunder, 
the applicant may file with the 
City Secretary his personal im- 
dertaking or undertakings, 
which shall be in the same a- 
mount and shall contain the 
same (xmditlons as hereinbefore 
provided with respect to surety 
bonds, and which undertaking 
or undertakings shall be secured 
by United States Government 
security or securities of the 
State of Texas or of counties or 
municipalities in the State of 
Texas having a par value equal 
to the amount of the surety 
bond or bonds in lieu of which 
such undertaking or undertak­
ings is or are given, which se­
curities shall be deposited in 
escrow in a state or national 
bank Jointly selected by the City 
Secretary and the applicant or 
his assigns along with and at­
tached to a copy of the written 
undertaking for which they are 
to be held as security.

Section 8. Notice of filing of 
each application for permit 
shall be given by the applicant 
as follows: At least ten (10) 
days prior to the date of hearing 
on the application, a copy of 
notice in the form hereinafter 
prescribed shall be sent by re­
gistered mail to each owner and 
leasee of lots, blocks and tracts 
in said drilling block not owned 
by or under lease to the appli­
cant, addressed to the last 
known address of such land and 
lease owners if known to the ap­
plicant; and a copy of such 
notice shall likewise be publish­
ed at the cost of applicant in 
every issue of the official paper 
of the City of Santa Anna, Tex­
as, for ten (10) days prior to 
the date of such hearing. If the 
official paper be published 
weekly, the publication shall be 
made in one issue thereof for 
the period of time prescribed. 
Such notice shall state the lot 
and block number on which the 
applicant is asking for a permit 
to drill and the date and place 
of hearing, and shall be In 
words and figures as follows:

“Notice is hereby given that__
__, acting under and

pursuant to the terms and pro 
visions of an Ordinance Regula­
ting the Drilling of Oil and Gas 
Wells within the Limits of the 
City of Santa Anna, Texas, and 
Providing for the Public Safety

Prcxif of notice shall be made 
by the applicant by filing with 
the City Secretary an affidavit 
of the printer or publisher of 
the paper in which the notice is 
published containing a copy of 
the notice and stating the Issue- 
of which and period of time 
during which the notice was 
publi^ed, an affidavit of the 
applicant showing the date and 
persons to whom the addresses 
to which the notice was mailed 
by the applicant, and proof that 
such addresses are the last ad­
dresses of the persons involved 
known to the i^plicant.

At the time fixed in said 
notice a hearing on such appll 
cation shall be held at the office 
of the City Secretary.

Section 9. The City Com 
mission shah have the power 
and reserves the authority to re 
fuse any application for a per­
mit where by reason of the lo­
cation of the proposed well and 
the character and value of the 
permanent Improvements al 
ready erected on the drilling 
block in question or adjacent 
thereto and the use to which the 
land and surroundings are 
Eidapted for clric purposes, or 
for ssmltary reiiscms, the drilling 
of an oil or gas well will be a 
serious disadvantage to either 
the health, safety, morals or 
welfare of the city and Its In­
habitants; but when a permit 
shall be refused for any of these 
reasons, but not otherwise, the

deposit in cash as a fee m a ^  
with the applIcatliHi shall be 
returned to the applicant. Ex­
cept as hereinbefore provided, 
if an application be found by 
the City Commission to comply 
in all respects with the terms of 
t-hi* ordinance, the city shall be 
authorized to issue a permit for 
drilling, completion and o p ^ -  
tlon of the well appUed for. The 
granting and issuance of a per­
mit for a well on a drilling 
block as provided in this ordi­
nance shaU automaUcaUy ite r ­
ate as a rejection and denial of 
all other pending application or 
aimlicatlons for a weU or wells 
upon the drUllng Wock Involved, 
or any portion or portions 
thereof.

Section 10. No permit shaU be 
granted or Issued for the drilling 
of a well except upon ground 
owned by the applicant or held 
by him under oil and gaS lease 
or drilling contract from the 
owner, giving the owner’s per­
mission or authority to drill the 
well; and when a permit shall 
have been issued, the same shall 
terminate and become inopera­
tive without any action on the 
part of the City Commission un­
less within ninety (90) days 
from the date of issue actual 
drilling of the well shall have 
been commenced; and after the 
drilling of the well shall have 
commenced; the cessation of 
drilling operations prior to the 
completion of the well for a 
period of six (6) months shall 
operate to terminate and cancel 
the permit and the well shall be 
considered as abandoned for all 
purposes of this ordinance, and 
It shall be unlawful thereafter 
to continue the operation or 
drilling of such well without the 
issuance of another permit; pro­
vided that if said well shall be 
completed as a producer and 
shall thereafter cease to pro­
duce, the permittee shall have 
the right to conduct deepening 
or reworking operations on said 
well within six (6) months after 
cessation of production without 
having to procure a new license. 
If and when any permit shall 
terminate and become inopera­
tive as in this section provided, 
or if and when the permittee or 
his assigns shall file with the 
City Commission written notice 
of his or their election to sur­
render his or their permit and 
abandon the premises covered 
thereby, then if no claims under 
the bond or bonds, undertaking 
or imdertakings shall have been 
filed within thirty (30) days, the 
City Secretary shall return the 
bond or bonds, mdertaking or 
imdertakings and/or the securi­
ties theretofore furnished by the 
permittee in connection with 
such permit; and If claims are 
filed within such time, upon the 
satisfaction or defeat of such 
claims such bond or bonds, un­
dertaking 0 r undertakings 
and/or security or securities 
shall thereupon be returned to 
the permittee pr his assigns.

Section 11. Neither this ordin­
ance nor any permit issued 
hereunder .shall be interpreted 
to grant any right or license to 
the permittee to enter upon or 
occupy in any respect in drill 
Ing or production operations 
any land except by the written 
consent of owner; nor shall it 
limit or prevent the free right 
of any lot owner to contract for 
the amount of royalty to be paid 
with respect to his own land or 
other consideration therefor, or 
for damages, rights or privDeges 
without respect thereto.

Section 12. In operations im­
der a permit the permittee or 
his assigns must observe the 
following rules, and the failure 
to observe same shall be unlaw­
ful, to-wit:

(a) All permanent oil tanks or 
battery of tanks must be sur­
rounded by a dike or ditch of at 
least the capacity of the tank 
or battery o f tanks.

(b) No flow tank, unless It Is 
entirely burled, or other tank of 
any size, shall hereafter be 
placed nearer th$m one hundred 
fifty (150) feet to any derrick, 
rig, building, power plant or 
boiler of any description.

(c) No field working tank 
having a capacity of ten thous­
and (10,000) barrels or more 
shall hereafter be built nearer 
than two hundred (200) feet 
(measured from shell to shell) 
to any other like tank or tanks.

(d) Printed signs reading: 
“Dangerous, No Smoking Allow­
ed”, or similar words, shall be 
posted in conspicuous places on 
each producing drilling unit.

(e) All permittees’ premises 
shall be kept clear of high grass, 
w'eeds and comibustible trash 
within a radius of one hundred 
(100) feet around an oil tank, 
tanks or producing wells.

(f) Open earthen storage for 
oil is prohibited.

(g) All oil tanks, where there 
is a gas hazard, shall be gas

tight and provided with proper 
vents.

th) No forge or open light 
shall be placed Inside the der­
rick of a well showing oil or gas.

(1) Boilers must be equipped 
with steam lines for fighting 
fire and must not be set nearer 
than one hundred (100) feet to 
any producing well.

(j) All oil and gas pipe lines 
laid upon or across a public road 
or highway must be buried to a 
reasonably safe depth.

(k) Wherever available and 
practical, electric light and pow­
er shall be Installed In congest­
ed drilling areas.

(l) A minimum of one hund­
red! 100 feet o f surface casing 
shall be set and cmented with 
sufficient cement to fill the an­
nuler space back of the casing 
to the surface. Cementing «hgn 
be by the pump and plug 
method. Cement shall be allow­
ed to stand a minimum of forty- 
eight (48) hours before drilling 
the plug. The position of the oil 
horizon shall be determined by 
coring or testing and the pro­
ducing string swung and 
cemented at the top thereof.

(m) A blow-out preventer, 
control head and other connec­
tions for keeping the well under 
control at all times shall be in­
stalled as soon as surface casing 
is set. The blow-out preventer 
on the second string shall be 
hydraulically controlled. Blow­
out preventer shall be tested a- 
gainst pump pressure at least 
once every twenty-four (24) 
hours; all control equipment 
shall be in good working order 
condition at all times.

(n) All wells shall be equipped 
with a Bradenhead with a 
working pressure sufficient to 
protect well under pressures en­
countered. The Bradenhead 
shall not be welded; and the 
same shall be equipped with the 
proper pipe connection and 
valve accessible at the surface.

(o) No boiler or electric light­
ing generator shall be placed 
nearer them one hundred fifty 
(150) feet to any producing well 
or oil tank.

(p) Any rubbish or debris that 
might constitute a fire hazard 
shall be removed to a distance 
of at least one hundred (100) 
feet from the vicinity of wells, 
tanks, and pump stations. All 
waste shall be burned or dis­
posed of in such manner as to 
avoid creating a fire hazard or 
polluitng fresh water strata.

(q) All well heads, pits and 
tank batteries shall be adequa­
tely protected with “man proof” 
fencing.

(r) The person, firm or cor­
poration so drilling or operating 
an oil and/or gas well shall 
make adequate provision for the 
disposal of salt water or other 
Impurities which he may bring 
to the surface of the earth in 
such manner as not to contami­
nate the water supply of the 
City of Santa Anna, Texas, or 
to destroy vegetation.

Section 13. In addition to all 
other taxes provided by law, 
there is hereby levied a tax on 
oil produced within the City of 
Santa Anna, Texas, of 2 cents 
per barrel of 42 standard gal­
lons. Said tax shall be computed 
upon the total barrels of oil pro­
duced or salvaged through the 
earth within the city and shall 
be based upon tank tables show­
ing one percent of pnxluctlon 
and exact measurements of con­
tents. Provided, however, that 
the tax herein levied on oil shall 
be two percent of the market 
value of said oil whenever the 
market value thereof is below 
one dollar ($1.00) per barrel of 
forty-two (42) standard gallons. 
The market value of oil, as that 
term is used herein, shall be the 
actual market value thereof, 
plus any bonus or premiums or 
any other things of value paid 
therefor or which such oil will 
reasonably bring If produced In 
accordance with the laws of the 
United States, State of Texas 
and the City of Santa Anna, 
Texas.

The ttuc hereby levied shall be 
a liability of the producer of oil, 
and It shall be the duty of such 
producer to keep accurate re­
cords of all oil produced, making 
semi-annual reports as herein­
after provided.

The purchEiser of oil shall pay 
the tax on all oil purchased and 
deduct tax so paid from pay­
ment to producer or other inter­
est holder, making such pay­
ments so deducted to the City 
Secretary by legal tender or 
cashier’s check payable to the 
City Secretary. Provided that if 
the oil produced Is not sold dur­
ing the semi-annual period in 
which produced, then said pro­
ducer shall pay the tax at the 
same rate and in the manner as 
If the oil were sold.

The tax levied herein shall be 
paid «emi-annually on or before

the 31st day oi each August on i 
oil produced during the preced­
ing first six months of the cal­
endar year and on or before the 
31st day of each January on oil 
produced during the preceding 
last six months of the preceding 
calendar year by the purchaser 
or producer as the case may be, 
but in no event shall a producer 
be relieved of ref^nsibillty for 
the tax until same shall have 
been paid; and provided, in 
event the amo\mt of the tax 
herein levied shall be withheld 
by a purchaser from paymmts 
due a producer and said pur­
chaser falls to make payment of 
the tax to the City of Santa An­
na, Texas, as provided herein, 
the producer upon paying said 
tax shall be subrogated to the 
right of the City of Santa Anna, 
Texas, to collect from the pur­
chaser the penalties and Inter­
est which may have otherwise 
accrued by failure to make 
payments as hereinafter stated.

It Is further provided that 
unless such payment of tax on 
all oil produced during any six 
months’ period shall be made on 
or before the date specified a- 
bove, such payment shall be­
come delinquent, and a penalty 
of 5 percent of the amount of 
the tax shall be added, where­
upon such tax and penalty shall 
bear interest at the rate of 3 
percent per annum from the

date due imtil date paid.
The tax herein levied ^lall be 

borne ratably by all Interested 
parties, including royalty inter­
est, and producers and/or pur­
chasers of oil are hereby author­
ized and required to withhold 
from any payment due interest­
ed parties the proportionate tax 
due.

The City of Santa Anna, Tex­
as, shall have a lien in and upon 
each oil well and the equipment 
incident thereto, together with 
the respective interest of all 
parties therein, to secure the 
payment to the City of Santa 
Anna, Texas, of all taxes due 
hereunder on oil produced from 
said oil wells; and this lien shall 
be in addition to any other liens 
and methods provided herein or 
by law for the collection of tax­
es.

Section 14. Any violation of 
any of the terms of this ordin­
ance, whether herein denomina­
ted as unlawful or not, shall be 
deemed a misdemeanor; and 
any persons convicted of any 
such violation shall be fined in 
a sum not exceeding One Hund­
red Dollars ($100.00); and any 
natural person so convicted 
shall be committed to jail until 
such fine and costs are paid. 
Each day of the continuance of 
such violation shall be consider­
ed a separate offense and be 
pimished separately; and any 
person, agent or employee in 
such violation be so punished

And this happened mainly be­
cause its people were satisfied to stand still. Now the young people, 
finding no opportunity, are leaving — the city is doomed unless 
drastic steps are taken soon.

m  1930, the population of Santa Anna was 1,883. In the 1960 
census it was 1,316. It will ccmtlnue to drop unless the citizens of 
the city are willing to make an effort to make our city go and 
grow.

An industrial foimdatlon is not only needed, it is essential. 
There is no good reason why Santa Anna should not have an in­
dustrial foundation.

The people have shown, in the recent city election, that they 
want progress and a better city.

Let’s get an industrisd foundation organized.

COnON REPORT
Although scattered showers 

were received throughout most 
of the Abilene Cotton Classing 
Area on Monday, sample re­
ceipts at the Cotton Classing 
(Mfice Increased. Last week, six 
classers classed 12,987 Smith' 
Doxey samples according to B. 
B. Manly, Jr., Offlcer-ln-Charge 
of the USDA office. ’The season 
total through October 16, 1964, 
was 39,609 which was far short 
of 127,103 on the corresponding 
date last year. An Increase in 
machine harvesting is expected 
during the next few weeks, but 
the peak of activity will come 
after a “killing frost.’’

Grades Improved slightly last 
week. Eleven percent of the 
samples were white, 60 percent 
was light spotted, 27 percent 
was spotted, one percent was 
below grade and less than one 
percent was tinged. Four per­
ç u t  of the samples were re­
duced in grade because of bark, 
grass or roucdi preparation. The 
predominant grades were: 32 
percent middling light spotted, 
20 percent strict low middling 
light spotted and 16 percent 
strict low middling spotted.

Staple lengths were about the 
same as they were the previous 
week. The percentages were:

Ninety-one percent of the 
samples miked 3.5 to 4.9.

Producers were offering light 
spotted and spotted cotton free 
ly. Net prices to the farmers 
ranged from even loon to 100 
points above the CCC loan on 
cotton that miked 3.5 and 
higher. About one half of the 
white cotton was placed in the 
COC loan and the remainder 
sold at 30 points below the gross 
loan value to even loon value. 
Cottonseed prices ranged from 
$47 to $50 per ton.

An increase of $107,000,000 in 
state expenditures for higher 
education and doubled tuitions 
in state colleges and universities 
Is proposed.

Texas Commission on Higher 
E d u c a t i o n  recommends a 
$457,100,000 budget for upper 
level institutions during the 
1965-1967 biennium. Figure in­
cludes $307,500,000 for 22 state- 
supported senior colleges and 
unlversltlea

Tuitions under the Commis­
sion’s recomemndation woixld be 
hiked from $50 to $100 a semes­
ter. Last Increase was in 1957, 
when the rate was raised from 
$25. If the Legislature approves 
this hike, revenues would be 
boosted $33,000,000 — leaving 
some $74,000,000 more needed 
from tax funds.

Overall budget Increase of 45.2 
percent would permit a 23 per­
cent faculty salary raise. Pre­
viously, the Commission had 
asked a $5,900,000 supplemental 
appropriation for faculty sal­
aries.

Commission also recommend­
ed “phasing out” for Te :as 
S o u t h e r n  University’s law 
school.
CONNALLY GETS NEW JOB 

Governor John Connally re­
turned from the Southern Gov­
ernors’ Conference in San An­
tonio with a new honor and a 
new assignment.

Already chairman of the Na­
tional Democratic Governors’ 
Caucus, he was unanimously 
elected chairman of the South­
ern (Conference of chief e:.ecu- 
tives.

In a three-day session, the 
governors discussed a variety of 
state problems and adopted 14 
resolutlolns. Among the latter 
was one urging a Federal con­
stitutional amendment to per­
mit states to take other factors 
than population into considera­
tion in reapportioning their 
senates. Resolution was aimed 
at nullifying a US Supreme 
Court decision ordering both 
houses of state legislatures ap­
portioned on the basis of popu­
lation alone.

Three governors blocked ac­
tion on Alabama Governor 
George Wallace’s resolution call­
ing on the Federal government 
to leave operation of public 
schools entirely in the hands of 
states.
TEXTBOOK PROTESTS 
AIRED

Witnesses protesting adoption 
of three high school bic^ogy 
textbooks charged that evolu­
tion is an atheistic, unscientific 
and materialistic theory that 
should not be taught in public 
schools.

State Textbook (Committee 
took protests into consideration 
after a public hearing. Actually, 
eight books on the list were op­
posed. Principal targets were 
the three books developed by 
the Nationsil Science Fotmda- 
tion.
COURTS SPEAK

Coiut of Criminal Appeals 
ordered a new trial for a man 
convicted of murder, because 
his attorney filed an appeal af­
ter the deadline. Court heard 
argument that the trial attorney 
for the defendant lacked suffi­
cient experience.

’Third Court of Civil Appeals 
heard pleas that the new state 
loan shark law was applied un 
constitutionally in an Austin 
district court. Court had ordered 
package store owner E. L. Par­
ker to stop lending mcwiey at 
rates over 10 percent without a 
license.

State Supreme (Court upheld 
an appellate court’s "time is of 
the essence” ruling in deciding 
the contract contest between 
Concord Oil Company of San 
Antonio and Alco Oil and Gas of 
Illinois. (Court said termination 
of the contract by letter held 
precedence over a telephone 
promise to "wait and see.” 
MENTAL HEALTH 
PLAN COMPLETED 

A statewide citizens commit­
tee has approved a new program 
of mental health services.

Earlier, a steering committee 
had recommended creation of a 
single agency — Texas Depart­
ment of Mental Health — to ad­
minister state-financed mental 
health services, including all 
mental hospital facilities.

Missing pieces in the Texas 
plan included facilities, financ­
ing and administration.

Hale County Judge C. L. Aber- 
nethy, chairman of the 112- 
member general planning com­
mittee, said efforts will be step­
ped up between now and next 
January to Inform the public 
officials about the recommenda­
tions which will be submitted to

The Santa Anna Mountaineers 

felt the bite of the Burnet Bull­
d o g  48-0, In Burnet last Friday 
night to absorb their seventh 
loss of the season.

The young Mountaineers were 
out-weighed and out-experien­
ced at almost every position. 
The biggest difference was in 
the Interior line where it is most 
important. The Bulldogs had 
three seniors, one Junior and 
one sophomore from tackle to 
tackle. The lightest man here 
weighed 170 pounds; the aver­
age weight per man was a whop­
ping 193. Santa Anna’s largest 
man weighs only 190.

This weight advantage be­
came apparent early in the 
game.

extra point try. The score stood 
7-0 with 6:37 left in the first 
quarter.

Burnet’s final p<^ts came 
with less than two left
in the game. Reserve back Joey 
Cox scored from the one yard 
stripe to post the final score of 
48-0.

The whole game was a dmple 
case of being completely out- 
manned as in the Dublin g;ame. 
Burnet’s starting eleven aver­
aged over 174 poxmds per man 
as compared to 148 pounds per 
man for Santa Anna. Burnet, 
like Santa Anna, had failed to 
win a game In six prevloxxs 
starts, but the slmlliarlty ended 
there. The Bulldogs had fstced 
only strong AA teams, some of 
which were probable district 
winners.

For Santa Anna it was not a 
case of slack, unspirited football, 
but simply a case of being out­
classed.

Much credit must be given 
the young Mountaineer line. 
Nowhere but on a football field 
does a man have to stand up to 
someone 30, 40, or even as much 
as 100 pounds larger than him­
self. The Mountaineer line did 
just that though, for 48 minutes 
they battled these odds. ’The de­
sire to win was definitely there, 
but shear brute strength by the 
Bulldogs kept this desire from 
materializing.

We think the Mountaineer 
team was a real credit to Santa 
Anna even In defeat.
