They do this to help
encourage the young folks who
are spending lots of time and
work in developing these ani-
mals as part of their 4-H or FFA
projects.

Census forms require the
names of all eligible children in
a family, data on residence,
birth dates, and a certification
of the accuracy of all informa-
tion included. These forms re-
flect the age of each chiid as of
September 1, 1965. No underage
children can be accepted In
school, and beginining students
must be six years of age on or
before September 1, 1965.

The school district will ap-
preciate the cooperation of all
gsesidents of the district. Census
records are the basis for the
allocation of some state aid to
schools; however, the total
amount of state money received
by the local school is not affect-
ed by it unless the student act-
ually attends the Santa Anna
schools and thereby contrib-
utes to the total average daily
attendance. The State Founda-
tion School Program is based
on attendance and not on the
census; therefore, the census
list merely changes in part the
source, but- not the total, of
money received. Teachers and
other factors in individual
school finance in Texas are
based on the average daily at-
tendance.

The school office would ap-
preciate information regarding
any children who are not now
enrolled in school but are of
school age. Information is also
requested on any child who is
due to enroll in school in Sep-
tember, 1985. These beginners
are sometimes missed if an old-_
er brother or sister is not cur-
rently enrolled.

You Can Work, Get
Social Security, Too

“You don’t have to retire com-
pletely to get Social Security
benefits,” Wayne Baker, Social
Security claims representative
for Santa Anna, said today.

“If you earn $1,200 or less in a
year, you are considered to be
completely retired and woulld be
entitled to all your benefits,”
he said.

If you earn over $1,200 in a
year, you may be considered
partly retired and entitled to
part of your Social Security
benefits. For example, a worker
would have only one dollar in
benefits withheld for every two
dollars earned between $1,200
and $1,700. For earnings over
$1,700 annually, one dollar in
benefits is withneld for each

Homemaker In Scholarship Competition

Barbara L. Baucom has been
named Santa Anna High
School’'s 1965 Betty Crocker
Homemaker of Tomorrow. She
scored highest in a written
homemaking examination taken
by senior girls December 1, and
is now eligible for state and na-
tional honors.

Test papers of all school
Homemakers of Tomorrow in
the state are currently being
judged. The state’s highest
ranking girl will receive a $1,500
scholarship from General Mills,
sponsor of the annual Betty
Crocker search for the Ameri-
can Homemaker of Tomorrow,
with the state runnerup to be
awarded a $500 educational
grant. In addition, the school
of the State Homemaker of To-
morrow will receive a complete
set of the Encyclopedia Britan-
nica.

PTA Scholarship
Program For
Teachers Told

Ten scholarships will be offer-
ed in 1965 by the Texas Con-
gress of Parents and Teachers
in its program of summer study
for career teachers, Mrs. W. J.
Danforth of Fort Worth, state
president, has announced.

The recipients of each schol-
arship will receive a grant of
$400 for study next summer in
a .college or university of the
teacher’s own choice, Mrs. Dan-
forth said. Reciplents will agree
to take a minimum of six sem-
ester hours in departments
which can contribute to the im-
provement of proficiency in
their teaching fields; they also
will agree either to teach in
Texas the followlng year or to
return the amount of the schol-
arship.

Last year, eight $400 summer
scholarships were offered by
the Texas Congress of PTA to
career teachers; there were 487
applicants. The growth of the
Congress's endowment fund
made it possible for the Board
of Managers to Increase to ten
the number of scholarships of-
fered in 1965, Mrs. Danforth
said. S8he added that the Board’s
action was in response to “the
overwhelming evidence of n ed”
for the program.

The Betty Crocker search for
the American Homemaker of
Tomorrow was initiated by Gen-
eral Mills in 1954 to emphasize
the importance of homemaking
as a career. Including this year’s
record enrollment of more than
half a million senior girls in
more than 14,000 high schools,
the total number of participants
during the program’s 11 year
history stands at four million,
Scholarship grant sexceed $1
million.

The 59th Legislature, faced
with the heaviest work load in
state lawmaking history, eased
into its second week with some
top senators and representa-
tives on the absent list. A good
many legislators took off for
Washington to attend the in-
auguration of President Lyndon
Johnson.

These events highlighted the
Legislature’s opening week:

Representative Ben Barnes of
DeLeon was elected Speaker of
the House by acclamation. He is
the youngest speaker named
since reconstruction days.

Senator Tom Creighton, of
Mineral Wells, was named presi-
dent pro tempore of the Senate,
to preside when Lieutenant Gov-
ernor Preston Smith is not pres-
ent. In choosing Creighton, the
Senators went against tradition
when they passed over Senator
A. R. Schwartz, of Galveston,
who was next on the seniority
list. Schwartz has opposed
closed door sessions,

A record $3,00,000 budget bill,
calling for an increase of $97,-
300,000 in general revenue
spending, was introduced in the
Senate. Proposal calls for $587,-
300,000 general revenue spend-
ing, compared to $559,500,000
recommended by Governor John
Connally.

Lieutenant Governor Smith
named full membership on 24
Senate standing committees.
The Senate was thus organized
and ready for business on the
second day of the session.

In the House, Barnes—whose
speakership campaign had to be
conducted in a few days due to
unexpected appointment of ex-
Speaker Byron Tunnell to the
Railroad Commission — confer-
ed with members day and night
in an effort to speed committee
appointments there.

Representatives drew priority
numbers for bills.

Both houses completed ap-

pointment of employees, other
necessary routine and marked
time before the big ahead.
. Despite controversial decis-
ions to be made on Congression-
al and legislativie redictricting,
big finance and other matters,
Smith and Barnes expressed
confidence the Legislature c¢an
complete its work within 140
days. But some lawmakers were
not so sure.

BETTING BILL SHOWN

The battle over whether Tex-
ans are going to bet on horse
racing has begun. This time
Representative Pipkin, of
Brownsville, is introducing the
race track betting bill. Last ses-
sion Representotive V. E. (Red)
Berry, of San Antonio, couldn’t
get it through the Legislature.

Pipkin’s bill would allow bhoth
thoroughbred and quarter horse
racing on licensed tracks. Also,
the city, county, and state could
collect taxes from the track op-
erators. Before a track could be
licensed in a county, voters in
that county would have to call
and approve a referendum.

The bill is backed by Texas
Racing Association, which has
raised more than $150,000 from
some of the most prominent
men in Texas ranching and
business. Opposing the associa-
tion will be a group of business-
men being organized by the Tex-
as Council of Churches and the
Texas Baptist General Conven-
tion.

Pipkin said the state would
get $20,000,000 a year from a
sliding tax of from four to six
percent on all bets and that the
state would get millions more
from increased tourism. One of
the first men to speak in oppo
sition, Representative J. C.
Whitfield, of Houston, said,
the plain facts are that legal-
ized racing and gambling not
only damage the moral fabric
of our people, but that the rev-
enues they bring in are more
than offset by losses in other,
more legitimate fields of com-
merce.”

LIQUOR BILL INTRODUCED

A Texas Restaurant Associa-
tion bill which would make le-
gal the selling of two ounce bot-
tles of liquor in licensed restau-
rants has been introduced.
Senator Jim Bates of Edin-
burg is handling it in the Sen-
ate and Representative Willis
J. Whatley is in charge of it in
the House.

The bill would permit custo-
mers to fix their own drinks
from the small bottles of liquor.
This would go part of the way
for those people who like to buy
their liquor by the drink. Church

A committee of the Texas
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made up of representalives
from both houses of the Legis~
lature, has prepared two plans
for Congressional redistricting.
According to a Houston Fed-
eral court order, the Legislature
must redraw the present 23 dis-
tricts so that their populations
will vary no more than five per-
cent from the mathematical
average of 416,508 and they
must do the job by August 1.
Both plans would give South
Texas a new congressman. They
would have a district from La-
redo to South San Antonio and
from Del Rio to Zapata.

Also, both plans would put
parts of Dallas, Tarrant and
Bexar gounties with other coun-
ties to equalize district popula-
tions. This reshuffling would
require same current congress-
men to run against each other
if they want to be re-elected in
1966,

Some legislators said they
liked the plans, but many said
they did not like them and that
they expeet plans by individual
members to be proposed as soon
as introduetion of bills begin.
TAX REVISIONS L
RECOMMEND ;s

Texas Commission on State
and Local Tax Policy has sug-
gested methods of obtaining
$15,300,000 in new state revenue
(per biennium) through a vari-
ety of tax revisions.

Commission said making sales
tax applicable to telephone and
telegraph service and other util-
ity tax changes would pick up
$11,200,000; modernizing the in-
heritance tax, $6,000,000; and re-
moval of the sales tax exemp-
tion on farm machinery, $9,-
000,000.

But not all the Commission’s
recommendations would mean
more revenue. Losses would
come from repeal of the theater
admission tax, $1,200,000; repeal
of the chain store tax, $7,000,-
000; and exemption from the
production tax of gas used in
field operations in the same
field where it is produced, $2,-
500,000.

Main purpose of recommend-
ed changes is “to achieve great-
er equity in taxation and great-
er ease in administration and
compliance,” said the commis-
sion.
