way network. Woodward began
his first term in the post as
an appointee of Governor Price
Daniel, in March, 1959.

Since that time, Governor Con-
nally pointed out, the Texas
highway grid has grown by more
than 5,000 miles, with 4,500 ad-
ditional miles of farm to mar-
ket highways and about 1,000
more miles of urban highways
accruing to Texas during his
tenure, In addition, he said,
“hundreds of miles of highways
have been reconstructed to
multi-lane standards” during
Woodward’s term of office.

The Governor said such “im-
pressive growth and progress”
of the Texas road system was a
tribute to the entire Highway
Commission and the staff of the
Highway Department under
State Highway Engineer D. C.
Greer.

Woodward’s associates on the
Commission, Herbert C. Petry,
Jr,. chairman, and J. H. Kultgen,
member, praised the reappoin-
tee’s contributions to the body’s
work to extend the mobility of
Texans.

The Governor cited the fact
Interstate Highway construction
in Texas costs 40 percent less
than the national average for
such construction as evidence of
the Highway Commission’s
“foresight, vision and courage.”

Declaring that a highway
system is “more than asphalt
and concrete,” he saluted the
Highway Department’s programs
to extend highways into recrea-

That cry has echoed, not al-
ways 50 bloodthirstily, through-
out history. One of the first
measures of the French Revolu-
tion was to abolish the legal
profession. The same thing hap-
pened in the Russian Revolu-
tion. In early American days,
many colonies tried to do away
with the practice of law. Roscoe
Pound, the eminent legal scho-
lar, once said:

“Every Utopia has been de-
signed to dispense with law-
yers.”

Yet, somehow, abolition does-
n't take. In France, only a few
yvears after being “abolished,”
lawyers were playing a key role
in formulating the Code Napo-
leon—one of the mightiest so-
cial documents of all time. At-
torney John Hazard, an expert
on Soviet affairs, has thus re-
ported that revolution’s effect
on the legal profession:

“When its ranks had been
purged, the empty chairs filled
up with new men to perform
the centuries-old functions of
the bar.”

Why this persistence? Why is
there a legal profession today in
every civilized dountry on
earth?

Consider the experience of
the colonial Quakers. For 170
years after they settled in Pen-
nsylvania, there were almost no
lawyers at all in the commun-
ity. Willilam Penn's laws were
supposed to be so simple that
any layman could understand
them. Points in dispute would be
cleared up with the help of
friendly neighbors.

But If the laws were simple,
life was not. Complexities arose,
too numerous to be foreseen by
the wisest of men. Disagree-
ments arose, too stubborn to
vield to the arbitration of
amateurs. And when those dis-
agreements touched vital issues
in the affairs of mankind, the
special talents of the lawyer
came into demand. The man
whose freedom, money, good
name, or life was at stake want-
ed an expert to speak for him.

But besides settling—or fore-
stalling—disputes, lawyers serve
a loftier purpose. They sym-
bolize, however imperfectly, the
Rule of Law in society. That
quotation from Shakespeare, of-
ten used to taunt lawyers, is
actually a subtle compliment.

'For the character who was so

eager to kill lawyers was no
well-meaning champion of the
common man. He was a power
hungry demagogue, scheming
to set himself up as the abso-
lute ruler of England. Thus
Shakespeare was depicting the
legal profession not as a bur-
den on society but as the first
barrier on the road to dictator-
ship.
