Will this be one of those tough
audiences that won’t respond,
that makes any play unsuccess-
ful? Is the play really as funny
as the cast thinks?

Then comes the first hum-
orous line onstage. The audience
laughs long and hard. The actors
backstage all start breathing
again, smile at one another and
nod. It's going to go over. The
tension lifts. The play is on the
way.

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The preliminary hearing on
the election contest suit disput-
ing the outcome of the February
26 bond election was postponed
again this week. Due to the'ill-
ness of Judge Joe Dibrell, the
hearing was reset from Tues-
day morning until next Mon-
day, April 26, at 3:00 p.m.

The attorneys for the five
plaintiffs in the suit filed an
amended petition early this
week. The city’s answer to the
original petition by the plaintiffs
pointed out the lack of speeific
facts in that document. The
amended pleading, in apparent
reply to the city’s plea in abate-
ment, went into more detail
about the plaintiffs claims of
election fraud.

Among other allegations, the
plaintiffs amended  petition
stated that Mr. and Mrs. Ray-
mond Gary had tried to render
personal property but were re-
fused, and that they “would
have voted against” the bonds.
It also states that Mrs. Joyce
Early was refused the right of
voting although, the document
claims, she was qualified to. cast
a ballot.

Mrs. Pauline Garrett; Sant
Anna City Secretary, told
News that the Garys came into
the city offices prior to election
day, desiring to render personal
property. Mrs. Garrett says that
she was at that time trying to
get a ruling on the validity of
such renditions from the city at-
torneys, and that she informed
the Garys of this, telling them
to eheck back in a short time
and she would know how to go
about taking such renditions.

‘She was told that if it was go-
ing to be that much trouble, they
would just not bother with it, ac-
cording to a witness in the office
at the time. At that time, no
personal property renditions for
tax purposes were being accept-
ed, according to a spokesman for
the city, but following the receipt
of information as to the validity
of such procedure, and the me-
thod to be used, all personal pro-
perty so offered was accepted on
the city tax rolls. The Garys did
not again apply, according to
the city spokesman.

The amended petition also
states that Mrs. Joyce Early was
refused the right to vote al-
though she was a qualified voter,
City tax records show no pro-
perty listed for the Earlys. The
real property claimed by the
Earlys is still listed in the name
of Sam Collier, county deed re-
cords show. Title to the property
will not be transferred to the
purchasers until one half of the
principal has been paid. Thus,
legally, Mrs. Early was not a
qualified voter according to the
tax laws.

Other portions of the a-
L imended petition lists six local
{voters who the complaintants
claim were not qualified to vote
in this election. These include
Mr. and Mrs. R. R. Caraway, Mrs.
Mollie Denton, a person listed
as “E. J. Jones” who is apparent-
ly supposed to be E. K. Jones,
Mrs. Olena Latimer, and B. B.
Parker.

A spokesman for the city’s at-
torneys told The News that the
city will prove that these per-
sons were entitled to vote, and
that since they were legal voters
they would in no way change the
overall outcome of the election.

The amended complaint also
brought to attention certain tax
office practices which the plain-
tiffs claim are incorrect. The pe-
tition states that the rendition
records are kept in a looseleaf
binder, which the plaintiffs ap-
parently feel is not the proper
way of maintaining these re-
cords. The News learned this
week that the Santa Anna ren-
dition records are kept in such
a binder because this is the
form furnished by the state of
Texas and required for such re-
cords.

Plaintiffs remaining on the
suit are Leland Thompson, D. D.
Blake, Lela Campbell, Maggie
Culver, and T. H. Goodgion.
Named as defendants are Ford
Barnes and the members of the
Santa Anna City Council: Cal-
vin Campbell, O. A. Ethridge, L.
M. Guthrie, Doug Moore, and
Ben Yarborough.

A spokesman for the city
stated late this week that the
petition, as amended, still is
vague and unspecific, and that
the city anticipates no difficulty
in defending against the legal
action.

The Santa Anna Independent
School District will open its own
tax office, using its own tax
evaluations, later this year, ac-
cording to Superintendent Cul-
len Perry.

The new evaluations are nec-
essary to provide the local
schools with enough funds to
carry on an adequate educa-
tional program, Perry said. He
stated that the Board of Trus-
tees of the Santa Anna Indepen-
dent School District had the
choice of taking the tax action
or of curtailing the local educa-
tional facilities, and after care-
ful study it was decided to oper-
ate as a separate taxing agency.

Perry explained that up to the
present the local school district
has been handling its taxing
through the county tax office,
using the state and county eval-
uations. These evaluations have
not changed since before World
War II, and do not provide an
adequate base for local school
financing at the present time.

An attempt was made to have
the Coleman County Commis-
sioners Court raise the evalua-
tions in the County, but they
failed to agree to this. County
Commissioner Thomas Wristen,
who has been working with the
local school board in its attempts
to solve its financial problems,
explained to The News that the
financial situations of the Coun-
ty and of the Santa Anna Inde-
pendent School District differ,
and therefore one tax evaluation
can hardly be applied to both
units of local government.

its operating funds, as specified
by the state to match state con-
tributions, The local require-
ments have grown over the years,
but the income from ad valorem
taxes, the only method of raising
funds available to the local
school board, has remained al-
most constant.

" Superintendent Perry cited
instances within the school dis-
trict of prime farmland being
evaluated at four dollars per
acre, while others comparable
are valued at $10 per acre. There
are other discrepancies in as-
sessed values. He said that re-
evaluation of real property within
Santa Anna Independent School
District will not only result in
imore funds for local school oper-
ations, but will also provide
fairer tax payments for all pro-
perty owners.

“Our only alternative to this
step,” Perry said, “Will be to
seriously curtail our school pro-
gram, cutting the number of
teachers on our staff, limiting
the special educational services
we offer, and decreasing the
number and variety of courses
available to students in Santa
Anna schools.

When the step is taken to
sever the taxing facility of the
school district from that of the
County, a board of equalization
will be set up, hearings held,
and new tax evaluations issued.
The Santa Anna Independent
School District will contract with
an assessor-collector to work for
the Santa Anna schools within
the structure of the County tax
office for the first year. The
special assessor-collector will be
paid a fee of two percent on all
assessed valuations and one per-
eent for collections. This is more
economical than a separate tax
office. However, a school tax
office located in Santa Anna
{may be logical at some future
time, Perry said.

The local fund assignments for
the local district, that part of
the minimum budget that must
be provided by the district, has
increased steadily over the years.
For instance, in 1955, the assign-
ment was $14,120; in 1956 it was
$16,000; in 1957, $17,850; in 1958,
$19,462; in 1959, $19,038; in 1960,
}-‘319,624: in 1961, $19,512; in 1962,
1826,925; in 1963, $28,461; in 1964,
,$20486; and in 1965, $31333.
i Next year, the assignment will
’bo $31,999.

Although the/district’s portion
of the minimum budget has been
increasing, and other costs to the
district have been rising, the
funds available have been fro-
izen, and the local schools have
|been facing an increasingly dif-
ficult financial problem.

Your Business?

The so-called “little Hoover bill” is having tough sledding in
the state legislature. This bill would set up a “watchdog” agency

to check into the operation of

the various state agencies, es-

pecially those charged with spending large sums of the taxpayers’
money (that's your money). It would report on ways by which
the state government could be made more efficient and econo-
mical, and would help guarantee honesty in state government,
blowing the whistle on shady practices that would cost the citizens

money .

Why are so many state representatives and senators opposed
to this bill? We can only assume that either they are opposed

to promoting economy in state
your tax money. Or that they

government, opposed to saving
are opposed to honesty in the

state government. In either case, we would hardly want anyone
who is opposed to such improvements as the “little Hoover bill”

representing us in Austin.

This bill is so called because it is patterned after the Feder-
al Hoover Commission, which was based on work done by for-
mer President Herbert Hoover. The commission set up by this
bill has uncovered many instances of inefficiency in the national
government, and has saved millions of your Federal tax dollars.
Many states have enacted comparable laws, and have enjoyed

the same good results.

Why then are legislators in Austin opposing this law so bit-
terly? Don’t they really want efficient, effective government for
the state? Or are they afraid that such a commission might un-
cover something in their own backyards that they would rather
not have made public? In either instance, such men should not be
returned to Austin to represent us. The state’s business is the peo-
ple’s business.

FAMILY
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“POSITION IS EVERYTHING”

To a certain young housewife,
there is special meaning in the
adage that “position is every-
thing in life.” Injured while
shopping, she lost a claim for
damages simply because of her
position—her physical position—
at the moment of the accident.

It happened this way:

Standing near the checkout
counter in a market, she decided
to hand the cashier an extra
package she was carrying. She
stepped into the cashier’s booth,
stumbled over an obstruction,
and fell down hard:

As a rule, a shopper has a fa-
vored legal status. Classified as
an “invitee” (or “business visi-
tor”), she is entitled to have sub-
stantial care taken for her safe-
ty.

But that status continues only
so long as she stays where she
belongs, within the area of invi-
tation. Outside that area, she
loses her favored status. Her
chance of collecting damages, in
case of injury, is automatically
reduced.

In the above case, the house-
wife stepped out of bounds when
she entered the cashier’s booth.
Result: she lost her status and
lost the lawsuit that followed.

How far does the area of in-
vitation extend? Farther, of
course, than the precise point of
purchase. For instance, you are
still within its protection while
entering or leaving the store in
the normal manner.

Thus, in a case involving negli-
gence on the part of a bank
damages were awarded to a man
injured while entering through
the bank’s front door. But dam-
ages were denied to a woman in-
jured while entering a restau-
rant, through the side shipping
door, obviously not meant for
public use.

BUDGET WRITING TOUGHER
THAN EVER

Appropriations bill conferees
failed to make the April 15 dead-
line set by House Speaker Ben
Barnes for completion of their
work.

Despite any sharp differences
between House and Senate bills,
the budgetwriting job in general
is tougher than ever this year.
That's because of creation of
new state agencies and transfers
of duties particularly in hospital
and water fields plus impact of
Federal programs just being e-
volved on state finances.

LOAN BILL ADVANCED

Legislation which opponents
charge would mean the highest
interest rates on loans in the na-
tion for Texans received tenta-
tive Senate approval 16-14.

Measure by Senator Jim Bates,
of Edinburg, would allow $9 an-
nual interest rates on install-
ment loans of $100 up to $6,500.
An amendment, finally accepted
after strong objection, exempted
small loan companies from terms
of the bill. Another amendment
exempted mortgage loans on real
estate.

' |COLLEGES GET FEDERAL

FUNDS

With $11,200,000 presently al-
loted for distribution in Federal
grants for college construction
in Texas, the Texas Commission
on Higher Education already has
requests from 24 more colleges
and eligibility established for 12
junior colleges.

Applications received amount
to an additional $12,500,000 of
construction requests under the
1964 Higher Educational Facili-
ties Act. Grants pay for 40 per-
cent of the actual cost of new
construction for approval col-
lege facilities.

A new governor moved into the
chief executive’s office in the ca-
pitol this week but only for a
day.

Following tradition, Governor
John Connally and Lieutenant
Governor Preston Smith left the
state Tuesday clearing the way
for Senator Tom Creighton, of
Mineral Wells, Senate president
pro tempore, to take a 24 hour
turn as governor.

Creighton invited homefolks
from Callahan, Clay, Denton,
Eastland, Jack, Montague, Palo
Pinto, Parker, Stephens, and
Wise counties to his “inaugura-
tion.”

He also turned out the usual
volume of proclamations and
commissions and received praises
of his colleagues.

Creighton, 36, an attorney,
brought along his pretty wife,
Sue, and three children to the
governor’s mansion.

MEDICAL SCHOOL VETOED

Governor Connally vetoed the
bill authorizing Texas Tech to
establish a medical school in
Lubbock.

Connally said that not enough
study had been given to the idea
and that he preferred that his
recently created college coordi-
nating board be the supreme au-
thority in new college programs.

Veto drew critical attacks from
West Texas proponents of the
sehool, including Lieutenant
Governor Preston Smith and
Senator H. J. Blanchard, both of
Lubbock.

DISTRICTING GUIDELINES

SET

Representative Gus Mutscher,
of Brenham, says the House Dis-
tricts Committee aims to get a
Congressional reapportionment
measure to the floor by May 1.
Mutscher is chairman of the
Committee.

Three optional plans for state
House of Representatives redis-
tricting also are due from sub-
committees by May 1.

Committee has adopted these
tentative legislature redistricting
guidelines:

Population variance between
districts should be held to a
maximum of 15 percent over and
below the mean average;

“At least one attempt” will be
made to eliminate “flotorial”
districts;

Small counties without popu-
lation sufficient to justify a rep-
resentative of their own will not
be divided;

Two or more representatives
will not be allowed to run at
large in two or more counties.

Committee also approved Sen-
ate-passed bill to permit up to
15 percent population variance
in forming legislative districts.

House Speaker Ben Barnes is
optimistic that the Legislature
can solve the thorny redistrict-
ing problem without need for a
special session.

AMENDMENTS GET PRIORITY

State representatives returned
from their brief Easter Vacations
to find two proposed constitu-
tional amendments high on their
work assignment list.

Governor Connally finally got
the balky House Amendments
Committee to clear for debate
measure to increase terms of
governor and other officials e-
lected statewide from two to four
years.

Committee also approved re-
districting pain-easer calling for
increase of State Senate mem-
bership from 31 to 39, but
stripped from it provision to
lengthen upper house terms to
six years.

Pressure from the Governor
for submission of both measures
to Texas voters (in November
and August 7 elections, respecti-
vely) were intense.

NEW LAWS ADOPTED

Dozens of bills have been given
final passage in one house and
sent to the other for further ac-
tion.

Two bills by Representative
Dick Cory would authorize com-
missioners courts in all but the
largest counties of the state to
give county officers raises of up
to 20 percent.

Senator Don Kennard’s bill to

create a North Central Airport
Authority in Tarrant county
which is opposed by Dallas, was
passed in the state Senate, but
the House version ran into a fil-
ibus ter by Dallas delegation
Inembers in the committee hear-
ng.
Bill by Senator W. T. Moore
would authorize Texas A&M to
accept James Connally Air Force
Base for the state and establish
a technical institute.

NONCITIZENS AID PROPOSED
Proposed constitutional a

mendment to make old age assis-

tance to noncitizens who have
lived in the US for at least 25
years received heavy support in
a House committee hearing.
Representative Joe J. Bernal,
of San Antonio, sponsor of the
bill, said only three other states
require citizenship for such as-
sistance. Many thousand long-
time Texas residents, who have
not qualified for citizenship for
such assistance due to language
or other barriers, have no income
at all today, Barnal told the
Committee.

RAINMAKING STUDY URGED

John T. Carr, Jr., weatherman
with the Texas Water Commis-
sion, says long range experi-
ments in weather modification
should be undertaken in Texas,
even though at present condi-
tions do not seem favorable and
existing methods are expensive.

Carr says that ideal conditions
for rainmaking are infrequent
in Texas. However, experiments
have shown there are effective
methods to bring about rain
where it would not have fallen
naturally and to increase the
yield of rain clouds.

SHORT SNORTS

Bill to authorize the Texas
Water Development Board to is-
sue $100,000,000 more in Texas
Water Development Bonds was
heard by the House Conserva-
tion and Reclamation Committee
and assigned to subcommittee.

George W. Hill, executive di-
rector of the Texas State Histo-
rical Survey Committee, has re-
signed effective July 1 to become
president of the Southern Heri-
tage Foundation.

Governor signed into law these
bills: Raising compulsory school
attendance age one year to 17;
renewal of foreign student ex-
emptions from tuition in Texas
colleges; and providing for ele-
tion of school trustees by the
place system in independent
school districts of 500 or more
scholastics.

In another opinion Carr con-
cluded a fireman who leaves his
job after 20 years service, but be-
fore age 55, is not required to
contribute percentage of sick
leave and vacation pay into fire-
men’s relief and retirement fund.
