“Sir:

“Well, who would ever have
believed that I would be beaten
by a mere man!

But not as
much as the three months he
thinks.

“For to be exact, T was born
March 23, 1883,—that makes him
only three weeks my senior. But
all he needs is three days or
less to be the victor.

“But I bet he cannot boast of
being almost drowned by great
floods of rain dashing down
that night!

“Yours truly,
“Lena Boyd.”

As regular readers of this co-
lumn (all three of them) will
remember, Miss Boyd sent us a
note claiming to be the oldest
local resident who was born
here. We published that infor-
mation in this column, and then
Mr. Bertrand came in to tell us
we were wrong, that he was the
oldest. Now Miss Boyd has con-
ceded the victory.
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Miss Boyd spent quite an ex-
citing and eventful life between
the time she left Santa Anna
and the time she returned. She
went to India as a missionary
in 1912, for the Presbyterian
Church. When she reached the
age of 65, which is the manda-
tory retirement age, in 1948, she
returned to this country, but
less than a year later she went
back to take the place of a
family that had not been back
in the US for more than 10
years and wished to come for a
year furlough. -

During this year, Miss (
took care of the “baby fold” for
children under five years of
age in a home for children of
leper parents.

When the family she had re-
placed returned, Miss Boyd, hav-
ing gotten what she calls a “toe-
hold” stayed on in India for
another 11 years. Following her
year at the home for children
of leper patients, she went to
stay with an Indian boy she had
raised, one of those she calls

her “grandsons.” During this
time she was taking care of a
small baby girl who was too
weak for life at the children’s
home.

Later, she moved to the moun-
tain area of India, where she
rented a house and provided
boarding facilities for boys and
girls so that they could attend
the mission school nearby. In
1957, her work there completed,
she moved back to the plains of
India, where she spent the re-
maining four years, returning
to the United States in 1960.
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Asked about her impressions
and memories of India and the
Indian people, Miss Boyd says
that the greatest change she
witnessed in her 48 years in that
nation was the increase in the
opportunities for education. She
said that when she went to In-
dia, girls and boys were fortu-
nate to have a fifth grade edu-
cation, and girls would go into
nursing or schoolteaching with
no more educational preparation
than that. Now, she says, high

school educations are required
for such positions, and also for
boys to enter any of the trades
or professions.

Her impression of the Indian
people: “I love ’em,” she says,
noting that she still helps sup-
port several children so that
they can get through school
and “get on their feet before I
die.” She points out the uni-
versal truth that there are good
people and bad people in every
nation, every race, and every
society.
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Miss Boyd spoke of her con-
cern for the people of India,
whose biggest problem today is
the poverty and starvation that
are still too prevelent. “There
are the droughts and then the
floods,” she says, “It always
seems that something is happen-
ing to keep the people in pover-
ty.” She speaks of her despair
in remembering the great num-
bers of people in India still
locked in poverty and hopeless-
ness.

~ An audience of approximately
75 heard the initial presentation
of the results of the survey of
the Coleman County labor mar-
ket, conducted here a few
months ago. The presentation
of the report was made by offi-
cials of the Texas Employment
Commission during a luncheon
held in Coleman, Monday, June
14,

The report, published in the
form of a 134 page book, entitled
“Economic Base Report, Cole-
man County, Texas,” will be
made available to industries and
businesses that are seeking areas
for relocation or expansion.
Copies will also be available to
persons interested in promot-
ing Coleman County and the
urban areas in the County.

The introduction to the book
outlines the purpose of the sur-
vey, and some of the general
conclusions:

“This summation is part of a
national program initiated to
help rural counties, primarily
those that have been losing pop-
ulation.

“A survey of manpower com-
pleted in March, 1965 is the
foundation for this account of
the economy and potential of
Coleman County, which sus-
tained 11,000 more inhabitants in
1930 than it did in 1960.

“The survey discloses an a-
bundant surplus of manpower
available for expanding employ-
ment, and a sufficiency of many
other resources necessary for
production.

“It is not foolish to say that
citizens of Coleman County will
leave to earn and spend else-
where if the economy is not
1ourished by more jobs.

“A multitude of contributors
are acknowledged, with credit
due to all the people involved,
various publications, companies,
governments, agencies, utilities,
and all entities, public and pri-
vate.

“The survey was directly spon-
sored by the Coleman and Santa
Anna Chambers of Commerce.”

The report is divided into two
main parts, with the first part,
taking up about one half of the
book, devoted to a desecription
of Coleman County and its peo-
ple. Chapter heads include Sum-
mary Description of Coleman
County, containing geographic
and topographic features, wea-
ther data, and population and
labor information; Coleman
County’s Pe€Ople;additional de-
tails about the population, with
breakdowns of information con-
cerning age, area of residence,
education, sex, racial character-
istics, and other material;
Coleman County’s Labor Force,
with information about employ-
ment and unemployment statis-
tics, the labor supply. and the
occupational distribution; Cole-
man County As A Market, with
data about income of the County,
banking facilities, utilities, news
and advertising media, and
housing; Coleman County As A
Production Site, outlining man-
power resources, water supplies,
power, minerals, timber, and
supporting industrial and service
resources; Coleman County’s
Trade And Tourist Potential,
listing the values of the market,
and containing interesting ob-
servations on the potentials of
the area for tourist develop-

ment; Financial Institutions In
Coleman County; listing and
describing the banks, savings and
loan institutions, and lending
facilities available in the County,
with breakdowns of deposits;
Coleman County’s Agriculture,
a description of the present
agricultural situation in the
County; The Coleman County
Transportation Picture, includ-
ing highway, railroad, and air
transport facilities available to
the County; Prime Business Sites
In Coleman County, outlining
business sites available and the
assistance a business might ex-
pect from the community in
which it is considering locating;
Government In Coleman County,
a discussion of the city and
county government in the Coun-
ty, with information on voting
records of County citizens, and
the welfare agencies operating
here; and Living In Coleman
County, which discusses housing,
schools, libraries, churches, or-
ganizations, radio and television,
living costs, and health services.

The second section of the book
is devoted to charts depicting in
detail the labor force available
in Coleman County, information
derived from the survey con-
ducted here.

The book is illustrated with
four maps and several charts.

One of the more interesting
charts plots the population of
Coleman County from 1870 to
the present. While an accom-
panying chart shows the popula-
tion of the state as a whole
climbing steadily, the Coleman
County population starts at less
than 1,000 in 1870, climbs steadi-
ly until it reaches a peak of
about 22,000 in 1910, drops sharp-
ly to about 19,000 ten years later,
climbs back to the alltime high
of just under 24,000 in 1930, then
nosedives to slightly more than
12,000 in 1960. The chart shows
a very slight increase between
1960 and 1963.

The greatest drop in popu-
lation came in the 30 years be-
tween the alltime high in 1930
and the census in 1960, with the
County losing 11,211 citizens.
About 200 were gained in the
period between 1960 and 1964.

Among other interesting infor-
mation included in the report
is a summary of weather and
climate canditions in Coleman
County. For instance, the all-
time high here was 114 degrees
(in August of 1943), and the all-
time low was minus four de-
grees (in January of 1949). Ave-
rage temperature in the Santa
Anna area is 65.8 degrees. The
average minimum temperature
is 52 degrees, and the average
maximum is 80 degrees. The
wind averages a speed of 13
miles per hour, with the top
wind speed measured here being
109 miles per hour. There have
been three recorded tornadoes
that have touched down in Cole-
man County in the past 70 years,
according to the report.

The average age of Coleman
Countians is 39.8 years, which is
about 13 years more than the
average for all of Texas (26.9
years).

The County’s population drop-

ped 196 percent in the ten
years between 1950 and 1960.

Of the total population in
1960, 513 percent were male

Issued Here This Week

Native Texans
comprise 90.3 percent of the
citizens of the County.

The County lists four incor-
porated towns: Coleman, Noe
vice, Santa Anna, and Talpa.
There are 15 unincorporated
towns: Burkett, Echo, Fisk,
Glen Cove, Goldsboro, Gould-
busk, Leaday, Mozelle, Rockwood,
Shield, Silver Valley, Trickham,
Valera, Voss, and Whon. Largest
of the unincorporated communi-
ties is Valera, with 225 residents,
followed by Rockwood, with 200.
Smallest, according to the fig-
ures in the report, is Mozelle,
which lists no residents at all.
Rockwood has the most business
establishments, with four.

According to the report, more
than 96 percent of the avail-
able labor force was employed
in 1960. One out of three workers
employed in the County partici-
pated in the labor survey.

Outlining the data on Coleman
County as a market, the report
shows that the average income
of families in the County has
increased by 55 percent during
the past 10 years, but 46.3 per-
cent are still making less than
$3,000 annually. The average
annual income for the County
was $2,349.

The annual total of wyges and
salaries paid rose from $4,500,-
000 in 1963 to $4,900,000 in 1964,
but the County’s economic index
(its relationship to the other
253 counties in Texas) dropped
from .150 to .141 in that same
time.

The number of retail busi-
nesses dropped by 40 in the
five year period from 1958 to
1963, although retail sales rose
by $3,000,000 during that same
period.

The housing picture is not
exceptionally bright in Coleman
County, with 42 percent of the
homes judged as being sub-
standard. Of all the homes in the
County, 92 percent did not have
air conditioning.

Listed as mineral assets of the
County are deposits of clay, com-
mercial sand, building stone,
limestone, petroleum and natural
gas, coal, and a vein of lead
“14 feet thick, down 1,350 to 1,400
feet.”

Field crops brought more than
half a million dollars into the
County in 1959, with all kinds
of livestock increasing except
milk cows, horses, chickens, and
turkeys. Total wool production
dropped, but the production of
mohair increased. One third of
Coleman County farmers and
stockmen worked off of their
farms for 100 days per year or
more.

In discussing the availability
of business sites in Coleman
County, the report says: “Per-
ceptive and stable industries
should have a better than ave-
rage chance to establish them-
selves on choice locations in
this County.”

The report outlines the edu-
cational standard of the County,
showing that 9.0 percent of the
citizens of age 25 or more have
completed less than five years
of schooling, 51.7 percent com-
pleted from five to 11 years,
34.7 percent completed high
school, and 4.6 percent completed
four or more years of college.
Of residents between the ages
of 14 and 17, 90 percent are in
school, six percent higher than
the statewide average.

Copies of the report are avail-
able for examination and loan
to interested persons in the of-
fice of the Santa Anna Chamber
of Commerce.

Elderly people, if they live in
rural areas, need not give up
the idea of building, buying, or
repairing their homes on credit.

This word comes from John
H. Curry, Farmers Home Ad-
ministration County Supervisor,
serving Callahan, Coleman and
Runnels counties. :

Curry said citizens who are
62 years and over, living in a
rural community of 2,500 or
less, may be eligible for a 33 year
loan bearing four percent in-
terest to buy an older home or
build a new one.

The FHA supervisor said el-
derly residents may also be eli-
gible for smaller loans for home
repairs.

He pointed out the increas-
ing demand in small towns for
rental units designed to meet
the housing needs of older folks.

The Farmers Home Adminis-
tration can loan direct funds to
nonprofit organizations for con-
struction of senior citizens ren-
tal housing units designed for
independent living.

Funds for construction of sen-
ior citizens rental housing units
may also be provided by private
investors with FHA guaranteeing
repayment.

The fiscal year through April
30, Farmers Home Administra-
tion has advanced $5,586,876 to
senior citizens for construction,
buying and repairing of indi-
vidual homes. The total loaned
is up 17 percent over a similar
period last fiscal year.

More than 1,200 elderly peo-
ple in the 50 states, Puerto Rico
and Virgin Islands were able
to get loans for new or improved

«parmers Home Administra-
tion'’s senior citizens housing
loan program offers citizens,
62 years and older, an opportu-
nity to have housing suited to
their needs in the community
in which they have spent their
working years,” Curry said. “This
program also stimulates the lo-
cal economy by providing jobs
for workers engaged in the con-
struction industry and custo-
mers for local trades and ser-
vices.”

In 1962, Congress authorized
Farmers Home Administration to
make direct loans and insured
loans to individuals and cor-
poration to finance rental hous-
ing for the elderly.

FHA direct loans for senior
citizens rental housing in rural
communities bear 3.75 percent
interest, with up to 50 years for
repavment.

But loans insured by the a-
gency for rental housing cur-
rently bear 5.75 percent interest.
Borrowers have up to 40 years to
repay.

When you buy or sell a house,
you want the law to stand firm.

Bureaucracy And Braceros

The United States Department of Labor has closed out
the bracero program, under which Mexican field laborers were
allowed to come into the United States to fill the need for
such workers during crop harvest seasons.

Reason given for this action, taken under pressure from
US labor unions, was that foreign workers should not be goven
employment while US workers were unemployed.

This justification does not hold water for several reasons.

In the first place, US workers,

generally speaking, will not do

this type of labor at the salaries paid. And it is highly illogical
to refuse a Mexican farm laborer permission to work in the
fields of California because mechanization has put a coal
miner out of work in West Virginia. The West Virginia coal
miner is not going to move to California to pick strawberries
any more than the Mexican farm laborer is going to imperil
the chances of the coal miner to find work in West Virginia.
There are several instances in which attempts have been
made to hire US workers to fill the places left by the ending
of the bracero contract. To date, these attempts have been uni-

formly unsuccessful.

We send millions of dollars to Latin American nations in
the form of foreign aid, much of which never sifts down to
the level of the common people. The bracero program allowed
farm workers from Mexico to come to this country, work during
the harvest at wages far beyond anything they could hope
to earn in Mexico even if they could find the work, and returmn
with these funds, funds they use to raise their standard of
living. Many Mexican families, in poor circumstances in their
native land, lived for the entire year on what could be brought
home from the American harvest fields. Now this source of
financial betterment has been cut off. This is creating not
only financial want among these peoples, but also some very

real anti-US feeling.

A logical solution to the problem has been suggested, and
that is to take the bracero program from under the Department
of Labor and place it under the Department of Agriculture.
This is the Department that is logically set up to decifde what
farm labor needs can be filled with domestic workers, and
how many foreign workers will be needed to keep crops from
rotting on the ground for lack of harvest hands, as is now the
case in several areas of the West.

This would be the logical move. Of course, logic and govern-
ment don’t always go hand in hand, so we may seemore of
the reasoning that allows crops to rot and deprives indigent
Mexican citizens of desperately needed income because taxi
drivers in New Yory City are out of work.

Civic Housing Data
Available In New
Government Book

Information on the develop-
ment and enforcement of hous-
ing and building codes exclusive-
ly for smaller cities and incor-
porated areas has been published
for the first time in a booklet
just announced by Urban Re-
newal Commissioner William L.
Slayton.

Entitled, “Code Administra-
tion for Small Communities,”
it is Technical Guide 19, one of
a series of plblications. prepared
by the Urban Renewal Adminis-
tration to provide technical in-
formation to persons engaged in
local urban renewal programs.
The 26 page booklet may be
purchased for 30 cents from the
Superintendent of Documents,
US Government Printing Office,
Washington, DC 20402. Copies,
in limited quantities, are also
available without charge to lo-
cal officials or others responsi-
ble for carrying out urban re-
newal functions, from the Hous-
ing and Home Finance Agency,
Washington, DC 20410, or any of
the HHFA regional offices.

“This is a valuable publication
in many ways,” said Commis-
sioner Slayton. “Every city needs
an up-to-date system of housing
codes and a coordinated enforce-
ment system, to help prevent

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an deliminate deterioration and
decay. Smaller cities have spe-
cial problems that are quite dif-
ferent from those of larger cities.
Many of them lack the basic ex-
perience to develop and operate
a system of codes and ordi-
nances, and we hope that this
publication, which is based on
the actual experiences of cities
with less than 25,000 population,
will at least point out the main
guidelines for them to follow. It
pulls together information never
available in this format.”

The booklet includes five main
sections: An introduction to the
meaning, purpose, and basic
characteristics of codes; the le-
gal basis for codes and code en-
forcement, which contains in-
formation on police powers, code
adoption, and legal representa-
tion; organization of municipal
policies to support ccde adminis-
tration, which covers organiza-
tion of administration and com-
munity support; organization of
a department to administer
codes, including staffing, bud-
geting, and programming; and
operational procedures for ad-
ministering codes, containing of-
fice procedures, field inspection,
and other relations.

An addendum includes a list
of model housing and building
codes and ordinances, related
publications, and a sample build-
ing inspection services agree-
ment between a city and a
county.

Number of registered voters
in Texas dropped nearly a mil-
lion from last year’s record
breaking number, according to
figures released by Comptroller
Robert S. Calvert.

Most of the decrease appar-
ently came in the 50,000 to 150,-
000 population cities, with the
largest metropolitan areas and
the rural counties holding fairly
steady. Number of issued poll
tax receipts and exemptions
dropped from 2,892,670 for vot-
ing in the 1964 Presidential elec-
tions to 1,970,181 for this off-
year.

The five most populous coun-
ties—Harris, Dallas, Bexas, Tar-
rent and El Paso— actually in-
creased their percentage of the
registered vote by three points.
They hold 44 percent of this
year's poll tax receipts.

However, this is not a speci-
fic indicator of their dominance
over rural areas, since in cities
of less than 10,000, elderly voters
do not have to claim their ex-
emption.

This year, only 3,314 signed up
for “free” poll tax receipts qual-
ifying them to vote in leections
for Federal officials. But there
are no Federal elections slated
for ballots this year. A total of
84,297 of these “poll tax-not
paid” certificates were issued
in 1964, first year they were
available for Presidential, Vice
Presidential and Congressional
balloting.

As voting dates for constitu-
tional amendments near, it is
apparent that most Texans of
voting age will be able to do no
more than look and hope, for
lack of a poll tax receipt.

BROWNWOOD AREA
PROJECTS APPROVED

Texas Water Commission has
approved some $10,000,000 in US
Corps of Engineers flood control
and water supply projects for
Brownwood area.

A new $3,000,000 dam at Lake
Brownwood, a $7,000,000 flood
control reservoir on Pecan Ba-
you upstream, and channel im-
provements on the bayou, Adams
Branch, Tom Williams Branch
and Willis Creek are included.
The new dam is planned 800
feet downstream from the old
one whose outlets never have
worked properly since its con-
struction during 1932 floods.

INSURANCE RATES GOING UP

State Board of Insurance
Chairman Hunter McLean jolted
auto owners with more bad
news: Their insurance premiums
are going up at least 12 percent.

Board meets officially on June
22 to set rates on basis of ex-
perience by areas. However, Mc-
Lean has served notice that
there is no doubt rising motor
accidents will make a stiff rate
hike mandatory. There were 13
percent more accidents last year
than in 1963.

Rates dropped 1.2 percent last
year for the total insurance
field, but should have gone up,
McLean said. Auto liability in-
surance, although sometimes
criticized as high priced, actual-
ly has cost companies more than
$1,000,000,000 during the last 10
years, he maintained.

Premiums vary in 26 rating
territories of the state accord-
ing to their accident records
the previous year.

BOUNDARY AGREED ON

Conferees have agreed on lo-
cation of the boundary line be-
tween Texas and Louisiana, long
in dispute, reports Land Com-
missioner Jerry Salder.

Next step will be appointment
of a boundary commission by
governors of the states to ap-
prove the new line and submit
it to their legislatures for con-
currence. Congress also will have
to ratify the line.

Dispute has involved some val-
uable mineral lands. Louisiana
claimed ownership to the west
bank of the Sabine River and
Sabine Lake into Gulf of Mexi-
co. Texas claimed its line ex-
tended to the middle of the river
and lake.

MIGRANT AID PUSHED

Governor’s Office of Economic
Opportunity is seeking approval
of a $5,500,000 grant of Federal
“War on Poverty” funds for sev-
én programs to help Texas mi-
grant workers.

If the grant is approved, ad-
ditional state funds and staff
services will bring the total cost
of the program to some $6,000,-
000, an average of about $46 for
each of the estimated 128,000
Texans who migrate to do sea-
80111:‘1:1 ‘:dgerécultural work.

Liquor Control Board Adminis-
trator Coke Stevenson has clari-
fied his two “administrative in-
terpretation” bulletins which
cautioned against hiring minors
to work “on or about licensed
premises.” Stevenson says teen-
age workers will not lose their
jobs if the stores comply with
normal regulations.

He added that the bulletins
from his office were meant to
remind holders of beer, wine,
and liquor permits that they
must separate a portion of their
store by a guard rail and place
an adult in charge of a check
out counter used for purchase of
alcoholic beverages.
