As a result of the recent Cas-
sius Clay-Sonny Liston fiascos,
the sport of boxing has come in-
to even greater irrepute than
previously. These fights have
pointed up the underlying fac-
tors that are working to des-
troy a sport that was once one
of the most vigorous and popu-
lar in this country.

It is unfortunate that the sport
of boxing must suffer because of
the assorted fastbuck artists,
crooks, conmen, and irresponsi-
ble persons who have infiltrated
the business end of the opera-
tion. Boxing, in itself, the sport
of pugilism, is one of the finest
that we have. The sport, teaches
selfreliance, sportsmanship, and
courage, things that add to any-
one’s character., And amateur
boxing, removed from the unsa-
vory taint that permeates the
professional end of the sport, is
as fine an athletic event as we
could wish. Unfortunately, ama-
teur boxing has suffered by asso-
ciation because of the nefarious
manueverings in the professional
sport.

And despite what some of the
“ban boxing” fanatics say, box-
ing is one of our safer sports.
During a ten year period selected
for study recently by an inter-
national commission looking in-
to safety in sports, more people
died throughout the world as a
result of playing tennis than
died as a result of boxing. Now, if
we really want to get ridiculous,
we can ban tennis, and all other
sports, because they contain the
element of physical hazard, but
then so does crossing the street
in traffic. In fact, if we really
want to eliminate sporting fa-
talities, we will ban boating and
fishing, the greatest single area
of sporting fatalities (from
drowning), football (more peo-
ple died last year in the United
States alone from playing foot-
ball than died in the entire world
from boxing), and auto racing.

Besides, outlawing boxing has
been tried, and it doesn’t work.
Around the turn of the century,
many states (including Texas)
had laws against boxing, but
bouts were either staged on the
sly, or just across the boundary
in legal territory (such as Mexi-
co. And these bouts could not be
held with proper supervision, be-
cause, since the sport was out-
lawed, no supervision organiza-
tion could be set up.

We are not advocates of in#®
creasing government controls
where they can be avoided, but
if boxing is to regain its posi-
tion as a national sport, and if
professional boxers are to be-
come the national! heroes they
once were (remembering men
like Jack Dempsey and Joe Louis),
several steps are going to have
to be taken, one of the most
important of which will be es-
tablishment of a national boxing
commission, with a national
commissioner who has real po-
wer to control the sport, and who
has the courage to use that
power.

Then the racketeers and quick
money men can be eliminated,
‘the sport can be returned to the
‘boxers and to the fans, and can
again become a sport, and not
a farce and an exhibition, as
-wrestling is today, and as box-
ing is rapidly becoming (follow-
ing the most recent Clay-Liston
fight, the Dallas Morning News
announced that they would no
Jonger carry boxing news in their
sports section, since it was be-
coming obvious that boxing was
no longer a legitimate sport).

Perhaps then boxing will be
properly supervised (the current
boxing commissions of the var-
jous states, and such organiza-
tions as the World Commission,
have no power to actually regu-
late the sport, and if they had
such power, they have so abused
them as to make them of no
effect.

A valuable additional asset to
the return of boxing to a place of
honor as a sport will be an in-
crease in interest in amateur
boxing. Very few colleges have
boxing teams anymore, where
20 years ago there were many.
Interest and entries in the fa-
mous Golden Gloves program
have been dwindling.

Boxing is a good sport. It is
too bad that a bunch of unscru-
pulous men have been allowed
to take over, and it is to be
hoped that the Federal givern-
ment will act to put the sport
back on its feet.
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We are still working on the
who-is-the-oldest-person- living-
in--Santa -Anna -who -was -born
-here controversary. This under-
cover work is very delicate, so
we won’t report on our progress
this week.

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Special remedial classes, for

The
English course, for students from
the same grades, has not been
assigned a teacher yet, but one is
expected to be obtained shortly,
according to Superintendent
Cullen Perry.

An opportunity for Santa

It must be filled
out and brought to the exam
unless previously submitted.

Quantity And Quality In Austin

Governor John Connally recently praised the session of the
legislature just' ended as one of the most effective in the history

of the state, but for the record,

let’s take a look at some of the

shortcomings of the legislative session of this year.

For one thing, the legislature

lacked the courage, compassion,

and Christianity to cope with the proposals to end capital punish-
ment—the death sentence—in Texas. Our state again lags behind
because some of our elected representatives seem to prefer living
in the dark ages than in the twentieth century. Several states
abolished the death penalty this year, but our legislators, by

their opposition and inaction,

decreed that each and every

citizen of Texas be guilty of murder as men and women continue
to be put to death in the electric chair at Huntsville.

In redistricting, one of the

thorniest problems facing the

lawrnakers this session, the final result smacks considerably more
of political expediency than of intelligent statesmanship.

The question of long overdue raises for teachers met with a
sort of a half answer, and the poor teachers, accustomed to getting
nothing, took the half-a-loaf compromise they were offered. There
was not enough money available to grant the salary increases
needed to insure the state adequate future supplies, but as always,
there seemed to be enough funds to pay for the favorite pork
barrel projects of the Governor and many of the legislators. And
so our children must suffer because the great state of Texas can-
not find enough money to pay teachers an adequate salary. Poor

broke Texas!

In judging the actions and accomplishments of this session of
the legislature, it is well to remember that quantity is not always
an adequate substitute for quality.

LAWYER AL

ACT OF GOD

Ask an atheist what is an act
of God and he will say:

“Nothing.”

Ask a fundamentalistt and he
may well say:

“Everything.”

But in law, the phrase “act of
God” has nothing to do with
religion. The law sits in judg-
ment only on the acts of man.
Calling an eventj an act of God
is merely the law’s way of saying
it is not an act of man.

This distinction can be im-
portant indeed.

Suppose, for example, that a
bolt of lightning strikes a tree
in your back yard. toppling it
onto the neighbor’s garage. Ob-~
viously you did not hurl that
lightning bolt. Nor could you
have prevented the harm it in-
flicted.

Having played no role in the
event, you are not legally liable
for the damage. “Act of God” is
a good defense.

But suppose the tree fell not
only because of the lightning
but also because it was badly
rotted. Although you had known
for some time that it might fall,
you had neglected to take any
precautions.

Surely, if God caused the
lightning in the first case, He
caused it in the second case as
well. But now your own negli-
gence played a key role in the
outcome. Therefore, “act of God”
is not a good defense. You could
be held liable.

When should a force of nature
be foreseen and guarded against?
There is no easy answer. Thus,
precautions fair to expect in a
tornado belt might be unfair to
expect in an area where torna-
does are unknown. A careful per-
son makes due allowance, under
all the circumstances, for the

Most act of God cases involve
weather, But not all. In one in-
stance, a farmer sued his neigh-
bor for crop damage caused by
water leaking from a drainage
canal.

Since I didn’t cause those go-
phers to dig, I am not to blame.
This should be considered an act
of God.”

But the court held that, even if
the digging could be called an
act of God, gopher damage was
common enough to have been
foreseen and prevented. The
court might well have reminded
the defendant of Milton’s ad-
monition in “Paradise Lost:”

“Accuse not Nature! She hath
done her part;

Do thou but:thine!”

“Fasten your seat Dbelts,

please,” is a customary warning
for airline passengers. But it's an
admonition for motorists, too.

Your chances of being killed in
an accident increase five times
if you are thrown from the
vehicle. Using your seat belt can
keep you safe. Accident studies
show that use of seat belts can
eliminate at least one third of
all automobile injuries.

Seat belts are the best low
cost safety feature available for
a car, yet many people fail to
install and use them,

One person may -use ‘“claus-
trophobia” as an excuse for not
using seat belts. He may tell
you, “If the car should c¢atch
fire or submerge, I wouldn’t
want to be trapped inside.”

What this person doesn’t rea-
lize is that less than one per-
cent of all injury producing acci-
dents involve fire or submersion.
By helping you remain conscious
for quick escape, seat belts im-
prove your chances of surviving.
They can be unfastened instant-
ly with one hand.

And anyone thinking seat
belts are strickly for the speed-
sters is sadly mistaken. More
than half of the accidents caus-
ing injury or death involve
speeds of less than 40 miles per
hour. Seat belts offer the same
protection at low speeds that
they give on the race track.

“I never take the car on trips,”
a man said recently, “So why
should I use seat belts?”

Here's why. Three out of four
traffic deaths occur within 25
miles of home. Seat belts give
protection in town as well as on
the highway.

This year, one of every four
cars, according to statistics, will
he involved in a traffic accident.
True, seat belts won’t stop acci-
dents, but they will reduce
death and injuries.

Before you turn the ignition
key in your car, fasten your seat
belt. And if you ride with some-
cne else, it is as important as
ever—if not more so—to buckle
your seat belt.

Water remains very much in
the spotlight over the state.
As June ended, cattle were in
better than average condition,
says the US Department of Agri-
culture. Pastures and ranges
continued to furnish good graz-
ing and rising cattle prices have
resulted.

On the High Plains, heavy
showers boosted range prospects,
but grass growth was slowing in
many areas because of high tem~
peratures which sapped soil
moisture.

In the Trans-Pecos ranges,
some farmers and ranchers were
forced to begin supplemental
feeding.

Some farmers have been com-
batting the rain problem by irri-
gating their crops. A joint study
by the USDA, the Texas Water
Commission, and the State Soil
Conservation Board indicates
that irrigation in Texas rose sig-
nificant]y from 1958 to 1964. A-
mount, of water used increased
nearly one third, to 12,500 acre
feet or an average of 18 inches
per irrigated acre.

Amount of irrigated land in-
creased by about 15 percent dur-
ing the six year period. Much of
the gain occurred in the High
Plains—in the upper parts of the
Canadian, Colorado, Brazos, and
Red River Basins—but some of
it also was in the basins of the
Rio Grande and Nueces Rivers.

By next September, studies to
show how much water will be
available in the year 2020 from
Texas reservoirs and ground
water strata already in use will
be complete.

Then will come the job of find-
ing additional sources to match
yields to needs. This will in-
volve searching for new sur-
face water supplies as well as
desalinization of poor under
ground water.

When in basin sources are
checked out against the needs of
each river basin, the planners
expect to find some of the
heavy rainfall regions will have
more water than they will need,
even to 2020,while others will not
have enough.

Then, the question will be:
Where to take the surplus?
$100,000,000 SURPLUS .

State government will begin
the new fiscal biennium with a
surplus of nearly $100,000,000.
But it will wind up with a bal-
ance of only $4,200,000, accord-
ing to estimates of the Gover-
nor’s budget office.

In a recap of legislative spend-
ing, Governor John Comnnally’s
staff totaled all appropriations
at $3,700,000,000, of which $622,
900,000 will come from general
revenue. (Vetoes by the Gover-
nor of $2,600,000 from the spend-
ing bills are deducted.)

Texas” vast system for treat-

AUTO INSURANCE HIKES

Auto liability insurance rates
will increase an average of 144
percent on August 1. Rates will
vary widely in the 26 rating
areas in the state.

However, some coverages will
go down in cost, by as much as
17 percent. These policies are for
insurance against losses not con-
nected with accidents—such as
fire and theft.

State Board of Insurance says
it has carefully reviewed the loss
data forming the basis of the
rate changes and finds that the
new rates will be “adequate and
reasonable as required by law.”

In another area of insurance,
Texas companies have had more
than $15,000,000 worth of claims
from hail and storm damage. By

| this time last year, $9,000,000 had

been paid in such claims. Biggest
blow came from the Wichita
Falls storm of May 27.
HOSPITAL FUNDS SHORT

State Board of Health has 65
