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It would be an odds on bet 
that more people will remember 
where they were and what they 
were doing on Tuesday of this 
week 24 years ago than on any 
day of a comparably long time 
ago.

It was Simday, on December 7 
In 1941. We remember the day 
vividly, and we were quite young 
at the time, seven years old 
to be exact, so we can imagine 
how well it Is remembered 
by persons who were a little 
older at the time.

Probably most Americans felt 
that this coimtry would even­
tually get involved in the con­
flict that wtas wracking the 
world, but the suddeness of the 
attack at Pearl Harbor was a 
terrific jolt. |

The following weeks were fil­
led with discouraging news. The 
list of American losses grew. 
The Phillipines fell, following 
the Incredibly brave defense of 
Bataan (“I will return," said 
Douglass MacArthur, as he left 
the Islands). The Marines at 
Wake Island, fighting with 
World War I weapons bought 
time by holding off overwhelm­
ing niimibers of attackers imtil 
ammunition ran out, and then 
fighting hand to hand, with 
bayonets and rifles swung like 
clubs.

The Japanese expected the 
stunning blow at Pearl Harbor, j 
and the military reverses that 
followed, to break the spirit of 
the American people, so that 
the United States would accept 
peace terms on any basis the 
attackers offered.

Of course, it didn’t work out 
quite that way.

The warlords In Tokyo could 
not understand the psychology 
of a people who had been facing 
big challenges all of their na­
tional existence, who had carved 
a nation out of wilderness, be­
cause of a national dream of the 
dignity and freedom of the In­
dividual. So they could not un­
derstand how that people, from 
the very edge of defeat, could 
build the mlghtest war machine 
the world has ever seen, and 
come marching back across the 
Pacific, Island by Island, until 
General MacArthur not only re­
turned to the Phillipines, but 
until he stood in Tokyo Itself.

This is the factor that con- 
foimds the leaders of totalitar­
ian nations whenever they come 
up against a people that are 
free, that intend to remain free, 
and who believe that the rights 
and dignities of all men, every­
where, are more than Just words. 
This Is why, in a way, we feel a 
little sorry for the Communist

Historical Irony
According to a news item this week, the leaders of the 

North Viet Nam Communist government have decided to send 
greatly Increased numbers of soldiers Into South Viet Nam, to 
Intensify and extend the conflict there.

It Is considered likely tliat this decision has been Inspired, 
at least in part, by the news of the proteartp that received so 
much pubUcity here In the United States. Because such pubUe 
display of dissent would be impossible in the Commimlst nations 
without a general revolt, the Communist leaders of North Viet 
•Nam naturally assume that such is the case in this country, and 
that the protests indicate the basic weakness of the nation and 
Its resolve to carry out Its commitment In Viet Nam. A little 
more military pressure, they seem to feel, will result In the 
United States backing down from Its present stand. So they are 
sending in more troops, to escalate the conflict even more. When 
■you feel that your opponent is weakening, jrou attack with even 
more force. This the pattern being followed by the Communists 
In Viet Nam.

Ironic, Isn’t It, that the actions of those who would pur­
chase ‘peace at any price’ may Instead have caused the fighting 
to beccMne even more bloody, the conflict to last even Icmger, 
and even more Americans to die? This Is always the result when 
people fall to have the moral courage to put principal ahead of 
expediency, but rather took for the easy way out. Many o f those 
making the protest marches are supposedly Intelligent and ed­
ucated persons. If such Is the case, It is strange that they ai^ 
not able to read the lesson spelled out by the attempts too buy 
peace from Hitler In the 1930’s

Cotton Report
The quality of samples receiv­

ed at the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture Cotton Clas­
sing Office, in Abilene, was 
steady compared with the past 
two weeks. B. B. Manly. Jr., of 
the Abilene office, said the 79 
gins In District 2, which Includes 
Coleman County, contributed 
25A00 of the 35,800 samples 
classed. ’ITie season classing tot­
al reached 216,400 samples on 
Friday night, which represents 
one half of the expected total 
for the 1965-1966 year.

As soon as the frostkllled cot­
ton becomes dry enough for 
machine harvesting, gins in the 
counties west o f Abilene are ex­
pected to operate at capacity 
and sample receipts at the Clas­
sing Office should reach a new 
high. Producers are urged to de­
lay harvesting until the cotton 
Is thoroughly dry. Harvesting 
cotton while It Is green results 
In lower grades and poorer lint 
turnout, according to Manly.

The precent o f samples class­
ified in each color cate^ry were: 
White, 14 percent; Lighd Spotted, 
83 percent; and Spotted, three 
percent. Three precent of the 
samples were reduced in grade 
due to “bark,”  compared with 
five percent for the previous 
week.

Ih e  percent of samples in 
each staple length was: 7/8 Inch, 
five percent: 29/32 Inch, 53 per­
cent; 15/16 Inch, 40 percent: 
and 31/32 Inch, two percent. 
The average length was 29.35/32 
Inch.

Mlcronalre readings showed 
very good. Of the total number 
of readings, 97 percent fell In 
the 3.3 through 5.1 range.

The cqtton market became 
more sluggish. Very little de­
mand was shown for Middling 
Light Spotted cotton, and pro­
ducers received even to slightly 
above Commodity (Tredlt Cor­
poration loan rates for that 
quality. Buyers prefered not

.small volume did sell even with 
loan rates.

POLLUTION PROGRAM

Governor John Oonnally has 
advised John Gardner, Secretary 
of Health, Education, and Wel­
fare, that Texas plans to con­
trol pollution in its streams and 
in Its coastal waters.

Such a certification Is required 
by the new Federal law aimed 
at stopping pollution of public 
waters throughout the United 
States. If states fall to get pol­
lution control programs in op­
eration by June 30, 1967, then 
Uncle Sam will take over and 
adopt its own programs and 
rules.

Connally’s formal certification 
came as the Texas Water Pol­
lution Control took its biggest 
step yet. It adopted rules and 
standards for discharges o f mu­
nicipal end Industrial waxte Into 
the Houston Ship Channel. In­
dustry ^ k esm en  at the hearing 
estimated firms located on the 
Houston Ship Channel will have 
to spend between $50,000,000 and 
$100,000,000 for treatment facil­
ities to meet these standards.

Even then, Joe O. Moore, Jr., 
chairman of the pollution con­
trol board, estimates that the 
new requirements will eliminate 
only half of the pollution in the 
Channel.

Mayor Seaborn Cr&vey. of Bay- 
town, stron^y protested against 
the plans to allow more pollution 
in the mldChannel area above 
Baytown. He fears fish kills, 
which sometimes make living 
unbearable In Baytown, will con­
tinue when rains wash masses 
of polluted water down the 
Channel.

But the control group adopted 
its three zone plan unanimously, 
to go Into effect immediately.

A seventh member was added 
to the pollution board by Oon- 
nally’s selection of Howard Rose, 
of Midland, his former admin­
istrative assistant. He will re­
present the public.
NEWS COMMITTEE MEETS

A nine member committee 
studying the role o f Uie press 
in crime and court news cover­
age declared Its opposition to 
legislation that would restrict 
news reporters In covering sto­
ries.

Lawmakers and news ex­
ecutives serve on the committee, 
set up by the hust Legislature. 
The group selected Felix Mc- 
Knlght, of the Dallas Times 
Herald, as chairman.

McKnlght said the committee 
hopes to establish guidelines to 
protect the rights of individuals 
named in court charges, to pre­
serve freedom of the press, and 
to avoid a fight over related 
leglslatlim.
