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They Drilled For Water And Got Gas In 
Pioneer Well Here; But How To Use It?

Today, millions o f dollars are 
being spent every year In the 
search for oil and gas In West 
Texas. In 1892, la was a sad ac­
cident that brought In the first 
gas well In Coleman County, 
just south of Santa Anna, prob­
ably the first one In West Texas. 
The R. B. Hollingsworth family 
had recently moved to a raw 
quarter section of land one and 
one half miles southeast of San­
ta Anna, In Coleman County, 
There was no water on the place, 
and so that necessary commodity 
had to be hauled from miles 
away for both household and 
livestock use.

Mr. Hollingsworth engaged a 
driller to drill a water well on 
the place. It was not expected 
that the drilling would have to 
go below 20 or 30 feet. But In­
stead, It continued to 50 feet, 
then 100 feet, and finally to a 
depth of 330 feet.

Just before reaching the 330 
foot depth, a nice flow of gas 
was encountered. But that did 
not interest Hollingsworth. He 
wanted water. So he Instructed 
the driller to continue the search 
for water. And so, at the 330 foot 
level, water was encountered. 
But it was salt water, unfit for 
for human or animal uses. The 
drilling was suspended. Some 
time was taken In a study of 
the situation. Those in the know

were of the opinion that no good 
J^ter would be found below the 
brine. After some time, It was 
decided tjo give up the venture.

But someone suggested that 
the gas might be o f some value. 
Many cities were using artificial 
gas. Why should natural gas not 
be Just as good, and much more 
economical? The gas wasllghted 
at the wellhead. It biumed with 
a roar. The flame could be seen 
at night for miles around.

But there was another prob­
lem. The salt water rose above 
the vein of gas. The gas would 
accumulate beneath the water, 
and finally come up with a gush. 
When held In for a time, the 
water would rise so high above 
the gas that It would shut It o ff 
entirely. This presented another 
problem. The water had to be 
baled or pu lp ed  off to allow the 
gas to flow. But even then It 
came In gushes, bringing some 
water with It.

In order for the gas to be 
used for any practical purposes, 
It must be made to flow with an 
even pressure. In order to Induce 
the flow, a windmill was erected 

(Over the well. Then a rock and 
I concrete tank was built a few 
I feet away, some 10 feet deep, 
I with about the same diameter. 
Two pipes were extended into 
this reservoir, one from the well, 
and the other to points where

the gas was to be used. TheiBe 
pipes came up through the bot­
tom of the tank, or reservoir, 
and extended to the level of Ite 
Uh>- The reservoir was then 
filled with water to a point a 
foot or so below the top, and a 
metal tank was inverted In the 
water over the outlet and In­
take pipes, so that It would 
move up and down as gas was 
forced In under It. This evened 
the flow and kept the pressure 
fairly constant, so that it could 
be used for cooking, heating, and 
other purposes.

The system was not perfect, 
but It worked, and for mamy 
years It took care of the fuel 
needs of the family, and was 
even piped to the home of a 
neighbor, the A. A. Dunn family.

EDITOR’S NOTE: The site of 
this pioneer gas well and distri­
bution system in Coleman Coun­
ty is located on the property now 
owned by C. M. Moseley, east of 
the Trlckham highway. Just 
south of Santa Anna.

Bryant noted that niunerous 
meetings, commemorative ac­
tivities, and special anniversary 
events will get underway In the 
coming months, leading up to 
the nationwide 50th anniversary 
in 1967. The 12 Federal Land 
Banks were established In 1917, 
under the Farm Loan Act.

The 50th anniversary comes 
as a timely opportunity, Bryant 
commented, to translate the ac­
complishments of agriculture In­
to terms of interest for all people 
everywhere. He said the Federal 
Land Bank Association o f Cole- 
,nan welcomes the chance to 
ake part in this effort.

Santa Anna-Ghost Town In 35 Years?
The following editorial appeared In the San Angelo Standard- , 

.Times recently;
Harry Clark, Texas Industrial Commission executive, spoke 

at Carthage last week and among other things warned that 260 
^towns now on the map In this state will be gone by the yegr 
2(M)0. That’s only 35 years from now.

West Texas already has some ghost towns—small commun­
ities that were thriving back in the early days. Who, for Instance, 
knows anything about the town of St. Elimo, mentioned in the 
''Old Angelo’ Column of this newspaper only last week?

There are others, and there could be more, according to 
Clark’s estimate. The 260 is twice the number that have van­
ished in the last 35 years.

But some of the small towns are getting industry as de­
centralisation takes place. W. B. Murphy, Campbell Soup Com­
pany president, said recently industrial leaders can do them­
selves a favor by “allocating a fair share of their new plants 
to the rural area.’’ This is sufficent to alert West Texas com- 
mmunities to possibilities, and towns such as Coleman, Pecos, 
Ozona, Colorado City, Robert Lee and others with industrial 
committees may be on the verge of reaping some advantage 
therefrom.

Santa Anna was nowhere listed as one of the towns that 
“may be on the verge of reaping some advantage’’ from the 
decentralization of Industry that is now becoming quite a trend. 
Is It px>sslble that Santa Anna will be one of those 260 com­
munities that will be listed as ghost towns In the year 2000? It 
Is not only possible, it is very probable unless steps are taken to 
Insure otherwise. Two things are needed. First Is the recognition 
that times do change, and that communities must change with 
them if they are to survive . The second is putting that realization 
into action in the development of whatever means are necessary 
to obtain the industrial base necessary for the continued growth 
and prosperity of the community.

The dinosaur was a mighty beast, and mighty successful 
In his time, but tunes and conditions changed and the dinosaur 
could not adapt and change with them, so he became extinct. 
This can happen to towns as well as dinosaurs. Only the deter­
mination of its people to keep their city progressing will Insure 
that Santa Anna will not be listed among those 260 new ghost 
towns 35 years from now.

County Agent Says 
Blood Disease Costs 
Area Cattlemen

Nine southern states. Including 
Texas and several western states, 
.share the bulk of a $35 million 
loss each year from anaplasmo- 
sis, according to Coleman Coun­
ty Agent Ray Sims.

Anaplasmosls Is a blood des­
troying disease of cattle caused 
by microscopic organisms which 
Invade the animal’s red blood 
cells. The blood cells are des­
troyed faster than they can be 
replaced, and the animal soon 
weakens and often dies from as- 
phxiatlon or fever damage to 
vital organs. The disease Is 
spread by biting Insects, vacci­
nation needles, or any surgical 
procedure.

The picture Is brightening for 
cattlemen, however. Recent ex­
perimental results indicate feed­
ing a low level antibiotic to 
range cattle will eliminate ana- 
plasmosis from Infected (carri­
er) cattle at a low cost, accord­
ing to Dr. T. E. Franklin, of 
Texas A&M University College of 
Veterinary Medicine.

The test was directed by Dr. 
Franklin and Dr. J. W. Huff of 
A&M’s College of Veterinary 
Medicine, Dr. Ray Cook, Dallas, 
and Dr. Charles E. Deyle, of 
Charendon, who supervised the 
feeding tests.

Previous experimental work of 
I feeding a high level antibiotic 

(five grams a day per 1,000 
pounds of body weight) has 

[proved successful In controlling 
I anaplasmosls, but the high cost 
made It impractical for cattle­
men. Feeding a low level of the 
antibiotic will decrease the cost 
per cow considerably.

The experiment was conducted 
on a Texas Panhandle ranch. 
In a herd of 300 cattle. When the 
herd was tested last fall, 60 per­
cent of the cattle reacted posi­
tively to a complement-flxation 
test, the standard test for ana­
plasmosls. The antibiotic used 
was aureomycin. Onehalf gram 
per day, for each 1,000 pounds 
of cattle weight, was Incorpo­
rated into range cubes and fed 
to the cattle for 120 days during
