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We received the following let­
ter this week from Miss ¡Lena. 
Boyd, a resident of Santa Aima, 
who is a retired missionary to 
India, and who spent many, 
many years in that nation. The 
letter gives an interesting in­
sight into one o f the headline 
stories of the last few days, from 
a person who is in a position to 
know whereof she speaks. Text 
o f  the letter follows:
Sir:

Several people have asked 
what 1 think of Mrs. Lmdira 
Ghandi, as prime minister of 
India.

I believe she is the right one 
for the place at this time. You 
remember she was mentioned 
for the place when her father 
(former Prime Minister Jawa* 
harial Nehru) died in May, 1964 
But she declined. But now she 
r e a liz e s  she can help her coun­
try, so was willing to run. And 
I believe she has the support of 
most of her people.

She is well educated and well 
qualified. She had her education 
in Switzerland. In fact, she was 
a high school student there 
while her mother was there for 
her health, and where her moth­
er died of tuberculosis. Her fath 
er (Nehru) was at that time in 
prison in India for his activities 
in the struggle for independence, 
but the British government a- 
Uowed him to go to Switzerland 
to be with his wife in the last 
few weeks of her life.

1 met Indira once—that was 
in the summer of 1945. I was 
having my summer vacation in 
Kashmir, and Mrs. Ghandi’s 
camp was only a few hundred 
y(ards from my camp. I had with 
me three school children, my 
Naseem, whom some of you have 
met, and two others. Our tents 
were down by the river.

One morning, Indira and the 
Danish nurse who cared for her 
two little boys of about one and 
three, w*ere out hunting for 
mushrooms. I was outside my 
tent when they passed by, and 
the nurse, whom I had met be­
fore. introduced us. I asked a- 
bout the health of her father. 
Pandit Nehru, who wras also in 
Kashmir with her, having only 
recently been released from 
prison by the British, because 
he had not been well. 1 saw him 
one day in town—I had gone 
to the post office and I saw him 
standing in the street talking 
with some men. In India, we do 
not go inside the post office, 
we just stand in the street and 
are served at a little outside 
window.

As the nurse, Indira, and I 
stood talking that day, sudden­
ly Indira darted down and pick­
ed up a choice mushroom from 
between my feet!

EDITORIAL

Four Years In Washington?
Not very long ago, Texas voters rejected a bid to Increase 

the terms In oilice of state representatives from two years to 
four years. Now the proposal has been made to extend the terms 
of United Spates Congressmen from the present two years to four 
years.

The arguments being put forward in support of this plan are 
«tmiiar to thooe presented In support of the four ^ rm  for 
state representatives—mainly, that the two year term reqùrres 
the representative to campidgn for reelectlon too often, thus 
Impairing his efficiency In performing his legislative functions. 
The necessity of standing so often for reelectlon causes the 
representative to become too easy a target for lobbies and special 
Interest groups, that provide the necessary campaign fimds.

The Constitution of the United States of America is a 
masterpiece. Without going Into long, drawnout detail (try read­
ing our state constitution some time), It spells out a system of 
government that Is best designed to protect the rights of the 
•ftlsens of the nation, and at the same time provide a govern­
ment strong enough to meet all challenges, and flexible enough 
to meet the test of time and changing conditions. The basic 
concept In the Constitution Is one of “checks and balances,’* in 
which the power of each segment of the government Is limited 
by the responsibilities of another segment, so that no one mhn, 
or group of men, can become too powerful. The final check lies 
with the people (the writer: of the Constitution did not forget 
the revolutionary point made in the Declaration of Indepen­
dence. that government derives its powers only from the con­
sent of the governed). And so they placed In the Constitu^on 
the pgovlslon that the members of one house of the legislative 
branch must go back to the people every two years, to allow the 
people to keep a tight rein on government, to be able to express 
their approval or disapprova; at regular short Intervals. So long 
as the people maintain such a tight control over their represent­
atives, Just so long will they not need to worry about dictator­
ships or other losses of rights and freedoms. Ib is true that 
the two yeor term makes e representative responsive to lobbies 
and pressure groups—at least to the largest lobby and pressure 
group, which is the voters, the citizens he represents, and 
this Is as U should be.

If a Congressman lacks the moral strength to resist pressure 
from lobbies or financial contributors, he is not going to resist 
whether his term In office Is two years or ten, and he should 
not be filling the position of trust he holds.

It Is said that the rush of events In this modem world 
it a reason for electing representatives to four year terms. The 
exact opposite lx true. With events happening with such rapidity, 
areuta that effect everyone, the people nded more than even a 
(diannel through which to make their deslnes and opinions 
known In the shortest possible time.

'Fexans recently decnoiMrated that they do not favor 
a change that would remove control of the government farther 
fKxn the people, when they rejected the proposed four year 
terms, for state officials. They should be even more dedicated In 
their opposition to four year terms for their most direct link 
tb. the Federal government.

Cotton Report
The United States Depaxt- 

ment of Agrlcultiure Consumer 
and Marketing Service reported 
14,832 cotton samples graded 
last week. B. B. Manly, Jr., who 
is In charge of the Cotton Class­
ing Office, said there wax very 
little cotton harvested during 
the week. About one half of 
the samples classed were car­
ried over from tihe pji^vlous 
week, while the remaining one 
half was what accumulated In 
gin yards and was ginned dur­
ing the weekend and the first 
part of the week.

The grades of District 2 cotton 
dropped last week. White grades 
dropped from seven to three 
percent of the total. Light Spot­
ted qualities declined form 77 
to 70 percent, Spotted cotton 
Increas^ from 15 to 25 percent, 
and Tinged cotton increased to 
two percent.

Predominant grades last week 
were: Middling Light Spotted, 
nine percent; Strict Low Mid­
dling Light Spotted, 54 percent; 
Middling Spotted, nine percent; 
and Strict Low Middling Spotted, 
13 percent. ITie largest change 
In percentage was for Middling 
Light Spotted, which dropped 
form 19 percent of the total to 
nine precent.

Samples reduced In grade be­
cause of bark Increased from 
seven to 12 percent of the total 
classed.

Sixty seven percent of the 
samples classed stapled at 15/16 
of an Inch, compared with 76 
percent for the preceedlng week, 
while 29/32 o f an Inch staple 
lengths Increasing from 22 to 32 
percent. Hie remaining one per­
cent stapled at 7/8 of an inch.

Micronalre readings were un­
changed compared with the 
preceedlng wdek. Forty eight 
percent of the samples mlloed
3.6 through 4.8, 26 precent mJked 
3.3 through 3.5, 18 percent went 
3.0 through 3.2, six percent rated
2.7 through 2.9, and two per­
cent miked 2.6 or lower.

The market became more 
sluggish, as Strict Low Middling 
Light Spotted became more 
difficult to sell. Most of the cot­
ton that graded Middling Light 
Spotted or higher went Into the 
Commodity Credit Corporation 
loan, as did the Strict Low Mid­
dling Light Spotted cotton at a 
few places. Prices received on 
the lower colored qualities 
ranged from $1.00 to $3.75 per 
bale above CCC loan rates.

This Is the last of the weekly 
quality and market reports un­
til the cotton harvest Is com­
plete. A summary article will 
be released at that time.

Governor Jedm Coonally Is 
going along with forecasts ttmt a 
‘^nbstantial amount” o f new 
government ^>endlng In the 
next fiscal period is “ almost In­
evitable.”

However, Connally declined to 
join In predicting specific new 
state taxes. He called such fore­
casts “premature,” although the 
Committee on State and Local 
Tax Policy had Indicated earlier 
that it agrees with these pre­
dictions.

“ It’s almost Inevitable that 
we are going to be looking at 
increased expenditures In a sub­
stantial amount,” CtonnaUy told 
a press conference. “ But I don’t 
want to try to estimate the mag­
nitude of a tax program, if any, 
or the expenditures.”

Meanwhile, the tax policy 
committee held Its first meeting, 
ordered Texas Research League 
studies on the Impact of sales 
tax adjustment and an unusual 
appraisal of how to equalize the 
widely variant state property 
tax.

State Representative Ben At­
well, of Dallas, committee chair­
man, reported that all members 
of the panel seemied to feel that 
more revenue will be necessary 
when the Legislature writes the 
new budget for Texas govem- 
mient operations next year.

Atwell said the committee will 
be taking a reading on revenue 
which could be obtained from 
raising the state sales tax rate, 
now set at two percent, and re­
moving various exemptions.

These exemptions to payment 
of the sales tax now apply to 
food, drugs, farm machinery, 
alcoholic beverages. Industrial 
and agricultural fuel and power, 
and tobacco. Atwell doubts that 
the legislatrire will tamper with 
the exemptions applying to food, 
medicine, and farm implements. 
He expressed a personal prefer­
ence for an overall sales tax 
hike If the need for new 
sources of money for the state 
is mandatory.

The committee also Is going 
to study the likely effects 
of state income taxation, and 
adjustments in the state cor­
poration tax formula.

As a possible method of e- 
quallzlng the property tax sit­
uation, the committee will e- 
valuate results of assigning each 
county Its equitable share of 
the ad valorem load on a basis 
of estimated fair market values 
Voters would have to approve 
such a procedure by amending 
the state constitution.

Citizens o f some counties are 
now paying seven times as much 
tax on property with the same 
value ais do citizens of other 
counties.
