Districts already fully inte-
grated, those whose assurances
of compliance have been accept-
ed angq those operating under
court desegregation orders aare
not immediately affected by the
revised policies.

Guidlines provide that “race,
color or national origin may not
be a factor in hiring or assign-
ment of teachers and other pro-
fessional staff.”

A motorist, hurt in a collision
with a freight train, sued the
railroad for damages.

“On this particular occasion,”
explained the motorist, “I just
happeneq to forget about the
tracks. But that isn’t negligence.
Everyone has a lapse of memory
once in a while.”

However, the court ruled that
his excuse was no excuse at all
and that he was indeed guilty of
negligence.

If you should ever seek dam-
ages for an injury, your own
conduct is likely to come under
careful scrutiny. Wiere you partly
to blame for the accident? If you
knew that danger lay ahead, is it
an excuse to say “I forgot a-
bout it”?

The general rule is: no. On the
contrary, forgetfullness itself is
one of the commonest forms of
negligence. Saig one court.

“Though we may regard with
amused tollerance the proverbial
abstractions of middle age hunt-
ing for the thimble on its finger,
and of old age troubled that it
cannot find the glasses on its
nose, absentmindness is not a

One such circumstance is the
mere passage of time. Thus:

A schoolteacher who stumbled
in a hallway won damages from
the school board, even though
she had known the fioor was de-
fective, Because the defect was
hard to see, and because three
weeks had gone by since she no-
ticed it, the court decided she
bore no blame for the accident.
Another possible excuse for
forgetting is that something
suddenly and forcefully diverted
your attention.

In one case an elderly woman,
walking home alongside a lone-
ly road, heard men’s voices in
the darkness ahead. Terrified,
she crossed the road—momen-
tarily forgetting, in her panic,
that there was a sharp dip on
that side.

She fell, suffered assorted in-
juries, and sued the county.
