It is a time 
for picnics and fishing trips and 
cleaning air conditioner filters. 

It is 
a time when the skies are bluer, 
the breeze warmer, and the 
roads more inviting than at any 
other season of tlve year. It Is 
a time for dreaming about those 
far away places with strange 
sounding names. Spring Is the 
beauty and sadness and poignacy 
of youth, returning again and 
again.

But most of all, spring is an 
affirmation of life. In the new 
grass, the blossoming trees, the 
budding gardens, we read an 
eternal message of hope. This Is 
nature’s proof of resurrection. It 
is fitting that Easter, with its 
message of eternal life, comes In 
the spring—it woiild be truly 
appropriate at no other season.

’The great American poet, Walt 
Whitman, In the poem “Grass” , 
wrote:

The smallest sprout shows 
there is really no death,

And if ever there was it led 
forward life, and does not 
wait at the end to arrest it,

And cease.d the moment life 
appeared.

All goes onwi'.rd and outward, 
nothing collapses.

And to die is different from 
what anyone supposed, and 
luckier.

This, then, is spring: Beauty 
in a sudden shower, a promise 
in a rainbow, nostalgia in a 
warm breeze, and a lesson about 
life In a new blade of grass.

The present administration obtained an additional 
firetruck for the Santa Anna Volunteer Fire De­
partment, and remedied the fire department’s por­
tion of City Hall so that all three trucks could be 
graraged there (previously, one had to be kept in a 
metal shed).

The administration cooperated with the Santa Anna 
Housing Authority to obtain the 16-unit housing 
project, adding to the local economic situation.

The present administration installed two'way radios 
in City Hall and the city’s vehicles, saving time and 
money for the city, and providing faster service for 
its citizens.

The current officeholders were responsible for re­
modeling and modernizing the City Warehouse 
Building, and the Water and Street department 
headquarters— all paid for.

State Democratic Executive

ioning for a refemdum on a state 
constitutional amendment to 
legalize parimutuel horse and 
dog race wagering did not have 
its papers in order by the dead­
line.

A. V. Bullard, chairman of the 
Coleman County Agricultural 
Stabilization and conservation 
Committee, points out that only 
growers who participate in the 
1966 P’eed Grain, Wheat, and 
Cotton Programs will be eligible 
for price support on their 1966 
crops of corn, barley, grain sor­
ghums, wheat and cotton. As last 
year, the support is made avail­
able through loans, purchases, 
and price suppcrt payments.

Besides qualifying for price 
support loans, purchases, and 
payments, the participating 
grower also earns a diversion 
payment for shifting part of his 
feed grain base to a conserving 
use; the payment does not apply 
to the first 20 percent diversion 
except on farms with small bases. 
The price support payments may 
be earned on the projected pro­
duction from an acreage up to 
50 percent of the total feed grain 
base for the farm by planting 
one or more of the feed grains 
corn, grain sorghums, or barley.

Farmers who sign up and then 
carry out provisions of the 1966 
voluntary wheat program will be 
able to get domestic marketing 
certificates In addition to price 
support loans and purchases for 
their wheat crop On the “domes­
tic” part of the projected pro­
duction, the support available 
through loans and certificates 
will be at 100 percent of parity as 
of the beginning of the market­
ing year—July 1, 1966. (The Feb­
ruary 4, 1966, wheat parity was 
$2.53 per bushel.)

Cotton famiers on the larger 
farms take part in the program 
by reducing their cotton plant­
ing by at least 12.5 percent below 
the fann’s effective allotment 
and meeting other program pro­
visions. As much as 35 percent of 
the allotment may be diverted 
for payment.

Cotton growers who do not 
want to plant any cotton this 
year may sign up for 12.5 percent 
reduction, comply with intention 
and release to the county com­
mittee the remaining cotton al­
lotment.

Farmers operating more than 
one farm and complying on any 
one of these programs must com­
ply on the same program on all

the farms which they operate. 
In other words, a producer who

over plant his feed grain base on 
any other farm. This Is true un­
der the wheat program and he 
cannot exceed the allotment un­
der the cotton program.

All producers are reminded 
that Friday, April 1, is the final 
date to sign an Intention under 
any of these programs. ____
