As a leader in Congress, Bur­
leson has consistently urged the 
return to a soimder fiscal policy 
and the cutting of uimecessary 
and extravagant Federal spend­
ing. “

\ “ I  have tried to see that your 
tax money Is spent wisely, and as 
Judiciously, as you would have 
spent it had you been in my 
place,” Burleson said. “The re­
cord will definitely show that on 
many occasions I  have found 
myself in the minority—espe­
cially on needless spending of 
the taxpayers' money. I  am 
proud that I  have never failed to 
exercise the right to vote and to 
do as I  thought best.”

"An exaample of Federal ac­
tivity in our area is, of course, 
our military Installations, new 
Post Office buildings and other 
Federal Intesests which are pro­
per and needed.”

Futher, Burleson said that he 
"certainly subscribes to the idea 
that the government should 
help the elderly and those peo­
ple who are unable to help themh 
selves.”

Burleson has been an implac­
able foe of the constant en­
croachment of the Federal gov­
ernment into the area of state 
and local affairs.

“As the Federal govrnment 
has grown to its colossal pro- 

i portions, the threat of central- 
' Ized power in Washington has 
Increased,” Burleson pointed out. 
“To this, I  am opposed, as my ac­
tions have proved.”

I “Big government and high 
taxes are the result o f many ac­
tivities of the Federal govern­
ment whish should be reserved 
to the states. Big government 
with its far flung operations 
has created needless waste and 
extravagance.”

Burleson stated he was proud 
of the “ trust and the confidence 
placed in me by the people who 
send me to Congrress—and to 
violate that trust in any respect 
would be unthinkable.”

He urged residents of the 17th 
District not familiar with his
