Refund Checks 
Being Mailed By 
Electric Co-op

Members of the Coleman 
County Electric Cooperative will 
b: receiving their patronage re­
fund checks, sometimes referred 
to as “capital credits," sometime 
next week. Over 3,400 checks 
will be mailed July 5th totaling 
$153,675.15 to those persons re­
ceiving electric service fromi 
the cooperative during the year 
1956. The average check will 
amount to $45.17.

The checks represent the 
amount the members of the co­
operative paid in excess over 
and above the actual cost of 
providing electric service. For 
each dollar spent on electricity 
in 1956, the members of the 
cooperative will receive approxi­
mately 25 cents back in the 
form of patronage refunds.

This is the seventh consecu­
tive year for patronage refunds 
to be paid by the cooperative, 
making a total of $654,530.68 re­
turned to the members.

Wheat and oat harvest 
throughout this area was fin­
ished last week, according to 
local grain elevator operators.

Although exact figures were 
not available, local buyers esti­
mated that approximately 
$330,757 was paid farmers for 
this year’s crop.

Pierre Rowe, manager of the 
Santa Anna Co-op Elevator, 
estimated that his company 
purchased 97,149 bushels of 
wheat and 18,750 bushels of 
oats, amounting to approxi­
mately $175,397.

R. C. Smith, Continental 
Grain Ctompany buyer here, 
stated the company had pur­
chased approximately 77,000 
bushels of wheat and 40,000 
bushels of oats, paying farmers 
$155,360.

Continental closed operations 
last Friday, while the Co-op is 
operating on a limited schedule.

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Meat Prices Not Inflationary 
Contends President of Cattlemen

“A report recently released by 
the House Committee on Agri­
culture refutes completely the 
contention heard during recent 
months that meat prices were a 
major factor in the inflationary 
pressures the country ex- 
f>eriencing,” the president of 
the Texas and Southwesteim 
C a t t l e  Raisers Association 
stated in Wichita Falls, June 
18.

Reporting to the association’s 
board of directors at its quart­
erly meeting, Ben H. Carpenter 
of Dallas, president of the 10,000 
member association, which is 
the largest organization of com­
mercial cattle producers in the 
world, quoted extensively from 
a House Agricultural Committee 
Study comparing food costs and 
farm prices over the 18 year 
period since 1947.

Carpenter stated that “the 
Congressional study reveals that 
prices received by farmers and 
ranchers in 1965 were 10 per­
cent lower than those received 
18 years ago, while prices laid 
at retail by consumers for food 
increased 33 percent in these 
same 18 years.”

“While retail food prices have 
risen relatively steadily over the 
past 18 years, none of the in­
crease in retail prices accrued 
to the farmer and rancher. Tlie
net income o f farmers and

ranchers declined by 18 percent 
from 1947 to 1965 even though 
the volume of farm produced 
foods sold to consumer had in­
creased by 44 percent during the 
same period.”

Carpenter compared these 
trends in food costs and farm 
prices to other statistics con­
tained in the Congressional re­
port showing that “ rail freight 
rates on farm products increas­
ed 45 percent during the same 
period, prices of such services 
as rent, property insurance, 
property maintenance, and tele­
phone services Increased an 
average of 69 percent and unit 
prices of new plant and equip­
ment were up 55 percent during 
the same period.”

“Salaries and wages of em,- 
ployees in manufacturing indus­
tries increased during the same 
period by 113 percent.”

He stated that during the 18 
year period from 1947 to 1965 
retail prices of meat products 
increased by 16 percent while 
the farm value of meat products 
in 1965 was 5 percent less than 
the farm value in 1947.

Carpenter stated that the 
real major cause of inflation is 
the fede»at government and 
that giant federal programs 
like Medicare, federal programs 
of accelerated unemployment 
compensation, and federal pro-

Jointless Tomato 
Shows Promise

Researchers at Texas A&M 
University’s Plant Disease Ex- 
PErlment Station at Yoakum, 
are on the brink of developing 
a jointless tomato. \

A jointless tomato is the | 
dream of big-time tomato 
growers, since it can be me­
chanically harvested. The idea 
is to eliminate the joint on the 
stem located about an inch 
from the fruit.

On ordinary varieties, when 
the to.mato is picked, a stem 
remains on the fruit. Tlie stem, 
punctures other tomatoes and 
causes rapid spoilage. The 
stems must either be removed 
by hand or during processing.

Dr. A. L. Harrison, plant 
pathologist at the A&M field 
unit, has been selecting toma­
toes which have the Jointless 
characteristic. He has one in 
*breeding stock now — still just 
a number — but it shows pro- ' 
mlse, he says.

At a recent field day, Harrison 
demonstrated to visitors that 
the tomato cannot be picked 
from the vine and leave the 
stem on. It comes off every 
time, since there is no joint to 
break, he said.

Work is being carried on at 
other A&M field stations and 
on the main campus at College 
Station. The researchers are op­
timistic that before long a 
jointless variety will be ready 
for release to Texas tomato 
growers.

Tips About 
Health & Safety

(Tuberculosis)
Tuberculosis still is a serious 

health problem in the United 
States.

One hundred thousand Amer­
icans are walking the streets 
today with active infectious 
tuberculosis who don’t know 
they have it, says Today’s 
Health, the magazine of the 
American Medical Association.

By the time symptons ap­
pear — fever, weight loss, 
coughing, and perhaps blood 
spitting — the disease has 
reached a point at which con­
trol is difficult. Some won’t re­
cover; 10,000 victims died from 
tuberculosis in a recent year, 
Today’s Health reports.

Ehreryone is susceptible. TB is 
contracted from someone who 
has it, mainly by breathing air 
contaminated with TB germs. 
These are spread by coughing, 
sneezing and spitting. Some­
times a person becomes infected 
when germs enter his mouth 
from contaminated fingers, 
food or eating utensils, or from 
kissing an infected person.

If active tuberculosis Is di­
agnosed, your physician has a 
choice of a variety o f drugs, 
such as streptomycin and Ison- 
iazed, which effectively suppress 
the germs while the body builds 
up its own immunity.

(Children under five are a 
“high risk” group because o f the 
frequent and close associations 
with their parents, relatives, 
household help and baby sitters, 
any of whom may be carriers.

Everyone should have an an­
nual check-up in the form of a 
skin test or chest x-ray. These 
tests are available free in most 
areas any time of the year. Lo­
cal public health officers and 
the local chapters of the Na­
tional Tuberculosis Association 
will direct you to TB detection 
centers in your area. The skin 
tests are simple and painless. 
I f  one of these Indicates TB 
germs are present, it doesn't 
necessarily mean the germs are 
doing damage. It takes an x- 
ray and sputum test, along with 
blood and urine studies, to 
dertemine accurately whether 
the bacilli are active.

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Austin, Tex. — It’s tourist sea­
son at the historic Texas State 
Capitol Building.

On any summer day, visitors 
from all parts of Texas, many 
other states and even foreign 
countries can be found In Its 
spacious rotunda and In the 
splendid legislative halls or on 
the green, tree-shaded grounds.

More than 200,000 tourists 
looked over portions of the 78- 
year-old state house during the 
last year, estimates the Capitol 
Tourist Bureau which Is opera­
ted seven days a week by Texas 
Highway Department personnel.

Two-hour free parking is 
available for %isltors on a lot at 
11th and Congress Ave.—across 
from the south Capitol grounds. 
Limited parking also Is provided 
on a first-come-ftrst-serve basis 
in marked tourist spaces on the 
grounds.

dom e  o p e n e d  — A part of 
the famous Capitol dome weis 
reopened last year for the first 
time In 12 years. Visitors can 
now go to the fifth floor land­
ing (in company of a guide) and 
are rewarded by a spectacular 
view of the capital city from an 
outside balcony.

Six guided tours a day take 
them from the fourth-floor ele­
vator stop — up 112 spiral steps 
to the fifth floor.

M a n y  less -  adventuresome 
visitors are content to wander 
on their own through the col­
umned corridors, to look up 
their Legislators’ pictures In the 
House or Senate or to drop by 
the Governor’s office and sign 
the guest book.

C O N S T R ren O N  — The Cap­
itol covers three acres of ground 
and has 192,374 square feet of 
floor space.

At the time o f Its completion 
In 1888, it was said to be the 
seventh largest capitol building 
in the world.

In 1879, the Legislature ap­
propriated more than three mil­
lion acres of land in 10 Pan­
handle counties to pay for the 
building.

Construction was begun Feb­
ruary 1, 1882. Owners o f Granite 
Mountain near Marble Falls in 
Burnet County offered free of 
charge to the state all granite 
needed to complete the building. 
(Original plans called for con­
struction of Texas limestone.) 
Extended labor problems delay­
ed completion, but Texas fin­
ally got a building that cost 
more than $3,700,(MX) in ex­
change for her three million 
acres of land.

Rising to a height of more 
than 309 feet (from basement 
floor to top of the Goddess of 
Liberty statue on the dome), 
the building is seven feet higher 
than the National Capitol in 
Washington.

It is 585 feet long and 299 feet 
wide, including outside steps in 
both measurements.

OX-POWERED — F i f t e e n  
thousand carloads of Texas red 
granite for exterior walls were 
hauled into Austin from Burnet 
County by ox-power and a 
specially built railroad. Texas 
limestone forms Interior and 
dome walls.

Wainscoating of oak, pine, 
cherry, cedar, walnut, ash and 
mahogany would reach a length

of seven mles.
poor and window frames are 

j ^  oak and pine except those 
in the Governor’s ornate recep­
tion room, which are of cherry.

The original copper roof 
covers 85,000 square feet.

Original floors were of hand- 
blccked clay tile, glass and 
wood. New hall and rotunda 
floors are of terrazzo, all Texas 
rock aggregate e.xccpt for the 
blue in the U. S. Seal which, was 
imported from Italy. These re- 
tunda floors tell the story of 
Texas history and are regarded 
as aniong the largest and most 
beautiful terrazzo floors in the 
world.

Modeled after the classic de- 
s gn of the National Capitol, 
the Texas Capitol is built in the 
form of a Grecian cross.

ALWAYS WORK — Mainten­
ance requires almost constant 
effort. Crews of painters, car­
penters, electricians and plas­
terers are at work in some por­
tion of the sprawling building 
almost every day. Many areas, 
Including the Governor’s quar­
ters, have been remodeled, 
modernized and air-condition­
ed.

Most dramatic o f the main­
tenance work is painting the 
interior of the Capitol dome 
every seven years. Painters work 
on a platform suspended 280 
feet above the star on the ro­
tunda floor.

There are still a few oldtimers 
around who remember when the 
grand old building was brand 
new.

O T H E R  ATTRACTIONS —
“The Texas Cbpitol is more 
than a seat o f government; 
more than a fountainhead of 
law,’’ ore writer has said. “ With 
its treasurers of Texana, it acts 
like a lodestone upon even the 
‘summer soldier and the sun­
shine patriot.’ And those who 
enjoy deeper drafts of historj’
MORE HIGHLIGHTS.......... .......
may stand again and again be­
fore the Capitol’s paintings, 
sculptures and documents, each 
time finding something they 
had missed before. Here, one 
must thrill to the feel of an un- 
dercuiTent of tbe tremendous 
energy and vigor which contin­
ues to keep Texas great.’’

While the Capitol used to 
house all agencies of state gov­
ernment, now only the Legisla­
ture and its agencies, plus the 
Governor, Lieutenant Governor, 
Secretary of State and State 
Comptroller are under its 
spreading roof.

Many other state agencies are 
located in modem buildings just 
off the Capitol grounds. Visits 
to some of these buildings are 
also well worthwhile.

Especially fascinating is the 
fine Archives and Library 
Building east of the Capitol.

Tlie Capitol Tourist Bureau, 
one of nine such units of the 
Highway Department, main­
tains complete information 
about other Austin attractions 
and provides travel information 
about the entire state.

Last year, these bureaus play­
ed host to 753,(MM) travelers out 
of a record total of more than 
12,600,000 out-of-state people 
who were passengers in autos 
visiting the state.

Teal Shoot Set 
For Sept 10-18

Texas will participate in a 
special nine-day experimental 
teal hunting season again this 
year, September 10-18, accord­
ing to the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department.

This will be the second state­
wide season conducted in order 
to evaluate the effects o f an in­
creased harvest on teal that 
normally pass through Texas 
prior to the opening of the 
waterfowl hunting season.

The hunting season will be 
open to hunters holding a “ teal 
hunting permit” one week later 
than the 1965 hunt.

The dally bag limit will be 4 
teal with a possession limit of 8.

The number of permits will be 
unlimited and will be issued 
through August 8 upon applica­
tion to the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department, John H. 
Reagan Building, Austin, Texas. 
Each applicant should submit 
his name, complete address and 
county of residence. Application 
cannot be accepted after August 
8.

Each hunter participating in 
this special season will be re­
quired to have the regular Tex­
as hunting license and Federal 
duck stamp, in addition to the 
“teal hunting permit.”

SUCH VIOLATION; REPEAL­
ING ALL ORDINANCES IN 
CONFLICT HEREWITH AND 
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

Section 1. It shall be the duty 
of every person, firm or corpo­
ration owning, managing, op­
erating, leasing or renting a 
hotel, restaurant, cafe, boarding 
house, eating house, apartment, 
business house office, private 
residence or any place where 
kitchen garbage accumulates, to 
provide a portable garbage can 
container constructed of gal­
vanized iron, tin, or other suit­
able metal, with tight fitting 
cover of a capacity of not less 
than five gallons nor over thirty 
gallons and the daily accumula­
tions of kitchen garbage shall 
be placed in this can. It shall be 
the duty of every person, firm, 
or corporation owning, manag­
ing, operating, leasing or rent­
ing any premises to place all 
trash and rubbish from said 
premises that can be placed in 
boxes, sacks or barrels or other 
receptacles of reasonable size, 
provided that the weight does 
not exceed 100 pounds 
grass, tree limbs and grass clip 
pings may be placed in neat 
piles . Garbage cans, boxes, 
sacks or barrels of trash and 
rubbish and tree limbs (which 
shall be cut into lengths not 
exceeding six feet) or neat 
piles of weeds, grass, tree limbs 
and grass clippings, shall be 
placed inside the property line 
at the edge of the alley-where 
there Is no fence-and where 
there is a back fence with alley 
gate, place garbage cans, boxes, 
sacks or barrels of trash, rub­
bish and tree limbs (which shall 
be cut into lengths not exceed­
ing four feet) or neat piles of 
weeds, grass, tree limbs and 
grass clippings against inside 
fence at side of alley gate; if 
there is no alley gate, kitchen 
garbage, trash and rubbish 
shall be placed inside curb line 
of street at front of premises, to 
be collected by the city garbage 
wagons or trucks.

Section 2. Any violation of 
any of the tenns of this ordin­
ance, whether herein denomin­
ated as unlawful or not, shall 
be deemed a misdemeanor and 
any person convicted of such 
violation shall be fined not less 
than one ($1.00) dollar nor 
more than twenty-five ($25.00) 
dollars by a court of compet­
ent jurisdiction. Each day of 
the continuance of such viola­
tion shall be considered a 
separate offense and the pun­
ishment separately.

Section 3. Any and all ordin­
ances of the city which are in 
conflict with any of the terms 
of this ordinance are, to the 
extent of such conflict, hereby 
repealed.

Section 4. In order to protect 
the public health and the pub­
lic Interest of the peoc^e of the 
city of Santa Anna an emer­
gency Is hereby declared and 
this ordinance shall become 
effective imemdiately upon its 
passage.
