What started out to be a
rosy 4th of July holiday week-
end for many Texas motorists
turned to sadness as traffic ac-
cidents claimed 39 lives during
the three-day period.

Texas Department of Public
Safety officials had estimated
that 31 Texans would die in
traffic aceidents, but a series of
mishaps in which multiple
deaths resulted boosted the
figure far beyond this estimate.
DPS officials based their esti-
mate on past experience. Last
year 28 persons lost their lives
in accidents on Texas highways.

According to local law en-
forcement officials the immedi-
ate area escaped the grim
tragedy of a traffic death, with
no accidents being reported, al-
though all highways were load-
ed with traffic.

Hike In Insurance Rates
For Texus Is Ordered

Texans will pay an average of
5.9 percent more for their auto-
mobile insurance policies start-
ing August 1, the State Board
of Insurance ordered last week.

An average statewide increase
of 106 perecnt for liability
policies is included in the over-
all rate hike.

For drivers in some parts of
Texas, however, the overall car
insurance will drop because of
lower rates for collision and
comprehensive coverage.

Citing increased traffic ac-
cidents, the board indicated a
bigger insurance increase may
be in store next year.

The rate increases were re-
commended by board actuaries
at the June 15 statewide auto-
mobile insurance hearing.

The board said it did not plan
to act soon on proposals by in-
surance companies for separate
rate classifications for each age
group of male drivers under 25.
It also said it would not take
any action for a while on a
plan, backed by insurance com-
panies for higher premiums for
drivers who cause accidents or
commit serious traffic offenses.

Such special qualifications
the board said, would impose
“mechanical difficulties requir-
ing further consideration before
final decisions.”

The average increase in the
cost of the typical driver’s pol-
fcy, including basic liability
coverage, $100 deductible colli-
sion and full comprehensive, is

Washington D.C. — Section'
1V of the Civil Rights Bill of
1966 provides in substance that
the owner of property for sale,
rent or lease may not decline to
sell, rent or lease to any person
because of race, creed or color.

Other provisions of the meas-

ure make radical changes In
an effort to confer “rights.”

In 1789 the people of America !
were fearful that Government
might restrict their freedoms.
The First Congress of the
United States in that year pro-
posed the Bill of Rights.

The Bill of Rights essentially
tells the government what it
can not do and comprises the
first ten Amendments to the
United States Constitution.
Many countries have an abund-
ance of natural resources, vast
lands and climate as good as
ours, but 40 million immigrants
came to this land seeking some-
thing called freedom.

They came here with the hope I
of security and the promisc of
the precious right to live as free
men with equal opportunity for
all.

In July 1868 a new guarantee
of freedom was ratified. Its pur-
pose was to guard against
human slavery. Its guarantees
were for the further equal pro-
tectionn of all. It is the 14th
Amendment to the Constitution,
and it reads in part as follows:
“No State shall make or enfores
any law which shall abridge the
privileges or immunities of eciti-|
zens of the United States; nor|
shall any State deprive

person of life, liberty or prop:r- |
ty, without due process of law; |

Laws enacted during the past
three or four years, and the
proposal now before the Con-
gress, erode the rights of free-
doms of every American pro-
perty owner.

5. The right of all equally, to
enjoy property without inter-
ference by Laws giving special
privileges to others.

8, The right to maintain what,
in his opinion, are desired sur-
roundings for tenants.

7. The right to contract with

8. The right to determine the
acceptability and desirability of
any prospective buyer or tenant
of his property.

9. The right of every Ameri-
can to choose whomever, in his
opinion, are congenial tenants
in any property he owns and to
maintain the stability and se-
curity of his income.

10, The right to enjoy the
freedom to accept, reject, nego-
tiate or not to negotiate with
anyone. -

The prohibition against the
individual to do with his pro-
perty what he wishes, so long
as he does not infringe upon his
r:ieighbor, is the denial of the
third element of fundamental
rights guaranteed under the
Constitution.

Entemologist Urges
Bagworm Control

Bagworm damage to ever-
greens such.as arbovitae, cedar
and evergreen species is being
reported from many areas in
Texas.

Phil Hammar, Extension en-
somologist, Texas A&M Univer-
sity, says evergreens should be
watched carefully at this time
of the year, especially if old
vorm bags are found on the
twigs. Wingless females crawl
ut and die after laying eggs
nside the bag. In this case,
:ach bag may contain hundreds
:f eggs which hatch into tiny
arvae, he explains.

The newly-pori iarvae imme-
liately start to make bags by
hewing off small pieces of the
ree. Young worms carry the
:ags wherever they go. The
arvae can be killed with in-
:ecticides applied when the
agworms are still small. Chem-
cal controls are ineffective
vhen worms are full grown.

Chemicals suggested as con-
rols include sprays or dusts of
Toxaphene, Sevin or Malathion.
Zirections on the container
should be followed carefully, the
lexas A&M entomologist em-
>hasis.

If control measures are ini-
ilated too late, hand pick and
yurn the bags, because the
wvorm geoes through the winter
‘n the egg stage within the bag,
said Hamman.

Safety Rules. ..

When a tornado approaches,
your immediate action may
mean life or death.

IN CITIES OR TOWNS

Seek inside shelter, preferably
in a tornado cellar, under-
ground excavation, or a steel-
framed or reinforced concrete
building of substantial con-
struction. STAY AWAY FROM
WINDOWS.

In office buildings — stand
in an interior hallway on a low-
er floor, preferably in the base-
ment.

In factories -—— On receiving a
tornado warning, post a look-
out. Workers should mcve
quickly to sections of the plant
offering the greatest protection
in accordance with advance
plans.

In homes — the corner of the
basement toward the tornado
usually offers the greatest safe-
ty. In a house with no base-
ment, take cover under heavy
furniture in the center part of
the house. Keep some windows
open, but stav away from them!

IN SCHOOLS

Go to storm cellar or under-

ground excavation if available.
If there is no storm cellar but
building is of reinforced con-
struction, stay inside, away
from windows. Whenever possi-
‘ble, go to an interior hallway
on the lowest floor. AVOID
AUDITORIUMS AND GYMNA-
SIUMS with large poorly sup-
ported roofs.

If a building is not of rein-
forced construction, go quickly
to a nearby reinforced building,
or to a ravine or open ditch and
lie flat.

IN OPEN COUNTRY

Move away from the torna-
do’s path at a right angle. If
there is no time to escape, lie
flat in the nearest depression,
such as a ditch or ravine.

Shortage of Dairy
Cows Predicted

There may soon be a critical
shortage of dairy cows, accord-
ing to a Texas A&M University
Extension dairy specialist at
Tyler.

Shannon Carpenter, extersion
dairy specialist at the East Tex-
as Research Station, says the
number of dairy replacements
is down about 7 percent from
a year ago. Also, the number
of cows in milk is the smallest
in 50 years. It all adds up to a
short supply of dairy animals,
says Carpenter.

The specialist says there
are several things a dairyman
can do to reduce the shortage.
The first is good management
practices. Average productive
life of a dairy cow is about
four lactations, he says. Good
care of dairy cows can boost
this to five lactations — a 24
percent increase.

Carpenter suggests getting re-
placement heifers into the milk-
ing barn at 24 months instead
of the usual 30 months. In that
extra six months the heifer may
produce 7 or 8 thousand pounds
of milk — enough to pay for
her upbringing. Good feeding
practices are needed though, to
bring the heifers on this early.

Finally, Carpenter suggests
treeding all cows in the herd
to dairy kulls. Some dairymen
breed part of the herd to a beef
bull, and sell the calves. Any
cow worth milking twice a day
is good enough to produce a calf
for dairy purposes when bred
to a good dairy bull, he says.

Park has announced that the
summer program of interpretive
activities is now in effect.
Young college men and veteran
teachers, employed ds seasonal
Rangers and Naturalists, are
the backbone of this program of
hikes, talks, and other services.
The National Park Service
prides itself in being a public
service organization. Founded
in 1916, the National Park Ser-
vice is celebrating its 50th an-
niversary this year.

Throughout the season, vsit-
ors to Big Bend National Park
will be able to enjoy nature
hikes and evening campfire
talks in the Chisos Basin. The
information lobby at Park
Headquarters will be | staffed
from 7:00 a.m until 7:00 p.m.

The two
youngest are twins, Denise and
Dennis, 12.

In a fast, daring routine, Rog-
er is the comedian and keeps
the crowds laughing with head-
spins (started them when he
was 6) as he apparently falls
from the big Percherons while
the horses keep a steady canter
in the 36-foot ring.

Certain Preferences
While most of the interest

They get five points added to

In addition to the actual 5 or
10 points being added to their
Civil Service test score, those
veterans who have served since
January, 1955, thus become eli-
gible for veterans preference in
job selection. Prior to the enact-
ment of the new GI Bill, veter-
ans who served since 1955 did
not receive veterans job prefer-
ence even though they rated
high on the tests, Coker said.
