Connally Salutes 
Park Service On 
)0th Anniversary

Governor J o h n  Connally 
signed a proclamation today 
saluting the National Park Serv­
ice for its 50-year labor of love 
in preserving scenic and historic 
landmarks, many of which are 
in Texas.

Designating the week of Aug­
ust 21-27 as ‘ National Park 
Week” in Texas, he counseled 
Texans to consider a vacation 
ija their home state this year 
“as a homage to thoir herit­
age.’’ He praised the Depart­
ment of the Interior’s park serv­
ice for Its far-flung efforts in 
Texas, pointing out it serves the 
interest of all Texans “ in pre- 
■«erving nationally recognized re­
sources of both history and na­
tural history.”

Connally said; “Americans by 
the millions are discovering a 
Texas that many Texans, them­
selves, have yet to discover. 
And among the state’s most p<^  
ular attractions are those whose 
preservation and operation we 
owe to the National Park Serv­
ice.”

Governor Connally noted that 
175,000 Americans visited Bijf 
Bend National Park last year, 
an increase of 45 per cent over 
the year before. And he said at­
tendance at Fort Dav.s National 
Historic Site, a park service fa­
cility he cited as “ the best pre­
served of all western military 
forts,” is up 40 per cent this 
year over 1965.

“The movement of pleasure- 
seeking America is Increasingly 
toward Texas,” the Governor 
said. “ It would seem, that Ttex- 
ans might be well-advised, as 
a matter of personal economics 
as well as pleasure, to look to 
their own resources when plan­
ning their vacations.”

High blood pressure, more pro- 

41 perly called arterial hypertension 
Is an abnormal state of the cir­
culation that may be caused as 
well as a result of arterial dis­
ease, says a pamplet from the 
American Medical Association 
called “Your Blood Pressure” .

Four of every five cases of per­
sistently increased blood pres­
sure are luiown as primary or 
essential hypertension, f o r  
which no underlying cause can 
be identified, says the AMA 
publication. It often occurs in 
those with a family history of 
increased blood pressure.

The other one-fifth o f the 
cases are called secondary hy­
pertension, which means that the 
cause is known to be some de­
fect or desease.

Hypertension requires a life­
time of management. The pat­
ient and his doctor working to­
gether, plan a living pattern, 
supplemented by the various 
medical procedures,that will re­
sult in the longest and most use­
ful life that the patient can live, 
even though the doctor may ne­
ver know the cause of the pat­
ient's hypertension.

In untreated hypertension, the 
course from onset to death is 
approximately twenty > years. 
The first two-thirds is without 
symptoms, and can go undis­
covered unless the patient un­
dergoes periodic health examin- 
atkms, particularly in the mid­
dle years. The last one-third 
o f the twenty years is compll-

QueRtions & Answers

Q. -I am a member of the 
National Guard and have ser­
ved three years in this capacity, 

[including a 15-day active duty 
I period each year. Does this qua- 
ilify me for educational assist­
ance under the new G. I. Bill?

A. -National Guard drills and 
15-day tours of training duty not 
qualify a person for the new G. 
I. Bill. EHiglbility requires at lea­
st 181 days active willtary service 
(as opposed to training), or if 
service were less than this time 
period, it m’.ist have been termin­
ated by reason of service-incur­
red disability. The veteran must 
have also serviced on or after 
February 1, 1855.

Q. - Woulda doctor partlcaping 
in the VA Carrer Resident Pro­
gram as a full time physician 
of the Department of Medicine 
and Surgery and be eligible to 
schooling under the new G. I. 
Bill?

A. No. Those participating in 
the residency and internship 
program under 38 USC 4114 (b) 
would be entitled.

Q. I am a serviceman now on 
active duty. I previously served 
more than 180 days, part of 
this period after January 31, 
1955, and honorably discharg­
ed. I plan to continue my edu­
cation at a nearby college and 
my duty schedule will permit 
me to carry an academic load of 
10 semester hours.

eated by failure of the heart, th 
brain or the kidneys, alone or in 
combination. O r.ee organ failur« 
begins, the average survival of 
the imtreated patient is about 
six years. Under treatment, a 
longer and more comfortable 
life is to be expected.

Men usually present them­
selves for diagnosis at the more 
advanced stage of the disease 
than do Ww m en«nd have a high­
er incidence of the more se­
vere forms. Hypertension produ­
ces a higher incidence of coro- 
ntuy disease in men and of 
brain complications in women. 
Women tolerate elevated blood 
pressure better than men.

A m o n g  t w o  comparable 
groups, three times as many of 
those treated than of those not 
treated were living after five 
years.

It is highly Important that 
there be close rapport between 
the patient and his physician. 
It is essential that the patient 
understand his disease, know 
the need for continued treatment 
and be willing to tolerate the 
occasional underslrable and un­
pleasant side effects of some of 
the drugs used. He must look 
to the long-termed good to be 
obtained.

Q — I am severely disabled 
and in a VA hospital. I will be 
hospitalized about 2 mpnths, 
then will require nursing home 
care as my wife will be unable 
to care for me. Shall I wait un­
til I am discharged from the 
hospital to file claim for in­
creased pension?

A — You should file your 
claim for Increased pensiem 
now, as "housebound benefits" 
of ^ 5  per month may be pay­
able while you are hospitalized.

Q — I had active duty in the 
Army from January 1956 to 
December 1965. I spent more 
than two years of this time in 
Viet Nam. I was in an automo­
bile accident In February 1966 
which rendered me permanently 
and totally disabled. May I re­
ceive pension for these disabili­
ties since I am a veteran of the 
Viet Nam War?

A — No. Pension is payable to 
vetei-ans of World War I, World 
war n, and the Korean Ĉ oq- 
flict discharged under other 
than dishonorable conditions 
after 90 days or more active 
duty, or because of a service- 
connected disability from rea­
sons not traceable to their ser­
vice.

Q — What period of service 
is required for entitlement un­
der the new GI Bill?

A — Six months (181) days of 
continuous active service since 
February 1, 1955 or discharged 
for service incurred disability. 
Pull time duty in Armed Forces 
shall include authorized travel 
to and from active duty.

— What 
child has not had fun catch­
ing lightning bugs but experi­
enced disappointment the next 
morning to find the brilliance 
turned to drab gray.

Meaning lessons might be 
drawn such as a midsummer 
night’s dream or like many 

I things of beauty which fade 
I when we try to imprison them 
jor look too closely.
I 'The object of this essay is not 
one of philosophy but on the 
uniqueness and value f  the fire­
fly in this day and time of 
nuclear energy and rapid scien­
tific advancements.

Scientists have never comie 
up with an explanation as to 
how the firefly produces his cold 
light. It remains a mystery — 
Just as it was to us as children.

To relate the insectjs useful­
ness to science somewhat de­
grades the romantic legend of 
Latin American ladies wearing 
little lamps in their hair for 
ornaments and the story of the 
military doctor, William Gorgas, 
performing an operation by the 
light of a bottle of fireflies.

’The national aeronautics and 
space administration’s flight \' 

¡center at Greenbelt, Md,, is |
I not especially Interested in the j 
I firefly as yielding a soft sum­
mer magic which makes all the 
world seem young. It is Interest-) 
ed in scientific and medical re­
search. The lantern is the fire­
fly’s tail is what the scientists 
are trying to figure out. They 
say the light is produced by com- 
binii^ something called ad­
enosine triphosphate (referrer 
to as ATP) with chemicals in its 
tail. Evidently, this is quite a 
trick.

It seems man can turn out 
ATP, a basic protein of life

converted into energy, but he
fails to turn it into light as a ; 
firefly can. How It is done, they 
do not know, and the firefly’s 
secret remains its own.

The reason a firefly collecting 
company in New Jersey paysj 
children a cent apiece for flroi’l 
flies is to furnish them to the 
Greenbelt Laboratory for he- 
search. The reason of the re­
search is to determine the ac­
tion of A’TP in the red blood 
cells. As it is understood by the 
layman, the firefly can be used 
to measure the amount of ATP 
In red blood cells, which may 
result in detecting energy prob­
lems and possibly produce an­
swers about diseases like can­
cer.

The scientists say that where 
there is ATP there is earth-like 
life. That is where the Goddard 
Space Flight Center comes in. 
Late this year or early next, 
Goddard will launch Its first 
rocket with a life-detection in­
strument (called firefly) which 
will contain extract of firefly 
lanterns. If the rocket encount­
ers live microorganisms in the 
upper atmosphere, the extract 
will glow. It will trigger an elec­
tronic system so Sensitive tt 
can detect one-quadrillionth of 
a gram of A’TP. Thel nform will 
be radioed back to earth.

'The naval weapons laboratory 
at Dahlgren, Virginia, a sophis­
ticated scientists center, also 
ponders space age problems and 
is calling for 25,000 fireflies for 
a study of their light-producing 
materials. The Center also offers 
a dollar a hundred for fireflies.

Understandably there is a con­
cern that pesticides will errad­
ícate the lightning bug, as well 
as the mosquitoes and other un­
desirable insects. And, too, it 
looks as if insects and bugs may 
not be sterilized under the 
method used for the eradica­
tion of the screwworm but will 
be deafened too. Experiments 
with certain soundwaves at a 
low hum destroyed 75 percent of 
moth eggs, and of those which 
hatched half died the first day. 
Adults lived a shorter life. It 
is sort of comforting to know 
there are still things the scien­
tists canut figure out and that 
they have to run to small boys 
and small bugs for help.

Specialist Gives Tips 
On Borrowing Money

How’s yoiip ^I. Q. when. It 
comes to borrowlngr money?

Here are ten money tips 
which may help you become 
more adept. They’re suggested 
by Mrs. Doris Myers, Extension 
home management specialist at 
Texas A&M University. The tips 
are from the National Associa­
tion of Credit Unions.

1) First, no matter how good 
the interest rate sounds, find 
out what the credit or loan will 
actually cost you In money.

2) Before you sign any pa­
pers, make sure all the figures 
are entered correctly. Never 
leave any blank spaces to be 
filled in latsr.

3) Question all insurance 
charges. Find out what kind of 
insurance you are buying, and 
exactly what It covers. Many 
different insurance “ lead on" 
practices have been reported.

4) On Installment purchases 
you may owe the payments to 
some other firm, not the dealer. 
Find out who it Is, and if it is 
a reputable firm. If you have 
any doubts, check.

5) Read the note or contract 
to see what penalties are im­
posed for late payments. Some 
penalties are exorbitant.

6) See if there are any other 
charges specified in the note or 
contract. Don’t skip the fine 
print or you may be sorry.

7) Read what is said about 
repossession in a time-payment 
contract. Do you get a fair no­
tice before the item is repos­
sessed? What repossess'on char­
ges can be levied again.st you? 
Tills is important.

8) Understand clearly what 
security you are giving. On a 
purchase, find out If it includes 
other merchandise you have 
bought previously. Above all, 
look to see if the note or con­
tract gives your creditor the 
right to collect your salary.

9) Make sure you do not sign 
away any of your legal rights 
or guarantees, such els the right 
to refuse merchandise that is 
not as promised.

10) See if there is a provision
for a refund of interest or 
carrying charges if you com­
plete the payments ahead of 
schedule.______________________

Pecan Weevil’s Love 
Life Could Be A Sham

Texas A&M University and 
the U. S. Department o f Agri­
culture are teaming up In an 
attempt to control the pecan 
weevil by making the bug’s love 
life a sham.

It’s the same biological trick 
that has been played so success­
fully on the screwworm fly In 
’Texas and other states. Male 
files are sterilized by exposure 
to atomic radiation and then 
turned loose by the millions to 
mate fruitlessly with the fe­
males.

The same system will be 
tried on th pecan weevil, which 
often causes heavy losses and 
damages market quality of pe­
cans in Texas and other areas 
despite control efforts with in­
secticides. A&M researchers also

tplan to Investigate chemical 
sterilants — compounds that 
can possibly sterilize the weevils 
by sprajrlng p>ecan trees.

Beef Steak Buying-, 
Broiling Explained

Need Ideas on how to select 
quality beef steaks for broiling?

Now that vacation is at hand, 
there’ll probably be more oppor­
tunities for backyard cookouts 
and get-togethers with family 
and friends. To assure tender­
ness, quality and flavor in beef 
steaks, be willing to pay for a 
little fat and choose from the 
top three grades — prime, 
choice or good, suggests Mrs. 
G<wen Clyatt, Texas A&M Uni­
versity Extension consumer 
marketing specialist.

The sirloin is the largest and 
most economical broiling steak. 
If it is cut one and one-half 
Inches thick, it will serve four or 
more people. The porterhouse 
is the largest short-loin steak, 
and when cut one and one-half 
inches thick, it will serve four 
people.

The T-bone steak is smaller 
and contains less tenderloin 
than the porterhouse. When cut 
one inch thick, it weighs about 
one and one-half pounds and 

’ serves two persons. The smallest 
steak In the short loin is the 
club steak, which contains no 
tenderloin. When cut one inch 
th'ck, it weighs about a pound 
and serves one.

Rib steaks are cut from the 
, loin end of the ribs, and contain 
I the rib-eye muscle but no ten­
derloin. -rhey are the least ex­
pensive of all broiling steaks.

All of these steaks are recom­
mended for broiling if they are 
cut from prime, choice or good 
grade beef, Mrs. Clyatt says.

If you are traveling through 
West Texas on U. S. Highway' 
80, you will find unique recrea­
tional opportunities at Mona­
hans Sandhills State Park, lo­
cated five miles east of Mona­
hans.

The primary attraction of the 
park is the 3,940 acres of whid- 
sculptured sandhills. Seventy- 
foot mountains of pure sand 
enjoyed by young and old, beck­
on visitors from afar.

Sculptured dunes, constantly 
changing with the wind, cover 
15 square miles. The park is a 
fascinating duplicate o ' Sahara 
Dunes, where you can ride 
‘‘Sand buggies” roller coaster 
style.
park have adapted to the pe­
culiar environment of the sand- 
liar environment of the sand­
hills. Miniature oak trees that 
seldom reach a height over 
three feet struggle to maintain 
roots in the shifting sands, 
while wild flowers that grow at 
the edge of the sand dunes 
would do Justice to the finest 
cultivated flower beds.

Because of the abundance of 
water in the sandhills, the In­
dians lived in the area for 
thousands of years. Amateur 
archeologists continue to find 
many artifacts that were cover­
ed by the shifting sands. Visit­
ors occasionally find fossils and 
bones of prehistoric animals 
and there are rumors of buried 
gold from a wagon train mas­
sacre in the frontier days.

The Sandhills Museum, a 
modern stone and glass build­
ing that spans two sand dunes, 
is located just inside the en­
trance to the park. There you 
will find displays of art, science, 
nature, crafts and antiques.

For those who like to picnic, 
there are shelters to provide 
shade, barbecue grills, and 
tables. Campers are also invited 
to spend the night in the sand­
hills.

The park is open daily through 
out the year.
