Campers_ Warned
About Fire Danger

The Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department asked campers,
{fishermen and others now pa-
tronizing the outdoor recrea-
tional season to be careful to
preserve the beauties om nature,

Spelled out that means:

“BE CAREFUL WITH FIRE.”
l The Department noted that
ithe tremendously heavy vege-
!tation growth during the wet
spring and early summer is be-
ginning to mature.
means converting vast
into dry grassy Aracts,
hiehly susceptible to fire.

The Department cautioned
that. the mid-summer sun, in-
tensified bv the drying winds,
creates a definite fire hazard.

Even with this state-wide pre-
caution, fires sometime break
out and spread devastation.
Two vears ago a trash fire got
into dry grass at one northeast
Texas state park and burned
some trees so severely that a
major transplant program had
to be authorized.

Wildlife authorities stress the
danger to habitat. Both animals
and birds are particularly vul-
nerable to fire hazards, par-
ticularly this time of the year,
thev said.

The Department cautioned
that the greatest individual
threat comes from careless

smoking, even the mere flicking
of a lighted cigarette from an
antomobile. But campers and
picnickers should be on the alert
to be certain that the most in-
nocent fire in the open is com-
pletely extinguished before de-

preceding year or three years,

After 1969, penalties will be
based in driving records over
a 36-month period.

Twelve exceprions to the
“point”' rule are listed, how-
ever, and one of them includes
accidents in which the driver
is not at fault.
