3. All voters who are not 
' over 60 years of age must reg­
ister between the dates of 
Oct. 1, 196C and Jan. 31, 1967 
if they wish to vote In any 
election held between the 
dates ot Feb. 1, 1967 through 
Jaii. 31, 1968. The only ex­
ception to this is those per­
sons who will reach the age 
of 21 years sometime during 
this period. They may regis­
ter at least 30 days before 
election time, and may vote 
la that election.

4. The mode of applying for 
registration continues to be 
the same as the old law; in 
person, by mall, or by a 
spouse, parent or child of the 
applicant. These persons are 
the only ones who can act 
as agent for another, and 
they must be a qualified 
voter themselves.

5. Applications by mail 
must be on forms prescribed 
by the Tax Collector. The 
Tax Collector will furnish 
any individual or organiza­
tion interested in promoting 
registration, all forms neces­
sary.

6. All persons applying for 
registration, either by mall 
or In person, are required to 
affix their signature on the 
registration certificate, or if 
by mail, the application for 
registration. The purpose for 
this requirement is to obtain 
the voters signature which 
must be kept on file in the 
Tax Office for a period of 
two years.

In conclusion there are 
three Important things to 
remember: (1) All persons
must register who are under 
60 years of age (2) All ap­
plications by mall must be 
signed by the applicant or 
his lawful agent. The same 
applies to those who regis­
ter in person; (3) No charges 
whatsoever are made for 
voter registration.

36 To Die On 
Texas Highways 
Over Weekend i

The Texas Safety Associa­
tion today issued a “New 
Year’s Accidental Death A- 
lert” and challenged Texas 
drivers to help “score a point 
for safety” in the weekend 
traffic countdown.

“The needless loss of life, 
disabling injuries and suffer­
ing caused by traffic acci­
dents can be avoided,” S. 
Ross Carr of Houston, TSA 
President said. “But, it will 
take the cooperation of every 
driver to do so.”

He urged every driver to 
accept personal responsibility 
for his actions In traffic.

“Put all your driving skill 
to work, obey traffic laws, 
drive soberly and be courte­
ous as well as cautious,” he 
said.

“Help make the weekend 
traffic countdown . . .  a  
countdown of lives saved. 
Score a point for safety.”

Palit experience indicates 
that some 36 persons will be 
killed In traffic accidents in 
Texas this weekend. Other 
lives may be lost in accidents 
In the home or public places.

The TSA “New Year’s Ac­
cidental Death Alert” begins 
at 6 p. m. Friday, December 
30, and ends at 11:59 p. m., 
January 2, 1967. It coincides 
with the period set by the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety for “Operation Death- 
watch.”

The second category, items

The animals must be held 
for breeding, draft, or dairy 
purposes and owned before 
sale for 12 months or more.

•i Biologist Joe Davidson, in 
f charge of the exotic program 
I In the state, says that wild- 
i trapped birds from the rice- 

groving areas in California 
have been used in the libera­
tion experiments.

And both survival and in­
crease have been noted in 
the two counties where the 
releases have been made. 
Both Matagorda and Jackson 
counties have had wild-trap­
ped and pen-raised birds re­

leases.
In 1964, 60 hen and 15 cock 

birds, all wild birds, were 
Initially liberated by the bi­
ologists, followed by a 1965 
release of more than 700 
pen-raised pheasant f r o m  
the Tyler Quail Farm.

Thus far in 1966 there 
have been relea.ses totaling 
200 wild and 500 pen-raised 
birds in the two counties.

Pheasants are now seen in 
the areas in various sv/.cs 
that lead the biologists to 
believe the bird may eventu­
ally provide some shooting.

Tliere is a population of 
pheasant in the Panhandle 
of Texas that offered limited

The American fruit pie has 
a long history, according to 
Miss Frances Reasonover, nu­

Early Romans filled their 
pies With pheasant, peacock 
or wild boar. Europeans fill­
ed their pies with meat too.

We sometimes use the term 
today, "eating humble pie.” 
The original meaning of the 
phrase wa.s a small pie made 
of the less appealing cuts of 
meat and st-rved to the low­
ly members of the hou.sehold. 
The master, his guests and 
those of higher rank were 
served pies filled with the 
choice meat cuts.

When European pie recipes 
were brought, to America by 
the colonists, they were .soon 
adapted to the local produce. 
Wild fruits and bei ies be­
came popular iilling.s ¿or pie.s. 
Since apjile pie dates from 
the early day.s of American 
colonization, the old saying 
‘‘a.s American as apple pie” 
is right.

Pies are popular ail the 
year round, but some pies are 
seasonal. Pumpkin, mince, 
and .sweet potato pics are fall 
and winter favorite.s, while 
fre.sh fruit and cliiffon pie.s 
are more in keeping with the 
summer menus.

Desserts are a part of the 
meal and should be con.sider- 
ed in tlie number 01 calories 
and amount of food value. 
The sweet, rich pies go best 
with a light main dish.

Home Falls
“Safe a t home" means scor­

ing a run cr.d p ..«ibly win­
ning the game to :■ baseball 
player

Tlie same phrase means 
something entirely different 
to the American family.

Every year we are greeted 
with a new set of statistics 
th a t tell us th a t we are by 
no means “safe a t home” in 
the average hou-sehold. In 
fact, the statistics show that 
home can be downright dan­
gerous.

Accidents in the home 
caused 28,500 deaths In 1965. 
according to the Archives of 
Environmental Health, a pro- 
fe.sslonal journal publl.shed by 
the American Medical Asso­
ciation.

Each year about 25 million 
home accidents cause injur­
ies serious enough to require 
medical attention or to res­
trict the activity of the vic­
tims a day or longer.

A host oi physical factors 
are Involved in home acci­
dents, such a.s electrical and 
power equipment. Inadequate 
lighting, glass doors, aban- 
doned Ice boxes, medicines, 
and many others. But by far 
the major cause of home ac-

. cidents are two things — 
I falls and fires, 
i Falls are the second most 
i common cause of the acci- 
1 dental death, next to high- 
' way accidents. Falks in and 
: around the liome each year 
1 can.*;»- inluries to nearly 7 
inullion people and i2,0i..fi 
deaths.

Falls on stairs cause near­
ly 2,000 fatal Injurier a year 
Projjer lighting and .sturdy 
handrails on stairs are high­
ly important to home safety. 
A good ladder to aid in 
reaching high places is much 
safer than standing on boxes 
or chairs. And the ladder 
should be firmly placed and 
braced at the foot. Spilled 
w'ater or grease or Improper 
waxing of floors cau.se falls. 
Loose rugs, scattered toys 
and trailing extension cord.« 
:Uso are hazards. A light 
switch near the door of each 
room is a safety measure.

Most of these hazards can 
be eliminated or minimized 
by the head of the hou.se- 
hold.

Get your family together 
this evening and organize a 
tour of the house to check 
for possible “fall hazards.” 
Then set about to correct 
these hazards as quickly as 
possible. Make your home as 
nearly accident-proof as pos-

Oranges Spotlight 
Plentiful Foods 
For January

Oranges spotlight the foods 
in big supply during January.

T h a t’s the report from the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service.

Winter pears, grapefruit, 
broilers, dry beans and green 
split peas also are reported 
especially plentiful by the U. 
S. Department of Agricul­
ture.

The 1966-67 orange crop, 
excluding California Valen­
cias, was estimated on No­
vember 1 at 162.3 million box­
es, up nearly one-third from 
last year and about 85 per 
cent over the 1960-64 aver­
age.

Florida and Texas show the 
largest increase.

Winter pear production is 
also set at well above aver­
age, w'ith D’Anjous making 
up 80 per cent of the supply.

Grapefruit stocks are up 
about 10 per cent over last 
season and 31 per cent above 
the recent 5-year average. 
Florida, California and Texas 
.show across-the-board in­
creases.

Broiler production is ex­
pected to continue well above 
average throughout the win­
ter. Marketings based on the 
number of head slaughtered 
under federal inspection dur­
ing October and early No­
vember ran 11 per cent above 
the same 1965 period, accord­
ing to USD.'Us Consumer and 
Marketing Service.

Dry bean production is at 
a record high, or nearly one- 
third above last year. A large 
carryover and a larger 1966 
crop has pushed prices on 
green split peas to the low­
est level in over 6 months.

BRADY PARK 
GETS HIGH 
AID TOTAL

A $119,650 grant has been 
approved for the City of 
Brady under the Land and 
Water Conservation Fund 
Program, according to Will 
E. Odom, Chairman of Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Commis­
sion.

This is the largest grant 
made to date to a Texas 
municipality.

These Federal funds will be 
matched by Brady and the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife De­
partment for a total $239,300 
development of a city park 
on Brady Lake.

The completed park wili 
have facilities for boating, 
fishing, swimming, picnick­
ing, camping, and rifle fir­
ing.

Odom said‘the grant marks 
the seventh approval of pro­
jects submitted by local poli­
tical subdivisions.

Under the Federal Land 
and W a t e r  Conservation 
Fund Program for Texas, the 
government money is prorat­
ed 60 per cent for State pro­
jects and 40 per cent for lo­
cal projects.

The program is administer­
ed on the Federal level by 
the Bureau of Outdoor Re­
creation, U. S. Department of 
Interior.

Its funds are derived from 
sale of the $7 Golden Eagle 
Passport and other outdoor 
recreation fees, the Federal 
motor boat fuels tax and the 
proceeds from the sale of sur­
plus real property.

Odom, who is the State 
Liaison Officer for the fund 
and is responsible for review­
ing projects and proposals 
submitted for Federal assis­
tance, said the original ap­
plication was made by James 
C. Feazelle, Brady City Sup­
erintendent, a n d  Clinton 
Newlin, Director of the Brady 
Parks and Recreation De­
partment.

OIL UNDER THE RUNWAYS — An oil- 
bearing formation below the Corpus Christi 
Naval Air Station presented an unusual drill­
ing problem for Humble Oil & Refining 
Company.

The other was to commit this 
baby to some state institution 
to remain out of sight and out 
of mind until it died.

Barbarism on Wane
I ta lk  wi th hundreds of 

parents and prospective parents 
every year, I can say with con­
viction that this barbaric view­
point of a few years ago is much 
modified today. Increasingly, 
people are beginning to feel a 
community responsibility for in­
fants born with birth defects, 
who in our own nation alone 
total a quarter of a million 
every year.

At the same time—and due in 
great part to the educational 
programs of the March of Dimes 
and the work of its 77 birth de­
fects centers—people are learn­
ing that modern medicine can 
do a great deal to repair the 
damages inflicted by congenital 
malformations. Since very often 
something remedial can be done, 
there is no reason, except igno­
rance, for “hiding” the afflicted 
infant or child.

Unheard and even undreamed 
of a few years ago, new tech­
niques exist today in surgrery, in 
medication, and in physical 
therapy that enable thousands 
of defective infants to lead rea­
sonably contented and useful 
lives. This, after all, is the in­
alienable birthright of those 
unfortunate babies who begin 
life crippled through no fault 
of their o.vn—or of their par­
ents.

Don’t Deserve Banishment
Certainly they don’t deserve 

banisliment to state institutions 
to live out their lives in frustra-

lea.it within my own experience, 
skepticism is slov.-ly increasing 
over the need (and the morality) 
of committing children with 
.severe birth defects to state in- 
.«titutior.s. I note this gradually 
changing attitude Ixith in pro­
fessional ranks and in the public 
at large.

Among many others, I recall 
the cases of two children whose 
parents were under strong 
family pressures to commit the 
.voungsters to state "homes.” 
The reasons for the pressures 
were typical. In both instances 
the breadwinner’s income was 
below average, and there were 
other children for the parents 
to raise. Moreover, since in each 
ease the original prognosis or 
medical forecast had been called 
discouraging, the parents of 
Joey B. and Betty L. thought 
that commitment was the right 
course, heartrending though it 
was to make this decision.

Baby Stays Home
Happily, before the commit­

ment papers were signed by the 
two physicians necessary in that 
particular state, an outside pe­
diatrician was asked for his 
evaluation of Joey B. He agreed 
that the baby, then two years 
old, was in a bad way with a 
defect known as a spina biflda. 
Cl an open spine, which para­
lyzed him from the hips down. 
The infant also sulTei-ed from a 
cleft lip and palate in addition 
to hydrocephalus (excess fluid 
on the brain). But he argued 
witli firmness that none of these 
disorders, serious though they 
were, suggested any mental im­
pairment or that Joey B. 
couldn't be educated and become 
a useful citizen.

Fortunately his opinion pre­
vailed. The youngster, new five 
years old, attends a special 
school for the physically handi­
capped, and today he gets him­
self embroiled in the healthy

mischief common to all normal 
youngsters.

If possiblo  ̂Betty L.’s case was 
more serious because it involved 
a diagnostic error which occurs 
often enough—although perhaps 
less today than in other years. 
This baby was born congenitally 
deaf and she also suffered from 
cataracts. Instead of describing 
these organic defects as major 
handicaps in hearing and seeing, 
the authors of the medical re­
port on her stressed that her 
chief handicap was severe men­
tal retardation, bordering on 
idiocy.

Betty L. was headed for life­
time existence in an institution.

Intellect Is Unimpaired
Again, fortunately, another 

evaluation was requested. In the 
process, the congenital deafness 
and visual impairment were def­
initely established, and the com­
mitment recommendation was 
overruled. Betty L. will have a 
difficult time adjusting to the 
demands of society, but she will 
unquestionably succeed because 
there is nothing amiss with her 
intellect, as had been thought 
the first time around.

Quite apart from the medico- 
psychological fact that many 
of these severely defective chif- 
dhen will progress faster at 
home than in an institution, a 
matter of economics is involved 
here. The cost of institutional­
izing a patient is probably 100 
times that of caring for him in 
his parents’ home, even when 
the state helps out. So, except 
in very pronounced cases of 
mental and physical destruction, 
what sense does, institutionaliza­
tion make either in medicine or 
in economics?

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Many Developments !n Old Year 
Give Hope for Better Health in 1967

Hopefully, we can look for­
ward to a year of good 
health in 1967.

As the American Medical 
Association points out, the 
past year was one of encour­
aging developments that may 
help ensure many of us a 
longer, more comfortable life.

Here’s some of the medi­
cal progress of 1966:

—The first successful im­
plantation of artificial de­
vices, popularly but incor­
r e c t l y  called ‘.‘artificial 
hearts,” into the chests of 
human being to aid failing 
hearts.

—A drug that preliminary 
investigation indicated may 
improve memory.

—A dignified scientific 
study that gives a clearer 
understanding of the myster­
ies of human sexual response.

—Adaptation and improve- 
m int of Russian-built artifi­
cial limbs by Canadian phy­
sicians. These devices de­
rive motive power from the 
electrical potential of mus­
cle, eliminating the need for 
straps and springs.

The past year saw many 
American physicians volun­
teer their skills to help the 
the immense need of the 
South Vietnamese people for 
medical care. The program 
through which they volun­
teer for 60 days of service in 
Vietnamese hospitals is now 
known as AMA Volunteer 
Physicians for Viet Nam.

This past year was one in 
which American medicine 
made solid proposals for the 
kind of medical education re­
quired to provide communi­
ties with family physicians— 
a new kind of physician, 

I broadly educated in continu- 
! ous, comprehensive health 
care.

Finally, 1966 might be

characterized as the year of 
vaccines. A mumps vaccine 
proved nearly 100 per cent 
effective in clinical trials. A 
prophylactic vaccine showed 
nearly total effectiveness in. 
protecting unborn Infants 
against the deadly "Rh f'ac- 
tor” in some mothers’ blood. 
Work continued on German 
measles vaccines, with great 
success reported in human 
trials. Wide use of exist­
ing vaccines was urged in a 
campaign to stamp out meas-

_ les.
i We are not yet at the end 
of the road to perfect health. 
Medicine makes no promise 
that we will ever get there 
. . . certainly not in the near 
future. Physicians still lose 
battles against such old kill­
ers as heart disease, stroke, 
and cancer.

But our prospects continue 
to improve for a rich, fun 
life and a meaningful old 
age. One of the people we 
can thank for this Is the 
American doctor.

Warning Issued 
Against Mailbox 
Destruction

Mailboxes are protected by 
Federal law, and pranksters 
or vandals who damage or 
destroy ihe boxes and their 
contents may be In for a 
heavy fine or imprisonment, 
Acting Postmaster John C. 
Gregg warned today.

The postmaster noted that 
tome 25,000 mall receptacles 
were damaged or destroyed 
in the past year. It was also 
noted that 2,841 persona 
were arrested In the year up 
to Juna 30 for damaging or 
destroying mail receptacles.

Acting Postmaster Gregg 
quoted from the law: “Who­
ever willfully or maliciously 
injures, tears down or des­
troys any letterbox or other 
receptacle intended or used 
for the receipt or delivery of 
mail on any mail route, or 
breaks open the same or will­
fully or maliciously injures, 
defaces or destroys any mall 
deposited therein, shall be 
fined not more than $1,000 or 
imprisoned not more than 
three years.”

This applies to all mall re­
ceptacles and the mall in 
them, even though the boxes 
are bought by citizens and 
are their personal property. 
Acting Postmaster Oregg em­
phasized.

“Pranksters—and especial­
ly children who do not know 
any better—should be made 
to realize the serlousnes.i of 
their actions,” the postmasr 
ter said. “A $1,000 fine or a 
teim in jail is enough to take 
the humor out of any prank.”

Often the mailbox damage 
is the work of youths, who 
do it for "kicks.” And the 
courts have shown little 
sympathy for this youthful 
means of expression. In Mic­
higan, a justice senjienced 
two 18-year-olds to 10 days 
in Jail, including two on a 
diet of baby food. The diet 
specification, explained the 
judge, was becau.se th e  
youths “acted like babies.” 
They were also fined $25 
each plus $15 costs.

In New York state, five 
youths were fined $25 each 
plus restitution or restora­
tion, plus no driving for an 
indefinite period, plus an 8 
p.m. curfew, plus a written 
analysis by each of a maga­
zine article entitled “A Judge 
Gets Tough on Hoodlums.”

Two Iowa youths who dam 
aged 39 mailboxes were re­
quired to personally apolo­
gize to each boxholder in ad­
dition to making repairs or 
providing a new box.

In Missouri, three 17-year 
olds lost their driving priv­
ileges, were given a 9 p.m. 
curfew, and had to report 
twice weekly to Juvenile au­
thorities. They had damaged 
83 mailboxes.

And in Arkansas, four ju­
veniles faced the following: 
(1) no driving until further 
notice, (2) a 10 p.m. curfew, 
(3) return to court in a 
month with letters from their 
school principals reporting on 
grades and attitudes, (4) 
full restitution of all dam­
ages, and (5) wear a sign 
for 30 days stating “I have 
not learned to respect the 
property of others.”

January 1 will bring an In­
crease in monthly compensa­
tion payments to parents and 
children of servicemen and 
veterans who die of service- 
connected causes. Jack Co­
ker, manager of the Veterans 
Administration regional of­
fice in Waco said this week.

iLeglslation calling for in­
creases in Dependency and 
I n d e m n i t y  Compensation 
rates was signed into law by 
President Johnson on No 
vember 3.

Monthly payments for chil 
dren will be increased from 
$77 to $80 for one child; from 
$110 to $115 for two chil 
dren; from $143 to $149 for 
three children, and from $28 
to $29 for each child in ex­
cess of three.

In case of dependent par­
ents, monthly payments are 
Increased from $83 to $97 for 
a single parent, and ihe 
maximum Income llmltanon 
is extended from $1,750 to 
$1,800.

Changes in Income deduc­
tions for parents were made 
in the new law to bring it in­
to line wltli the pension and 
Income rules for veterans’ 
widows.

Research Results 
Is Topic For 
Cotton Meet

Dallas — Piactlcal applica­
tion of research results to the 
use of chemicals in cotton 
production will be the main 
topic of speakers during the 
second session of the 1967 
Beltwide Cotton Production- 
Mechanization Conference to 
be held here. The confer­
ence will be January 12-13.

Le.Tding off will be Dr 
Sloan E. Jones, chief of Ufl- 
DA’s Cotton Insects Research 
Branch, Beltsvllle, Md. Dr. 
Jones will discuss recent re­
search findings and how they 
might be applied in an in­
control program.

The benefits and potential 
hazards of pesticide usage 
will be explained by Dr. L. D. 
Newsom, head of the Depart­
ment of Entomology at the 
Louisiana State University at 
Baton Rouge. Eknphasls will 
be placed on both the bene­
fits and hazards ’■elated to 
both crop production and 
wildlife and fish populations. 
Some attention will bt,' devot­
ed to what the future might 
hold as dictated by the pro­
per and improper use of pes­
ticides.

An evaluation of chemicals 
presently in use for cotton 
production tools will be pre­
sented by Dr. Warren C. 
Shaw of USDA's Crops Pro­
tection Research Branch of 
Beltsvllle.

Dr. Charles S. Miller from 
the Eiepartment of Plant 
Sciences at Texas A & M 
University will outline the 
current status of harvest- 
aid chemical research.

In the field of new equip­
ment, Beverly G. Reeves, ex­
tension cotton mechaniza­
tion ginning specialist, also 
from Texas A & M, will dis­
cuss recent developments in 
strippers.

The conference is open to 
anyone interested in cotton.

The conference Is spon­
sored by the National Cotton 
Council.

Technical sessions precede 
the conference on January 
10 and 11.

MULEY HUNT

The big game hunting sea­
son means different things 
to different people.

Sportsmen comprete for the 
best shot, as well as for the 
best trophy. Tall tales are 
spawned before and after, as 
mighty nlmrods conquer the 
wide open spaces.

But the season to the Black 
Gap Wildlife Management 
Area staff means many other 
things. Including collecting 
tiny tick specimens.

The area staff has just 
forwarded a vial of well-em­
balmed ticks to the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture for 
study by the animal disease 
eradication division.

The parasites were taken 
from seven mule deer ex­
amined at the Area checking 
station.

The Area staff reported of­
ficially that there was only 
light tick infestation found 
on deer bagged during the 
annual public hunt. Only 
one animal was heavily in­
fested.

Annual Alien 
Address Report

District EMrector J. W. Hol­
land of the Immigration and 
Naturalization Service stated 
that the annual alien address 
report program usually caus­
es a sharp rise in the num­
ber of applications for nat­
uralization.

The law requires all aliens 
in the United States, with 
few exv?eptions, to report 
their addresses each Janu­
ary. Throughout the United 
States, almost thirty percent 
more applications for natu­
ralization are received during 
the months of January, Feb­
ruary and March than are 
received during other months. 
Holland attributes this sud­
den rise to the Alien Ad­
dress Report Program.

Aliens not required to make 
this report are diplomats and 
those persons accredited to 
certain international organi­
zations.

Forms for making the re­
ports will be available to 
aliens at all Post Offices and 
offices of the ImmigTatlon 
and Naturalization Service 
during the month of January. 
Holland indicated that aliens 
desiring information con­
cerning naturalization or 
similar matters should obtain 
the forms at an office of the 
Immigration and Naturaliza­
tion Service where persoimel 
trained in these fields will be 
available to answer inquiries.

long-term average, says John 
McHaney, extension econo­
mist at 'Texas ASiM Univer­
sity.

He emphasizes ihat the 
rate of increase in economic 
activity during the year 
will depend a great deal up­
on the turn of events in Viet­
nam and their impact on 
other government programs 
and on business Investments.

If defense spending is ac­
celerated, further restrictive 
fiscal action may be neces­
sary to combat inflation 
measures, he says. If develop­
ments result in a reduction 
in defense spending, it is ex­
pected that certain govern­
ment programs will be in­
creased to ease the resulting 
economic adjustments, he 
adds.

The economist sees no let­
up in spending by state and 
local governments. 'The in­
crease in 1967 is expected to 
equal or even exceed the 
growth rate of the past five 
years.

Residential construe t i o n 
and capital investments have 
been slowed by the tight 
money situation of 19 6 6 
which resulted as demand for 
credit rose in response to a 
sharp increase in demand for 

I (roods and services. Future 
developments in residential 
construction will depend, in 
part, on the success of gov­
ernment actiem to provide 
more funds for mortgage 
markets, points out McHan­
ey. Mortgage money should 
become somewhat easier to 
obtain later in 1967, if as 
expected, consumer and busi­
ness demand f o r  credit 
should ease. An upturn in 
the housing market is ex­

pected late in 1967, the econ­
omist says.

McHaney sees a slight less­
ening of consumer demand 
for durable goods but a con­
tinuing increasing demand 
for non-durable goods and 
services. Several factors are 
cited which may prevent auto 
sales from matching the to­
tal for 1966. These Include 
a slowing down in the rate 
of Increase of consumer in­
come; higher cost of cars; 
high interest rates, draft 
calls, and relatively large 
proportion of young cars in 
the auto population.

Total purchases or furni­
ture and household equip­
ment are not expected to 
equal the increase of 1966 
over 1965 in view of higher 
price tags and housing mar­
ket prospects. Expenditures 
for non-durables, such as 
food, clothing, drugs, gas and 
oil, are expected to continue 
upward during 1967.

Consumers’ after-tax in­
comes, assuming no change 
in present tax rates, are ex­
pected to register another 
gain In 1967, but it will not 
be as large as the past year, 
says the economist.

Business activity is expect­
ed to continue upward dur­
ing 1067. The momentum of 
the cuirent boom is expected 
to carry through the first 
half of the year but the ac­
tivity gain in the last half 
will likely be a t a slower 
rate, says McHaney.

In conclusion, the econo­
mist points out that many 
uncertainties come into the 
1967 picture and make dif­
ficult the problem of assess­
ing tlie over-all econcxnic 
outlook.
